It was a pleasure to talk with you and Mr. T. M. Romslo this morning. We 
appreciate your interest in our proposed exploratory program. 


As I explained to you, our drilling program of the last few weeks has 
located beryllium-bearing tuff on both our Bell Hill and Jeannie claims. 
In addition, we have found quite high grade beryllium ore at shallower 
depths on other claims in the same area. These latter claims were not in-
cluded in our original application for exploration assistance. 


In view of these results, we feel that it is in the best interests of both 
the Government and this Company to file a suitably amended form of our 
OME-6106 (Beryllium) application.

Reference s made to the Applicant's lettér'to you, dated November 16, 
1960, requesting that the subject application be kept alive, for a 
period of two months'while an effort is being made to obtain further 
geological support for the application. 


I recoend approval of the requestbëáanse 'prospecting now being 
done along the east side of Spors Mountain may indicate the possibility 
of beryllium mineralization on the Applicant's property. Prospecting 
in this area at'présent Is confined tO ground'between the Applicant's 
two groups of claims. Trenching by the 'Applicant and others has 
opened, a few zones of beryllium mineralization in rhyOlite tuff either 
in northerly trending faults or at contacts with other igneous rocks. 
Some drilling Is being done at one of the zones to test for extension 
of mineralization into the tuff. 


Other pertinent information which will soon be available are the 
results obtained by Bureau men . from spot checking outcrops of tuff 
on or adjacent to the Applicant's property with a Berylometer.

An examination of our Jeannie and Bell Hill claims in the Spor Mountain dis-
trict was made on November 15, 1960 0 by Mr. T. M. Romslo, examiner, and our 
geologist, Mr. W. N. Trover. 


At the time of this examination, it was decided that the loan request made by 
this Company covered a prospecting program rather than an exploratory program. 
This conclusion was reached because our baSic premise that ore exists on the 
claims was based on sound geologic theory rather than on proven facts. As of 
this date, no ore has been exposed in or near the claims that can reasonably 
be projected onto the claims under consideration. 


Mr. Trover, our geologist, feels confident that the geologic evidence support- 
ing his theories can be shown by surface exploration. Larsen Industries, Inc. 
intends to undertake such a program immediately. 


Before a final decision on the loan application is made, this Company would 
like to request a delay of two months' time in which to explore and gather 
the indicated factual geologic information. This information would then form 
the basis of an amended request on the loan application. 


We hope that this plan meets with your approval. We would appreciate your 
cooperation in this matter and look forward to an early reply from you.

The tuft beds wbich are of intrest were surely deposited in the 
valley between the Tbcmas Range and Spors Mountain where the claims lie. 
Further faulting which provided the pathway for solutions or gases which 
formed the fluorite bodies in Spore Mountain, end evidently was also reo 
lated to the deposition of the beryllitsu cuts the area between the two 
mountains.
