(a) The Mammoth and Gold Chain properties. häve 


been worked on the upper levels resulting in extensive 


mine workings. Thes.e workings are not considered to 


be related to. the proposed exploration work, therefore, 


maps and descriptive material will be limited to 


recent operations and work directly related to the 


proposed exploration project. 


On December 20, 1961, New Park Mining Company en-


tered into an agreement with Mammoth Mining Company, 


giving New Park exclusive right, to explore,. develop 


and mine ore from the property belonging to the 


Mammoth Mining. Company and itsaffiliates (known as 


the MammOth unit). consisting of the 'Gold Chaih Mining 


Company, the Opohonga Mining Company and the Utah 


Consolidated: Mining and Milling Company. New Park 


immediately began rehabilitation of the property by.in-


stallation of an electric hoist on . t.he Mammoth shaft 


and an exploratory program of mapping, longhole drill-


ing and diamond 'drilling. Three diamond drill holes 


from the lower levels intersected mineralization at a 


depth of about 25,0 fee.t. Assays along these drill 


holes' indicated a mineral body containing gold, silver 


and copper values. The Mammoth shaft was then deepened 
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from the 2100. ft.' level, to' the' 26.bO: ft level and a 


drift advanced 26.0 feet to intersect the fissure vein 


of gold, silver and copper. 


As exploratory work was completed northward, it was 


geologically determined that. the' .pro.dctive' Ophir 


limestone formation in the vicinity, of northeast, 


fissuring approximately 1,370 feet. 'southwest, would 


be' a prime target .f or e.t'en'sive mineralization. To 


explore this objective, drifting was started south-


west of the main 26.00. fissure developing gold, silver 


copper ore. 


In May of 196 11, it .was necessary to. discontinue 


•	 advance southwest pending completion of negotiations 


with Mammoth No.' 2 Mining Company relative to. claims 


to the south that were to. .be inclu'ded.in .the Mammoth 


unit.. During this per.iod, water encroachment on the 


2600 level, ceased operations and it was necessary to 


install a pumping system and de-water the area. This 


was completed in September of 1964 and progress outh 


was continued on the 26.00. foot .level toward the Ophir 


limestone formation. Advance south along fissures 


continued to' reveal mineralization, including nati.ve  


copper, pyrite and old-silver.-copper. These areas 


were 'not explored but advance .ontinued southward

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Stoward the main objective, the Ophir formation. 


After progress in excess of 1000. feet was completed, 


an increased 'water inflow was 'encountered to the extent 


it was necessary to. stop advance in' favor of invest-


igating the Ophir. formation by diamond 'drilling from 


the' 200 foot level. Exploration was continued in 


other areas until 'April 1965, when the' water inflow 


increased beyond the pumping capacity of 160 gallons 


per minute'. The 'pumping. capacity was enlarged .to 270 


gallons per minute and the level was recovered. In 


June of 1965,, the 'water inflow continued to increase 


and it was necessary to abandon all work on the .2600 


.	 level and pull the' pumps. Currently the water has 


risen to 83 inches 'above, the' 26,00 station floor and is 


rising at the rate. of one Inch per week. 


During the, period of. delay on the 2600 foot level, 


in May of 196 L1 a drift was started southward on the 


2,00. foot .le.vel. A str.ong southwest fissure was in-


tersected containing minor amounts of gold-silver-lead 


ore occurring as fissure replacement and bedding re-' 


placement.

One diamond drill hole was drilled from the 21400.

However, in the East 


Tinti.c district 'production has. 'come from strati'graphic 


units that :occur in the 'lower levels of the Mammoth 


mine, south of the Sioux-Ajax 'fault.' These formations 


have not been 'previously investigated in the' Main 


Tintic. district.

We expressed no enthusiasm for dewatering, drifting, and cross-
cutting on the 2600 level We contended that the best targets were 
in the middle limestone member of the Ophir Formation at the inter-
sections of the Gold Chain fissure, and the strong NW-trending 
faults These targets could be tested by drilling from the 2400 level 
Perhaps larger coring equipment àrd other drillers would yield better 
results than the Applicant has had with drilling to date 


I think it would be to the Applicant's advantage to study Shenon 
and Full's report before unciertaking any exploration •r dewatering 
activities. 


