1. Financial Eligibility: 


(a) Copies of letters of application to two banks requesting funds for minerals 


exploration together with replies from said banks are enclosed. The banks 


indicated that they were not interested in participating in such loans. 


(b) John E. Fritch, Park City, Utah, is sole owner of a lease on the subject 
property. 


(c) John E. Fritch proposes to furnish his share of the exploration work by 
furnishing mining equipment, labor, and cash. 


2. Applicant's Rights in Land: 


(a) John E. Fritch is the lessee of the property. A true copy of the lease 


is attached hereto. There are no liens, mortgages, or other encumbrances 


recorded against the property.

(c) Five copies of lien and subordination agreement with the Church of Jesus 


Christ of Latter-day Saints is enclosed. 


3. Physical Description: 


(a)	 The Utah Mine has been developed to a depth of 842 feet on six levels. Maps 


of the levels are attached. Most of the work was completed prior to 1914. 


Records of production are fragmentary from 1914 to 1953. Several lessees 


mined a few hundreds of tons of ore from upper levels mostly in clean up 


operations during this period. 


John E. Fritch, Park City, Utah, leased the mine in 1953. Since 1953 


several hundred tons were mined chiefly from a sub-level below the 812. 


Settlement sheets for these shipments were lost in a fire at the offices of 


the U.S. Smelting Company. It is estimated that $9,000 worth of ore was
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recovered from the sub-level before excessive water caused the shut 


down of operations. 


The mine is developed through a one compartment 5xlO' shaft. 


Production facilities include surface plant of hoist, hoist house and 


compressor, and mining equipment. 


(b)	 John E. Fritch has been operating the mine since 1953. 


(c)	 Past production from the mine is shown in the following table:

(d) No proven reserves are known on the property. 


(e) The Fish Springs District and the Utah Mine its principal producer are located 


at the northern end of the Fish Springs Range which is the northern extension 


of the House Range. Limestone with inter-bedded shale and quartzite of 


Ordivician and Silurian age underlie the area. The beds dip to the west 


up to 35 0 . Numerous easterly trending rhyolite porphyry dikes cut the 


sediments. The range is delineated by northerly trending high angle faults. 


Minor northerly trending faults occur between the marginal faults. Prominent 


easterly trending faults and fractures which in places have been displaced 


by the northerly faults apparently acted as channel ways for the rhyolite 


dikes and ore solutions. The east-west fault system appears to be older than 


both the north-south system and the porphyry dikes. 


Ore deposits in the district replace limestone and fill fractures 


along east-west trending fissures. The Utah fissure trends east-west. 


The fissure occurs south and parallel to the largest known rhyolite 
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dike in the district. Both dip steeply; 	 the fissure more so than the 


dike. They are 50 feet apart at the surface and 100 feet apart on the 


800 foot level of the mine. Ore shoots occur irregularly along the 


fissure and seem to follow the intersection of the fissure and certain 


limestone beds. Some prospecting has been done on the north side of the 


dike but little ore has been found. Small deposits have been found at the 


rhyolite-limestone contact but more ore has been mined some distance from 


the contact though not usually more than 200 feet. The dike averages 


about 50 feet in width where it has been cross-cut (see 812' level map). 


No genetic relationship between the dike and the Utah fissure has been 


established other than that they are parallel and are converging toward the 


surface. (See sections B-B 1 & C-C 1) 


Ore minerals include galena and some sphalerite and chalcopyrite. 


Some oxidation has occurred to the deepest levels of the mine. Some ore 


shoots-were completely oxidized while others consist primarily of galena. 


Oxide minerals include cerussite, anglesite, plambojarosite, and some 


secondary copper minerals. Ore mined to date has been high grade with 


no change in tenor noted from the surface to the deepest levels of the mine. 


It has been reported that "second-grade" ore was left in the mine because 


of unfavorable economic conditions at the time of mining. 


Little or no alteration of the wall rock has been observed along 


the Utah fissure or elsewhere in the district. The limestone host rock 


shows little or no visible alteration or change from fresh unmineralized 


limestone only a few inches from the mineralized fissure. Most of the 


13,000 ton production from the Utah Mine comes from two parallel ore shoots 


within the Utah fissure. (See longitudinal section.) The ore occurs in 


rich pods and lenses within the favorable part of the fissure which is 


continuous from near surface to the 850 foot level and below. Oxidation

of the ore has occurred to some degree from the surface to the 850 foot 


level and has probably penetrated well below this level because of the 


apparently free circulating ground water in the fissure. Tenor of the ore 


has remained somewhat constant throughout the deposit. This condition will 


probably continue for some depth below the present workings of the mine. 


The two major ore shoots average 40 to 50 feet in width. Thickness of 


the ore varies from a few inches to 8 feet with an average of about 2 feet. 


They have been mined along their lengths a distance of 900 feet with the 


bottom of the mineralization having never been reached. 


(f) Prior to 1914, the Utah Mine was developed to the 812 foot level. About 


13,000 tons of ore was produced principally from two parallel ore shoots. 


Both of these were developed and mined from near surface to the 812 foot level. 


(See cross sections.) 


In the early 1950's John E. Fritch sunk a winze and short drift to 


the 850 foot level. An ore shoot of a grade comparable to that mined from 


the levels above was intersected. Water was encountered that was excessive 


for available equipment and the heading was consequently abandoned. At the 


cessation of operation, the vein exposed at the face was 16 inches wide and 


assayed about 40oz of Agand 407 Pb. The vein material was partially 


oxidized. The uniform grade of the deposit indicates that little migration 


of the silver has taken place and that a supergene zone may be nonexistant. 


Tenor of the ore on the 812 and 850 levels compares favorably with the 


levels above as do the size of the ore shoots. There are no indications on 


these two levels that the %re'has bottomed out. It is probable that the deposit 


continues to depth beyond the 850 foot level and probably below the water 


table. Since the grade of the ore has remained somewhat constant from the 


surface, tenor in the unoxidized zone should be comparable to that of the 


oxidized ore. Depth to the unoxidized zone is not known but oxidation probably 


exists to great depths since the ore shoots are located along fissures 


where ground water appears to be circulating relatively freely.
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Some $9,000 gross production was extracted from the 850 foot level prior to 


abandonment. Assay records for this production were not retained by the 


operator and a fire at the offices of U.S. Smelting and Refining Company 


destroyed the smelter's records. However, officials at U.S. could be 


consulted concerning grade and tonnage of ore received. 


(g) John E. Fritch has no other reports or maps in his possession other than 


those included in this application. 


4. Accessibility of Property: 


(a) Mr. John E. Fritch of Park City, Utah, will be available and can meet and 


direct the ONE representative to the property.	 The property is accessable 


via gravel road west from Tooele, Utah, some 80 miles. (See location map.) 


Mine workings are open to the 812 foot level. The surface hoist is not in 


operation. 


(b) Shipping and supply point is Tooele, Utah, a distance of 80 miles froii the 


property. 


5. Exploration work: 


(a) Exploration work proposed in this application includes the following: 


1. Shaft rehabilitation from the 500' level to the bottom of the shaft, 8121. 


2. Installation of pipe and pumps for dewatering mine below 812' level.
