Location

This property consisting of 1457 acres is located in the southeast por-
tion of Nelson County, Virginia, and about two miles from Yarminster, a station
on the James River Division of the C. & O. R. R. which is about 100 miles from
Richmond, Va. and 47 miles from Lynchburg, Va. The shipping facilities are
ideal., The haul from the mines would be all downgrade to the railroad and
‘the ore could be hauled cver the earth road by trucks or by a wire rope tram-
‘way to storage bins on the railroad.

The C. & 0. R. R. gives direct connections with tidewater at Newport News,
Va. and rail connections north and south at Richmond, Va., North and south
connections over the Southern Railway at Lynchburg, Va., and east and west
connections over the N. & . R. R.

The €. & 0. R. R, forms a direct connection with the furnaces located
along the Ohio and Mississippi Rivers which consume large quantities of manganese
ore,

General Geology

The surface of the property rises from the James River and at the highest
point reaches an elevation of about 250 feet.

‘ This property is in the manganese ore bearing formation which is known
'as the James River belt and extends in a northeasterly direction from Pittsyl-
vania County to Albemarle County and includes portions of Bedford, Campbell,

Amherst, Appomattox, Nelson and Buckinghem Counties.

The country rock is exposed along north side of the property, on the
southwest portion it is a decomposed micacréous sandstone and on the north-
east end it is decomposed granite. The ore bearing formation on this property
is two miles long.

History

This property joins the Cabell Manganese Iiine and is near the Simpson,
Bugley and Davis mines, all of these mines are on the same ore bearing forma-
tion.

Mining started in this vicinity in the '80's. The geological survey liter-

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grade manganese ore. The Ccbell mine produced 5,000 tons which was shipped to
Ingland. I have been unable to find a record of the production from Laynesville,
and I am of the opinion that the Laynesville production was listed with the
Cabell production as the Cabell and Laynesville at that period was owned by

the same party and in 21l probability a large part of the Cabell production

was mined on what is known at this time as the Laynesville property.

The early operators confined their efforts to the ore located near the
surface, most of their work was open cuts. '

During the early '80's a group of English capitalists made plans to de-
velop this property. They built a steam power plant and ashaft was sunk to the
depth of 150 feet and when ready for production an accident happened which
killed several men. This caused a temporary shut down which was followed by
unfavorable market conditions resulting in a permanent stoppage of work.

Starting in at a point near the Cabell mine and going in a northeast
direction along the line of the strike of the ore bearing formation we come
to the old workings in the following order: Shaft 70 feet deep, now caved
except first 15 feet in which some small seams are-exposed. Shaft 150 feet,
about 20 feet at surface opeh. Shaft LO feet, about 10 feet at surface open.
Shallow shaft connected with a shaft tunnel, some ore near mouth of tunnel.
A shaft of unknown depth, but from the amount of material on the dumps I am
of the opinion that it must be over 100 feet.

The last named work is one and one-fourth miles from the Cabell line and
the remaining three-fourth mile on Laynesville is without development.

Mr. A. C. Horsley, of Warminster, who showed me over the property told
me that some years ago he picked enough ore from the old dumps to ship some eight
or ten cars of ore, this being the second picking over the dump. Another party
pitked over them when he was quite a young man.

The above analyses is an average secured from the old dumps. In view
of the fact that these dumps have been picked over and the best ore shipped
on two previous occasions, I think it would be fair to say that the above
analyses represents the third grade ore, and I am of the opinion that the
better grade of ore will run 50% or more in metallic manganese and corres-
pondingly lower in impurities which would put it in the class of extra good

ore.
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Due to the caved conditions of the old workings I was unable to get in
them and get a sample of the best ore.

Conclusion

This property in its present physical condition can not be classed as
a proven mine but an extra good prospect worthy of exploration.

I am of the opinion that 200 feet of development work would prove the
existence of good commercial ore bodies.

Last year (1931) in ebout four months time I completed 130 feet of shaft
and drift work, timbered in a first class manner, and 70 feet of open pit work
at a cost of $2,000.00. I am giving these figures for comparison.

T am of the opinion that the same work on this property could be done
for less, due to the fact that conditions are more favorable in mining, labor
and dupplies.

The chance element would be 8 to 2 in favor of locating commercial ore
bodies providing the work is given proper technical supervision.

