A field examination of this property was made on July 15 & 16, 1953,
by G. L. Netimann, Mining Engineer of the Bureau of Mines and E. L. Newcomb,
Geologist of the Geological Survey, representing the Field Teaﬁ. ‘The applicant,
Mr. Robert G. Kay, accompanied the Field Team on this examination.

There was no mineralization in place exposed for sampling. The oi_d
shaft dumps were e'xamined and are considered adequate evidence for the amount
of exploration claimed on this deposit, but the mineralization indic ated by the
material in the dumps appears to be very limited.

Locations |

The Kay mine is located in Halifax County, Virginia. Access to the
property from South Boston, Virginia, by automobile is to drive east on Virginia
Highway No. 58 for 7 miles and turn left onto the Hyco Falls road, continue for
about 2 miles on this road, then turn left on the old mine road and follow for
approximately & mile to shaft No. 1. Highway 58 is a good, all weather road and
the HyGo Falls road is a good gravel road, both of which are passable throughout
the year. The old mine road is a badly washed out trail through woods and would
require considerable repair for travel by automotive vehicles,

Description of Property:

The property consists of 261 acres of gently_rolling land extending
from the south bank of the Dan River southward for approximately 1%— miles. It
was once under cultivajion for tobacco but now most of the land is Ataken over
by second growth timber and heavy underbrushe.

Geology:

The geology on the Kay property is briefly described on page 148,
Firginia Geological Survey Bulletin XIV, 1917, by F. B. Laney. The property is
underlain by Aaron slates, which are described by Laney as tuffs and intermixed
shales and sandy shales that have been metamorphosed to slate., Although the
Aaron formation is described as a slate, evidence on the outcrops and in the mine
dump material indicates that the "slate" varies from greenstone to sericitic schists
or slates and is even conglomeratic in some beds. Most of the bedrock exposures
on the property are schistose in character and are more like micaceous or sericitic
phyllites or schists than true slatese.

On silver payment, 1ll.5 ozs. @ 56¢/oz. would pay $8.12, yet 13,650
pounds of ore assaying 2.ll.oz./ton would yield 1.5 ozs. The 2,11 oz./ton is
more in keeping with other assays of the ore but the return stated 31% 0z+/ton.
These figures seem to be somewhat irregulare

The applicant also claims to have sorted 7200 pounds of ore from the
dump sometime in 1951, which was sold to an individual for $72.00, who in turn
sold it to the smelter at Mascott, Tennessee, for $600,00.

Electric power is available from a line of the Buggs Island project
which crosses the property.

Water is available from a creek on the property and the Dan River

Competency of Applicant and Operating Personnel:

The applicant was Tl years old on Jﬁly 16, 1953. He has lead a rugged
life and is apparently in fair health, He knows powder and blasting but that is
about the extent of his mining knowledge. He cannot finance his share of the
contract because he lives on a $92.00 a month pension and has a hard time just

existing, egpecially since he has recently purchased a hearing-aid on installments,
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Discussion

An éffort was made to obtain more significant information from the
applicant about his previous drilling, However, this proved to be fruitleas
as Mr, Kay was vague'about the location of the holes and the depths at which
his sampling was done. The only records available reéarding the past drilling
were submitted with the application. The past history of production in the
Virgilina district has shown that small ore shoots were mined from quartz veins
in the Virgilina greenstone. The Kay shaf ts were probably sunk on a quartz vein,
but in Aaron slate rather than the more favorable Virgilina greenstone. From
the evidence on the dumps and the width of known quartz veiﬁs in the area, ﬁhere

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minus 50 degrees to cut the mineralized zone at a depth of approximately 300 feet
below the surface., The cost of drilling is estimated at $9,000, The total
estimated cost of the proposed exploration is §11,900,

In view of the information obtained during this examination and review
of previous reports on the prospect, the Field Team concluded that the deposit
doés not have sufficient merits to justify participation by the Govermment in any
exploratory work.

