Subject: Review of Field Team Report.

The applicant requested assistance in exploring for manganese
in an old mine from which 21 carloads of shippable concentrate was
produced recently. This does not include 7 carloads shipped in January
'57. The ore came largely from No. 1 Pit and consisted of cleanup
material, left from underground and opencut mining.

In the opinion of the examiners the ore in No, 1 Pit had been
exhausted except for perhaps 300 to 500 tons as of mid December 1956.
Pits No. 2 and 3 were estimated to contain only a few tons of recover-

. The manganese minerals are found in residual clay, the break-
down product of Tomstown manganiferous dolomite. The principal minerals
are psilomelans, manganite and wad. Some pyrolusite is present locally,
The depth of the 'breakdown' varies and with it the depth of the ore,
Apparently the bottom of the ore at No. 1 pit has been rather well de-
termined by the underground work and the work in the pit. Prospecting
by t'bucket! drilling, 5 holes, appears to have located no new deposits
in the No. .l area. The Wilbur A, Nelson, 1955, report says the 38 holes
in the No, 2 area indicate the ore bearing clay is 10 feet thick and
contains 4,000 tons of lump ore and 4,000 tons of shot ore. Of this
work the examiners say "Apparently the results of the drilling are

ever. Whether the cause was faulty. sampling techniques or other reasons
could not be determined. The important effect is that none of the pre-
vious drilling appears to be of use in evaluating the property. Many
of the holes have since been filled in. None of the open holes that
were examined showed manganese minerals, "

, The same reporter estimated the tonnage at Area No.mi as
1,417 tons and at Area No. 3 at 3,472 tons,






In the opinion of the examiners the "lack of ore guides
makes spotting of drill holes a random, arbitrary process. Under
the present conditions the only exploration program that seems at
all applicable would be a project of random surface stripping and
drilling along the northeasterly-striking trend line between min-
eral ¢ occurrences. On the basis of what has been disclosed by the
very considerable amount of stripping the applicant has completed,
it appears that such a project would have a poor chance of making
a worthwhile discovery. Under the present conditions it is recom-
mended that this application be denied. Further work on the part
.of the applicant, or their submittal of a new, specific exploratn.on
program would possibly be cause for re-evaluation."

You will also please note that the term "discontinuance of

the foreseeable future.

We, therefore, suggest it is unnecessary to secure from the
lessor a new lease for a minimum period of two years with the right
of renewal since the company now has a non-terminable lease so long
as it continues ItS Hmining.

Insofar as minimum royalties are concerned, the $200 figure
is moot since monthly royalties payable are in con51derably higher
amounts.
