WITNESSETH: That, in consideration of the agreement and covenants 
hereinafter set forth, to be done and performed by the lessee, the lessor has 
hereby demised and leased to thelessee, subject to the terms and conditions 
hereafter set out, the following property located in Rockingham County, North 
Carolina, and Henry County, Virginia, and more particularly described as follow:
