Dear Congressman Mitchell: 


Thank you for your investigation concerning the rejection of a DA 
loan for the Horseshoe Basin Mining & Development Co. I believe that 
the rejection was not justified for ±k reasons given by D1A officials. 


Quoting what the agency said concerning the loan application "nothing 
in the Horseshoe Basin Mining Company's present showing warranted a 
loan". - This does not bear out the facts • It is my understanding that 
the Horseshoe Basin Company's figures were the same as those that are 
quoted in the prospectus. To my knowledge any one of these assays, which 
have to be converted to present day prices, are far higher than the 
official figures presented by the Washington State mineral survey of 
approximately twenty.-s even dollars per ton for the adjoining Black War-. 
nor property. 


The DMEA officials, according to your letter of April 22, granted a loan 
on a basis of "private reports" presented by the Black Warrior Mine. It 
would be interesting to me to know what the claims were of this mine 
company in their assay reports to obtain the loan. In refutation to the 
DMEA claims I maintain that Horseshoe Basin Mining Co ore has far higher 
contents of copper, lead, zinc, and silver, on the average, than the ad-
joining Black Warrior. I would like to make it clear that I am not against 
the adjoining mining company having a government loan, but I do not think 
that Horseshoe Basin Mining Co. was treated fairly by being refused a loan. 
Future workings will prove that Horseshoe Basin Co. has by far the greatest 
potential in zinc, lead, copper, and silver both as to quantity and quality. 


It is true that Horseshoe Basin Co. has not filed an appeal on the loan 
rejection as the firm is awaiting a favorable opportunity to present its 
case in the very near future. 


When I imited the DMEA office last January they stated then that more than 
one of the agency's engineers visited the Horseshoe Basin Co. property to 
make a report on the loan application. According to my Information only 
one DNEA or Bureau of Nines engineers ever officially visited the property. 
This individual engineer	 the same in both cases, i.e., before the DM 
program and since its enactments 


It is true tIE t the adjoining Black '-rarrIor mine is at the end of a mine 
to market road, however, Horseshoe Basin Ce. uses tssame road to within







. 


a short distance of theBlack Warrior. To one company the road is 
accessible and to the other it is inaccessible. Weather conditions 
for both companies are the same. The distance from the mine to mar-
ket road for Horseshoe Basin Co • to its portal is about 6500 feet, but 
this transportation problem has been solved by erecting a teiporary 
hlghline which can transport any supplies needed and also ore to and 
from the portal. A permanent highline is in the planning stage which 
would completely eliminate the road between the junction of Basin Creek 
and Stehekin River, and where the road connects with the beginning of 
our present highilne. These highlines are very practical in this type 
of country and are being used in many places up to lengths of 14 miles. 
The permanent highilne of Horseshoe Basin Co. in another location will 
be about two miles long. It would eliminate expensive road maintenance 
in the future. 


Enclosed are two pictures which I hope will describé the operations of 
the temporary highline In picture No 1 the length of the line is 
approximately 2200 feet, extending from the mine to market road to what 
we cal]. the lip of the upper basin. Ci the right some distance away 
from the base of the line is located the Black Warrior portal. In 
picture No. 2 is the continuation of the hihline from the lip to the 
portal of Horseshoe Basin Co t , about 4200 feet. 


When necessary supplies can be transported either up or down in an 
operation such as this, I cannot conceive how it can be considered in-
accessible. 


At the moment it is my desire to have the following question answered. 
What were the assay values submitted by Horseshoe Basin Co. and Black 
Warrior Co. in their respective loan applications?

Subject: Review of Docket 699X, Black Warrior Mining Company, and 
Docket 932X, Horseshoe Basin Mining & Development Company 


The Horseshoe Basin situated in Chelan County, Washington 


is a rugged cique basin still occupied in part by glacier&. Elevations 


range from 3000 feet to 9000 feet at the divide • The country rock is 


granite gneiss and local intruded diabase dikes • Two essentia]!%paraflel 


shear zones traverse the basin approximately 3O feet apart horizontally. 


These shear zones, ranging from 15 to 30 feet in width and well defined 


except where covered by glacial detritus or ice, can be traced for up to 


a mile, The shear zones contain quartz fissure veins variable in width, 


location within the shear zone and sulfide mineralization. 


