ARTICLE 4. Performance of the work.—(a) Operator’s responsibility. The work shall be performed efficiently, expertly, in
a workmanlike manner, in accordance with good mining standards and State regulations for health and safety and for workmens’
compensation and employers’ liability insurance, with suitable and adequate equipment, materials, and labor, to bring the project
to completion within the time fixed. To the extent specified in Exhibit “A,” attached hereto, the work may be performed by inde-
pendent contractor or contractors; and work not specified in Exhibit “A” for performance by independent contractor may never-
theless be so performed upon amendment of Exhibit “A,” as agreed to by the parties, to state the work to be so performed and
the estimated unit costs thereof, as provided hereafter.

(b) Independent contracts—Any independent contract for the performance of work shall be on a unit-price basis (such as
per foot of drilling, per foot of drifting, per hour of bulldozer operations, per cubic yard of material moved), or on some basis
that will indicate the amount due for work performed at any stage of the work to be performed under such independent contract.
The Government shall not be nor be considered to be a party to any such independent contract, and the Government’s right to
terminate the exploration project contract under any of its provisions shall not in any manner be affected by reason of any
such independent contract. If the reference in Exhibit “A” to any such independent contract states that the Government’s
approval thereof is required, the Government may refuse to participate in the cost thereof unless and until it has given its
written approval of the independent contract.

(¢) Government may inspect.—The Government shall have the right to enter and observe and inspect the work at all
reasonable times, and the Operator shall provide the Government with all available means for doing so. The Government may
consult with and advise the Operator on all phases of the work.

ARTICLE 5. Estimated costs of the project.—A statement of the estimated cost of the project is set forth in Exhibit “A,”
attached hereto. Except insofar as any item of requirement or the estimated cost thereof set forth in Exhibit “A” is there or
elsewhere designated as an “allowable maximum,” such items of requirement and of related cost are estimates only, and may be
exceeded to the extent that the Government may from time to time approve for the most economic and beneficial performance
of the work within the limitation of the total aggregate estimate of costs. The Government’s approval of any such excess
over the estimate for an item of requirement or related cost will be signified by its approval and payment of any invoice or
voucher for payment which expressly calls attention to such excess. Items expressly designated in Exhibit “A” or elsewhere as
“allowable maximum,” and the total aggregate estimated cost are limitations, and any excess therein will be for the sole account
of the Operator in which the Government will not participate.

ARTICLE 6. Allowable costs of the project—(a) The costs of the project in which the Government will participate are

The estimated cost of any work to be performed under an independent contract is or shall be included in the estimate of

(2) Labor, supervision, consultants.—Labor, supervision and technical services (including engineering and geological
consultants), a schedule of which is included in the estimate of costs set forth in Exhibit “A.” The requirements and related
estimated costs for supervision and technical services are allowable maximums.

(3) Operating materials and supplies—Necessary materials and supplies including items of equipment costing less than
$50.00 each, and power, water, and fuel, a schedule of which is included in the estimate of costs in Exhibit “A.”

or incomplete, the Government may procure the making or.completion of such reports and attachments as an expense of the

. (@) Accounts and audits.—The Operator shall keep suitable records and accounts.of operations, which the Government may
inspect and audit at any time. The Government may at any time require an audit of the Operator’s records and accounts by
a certified public accountant, the cost thereof to be treated as a cost of the project.

Repayment by Operator.—(a) If, at any time, the Government considers that a discovery or a development from
which production may be made has resulted from the exploration work, the Government, at any time not later than 6 months after
the Operator has rendered the required final report and final account, may so certify in writing to the Operator. The certifica-
tion shall describe broadly or indicate the nature of the discovery or development. In the event of such certification, any minerals
mined or produced from the land described in Article 2 within 10 years from the date of this contract, including any mined or
produced before the certification, shall be subject to a percentage royalty which the Operator or his successor in interest shall
pay to the Government, upon the net smelter returns, the net concentrator returns, or other net amounts realized from the sale
or other disposition of any such production, in whatever form disposed of, including ore, concentrates, or metal, until the total
amount contributed by the Government, without interest, is fully repaid, or said 10 years have elapsed, whichever occurs first,

(1) One and one-half (112) percent of any such net amounts not in excess of eight dollars ($8.00) per ton.