When I discussed this application briefly with HaJ,1(Morris, U.S.G.S., 
on November 12, he cautioned us not to participate in dewatering the

The Applicant proposes to dewater the bottom level (2600 level) 
of the Mammoth mine in the Tinatic district, to extend the level 
southward an additional 840 feet along the Gold Chain fissure 
thereby crosscutting the favorable middle limestone member in 
the Ophir Formation, to drift and crosscut 760 feet in this 
limestone and along a projected cross fault, and to diamond drill 
a total of 1,900 feet. Total estimated cost of the project is 
$135,586.01. 


Geologic conditions are favorable for the occurrence of signifi-
cant ore bodies in the area proposed for exploration. An alter-
native plan based on diamond drilling from the 2400 level offers 
a less expensive program of exploration. 


Workings on the 2400 and 2600 levels of the Mammoth mine extend 
south from the Mammoth shaft and penetrate successively older 
formations beginning with an upper limestone member in the 
Herkimer Limestone Formation, crossing the Dagmar Limestone 
Formation, and terminating near the base of the Teutonic Limestone 
Formation in the present south face of the 2600 level. All of 
these formations are of Cambrian age. The principal goal is the 
middle limestone member of the Ophir Formation, which is projected 
to be about 525 feet south of the face of the 2400 level, and 
300 feet south of the present fac& of the 2600 level. In vertical 
section the Ophir limestone is projected to be about 175 feet 
vertically below the fade f the 2400 level, and 80 feet below the 
2600 level.

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The 2400 and 2600 levels were driven southward along a fissure 
system, the Gold Chain, to explore for ore bodies at the inter-
sections of the fissure with favorable host rocks, particularly 
the Ophir limestone. 


Water inflow forced abandonment of the 2600 level in June 1965. 
The water leyel is rising at the rate of an inch per week and 
was about 7 feet above the floor of the 2600 station in late 
October 1965. 


Proven and probable ore reserves in small ore bodies discovered 
along workings already completed total 116,200 tons averaging 
0.08 ounces gold and 15 ounces silver per ton and 5.5 percent 
lead. The reserve is about equally divided between replacement 
ore bodies along the fissure, and replacement bedded-type ore 
bodies in favorable formations cut by the fissure. The possi-
bility of significantly larger ore bodies in the principal target 
areas is the main reason for the exploration. 


Pr.duction from the Mammoth mine totals about 1 million tons of 
ore averaging 0.10 ounces gold and 11.1 ounces silver per ton, 
1.6 percent copper, and 1.5 percent lead. Most of this ore 
occurred in a vertical ore shoot north of the Mammoth shaft and 
north of a major east-trending fault, the Sioux-Ajax, and in a 
bedded replacement deposit. These ore bodies were more than 
1,200 feet north of the area which the Applicant wishes to explore 
under an ONE contract. 


I conferred briefly on November 12, 1965, with Mr. Hal T. Morris, 
Chief, Base Metals Branch, U.S.G.S., regarding this proposal. 
Morris visited the mine in September 1965 and is well qualified 
to assess the merits of the proposal because of his studies in 
the Tintic and East Tintic districts. 


He believed it would be worthwhile to explore this portion of 
the Mammoth mine because of the possibility of ore bodies 
situated at the intersection of the Gold Chain fissure with 
certain favorable beds, particularly the middle limestone member 
of the Ophir Formation, and along strong cross faults such as 
the one shown on the Applicant's map of the proposed work on the 
2600 level. 


The search for ore bodies in the target area can be accomplished 
by diamond drilling from the existing south drift on the 200 level. 
This would avoid the expense of dewatering the shaft and main-
taming the water level below the 2600 level. A drill station is 
established at the south end of the 2400 level, and a drill hole 
has penetrated the Ophir limestone thereby locating the host rock 
for the main exploration target. 
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. 


The Government should suggest to the Applicant that he consider 
an alternative program based on drilling from the 2400 level; 
and, if acceptable to him, that he amend or revise his original 
application accordingly.

Geologic maps of the 2400 and 2600 levels were submitted, but no 
maps of the upper levels were submitted. Geologic maps of the whole 
mine, or at least of the area above the levels involved in the explo-
ration, would be useful in reviewing the application. 


Per-foot drift'and crosscut cost estimates are high. Some of the 
cost breakdown is not given, such as what is included in "direct 
supplies and materials."