"Tn the past years, several deposits of manganese ores have been some-
what extensively marked in Nelson County, although the ore is not mined to the
writer's knowledge at any point in the county at present. (1907) The ore
occurs in the Southeastern portion of the County, located about 2 miles north
of the James River, in the vicinity of Warminster and Midway lMills, stations
on the Chesapeake & Ohio Railway. The occurrence of ores is in the form of
pockets in the residual clays of the crystalline schists. Four mines have
produced considerable ore. These are the Cabell, Bugley, Simpson and Davis.
The Cabell mine, located within 2 miles of Warminster, has not been worked
since 1871, (Was worked again after date of this book.) In 1868 and 1869,
5,000 tons of ore were mined and shipped to Newcastle-on-Tyne. A reported
analysis of this ore shows 82.25% of manganese peroxide. Two other analyses
of ore from this mine are reported by Weeks in the Mineral Resources of t he
United States for 1885 as follows:

The Bﬁgley mine, located about half a mile southwest of the Cabell, was
worked about the same time and is said to have yielded about 2,000 tons of
ore.

Southwest of Warminster, at Midway Mills, the Simpson mine was worked
in 1882, produced 12,000 tons of high grade ore, shipped to Liverpool, England.
The mine was developed by a shaft 150 feet deep which had to be abandoned
bedause of flooding from water. The grade of ore is reported to have improved

These mines were
active between 1868 and 1887; 8,000 to 9,000 tons of washed ore were shipped,
Some prospecting and mining was done during orld Wars I and II., The Cabell
and Bugley mines were explored by the U. S. Bureau of lMines in 1942. (Dr.

Typescript, page 165: "The Piedmont, or Laynesville, mine is about 1.5 miles
north of Warminster on property owned by C. D. Larus, Jr., of Richmond, Virginia.
According to Mr. A. C. Horsley, of Manteo (nearby), the first work on this
property was done about 1887 by a Mr., Miller. At a point half a mile north-
east of the Cabell Mine, a tunnel was driven, and a shaft sunk to a depth of
about 150 feet (locality 3, plate 1).

dump. Quartzite, wad, and yellow chert with nodular manganese minerals are
present on the dump of these workings. A fifth of a mile to the northeast

are two old pits about 10 feet deep (locality 2, plate 1). Rotten quartzite

is exposed in the pits, and some chert with nodular manganese oxides is scat-
tered on the dumps. Two-fifths of a mile further northeast is an old water-
filled shaft (locality 1, plate 1); the dump is composed of white and grey
dolomitic marble but no manganese ore is visible."

"Nelson County - In Nelson County several deposits of manganese have
been worked quite extensively in past years, though no ore is now mined.
These deposits are found in the ore belt of the James River already described,
the belt running nearly parallel to the river and about 2 miles from the
left or northwest bank. The manganese shows generally in small quantities on
the surface, the derposit widening as it goes down. The manganese is found in
pockets and usually in clay.

"From what is known as the Cabell mine, two miles from Warminster depot,
on the Richmond and Alleghany Railroad, some 5,000 tons of manganese were
taken in 1868, and shipped to Newcastle-on-Tyne., The mine has not been worked
since 1871. An analysis of the ore showed 82.25 percent of manganese peroxide.

"ibout. half a mile southwest of Cabell mine is a deposit known as the Bugley
mine, which was worked about the same time and yielded about 2,000 tons of ore.

PAt Midway Mills is a deposit on the land of Mr. G. F. Simpson, which
was worked in 1882 and yielded some 1,200 tons of first class ore. The mine
was worked by shaft to the depth of 165 feet, when it was drowned out. The
ore above the water line is said to have shown some 70 per cent oxide, but
below the line it was much richer, 80 to 85 per cent. The entire product was
marketed in Liverpool.

"At the Davis mine in Nelson county, an ore giving from a picked specimen
the follow1ng analysis was &t one time mined, though operations are now suspended:

These deposits
have not been worked for many years, and indications are that the manga-
nese content of the ore is just slightly under 40%, However, this analy-
sis was made from ore picked up on the surface, and it may be that the
deposits upon investigation will be found to contain a higher percentage
of manganese. The estate is not in a position to spend any sizable
amount of money in exploration work but we should like to make available

COOPERATION PLEDGED TO MINERALS TNDUSTRY

The domestic mining industry was urged today to increase-its-efforts-to-provide~
the basic raw materials essentiél to the defense program of the Nation,

In an address before the annusl members' meeting of the American Mining Con-
gress in New York City, James Boyd, Administrator of the Defense Minerals Adminis-
tration called attention to the accelerated demands for strategic and critical
metals and minerals.