I have reviewed the Field Team report by Millar and
Handley, dated June 4, 1953, transmitted to the Operating Com-
mittee June 8. The report recommends that the application be
denied. The denial is based on several points. For one thing,
the Virgilina District is characterized by small deposits of
low-grade copper ore. The Kay property is said to be outside
of the main Virgilina copper belt and in slate rather than green-
stone which is the country rock of the main belt. The applicant
claims to have obtained high-grade samples from drill holes but it
is questioned that these samples were representative. A State
Geological Survey bulletin is quoted to the effect that the veins
on the Kay property are irregular and lack continuity.

No field examination was made because it was believed
that no additional information could be obtained.

I am forced to agree that the prospect is likely to be
unsuccessful in the sense that it would be too small to repay the
cost of exploration. However, I feel that the DMEA field team
should have visited the property and talked with Mr. Kay about

the project. If you wish to request that this be done, I shall be
glad to concur.

I have reviewed the above-named application and considering
the difficulty of attempting to get more complete information from the
Applicant, I suggest the application be referred to the Field Team of
Region VIITI for consideration and recommendation. Attention perhaps
should be called to various inadequacies of the application, such as a
lack of geological justification for the project, the question about
the advisability of the proposed exploration plan, the estimates of
cost - which seem rather high, but may not be in yiew of the small
footage of drilling involved - the ability of the Applicant to super-
vise the work as proposed, also his ability to finance a share of the
project in view of his statement that he has no funds.

The Bureau of Mines has no information on this property in
its files that would be helpful in appraising the application, and
although general reports on the area may suggest that the chances of
making an important discovery are not great, I believe it would be
unwise to process the application without ah adequate field examination.

It may be of interest to you to know that J. B. Gowen, of
the DMPA Copper Branch, has some first-hand knowledge of the property,
as he visited it sometime ago when Mr. Kay though of making applica-
tion for a production expansion loan.

The applicant requests assistance to explore a zone of;
copper mineralization on the Kay prospect which is located 6 miles
east of South Boston, Virginia., The proposed work consists of 3
inclined 500-foot holes which are planned to intersect the ore gzone
at a depth of 265 feet.

The application presents little data to indicate that fur-
ther exploration on the Kay property is warranted. The only informa-
tion presented is in the form of old reports on well cuttings sampled
in 1910 and 1915, These reports are incomplete and serve only to
show that some copper mineralization occurs on the Kay prospect.

The Kay prospect is in the Virgilina district of Virginiae
North Carolina. The only available geological information on the mine -
is in the publication, The Geology and Ore Deposits of the Virgilina
District of Virginia and North Carolina, by F. B. Laney, 1917, Virginia
Geological Survey Bulletin No. 1h. At the time Laney examined the mine,
probably'19lﬁyall of the old workings were inaccessible, The property
has not been reopened since that date.

The mine is located in Aaron slate, which is considered to
be metamorphosed tuffs. Copper mineralization occurs in quartz veins
in the Aaron slate. This occurrence is unusual in that most of the
copper ore in the district has been obtained from mineralized quartz
veins in Virgilina greenstone. Tn general, though quartz veins are
as common in the Aaron slate as in the greenstone, they are usually
barren in the slate. According to Laney, mineralized quartz veins
on the Kay property are irregular and not well-defined. They lack the
continuity and abrupt boundaries which characterize the typidal minable
ore~bearing veins in the Virgilina district. Although the Kay prospect
contains chalcocite and bornite, which are typical ore minerals of the
district, only a small, irregular ore body was developed by the old
workings. Mr. G. Espenshade of the U. S. Geological Survey, with whom
the writer discussed the Kay prospect because of his familiarity with
the Virgilina district, estimated the ore body probably is small.

Mr. Espenshade has been on the property recently and
reports that very little new information could be obtained by a
field team examination. It is his opinion that the possible