The lower shear zone, known as the Black Warrior, lies at an 


elevation of 4500 feet and at the terminal, of a mine to market road. This 


zone has been explored by a 250-foot co''ss cut and approimately 720 feet of 


drift and raise on the zone, The upper shear zone, known as the Glacier-


Davenport, outcrops at an elevation of 7600 feet in the glacier-ice vicinity 


and has been explored by a 975-foot crosscut and 1300 feet of drifting on 


the shear zone at a portal elevation of 6600 feet. 


Operations on the Black Warrior shear zone are being conducted 


by the Black Warrior Mining Company while the Glacier-Davenport shear zone 


is under lease and option by the Horseshoe Basin Mining & Develoent Corn-


pany, Both companies applies for exp'oration project assistance in excess 


of $100,000 each for the purpose of exploring for and developing ore in the 


respective shear zones, Each project was examined individually by D?EL 


representatives in Washington and in the Spokane Region on the basis of
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information furnished by the applicants and information available from 


Govermnent and private sources • The recommendations for the projects 


are as follows: 


Horseshoe Bas Mining & Development Company 


The proposed exploration consisted of 75 to 80 feet of crosscut 


to the shear zone and approximately 600 feet of drifting on the shear 


zone at a pDrtal ele'vation of 7135 feet and on the Glacier Claim. 


The timated total cost of the project, $100,810.36. 


Assays of the outcrop in the vicinity of the proposed work sup-


plied by the applicant indicated a vein width on the Glacier ranging 


from less than . foot to 2 feet and two samples which, adjusted to a 


5-foot mining width, averaged 2.82 oz. silver, 2.13% lead, 2.3% zinc, 
'-Pt 


and 0.2% copper. The average of six samples taken on the/Davenport, 


adjusted to 5-foot mining width, was 2.95 oz. silver, O22% lead, 


4.8% zinc, and 0.04% copper. An open cut on the outcrop produced about 


4 tons of ore. The Region review indicates that the exposed ore lense 


is about 330-feet long with an indicated metal content of 6. 5oz. silver, 


212% lead, 7,0% zinc (estimated by applicant) and 0.3% copper. 


Between 1910 and 1921 the Davenport claim was explored by cross-


cutting and drifting at a distance of 400-1000 feet below the outcrop 


and approximately 900 feet of the drift on the shear zone was examined 


in 1949. This drift indicates only scattered pods of quartz and pyrite 


and was not encouraging The western 400 feet of the drift approaching 


the ore shoot shown on the surface was not accessible. 


The proposed work would be at a level almost 500 feet above the 


old work, and,in the estimation of the Region Office, drifting from the 


proposed crosscut to the West would suxface in about 150 feet and drifting 


to the East would be in that part of the shear zone found barren in the 


old workings.
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Consideration of the ? tw above data indicated that the 


proposed exploration would prove little more than is known at the 


present time and that geologically the property did not subetantiate 


the possibility of discovery and eventual production of worthwhile 


strategic minerals The application was tht declined by DNA. 


Black Warrior Mining Company: 


The initial application was for a development loan in the amount 


of $425,000 to expand facilities, construct mill, and accomplish mine 


development. This application was withdrawn and an application for 


exploration project assistance submitted. The exploration to consist 


of approximately 1375 feet of drifting,. 525 feet of raising, and 300 


feet of diamond drilling. The total estimated cost of the project, 


$116,850. 


Review of the information supplied by the applicant indicated 


that the property had been opened by approximately 250 feet of crosscut 


and 720 feet of drift and raise on the shear zone at an elevation 


200 to 300 feet below the outcrop. SalnplinE done by W. C. Gs in 


1949 indicated a weighted average of 2.1% copper, 3.1% zinc, 1.8% lead 


and U.6 oz. silver over an average width of 5.3 feet. The Region 


Office indicated that the project did not rate very high in possibilities 


of discovery and development but that independent evidence from previous 


examinations indicated that the surface showings improve somewhat to 


the east and west of the present underground openings. Whether there 


will be a corresponding and significant increase in grade and thickness 


of the ore at depths under these outcrops can be determined only by 


further work. The Region, therefore, recommended a small amount of work 


sufficient to further evaluate the possibilities of the projedt.
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Upon. this premise an exploration project contract was negotiated 


with the Black Warrior Company for 45 feet of/3rifting, 1500 feet of 


long-hole drilling and 600 feet of diamond drilling at a total es-


timated cost of $34,147.50. This contract was later amended to provide 


for 400 feet of raising or sinking at a cost of 	 600rovided 


mineralization disclosed by the drifting and drilling warranted further 


exploration. The work on this contract is now in effect. 