(¢) To secure the payment of its percentage royalty, the Government shall have and is hereby granted a lien upon the land
glesfcrlilbed indArticle 2 and upon any production of minerals therefrom, until the royalty claim is extinguished by lapse of time or
is fully paid. .

(d) This article is not to be construed as imposing any obligation on the Operator or the Operator’s successor in interest
to engage in any mining or production operations. .

ARTICLE 10. Asstgnment, transfer, or loss of Operator’s interest.—Without the written consent of the Government, the
Operator shall not assign or otherwise transfer or hypothecate this contract or any rights thereunder. The Operator shall not
make any voluntary nor permit any involuntary transfer or conveyance of the Operator’s rights in the land described in Article 2,
without making suitable provision for the'preservation of the Government’s right to a percentage royalty on production and
lien for-the payment thereof; Provided, that mere failure by the Operator to maintain the Operator’s rights in the land, without
any consideration running to the Operator other than relief from the cost of maintaining such rights (as by surrender of a
leasehold, failure to perform assessment work, or failure to exercise an option), coupled with complete abandonment by the
Operator of all interest in or operations on the land for a period of 10 years from the date of this contract, shall not constitute
such a transfer or conveyance. Should the Operator make or permit any transfer or conveyance in violation of this provision,
the Operator shall be and remain liable for payment to the Government-of the same amounts, at the same times, as would have
been paid under the terms of the percentage royalty on production. If for any reason the net smelter returns, net concentrator
returns, or other net amounts realized from the sale or other disposition of such production are not available as a means of meas-
uring the amount of the Operator’s liability, the amount thereof shall be estimated as well as may be, and in the event of dispute
as to such estimates, the determination thereof by the Administrator of Defense Minerals Exploration Administration or by his
successor shall be final and binding upon the Operator.

ARTICLE 11. Title to and disposition of property.—All facilities, buildings, fixtures, equipment, or other items costing more
than $50.00 each, paid for or purchased with funds contributed jointly by the Operator and the Government, although title may
be taken in the name of the Operator, shall belong to the Operator and the Government jointly, in proportion to their respective
contributions, and upon the completion of the work or the termination of the contract shall be disposed of promptly by the Opera-
tor for the joint account of the Government and the Operator, either by return to the vendor, by sale to others, or purchase by the
Operator at a price at least as high as could otherwise be obtained, as may appear to be for the best interest of the Government,
unless the Government, in writing, waives its interest in any such item. If necessary to accomplish such disposition, the Opera-
tor shall dismantle, sever from the land, and remove any such item, the cost thereof to be for the joint account of the parties in
proportion to their respective interests. If the Operator, within 90 days after the receipt of written notice from the Government,
fails, neglects, or refuses to dispose of such property, the Government may itself enter upon the land, take possession of, and
remove and dispose of any such property as above provided.

ARTICLE 12, Termination and completion..—The Government may, at any time, by written notice to the Operator, terminate
this contract: (a) If the Operator fails to provide his share of the money necessary to prosecute operations pursuant to the terms

of the contract; () if the Operator, in the opinion of the Government, fails to prosecute operations pursuant to the terms of the

contract; or (c¢) if in the opinion of the Government, operations up to the time of the notice have not indicated the probability of
making any worth while discovery and in the opinion of the Government further operations are not justified. Upon the cqnpple-
tion of the project or any termination of the contract the Operator shall dispose of any remaining materials, supplies, facilities,
buildings, fixtures, and equipment in which the Government has an interest, for the joint account of the Operator and the Gov-
ernment in the proportion of their respective interests; shall render to the Government a full and final accounting of his operations
under the contract and his expenditures of money; and shall pay to the Government its pro rata share of any money remaining.