The purpose of the DMA is to assure an adequate supply of metallic and non-
metallic minerals for the national defense effort. The Defense Minerals Adminis-
tration is one of five new agencies established by Secretary of the Interior |
Oscar L, Chapman to carry out specific provisions of the Lefense Production Act of
.1950. The other four agencies are the Petroleum Administration for Defense, the
Defense Power Administration, the Defense Solid Fuels Administration, and the
Defense Fisheries Administration.

Dr. Boyd, on behalf of Secretary Chapmen, pledged the cooperation of the
Interior Department and the Defense Minerals Administration in keeping mines,
smelters and mills at maximum efficient operation and in expanding production of
those mineral commodities in short supply. ‘

"The mining industry," said Dr. Boyd, "has a Herculean task before it in pro-
viding our domestic industry with the supplies needed for the production of military
material and essential civilian goods. ‘

"You have done the job well in two world wars," he added, "and I have faith
that you will succeed in this critical period of mobilization."

Describing the Defense Minerals Administration as the prime point of Govern-
ment contact with the mineral industries and the manufacturers of mining machinery
and equipment, Dr, Boyd outlined the methods that have been thms far worked out to
provide Government assistance to those mineral producers unable to expand production
witnout Government assistance. Under the Defense Production Act, he said, three

rinciple methods are available: (1) Government guarantee of private loans;
%’2) Direct Government loans: and (3) Procurement contracts. A fourth method,
accelerated amortization for tax purposes, he added, is availsble under the Internal
Revenue Act of September 23, 1950, applications for which are being handled through
the National Security Resources Board,

The Defense Minerals Administration, stated Dr, Boyd, cannot make loans or
conclude purchase contracts itself. The function of the Defense MineralsAdminis-
tration in regard to loans, he explained, is to certify to the Reconstruction






rporation as to gir necessity for national def . As for procurement
these will be c®®tified to the General Services MMministration after DMA
out the preliminary negotiations, (Purchases of ores or processed
ninerals under contracts of the General Services Administration may e
private industries or retained for the Covermment stockpile.)

/‘nc/néfense Minerals Administration will also be called upon to give an
advisory opinion where accelerated amortization is requested,

"Secretary Chepman, who has been given the responsibility by President Truman
of expanding production of minerals, fuels and electric power," Dr, Boyd told the.
Mining Congress, "has asked me to stress to you the extreme importance of our metals
and minerals, The scarcity of the products of our mines is perhaps the most limit-
ing factor in our economy today,"

"Our problems", added Dr. Boyd, "are threefold: "First, we must zet the mavimum
_ production possible--every available pound--from existing facilities immediately.
Second, we must create new sources--to develop known but unworked deposits--to meet
the continuing expanded demands of a mobilized economy,., And third, we must make
concentrated efforts to find additional deposits of ore."

Dr. Boyd pointed out that the Defense Minerals Administration has tentatively
set up threc major divisions to carry out its responsibilities to the Nation under
" the Defense Production Act--a requirements division, a supply division, and a
production expansion division,

Since the imposition of considsrable military requirements on top of an already -

 expanding civilian production must be based on the available supply of basic raw

-materials, the major functions of the Requirements Division are twofold: The first
.- “is to assure the necessary production materials for the maintenance, repair and

operation of the metal mines and nonferrous smelters, and the nonmetallic mines so
that the current rate of flow of metals and minerals from the mines is unhempered,
Administrator Boyd said., This alsc mesns that an adequate supply of repalr parts

~ and new equipment mist be assured to continue the mechanization of these mining .
properties. The second major function is to determine the requirements for the
expansion programs of sitrategic minerals which are developed by the Production
Expansion Division,

The Supply Division, Dr, Boyd continued, is to be the programming and plamning
group of the Defense Minerals Administration, It will analyze and maintain fore-
casts of total supplies of all critical metals and minerals, and will maintain
liaison with the IPA of the Department of Commerce with regard to the supply-
requirements situation, and advise on adjusting requirements to supply. It also
will develop goals for the expansion of productive capacity as well as programs for
achievinz them. In addition, this division will recommend regulations on conserve-
tion and limitation in order to divert as necessary the flow of crude and
intermediste mineral products.