Review of the above two projects indicates that the area is, in general, 


extremely marginal in mineralization, mfrring width and ore continuity. In-


formation on both projects indicates that possibilities of improvement in 


ore potential are small. 


The Horseshoe project appeared to be especially unfavorable due 


to the previous exploration accomplished, the small area of exploration 


possible to the West, and duplication of the proposed and past exploration 


to the East. 


The Black Warrior has not been as extensively explored and inde-


pendent examiners have indicated that there is a possibility of improvement 


in ore potential in adjacent unexplored areas of the shear zone. The Black 


Warrior was, therefore, approved for limited exploration assistance. 


In addition to the above independent evaluations, a general plan 


of exploration for the Horseshoe area should take into consideration the 


accessibility of the project in terms of exploration accomplished for money 


expended. Geologically the parallel shear zones, while not entirely sim13-, 


should both be benefited by exploration at the lowest possible horizon which 


in this case is the Black Warrior, approximately 2635 feet below the pro-


posed Horseshoe project.
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It appears that the denial of the Horseshoe project on the 


basis of unfavorable geological possibilities was warranted by the 


information presently available. 


In event the Horseshoe Basin Mining & Development Company 


has additional information on a modified program such as is indicated 


in the letter to Congressman Horan, the applicant should transmit this 


information direct to the DMEA for consideration.

We have reason to 'elieve that our first experience, which seemed innocent 
but questionable, bas.reflécted itself into our problems of todiny. 


• Oar company made its first contact with the. U. S. Burea.0 of Mines, by letter, 
with the degional Offici, Albany Oregon. Por two years straight we requested 
an' inspection of our property in an effort to qualify for the then core drill-
program. . This was not successful, so we wrote you and several other 
óongressnien. Then in 1911.9 the'. U. S. Bureau of Mines sent an engineer to 
inspect the properties of. the Horseshoe Basin. , 


This engineer, upon arrival in;19L1.9, let us know how he felt about 'people 
who wrote their congressmen and thus forcing inspections. The engineer spent 
about a day going over our property, and. just before he left be told us that 
he was going to recommend our property, under the core drill program You 
will find in your correspondence, a letter to that effect written by this 
company 


This inspection took place in mid-summer of l919 and. in March of 1950, we 
received a. letter addressed. to you written by r..Boyd, giving the opinion 
that we could not qualify for the core drill program In December of 1950 we 
began to hear about the coming DMA program so we went to Spokane to attend 
the Mining convention anc3 to talk to the engineer who bad, made the inspection 
of our property in 1911.9 We wanted to find out more about the DMA program 
and to learn from the engineer the contents of his findings to see whether 
we would be justified, in the light of his report, in trying to qualify under 
DMA The engineer did. not giTe us any information or offer to let us see his 
report but instead, told. us that we bad put him on the spot by writing 70U 
that he had recommended our property for te core drilling program He went 
on tO deny that he had said. any such 'thing to Use to that effect. We learned 
from another source that he had been reprimanded for making any recommendations 
and. was told, by his supervisors that he was to make inspections only.
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We are indeed sorry about this situation, but it iirectly implies that w 
fabricated, the statement of this recommendation, and we want to make sure 
that the record1 shows our flat denial of any such fabrication. re are at a 
complete loe in trying to understand this situation, and, we yet fail to 
see how e might gain anything by committing such a fabrication. Here is a 
young engineer who for reasons yet unaccounted. for, told us that he was going 
to recommend our property for the core drill program- that is in July 
of 191+9 and we wrote you about the good. nesshortly after that date, believing 
it to be true. Your return letter indicated that you had turned this letter 
over to Dr. Boyd. According to the engineer, he had to wait until the winter 
months before be could. work up his field notes and. make his assays. The point 
is this - that before hegot to the work of writing up this report he was 
called. on the carpet fOr an over step in authority. We learn of this 
situation some nine months after it has happened and. the engineer, as we 
have stated, felt very keenly about it when we ta!Iked. to him in Spokane, 
in December of 1950. It raises the grave question in our minds about the 
engineers ability to operate, in making up hie written report, without 
prejudice. 