supply point. The Pickwick property is reached from Cle Elum as
follows: 9 miles north from Cle Elum to the end of Cle Elum Lake
on State Highway 2E; 17.5 miles to Fortune Creek by way of the
- Cle Elum River road; 2.2 miles up the Fortune Creek road to the access
road; L.7 miles from the Fortune Creek road to the shaft. '

The topography in the vicinity of the prospé@t is of sharp
relief characterized by precipitous slopes and sharp crested divides,
a result of glacial action,

The area has heavy winter snows which cover the ground from
November %o May, the drifts lasting until July. The altitude at the
shaft 18 about 5,400 feet, but to reach the property, it is necessary
to cross over Van Epps Pass at an altitude of 6,000 feet.

PROPERTY

The exploration project contract included six unpatented
lode mining claimss the Billey, Arame Grandia, Campbell, Shorty,
Funkhouser, and Charlie, These claims are relocations of old claims
which have been held by various owners.

Claims were first located in the area early im the 1880°s,
Apparently little work was done until 1896 when the property was
purchased by D. E. I'rederick and N, B. Nelson who, together with
Andrew Chilberg, T, Bowes, and J, C., Petersen, incorporated The
Pickwick Mining and Development Company. Development work started in
1897 and consisted of a shaft 110 feet deep with 50-to 100-foot drifts
to the south from the 50-, 80=, and 100-foob levels, A crosscut was
driven 175 feet northeasterly from the shaft. The shaft is located
on what is now ealled the Arame Grandia claim. '

Barly in 1900 a majority interest in the property was
acquired by The Vanno Mining Company of which a Mr., Van Epps was
manager., This company drove an adit approximately 2,000 feet long,
lnown as the Van Epps adit, for the purpose of intersecting the
mineralized zone found in the shaft sunk by The Pickwick Company.

A raise was driven to connect with the shaft, and reportedly 13 tons
of ore was shipped to the American Smelting and Refining Company

at Tacoma, Washington, in November 1917. This shipment assayed 1:13
ounces of gold per tom and 14,22 percent copper. :

No further work was done at the property until 1951 when
S. J. Holden acquired the interests of the owners and relocated the
present claims, In 1952 Mr. Holden, A, C. Campbell, Valentine Sontag,
and Frank Funkhouser obtained a DMEA exploration project contract on





~ the property. During 1953 they eonstructed a road to the property amd
cut several bulldezer trenches. In 1954 the property was leased by
the McPhail Engineering Company of Tacoma, Washingteon.

All old workings in the vicinity of the shaft are probably
caved. The shaft which was open to a depth of LO feet was bulldozed
full of earth in the fall of 195Lh, The 2,500-foot Van Epps crosscut
is open for 1,850 feeb, but a drift off the crosscut is blocked by a
caved area whmh has da.mm@d considerable water, The air is very poor
beyond a point ebout 1,500 feet in the crosscut due %o insufficient
oxygen, - Arbificial ventlla‘&ion would. be required for any work in the
Van Epps adit,

The ground generally stands very well except for local arsas.
The Van Epps adit is timbered only near the poﬁgal

. The one facility on the property is a smell cabin in ‘POOR
condition near the portal of the Van Epps adit.

GEOLOGY

The Pickwick mine is near the northwest edge of the Moumb
Stuart batholith., The predominant rock type in the area is peridetite
vhich locally has been altered to serpentine. The peridobtive has besn
intruded by dikes of diorite from the Mount Stuart batholith, (For a
debailed description of the geology in the area see the Mc»umb Stuar
Folio by Smith- 1/)

Ore mnerals at the Pickwick mine consist of disseminated
chalcopyrite, pyrite, and pyrrhotite which are found both in the
peridotite and in the diorite dikes, There are higher concemtrations
of these minerals together with bornite and covellite in several
gashlike veins exposed in a trench near the shaft (see map). This

. mineralization was apparently closely related to the intrusion of a -
large mass of diorite which forms a ridge a few hundred yards to the
east of the shaft workings and is belleved to extend beneath the
shaft area.