The Production Expansion Division will process applications for Government
assistance and will evaluate individual proposals for increasing production of
critically needed mineral raw materials, The Division will conduct preliminary
nezotiations leading to procurement contracts and loans, will recommend to the
Deputy Administrator the certification of contracts and loans, and will maintain

. liaison with the General Services Administration, Reconstruction Finance Corpora-
tion, National Security Resources Board, and other Federal agencics concerned in
the mgtters of contracts and loans.






2 %t is obviously the ’nt of the Act, Dr, Boyd told ff)Anerican Mining
Congress, that expansion ol” production shall be facilitated as much as possible
through ordinary business channels, Government guarantee of loans or direct Govern—
ment loans can be resorted to if regular business loans are not obtainsble, How-
ever, the Government will negotiate purchasing contracts.or make loans only if these
methods appear to be necessary to place into industrial channels additional
quantities of critical metals and minerals. :

In selecting projects designed to expand mineral production, the Defense
Minerals Administration, according to Administrator Boyd, will give primary con-
sideration at present to those designed to produce one or more of the following
commodities (listed alphabeticelly):  Antimony, asbestos (spimning grade),
beryllium, chromite, cobslt, columbium~tantalum, copper, corundum, fluorspar,
graphite Zcrucible flake), manganese, mica (strategigsj, molybdenum, nickel, platinum
group metals, sulfur, talc (steatites, tingsten, and zinc.,. This list, he added,
will Le expanded, curtailed or modified in accordance with the changing national
defense requirements, Projects to be approved by the Defense Mineral Administra-
tion must, in its judgment, show definite promise of yieldinz material of acceptable
grade, physical character, and specifications in amoun®s that will significantly
improve the mineral supply position for national defense, Also, said Dr., Boyd,
commitments for assistance in developing and minirg mineral deposits will be made
only when the neccssary processing plants, water supply, and access roads exist, or
when simultoneous commitments are made to agsure that they will be provided if
‘necessary, The technical and nanagerial competence of the operator will also be
concidered, ' ‘

In amplifying his remarks on procurement contracts, Dr, Boyd stated that over-
merket prices will be certified only when the Defense Minerals Administration
determines, as required by the Iefense Production Act, that the production goal for
a specific material cannot be reached "..... at lower prices or on terms more
faveratle to the Government."

The applicant for certification of a purchase contract, he added, will be
required to demonstrate to the satisfaction of the Defense Minsrals Administration™
that ore reserves of suitsble grade and character are available and adequate to
fulfill the requested contract, and the applicant will be required to satisfy the
Defense Minerals Administration that he can meet a firm delivery schedules

In regard to loans, Administrator Boyd said that applicants for certification
of loans will be required to demonstrate to the satisfaction of the Defense Mirerals
Administration, as required by the Defense Production Act, that financial assistance
has been sought through other channels and ".... is not otherwise availsblc on
reasonable terms."

The particular type of assistence that will be recommended or granted, the
mining men were told, will be that which best suits the stage of development of the
proposed project and the needs of the operator. Most project proposals will require
a field éxomination of the mineral deposit concerned before recommendations are made.

The Defense Minersls Administration, said Dr. Boyd will rely heavily on the
Geological Survey snd the Bureaw of Mines in carrying out its duties, In Washingtan,
the activitics of the three agencies will be coordinated by an operating committee
composed. of the Deputy Administrator of the Defense Minerals Administration, Acting
Director ¢f the Burean of Mines snd Director of the Geological Survey. Appropriate
- commnodity working groups on which the three agencies will be represented, are being
set up. The Defense Minerals Administration member of cach group will be its
executive officer.





“~ “Administrator Boyd .z‘ed that applications for Gover‘;nt assistance from.the
mineral industries should be sent directly t¢ him at the Defense Minerals Adminis—-—~
tration offices in Vashington.

The Defense Minersls Administration will maintain no field staff of its own
but will rely on Bureau of Mines-Geological Survey teams set up in each of the eight
Burean of Mires regions who will help applicants and will act for the Defense~
Minerals Administration in reviewing the applications in the light of existing data
and determining what additional investigations are necessary to permit a decision.
The teams will arrenze for fisld or lsboratory studies as needed, see that they are
carried out, zppraiss the results and report to Washington., Other responsibilities
of the field tesm will e to help call to the operating committee's atfention
projects that the team feels worthy of consideration,