We want to refer now to the action taken as a result of this examination as 
it was reported to you. in a letter of rcb iLk, 1951, by Dr. James Boyd..

We not only did not qualify, under the DLA, but we want to stress the contents

of our engineer. It can be proven, if such proof Is necessary, that our 
engineer has s iicb to lose as. anyone by making incorrect recommendations. 


To understand fully the points that.we want ',to mke now, it will be necessary 
for you• to und.erstand that there are two mining companies in the Horseshoe 
Bsin and that the other company received a loan wider DMA. The other company 
and ours imist use Lake Chelau to Stehekin and 'from there go by road some 24 miles 
up the Stehekin Valley. The only difference is that ter both companies have 
gone. to. the extreme end of the. road that ends in the. lOwer Horseshoe Basin, we 
use an aerial Hi-line that reaches Our property up at the 7000 ft. l,vel. With 
thie in mind. we. want to refer to the other reeons given by Mr. Lyon for not 
granting. us a loan. aemoté location, Inaccessibility and. unfavorable climate. 
It would have made as much. sense to us if be had said that, "when the sun is 
shining It shines on only a selected few." We have not been able, yet, to see

The Horseshoe Basin is a very small place. In faOt, because it is so email and 
there are only two. companies operating there, there ig a great deal of confusion 
about which company is which. • It I g understandable then that th.e public should 
think that there is something wrong with the company that did nOt get the loan. 
It has , case a reflection on our engineer, the property and our company, a
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reflection that is not f&undeI on fact, or ,justified by any of the confusion, 
that we have pointed. out in this brief. 


Here is what is doing to our company. 'Te have spent quite a sum of money 
and time getting equipment into place so that we could drift under our out-
crop and get conclusive proof of the worth of the property. We put in our 
first cross-cut, through the country rock, this yar, and contacted the vein.

We are told that one property 
can operate in a remote area, with inaccessibility and. unfavorable climate and 
the other cannot. 


In view of these contentions, we feel that we are justified in asking that 
the present findings as they are reported by Mr. Tom Lyons, be set anile and 
our application be reviewed. Since, as we have said in this brief, we put In 
our first cross-cut this ycar and are now ready to explore the vein, this 
would reduce the amount of matching money a great. deal over theY original sum 
as it now stands in our application. A um not in excess of $40,000.00 of 
about ore at depth, and we he every reason to believe that it ii 
deserving of that opportunity. 


In the case of the engineer that i mentioned, we do not want to rake any 
issue of it. As be has pointed out to us, be has been reprimanded and. it is 
not our desire to. add to that or have the case mentioned again in any connection 
unles. It has a bearing on the life or &'ath of our company. It is not to be 
construed. or inTplied that we object to the loan • that has been granted to the 
other company or that the remarks in thés brief are mo*lvatCd by jealousy or 
any thought on our part that we are entitled to a loan simply because the 
other company received one.	 .

The Lead-Zinc Branch has reviewed the application submitted 
by the Horseshoe Basin Mining and Development Company for a loan to 
explore the Glacier and Davenport claims in the northwest part of 
Chelan County, Washington. 


The deposit consists of a shear zone, about 15 feet wide, 
in granite gieiss. The ore shoot, 1 to L. feet in width, is developed 
along one or the other peripheries of the shear zone. About 270 feet 
of the deposit is concealed beneath the Davenport Glacier. That part 
east of the glacier is called the Davenport lodd the part west, 
the Glacier lode. 


The average of six assays of samples taken over a length of 
180 feet of the Davenport deposit and adjusted to a 5 foot width is: 
0.026 oz. Au, 2.95 oz. Ag, 0.22% Pb (average of only two samples), 
Lj..8% Zn (zinc content estimated), and O.OLj% Cu, (average of only two 
samples).