In the %renches al‘bemtion is localized in the immediate
area of the gashliks or lenslike vein structures. Wear the surface
the copper sulfides have bsen oxidized,

Reportedly, thers aere much larger concentrations of sulfides
in the shaft along the peridotite-diorite contact. Some ore, believed
t0 have been mined from this ares, has been stockpiled nsar the shaft
cellar, This ore is mainly massive pyrite comtaining only a small
percentage of copper,

- THE PROJECT

On October by, 1951, an explaration project contract for work
on the Pickwick property in Chelan County, Washington, was granted
%o S. J. Holden and Associates, a partnership cemposed of S, J., Holden,
. A, G, Campbell, Valentine Sentag, and Frank Funkhouser. The botal
amount of the exploration program was $7,600.00 of which 50 psrcemt
or $3,800.00 was to be furnished by the Govermment, Work was to com-
mence within 30 days and was to be completed im 12 months.

The purpose of the exploration project was to prepare the
cld Pickwick mine for thorough sempling and a gesologic examination,
To facilitate this program of sampling and geologic mapping, it was
proposed to rehabilitate portions of the umnderground workings. The
workings o be rehabilitated included the upper 50 feet of the old
300-f£oot shaft, 175 feet of eresseeut, and 50 feet of drift om the
50 level and 2,500 feet of the Van Epps crosscut., At the Operator’s
request he was given an option im the contract to use either pack
horses or a bulldozer to transport supplies to the property. Cost of
transportation of supplies by either method was not to excesd $1,200.00.

In a lebter dated October 26, 1951, the Operator regqussted
that the contract be amended to permit him to commence work mot later
than June 15, 1952, This was a reasonable request because the
property usually is snowed in by November 1, Amendment No, 1 dated
February 20, 1952 (effective Octobsr L, 1951) changed the starting
date to not later than July 1, 1952, A further extension of the
starting date was requested due to the illness of S, J. Holden.
Amendment No, 2 dated June 30, 1952, extended the starting date %o
not later than August L, 1952, and the complebion date to Desember L,

1952, '

A jeep road, L} miles in length, was constructed to the
property during the summsr of 1952, and several trenches wers bulldozed
near the ghaft, The road construction and bulldozer work was periormed
by Avthur W, Leshmann of Bingen, Washington, and J, M, Holden of White
Selmon, Washington, in return for shares of stosk im a company called
Phantom Creek Cepper, Inc., uhich had been formsd in March 1952. An
amended contract was issued April 9, 1952, and assigned to Phanbom Cresk
Copper, Inc., on September 30, 1953, Under the terms of the amsnded
contract the Government would parvicipate in at least some of the bull- -
dozing which had been completed im 1952, -

On November 18, 1953, the Goveramsnt paid Phantom Creek
Copper, Inc., a tobal of $675.58 for road construction and bulldozer

b
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trenching. This was the btotal enount the Govermment paid to the
Operator under the contract. The conbrzct was terminated by a
Rescission Agresment dated November 15, 195k, signed by Phantom Creek
Copper, Inc., and the DMEA Administrator,

In 195k the McPhail Engineering Company of Tacoma, Washingbon,
leased the property. On Novembsr 8, 195k, the Operator paid the
Government $675.58, which represents the total amount the G@vemment
had eontributed to the project.

Work completed under the conbtract consisted of construction
of a bi-mile jeep road to the property and a trench 300 feet long
near the shaft., The trench (see attached map) exposed five gashlike
veins in the peridotite containing disseminated copper sulfidesand oxides.
Samples of the mineralized zones ranged from 0,23 percent copper across
18 feet to 7.69 percent copper across L feet, The location of samples
. and additional assay data are shown on the map.

Exploration work has not progressed far enough to delimid
any ore reserves., Values within the trench area are speradie, and the
higher grade portions are very limited in extent; therefore, in its
present gtage of development no ore reserves can be assigned the
Property.

Exploitation Possibilities

At the present time the Pickwick mine ecannot be credited
with any ore reserves. The attached map shows the sample and geoclogic
data in the trench eompleted under the project. The material in the
trench that is of sufficient grade %o be called ore is lenslike in
character and probably limited in extent. However, there remains the
possibility that a larger lens of higher grade ore may be found along

. ~ the peridotite-diorite contact which is believed %o underlie the trench

area,

Summary of Factual Data

The @nly work @@mple‘@ed under the exploration project com-
tract was the construction of lgg miles of jeep road and %two trenches
in the vicinity of the shaft,

Total monsy paid to the Opsrator by the Government was
$675.58, This was repaid in full by the Operator on November 8, 195L.

‘Thers was no production during the time of the project, and
no equipment was purchased under the conbtract.






Discussion of Conclusions

The work program outlined in the exploration project
contract was only partially completed. This was due to a number
of factors, the major onesbeing the lack of adequate financing
and the remote location of the property. The short working season
(snowr off the ground for only about L months) was also another critical
factor in the exploration program,

The construction of a road was not absolutely necessary
to the work outlined in the contract, The Operator spent a full
summer season on construction of the road and at the same time dissi-
pated his own funds which might better have been used in completing
the contract work,

The exploration possibilities at the Piclerick mine remain
essentially the same as beforethe exploration project was undertak . .

It is understocd that the MecPhaill Engineering Company of
Tacoma, Washington, plans to conduct an exploration program on the
property this summer (1955) which will be essentially the same as that
proposed in the DMEA program. They intend to rehabilitate the Van
Epps adit for examination and diamond drill several holes to explore
for the ore which is reported to be in the vicinity of the shaft,

Reference is made to a letter from the Operating Committee
dated August 3, 1953, regarding the subject contract in which it is
noted that the contract may be amended to allow for changes in proposed
work if DMEA can have assurance that project work will be completed
before the end of the calendar year. Following receipt of this letter,
Mr. E. A, Magill, U, S, Bureau of Mines, visited the property and dis-
cussed the proposed work and the proposed transaction of the contract
with the Operator. As a result of this visit, Mr. Magill has recom=-
mended an amendment to the contract and alsoc an assignment of the ;
contract from the Operator to the Phantom Creek Copper, Inc.

Mr. Magill notes that the Operator has done considerable
road work and dozing on the property since the contract was signed,
which was not charged to the contract. He notes also that dozing
would be a good way to explore the outcrop and that dozing was con-
sidered when the initial field examination was made but discounted
because of the difficulty of getting a dozer on the property. Mr. Magill
states that the shaft is open to a depth of about L4LO feet but that he
believes the 50-foot level, leading from the shaft, is caved and would
cost more to rehabilitate than is allowable in the contract. He reasons,
therefore, that exploration could best be done by testing the outcrop
by dozing and by making the Van Epps crosscut accessible to mapping
and sampling, as called for in the contract.

The Field Team concurs with Mr. Magill and recommends assign-
ment of the contract to the Phantom Creek Copper, Inc., and that the
enclosed amendment be approved. As the season is growing short, we






suggest the Field Team be immediately informed of the Operating Com-
mittee's decision on this matter so we can inform the QOperator as
soon as possible. Project work will have to commence immediately if
it is to be completed before winter sets in.

A visit was made to the subject property on August 21, 1953.
Mr. Holden accompanied me to the property. There was no one working
at the time of the visit.

Travel to the project from Fortune Creek was in a jeep over
the relocated road constructed by the Operator. This new road 4.3
miles in length (from Fortune Creek to mine) eliminates a number of
the steep grades in the old road. The Operator stated that a total
of $6,000 had been spent on constructing the road and cutting the
bulldozer trench at the mine. :

Work completed at the mine since the previous visit on
October 7, 1952 consists of deepening the north end of the bulldozer
trench in the vicinity of the old shaft about 5 feet. This makes a
depth of about 20 feet below the collar of the old shaft. Bedrock
is now exposed almost the entire length of the cut. During the winter
Phantom Creek broke into the cut, washing away the alluvium for about
three quarters of its length. The bulldozer work this year has
exposed the remainder of the bedrock. The ‘oxidized veins which were
previously exposed in the walls of the cut now show in the bottom
where they are only partially oxidized, the unoxidized sulfides
appearing as nodules up to 6 inches or more in diameter surrounded
by oxides. In some instances the nodules contain bornite along with
pyrite and chalcopyrite.

Two samples were taken in the bulldozer trench:

Sample EAM-4. A channel sample 4.0 feet in length cut in bottom of
trench across vein, about 20 feet southeast of point
5126 on the map dated 10/7/52 by W. D. Puffett, USGS.
This sample contained iron and copper oxides and
nodules of sulfides containing pyrite and chalcopyrite
along with bornite and chalcocite.






Sample EAM-5. This sample was taken from the same general location
as EAM-4. It is made up of the nodules of sulfides
and possibly represents more what might be expected
in the unoxidized portions of the vein.

Old timbers were encountered in the open cut, giving rise
to the thought that possibly the veins had been stoped on from the
50-foot level.

Three samples were cut along the road coming into the
property. Sulfide mineralization (mainly pyrite) is quite prevalent
in the country rock from the ridge separating Kittitas and Chelan
Counties to the mine, a distance of about one mile.

The Operator would like to complete the exploration program
this season; however, the work has been held up to a certain extent
pending assigmment of the contract. The Operator would like to do
the work as called for in the Van Epps crosscut. In the vicinity
of the shaft he would like to cut three bulldozer trenches to deter-
mine the extent of the veins already exposed.

It is recommended that the assignment of the contract to
Phantom Creek Copper, Inc. be expedited and an amendment to the
contract be made to allow for:

1. Construction of road to property at a cost
not to exceed $1200.00.

2. A total of 120 hours of bulldozing in at least
three trenches in the vicinity of the shaft.

(See attached proposed amendment.)

It is believed that the above items are reasonable and to
the advantage of the Government. When the original exploration
program was set up, construction of a road was not considered as
it was believed that its cost would be excessive for a small explora-
tion program. It was estimated that it would cost about $1200.00 to
transport supplies and equipment to the property. The Operator has
expended almost $6,000 on the construction of a road, which will
expedite and allow exploration work to be carried out much cheaper
at the mine.

Trenching was not proposed in the original contract because
of the difficulty of getting a bulldozer onto the property. Now that
the access problem has been taken care of, largely at the Operator's
own expense, it is believed that a trenching program would give
similar information as would opening up the old 50-foot level.

Enclosed are the original and three copies of a memorandum
from E. A. Magill, Mining Engineer, U. S. Bureau of Mines, summarizing
the history of the subject project. As Magill points out, if the
project is to be continued a retroactive assignment of the contract
might be necessary. We are not certain as to the legality of such
actions and would like a ruling from your office on the matter.

The contract has been in effect since October 4, 1951, and
to date none of the work specified has been done. All of the 1952
working season was spent building a bulldozer road to the property.
The Operator has claimed part of the cost of building the road as
equivalent to transporting supplies by bulldozer. Though no supplies
were transported the road was for that purpose and there- is probably
some justification for his claim as the road is not elaborate and
‘could be considered only a jeep trail. However, the work was paid
for with stock in Phantom Creek Copper, Inc., so it appears that the
property must have been assigned to the corporation without our know-
ledge or approval prior to the building of the road. Therefore , the
claim was not allowed.

Had the Field Team been aware of the complex invoicing
problems it is doubtful if we would have approved Amendment 3 extending
the contract to October 4, 1953. However, having granted this extension
we presumably have some obligation to see it through to completion,
which actually would require only a small amount of work. The problem
then is how can payment be made for the road construction which has
undoubtedly benefited the project. Until this has been accomplished
no further work can be done, and, therefore, we will appreciate your
instructions. We trust an early solution can be worked out because if
the project is to be continued it would be started quickly to the
advantage of the short working season.
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If the contract is to be continued we will specifically point
out to the company that no future payments will be made unless the terms
of the contract are strictly adhered to.

This memorandum has been prepared to summarize the activities
which have taken place under the subject contract.

, An exploration project contract for the Pickwick property in
Chelan County, Washington, was let on October 4y 1951 to S. J. Holden
and Associates, a partnership composed of S. J. Holden, A. C. Campbell,
Valentine Sontag, and Frank Funkhouser. The total amount of the
exploration program was $7,600.00 with $3,800.00 to be furnished by
the Operators. Work was to commence within 30 days and to be completed
in 12 months. The 12-months period for completion was qualified by a
statement on the contract as follows: "Allowance for delay if weather
prohibits continuous work -~ 5 months actual working time required for
the project.m"

The purpose of the exploration project was to prepare the
old Pickwick mine for a thorough  sampling and geologic examination.
In order to carry out this work it was proposed to rehabilitate the
old 300-foot shaft to the 50-foot level, along with 175 feet of
crosscut and 80 feet of drift on the 50-foot level; also, to rehabil-
itate the 2500~foot Van Epps crosscut for examination. Access to the
property was by trail so it was proposed that pack horses would be
used to transport supplies and equipment. At the Operator's request
he was given an option in the contract as to whether he wished to use
pack horses or a bulldozer to transport supplies to the property.
Cost of either bulldozer or horses was not to exceed $1,200.00 for
transportation of supplies.

In a letter dated October 26, 1951 the Operator requested
that the contract be amended to allow him to commence work not later
than June 15, 1952. This was a reasonable request inasmuch as the
property is usually snowed in by November 1., Amendment No. 1, dated






February 20, 1952, was prepared allowing the starting date to be
not later than July 1, 1952. A further extension of the starting
date was requested due to the illness of S. J. Holden. This
extension was granted in Amendment No. 2 dated June 30, 1952,
extending the starting date to not later than August 4, 1952, and
completion date to December 4, 1952.

On July 31, 1952, Mr. Warren Hobbs, U. S. Geological Survey,
received a telephone call from Mr. Holden in which he stated that he
was starting work with a bulldozer.

On August 7, 1952, Mr. Willard Puffett, U. S. Geological
Survey, contacted Mr. Holden by telephone to inquire as to the
progress under the project. Mr. Holden replied that he was building
a road into the property and that as soon as this was finished the
rehabilitation as called for under the contract would be undertaken.
He also stated that he would like to do a certain amount of surface
trenching in lieu of shaft rehabilitation as he believed the surface
work would accomplish the same results with an economy of costs and
possibly time.

On August 29, 1952, the Operator was contacted in Cle Elum,
Washington, by Willard Puffett, U. S. Geological Survey, and E. A.
Magill, U. S. Bureau of Mines.. He stated that the road to the
property had not been completed because the bulldozer had broken
down. He expected to have another bulldozer on the job by September 2.

.On September 5, 1952, the Operator was again contacted in
Cle Elum by. Messrs. Magill and Puffett to arrange for inspection of
the project. It was learned that the new bulldozer had not yet
arrived but was expected on September 6. Mr. Holden stated that the
road should be completed during the following week. The property
inspection was therefore delayed until such time as the Operator had
completed the road to the property.

The DMEA was informed by Mr. Frank Funkhouser on September 22,
1952, that a jeep road had been completed to the property and that a
number of bulldozer trenches had been cut in the vicinity of the old
shaft. A letter was written to Mr. Holden on the same date tentatively
proposing a visit by the examining team on October 3, 1952.

A progress examination was made of the property on
October 7, 1952, by E. A. Magill, USBM, and Willard Puffett, USGS.
Mr. Holden drove the examining team to the property over the 3-1/4
miles of jeep road which he had constructed. At the property the
Operator had cut a. bulldozer trench about 300 feet in length. This






trench crosscut the vein structures in the vicinity of the old shaft.
The Operator asked if it would be permissible to use a bulldozer to
clear the portal of the crosscut which led into the 50-foot level of
the shaft. He was informed that this work would be permissible as the
contract called for opening the level for examination and did not state
specifically how it should be done. Invoicing procedure was discussed
with Mr. Holden, and he was given copies of form MF=104 and shown how
to prepare them for submission., .

The trench was mapped by Mr. Puffett and a number of samples
cut. The assays of these samples showed a rather wide zone which con-
tained from 0.23 to 1.2 percent copper in the oxide zone. It looked
sufficiently encouraging to warrant at least the work called for in
the contract so that its possible extent might be determined.

On November 18, 1952 Mr. Holden was contacted by telephone.
He stated that no work had been done at the property since the visit
by the examining team on October 7. Weather conditions had made the
road impassable and operations had been shut down for the winter.

On March 9, 1953, Mr. Holden was contacted in Cle Elum
regarding his plans for the coming season. He stated that he planned
to do additional bulldozer work in an attempt to open the 50-foot level
crosscut; also, to install a fan and rehabilitate the Van Epps crosscut
for examination. As the contract expired on December Ly 1952, Amendment
No. 3 was prepared to extend the completion date to October Ly 1953,

On May 4, 1953, vouchers covering costs incurred on the project
during August and September 1952 were received. These were the first
forms MF-104 which had been received from the Operator. The vouchers
were made out in the name of S. J. Holden but the supporting papers
showed that the work had been carried out in the name of Phantom Creek
Copper, Inc. Consequently, the vouchers were unacceptable to the
Fiscal Officer. :

On May 29, 1953, Mr. Holden was contacted in Cle Elum
regarding the invoices which he had submitted, and they were returned
to him so that they might be properly completed and resubmitted. It
was learned that S. J. Holden and Associates had formed Phantom Creek
Copper, Inc. in March 1952. Stock in the amount of 250,000 shares or
one-fourth of the capital stock of the company was given to Arthur W.
Lehmann of Bingen, Wash. and J. M. Holden of White Salmon, Wash. for
constructing the road to the property and carrying out the bulldozer
work on the property in 1952. MNr. Holden was advised that it would be
necessary to assign the contract to Phantom Creek Copper, Inc., with
the assignment subject to Washington's approval.

A progress examination of the subject property was made
on October, 7, 1952, in company with Willard Poffett, USGS. Mr.
S. J. Holden drove us to the property in a jeep over the new road
which he has constructed from the Fortune Creek road to the mine,

To gain access to the property the Operator has construc-
ted a jeep road 3-1// miles in length from the existing Fortune
Creek road to the mine, At the present time it is passable only
to four wheel drive vehicles due to the steepness of some sections.

At the mine the Operator has cut a trench about 300 feet
in length along the east side of Phantom Creek. This trench has
deepened the old open pit and exposed bed rock intermittently
between the pit and the old portal of the 50-foot level adit. In
this distance a number of veins (see Puffett!s map) have been
exposed, Four samples across the larger of the veins were taken
for assay.

A trip was made into the Van Epps crosscut to see it
was open and what rehabilitation work is necessary. To date the
Operator has made no attempt to rehabilitate it. It is possible
to go back to the face of the main crosscut an estimated distance
of 2200 feet, The air past about the 1700-foot point will not
support a candle flame., About 200 feet from the face a crosscut
takes off to the west from the main crosscut heading toward the
the bottom of the old shaft. This crosscut is sloughed in at a
point about 150 feet from the main crosscut. Water is backed up
so that it is about four feet deep, It does not appear that it
would take too much work to clear it out, I believe that under






the right climatic conditions and with proper precautionsthe Van
Epps workings may be sampled and mapped without special provisions
being made for ventilation.

The operator was advised that it would be permissﬁble
to use a bulldozer in an attempt to clear the portal of the old
50-foot level so that the 50-foot level workings in the shaft
might be examined, He was also advised that several more trenches
