made of View No. 1 and View No, 2, March 16th and 17th 1935,
approved by the U. S. Cadsstral Bngineer. Williamson S. €Clark
April 1st 1935, All of the requirements of posting, advertising
and paying the money and receiving the final certificate were done
by Mr. G, H, Weller and the Patent from the United States of
America to the Tungsten Mines Inc, was issued May 8th 1936 and
recorded January 24th 1941, Book "P" Patents page 309.

On Feb, 3rd 1936 a Iease and bond was given to J. R. Foster with
a value of $250,000.,00, Foster started operations and made a
shipment of concentrates to an ore buyer in Chicago, while there
is an assay made by Robert W. Hunt Co., there is no record of the
weight or settlement for it. Book "F" Leases pages 622.

On Sept. 27th 1936 J., R. Foster agsigned his ILease and Bond to

the Washington Metals Inec. This Company, E. C. Knapp of Spokane,
Mgr., shipped a total of 6839 lbs of concentrate contanining 4404
lbs of 'W O 3. A complete record was kept of this. This only
represents & part of the ore produced as it is & known fact and
admitted by those who did it that they systematically stole from
25 to 30 1lbs a day while they were working., Xnapp rarely ever
went up to the mine and trusted the men. This ore was traded in
at stores for suprlies and cash of course at considerably less than
it was worth but it is safe to say that two tons were taken. Book
"F" Leases page 6R25.

The Washington Metals had cleaned up all the developed ore,
started a2 tunnel 117 ft. lower than the main tunnel and got in
about 60 ft. They could not find any ore there and did not have
the money to continue 300 ft. more to cut the ore shoot of the
South vein and quit in 1939. ;

In 1940 G. H., Weller Pres. Tungsten Mines Inc. had the lower
tunnel extended 100 ft. on & contract.

In 1944 approximately, G. H. Weller dissolved The Tungsten Mines
Incorporated and in 1947 he passed away. In Oct. 1949 his son

R, J. Weller bought View No. 1 and No. & at Sheriff Auction and
did not begin any operations until this spring in 1951. This
spring R, J. Weller used a bulldozer for & few days and uncovered
the vein in three various places to verify the continuation of the
0ld véin, The vein was found to follow the same magnetic course
as in the o0ld workings.

as the other Tungsten deposits of the well known Germania

mine near Deer Trail, 18 miles south and the Tungsten King 23
miles south east.

Tungsten ores are to be found in this Granite in varying amounts
where ever it occurs in north east Washington. The Germania
mine is the oldest commercial producer of Tungsten in North
America, The use of Tungsten in meking self tempering steel

wag worked out and used in Germeny before 1910, Their supply
of Tungsten came entirely from this mine which was owned by
German interests., It was confiscated during the First World

war and was taken over by Seattle interests., It has produced
off and on for over 25 years and is not exhausted rather unusual
for Tungsten deposits which are usually in small lenses as in
Boulder Co., Colo., and Dragoon, Ariz.,

On the property the ore occurs in & mumber of small quartz veins
6-15 inches in width with a strike S. 85 W. and a dip towards
the north., The solutions bearing the Tungsten found their way
along fractures and deposited in veins with length and to depth.
With the exception of the Germanisa deposits this is unusual, but
when it does it givea assurance that the deposit can be expected
to have a long 1life as a producer.

A tunnel 180 ft. in length driven into unaltered ground and a
vein opened for a length of 80 ft. and stoped up 30 ft. above
the tunnel.

Instead of taking numerous semples in the mine, samples were taken
in thg mill and the value of the mill feed determined, The ore
was mined from the stope between chutes #3 and #4.

The area in which the property is located is just west of the
Chewelah Quadrangle of which the topography has besn mapped.

The Northeastern Corner of the state including Pend Oreille,
Stevens and Ferry counties and the West Kootenai British Columbia
are one geological province, the rocks are Palaeozoic sedimentaries
broken and metamorphosed by the instrusion of Granite called the

leached zones in the granite associated with Diorite Dykes cutting

acrosse.

The dyke was cut near the end of the drift on the North vein, which
evidentaly was displaced.

The Field Team, Region II, recommends no Certification //
of Discovery. I feel that the deposit should be certified. .

The Field Team report lists 1, 576 units in rock with an
average grade of 0.47 percent WO3, calculated on a minimum
mining width of 2.5 feet, This rock has a gross value of $29.60
per ton., Less than half of this is quartz, so hand sorting might
produce a mill feed with a value of, say, $50 per ton.

Another factor in favor of certification is the discounting

‘ of sample 12 which is said to have "an erratic value of 9. 78 percent
WO3. " Study of the maps indicates that the vein has erratic values,
Discounting exceptionally good samples may be a sound practice
when purchase of a mine is being considered, but it seems much
less logical when the result is potential loss of royalty to the Govern-
ment. The three samples on the upper level average 0.77 percent
WO; when expanded to 2,5 feet minimum width.

The logic of the third paragraph on page 7 seems open to
question. The Field Team has discounted erratic values by systematic
samples and by discounting one exception sample. This paragraph
seems to again discount the deposit,

Your letter of March 24k regarding termination and completion
date of the subject contract and suggesting a suspension agreement has
been received.

The Addy contract, dated November 2, 1951, provided for
completion of the contract within a period of nine months or Auvgust 2,
1952. Amendment No. 3 to the contract reads in part: "In paragraph 3
of the contract delete 9 months (completion period) and substitute
12 months."” This brought the completion period to November 2, 1952.

The Operator continued work on the project until September 20,
1952, vhen the mine foreman and the miners quit because the men had
wrecked the truck used to transport men and supplies to the mine. The
Operator tried unsuccessfully:to hire a new crew to complete work on
the project last fall, and he was actively trying to get men for the
Job until snow made it impractical to comnsider any work for the rest of
the winter. The work stoppage, therefore, was involuntary as the
Operator had every intention of continuing and completing the contract.

As previously mentioned in letter and telegram, it is our
intention to complete the sampling at the Addy mine as soon as possible.
The road was not plowed out during the winter and the Operator reported
last week that there is a foot of snow yet on the ground. We hope that
within the next two weeks it will be possible to reach the mine an
complete the sampling. .






A sum of $1,230.18 remains in the contract funds. This
amount includes $800.00 withheld from vouchers submitted to cover the
Government's equity in equipment purchased with project funds, thus
leaving a balance of $430.18 for new work. The Operator removed his
compressor and equipment from the mine late in the fall and he does
not plan to resume operations again in view of the small balance left
in the contract for further work. Since the Operator does not plan to
resume work and the contract expired on November 2, 1952, a suspension
agreement does not seem applicable in this case as we understand the
text of Memorandum No. 18.

It will be noted on the map accompanying an inspection report e@'f /fj %
by Harold Kirkemo dated December 23, 1952, that a vein was followed for 4“"/;\
about 230 feet in the Lower Adit and that two samples were cut by the €
examining engineers on their routine inspection visits. These samples
average 0.3 foot wide and contain an average of 3.08 percent W03 per
ton, but more systematic sampling is necessary before we can formulate

definite conclusions regarding ore reserves and mining possibilities.

Also to be noted on the map is the fact that the segment of
vein in the Lower Adit at 22 to 32 feet west of USBM 119 averaged 3.48
percent WO; per ton across a width of 1.1 feet. The available geologic
information suggests that most of the stoping above the Upper Adit was
west of the present face of the Lower Adit and it may be possible that
the Iower Adit has reached the east end of the ore shoot mined above
the Upper Adit level.

We know from exploration work completed to date at the Addy
mine that about 275 feet of drift were driven on a vein of quartz
1 inch to 1.2 feet wide containing scattered blebs and concentrations
of wolframite. The vein cannot be stoped throughout its length, but
a modest tonnasge of ore might be produced by high-grading or stripping
the vein in the better grade sections.

Because of the narrow width of the vein and the spotty
distribution of tungsten in it, we would prefer to wait until a more
thorough sampling job can be done before recommending whether certi-
fication should be made. However, if a decision is required
immediately we would, on the basis of available information, not object
to a certification of discovery, as it seems that at least a small
amount of tungsten could be recovered by high-grading the vein.

I first visited the Addy mine on September 3, 1952
accompanied by Payome Aranaykamon, Siamese geologist. Two miners
under the direction of Jerry Fowler, foreman, were working in the
mine, There had been no advance in the lower tunnel since
W. P. Puffet's inspection on August 2L, 1952, and his visit on
September 2 with Mr. G. C. Selfridge. About September 25, the
Operator, Mr. R. J. Weller, notified Mr., Magill, U. S. Bureau of
Mines, that the work on the contract had been temporarily
suspended. Mr. Fowler and the two miners had quit and no replace-
ments had been engaged. I, therefore, visited the mine again on
October 1. There was no one at the property, the road to the mine
was blocked, and the lower tunnel was padlocked. The lower tunnel
had been advanced 19 feet since my first visit to the mine. There
has been no work performed at the mine since September. The DMEA
contract expired November 2, 1952, There was a balance of $8L0.42
remaining on October 1, 1952,

The face of the lower tummel is now 538 feet N. 853° W.
from the portal of the tumnel and 21l feet N. 75° W. from the
portal of the upper tunnel 100 feet above (see attached map).
Rehabilitation of the upper adit allowed by Amendment No. L to
the contract was begun in September. Caved material along 20 feet
of the drift had been removed so that safe entry can now be made
into about one-half the length of the first old stope in the
tunnel. Three posts, two caps, pole lagging had been 1nstalled to
replace old rotten timber,

Lower Adit

Advance during September in the lower adit was along
several narrow, westward-trending, irregularly mineralized fault

gouges in dark greenish-gray granite. One of the mineralized faults

turned into the north wall of the drift 17 feet from the face

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or 30 feet southwest of U. S. Bureau of lMines station 119. Two
samples each 0.6 foot wide cut across this structure assayed A/
2.2l percent W0, and 9.18 percent W03 respectively. The sampled
material includéd light gray altered granite, feldspar, and quartz
with some scattered wolframite, scheelite, and fluorite. Scattered
blebs of rusty pegmatitic quartz were noted on a westward-striking
fault clay crossing the drift at the face. A sample 0.l foot wide
cut on this structure at 37 feet southwest of U, S, Bureau of Mines
station 119 assayed 0.05 percent W03.

The lower adit has been driven westward on narrow fault
gouges and narrow stringers of pegmatitic quartz containing blebs
of wolframite and scheelite with minor amounts of pyrite and
tourmaline. The veins range in width from one-half inch to six
inches, The veins are not constant in width or continuous along
strike. Until more sampling has been done, it now appears that few
sections along the veins are large enough to warrant stoping. The
veins are cut by cross faults and strike faults which are numerous
in the granite wall rock. Zones of bleached granite were noted in
the lower adit. Cross sections A-A', B-B' on the attached geologic
map show that the mineralized structure in the lower adit is
probably the same one developed in the upper adit. However, to
check the possibility of variation in the dip of the vein, a cross-
cut was driven south at 378 feet west from the portal. The crosscut
failed to intersect any vein structure and was discontinued at 22
feet. A crosscut north to test for possible vein structure parallel
to the lower adit drift was urged by the Field Team but had not been
driven before work was discontinued in September. Driving both -
crosscuts was advisable; the south crosscut an additional 50 feet
and the north crosscut 50 feet.

Upper Adit

Information on the upper adit level from a photostat print
of a map by J. H. Eby, Spokane mining engineer, is posted on the
attached map. This map shows that the vein in the main drift of the
upper adit level attained a width of 16 inches and was inclined
about 70 degrees to the north. A longitudinal section of this vein
by Mr., Eby indicates the vein pinched in the back of the west stope
L4O to 50 feet above the level. A note on this same section states
that the vein is stoped out above the pinched zone, but the note
appears to have been added subsequent to Mr., Eby's work on the map.

A crosscut from the upper adit level at 200 feet west of
the portal was repcrted driven south about 65 feet. A vein was
crossed at L0 feet south of the adit drift and 4O or 50 feet of drift
was driven west on 6 to 7 inches of vein material. There is no
information regarding the mineral content or possible stoping on
This south vein. This information on the upper adit level was
gathered on successive visits to the mine by Mr. Eby and probably
is reliable. .

Mr. George Todd, engineer, U. S. Bureau of Mines has made
arrangements with the Operator to visit the Addy mine in the near
future. A visit will be made as soon as arrangements can be made
with Stevens County Commissioners for a snowplow to clear the road
to the mine. IMr. Todd plans to complete sampling the vein structure
in the lower adit level.

A progress examination was made of the subject property
on August 24, 1952 in company with Willard Puffett and Eugene
Roseboom of the USGS,

Since my last visit on July 13 the Operators have
advanced the main drift a distance of 83 feet, Another marker
tag USBM #119 was placed in the back of the main drift 174 feet
west of USBM #114.

The quartz vein which the Operators have been following
continues to vary from an inch to six inches in width with narrow
quartz stringers branching from it., The quartz contains an appre-
ciable amount of wolframite and associated scheelite, It is esti-
mated that the quartz will average around one percent W03, Two
samples were cut, sample EAM 213 was taken along the 3-inch vein
in the back of the drift from 53 to 58 feet east of USBM 119.
Sample EAM 214 was a 1.0 foot channel sample in the back across
the vein and associated fault breccia and gangue 22 feet west of
USBM 119,

The vein which is being drifted on doesntt have the same
appearance as the one exposed in the upper adit 100 feet above.
This may be because the drift is at an elevation where the vein
has begun to split up, similar to other tungsten veins in the
area, or there is the possibility, rather remote, that we arentt
on the same vein exposed in the upper workings.

I think it would be advisable to make an amendment
allowing the upper adit to be rehabilitated for the mapping and
sampling, An examination of the upper workings should help in
determining if we are on the same vein in the lower workings,
rake of ore shoots and minable reserves left in -the old workings.

" a period of time. We believe that you and your staff do not have
the time to prepare such analyses, although you may be completely
aware of all the aspects of the operations., It was our theught that
these review reports would be helpful in correcting any unfavorable

~ features of the projects as well as in avoiding their occurrence in
.operations under future contracts. We also thought your comments on
these rev1ews would be enllghtenlng to this offlce. ‘

" Vie reallze that your office and- the F1e1d Team have been =~
overloaded with work and hope that funds will be made available in
this fiscal year so that you can employ additional help. Some pro-
jects probably cannot be inspected as frequently as they should until
the work-load lightens, or additional help is employed. No doubt, in-
spections are arranged so that projects which are being operated effi-
ciently and have no problems arising from time to time are not visited
as frequently as those that are having difficulties. This office, how-
. ever, has not-been kept as fully aware of project operations as it
 should be. This can be helped to a great extent, without adding to. the
work-load, by furnishing us w1th coples of all inspection reports as:
soon as they are prepared.






DMEA has the responsibility for the Exploration Program
and is called upon from time to time to furnish detailed reports and
~statistics on overall project operations, as well as on individual,
cases, to Congeessional Committees, the Bureau of Budget, General
Accountlng Office, Defense Materials Procurement Agency, the Secre-
tary's Office, and others. Henee, it must be fully copnizant of
project operations in all respects. .

We are very glad to kfnow that you were aware of almost all
of the points raised in our four letters and have either Solved them
or are attempting to work out a reasonable solution.  We also appre-
‘ciate receiving your comments thereon.. You, no doubt, will agree
with us that operations which are being run inefficiently should not
be permltted to do so imlefinitely, and if the condltlons are not
corrected within a reasonable period of time, these projects should be
terminated. We have written you in reply to your letter of June 27,
regarding the Kelly Camp progect[ but do not believe that your letters
on the other ppojects covered by your letter of June 27, requlre in-
dividual replies.

We hope that you will receive our letters and the review
reports, in the spirit, and for the purpose, they are written; that is,
not to find fault with your office but to aid the Field Team and this
office in the administration of contracts. We have complete confidence
in the Field Officers and Field Teams. Our requests for information
and review repora$ shoitld not be interpreted that we lack confidence or
do not appreciate the fine work that is being. done in the field. By
. keeping us advised as currently as possible, hawever, we feel that very
. little misunderstanding w111 arise between the Washlngton offlce and
the Field. .

(6) The contractor's description of his tunnel may be confusing, o* o9,

but I don't think that anyone is seriously confused concerning
what is being followed in the adit, Field Team engineers and oA\
geologists have been following the project quite closely and are -~V
satisfied that the contractor is not very far astray. We recognize
the possibility that there may be several parallel veins and as
soon as the lower adit reaches the projected position of the upper
tunnel ore shoot, we will suggest a small amount of crosscutting
or long hole drilling to check this possibility,

Enclosed are two copies of a brunton and tape map showing
the geology. I think you will agree that we have not been asleep
at the switch, In addition, at our own request, the operator has

had made a transit surwvey, tying the upper and lower adits together,
80 that we could be sure of our correlations. We have compared this
with our brunton survey and find that the two surveys are practically
identical, Copies of the transit survey are not available yet.

I examined the Addy mine with E. A. Magill, U. S. Bureau
of Mines, on Sunday, June 8, 1952. At the time of the examination,
the adit tunnel had been extended 60 feet farther than the last
inspection trip, May 14, 1952. The face is now 383 feet in a straight
line from the adit portal. This face is in the same vertical plane
at -63 degrees from a productive portion of the upper workings.

The vein, which had been followed in the tunnel, thinned
to very narrow stringers after having been drifted on for 30 feet.
Exposed in the last 60 feet of the tunnel are only one- or two narrow,
less than two-inch wide quartz stringers, which contain scattered
showings of tungsten minerals. No detailed geologic map of the last
60 feet of tunnel was made as it was anticipated the operator would
soon furnish the examining teem with accurately surveyed maps of the
tunnel.

APPLICANT !

. The applicant is the Addy Mining Company, Spokeme, Washington.
R. J. Weller, owner and general manager of the company, is & Spokane contractor,
and apparently qualified to supervise an exploration program.

LOCATION

The property is located in the Summit Mining District om the Columbia
River - Mill Creek divide at an elevation of 4200 feet about twelve miles
southwest of Addy, Washington. It is accessible by 15 miles of partially
improved road between Addy end Bissell and one mile of access road from & point
near the divide. The claims are located in Sec. 19, T. 32 N., R. 38 E.

RECOMMENDATION

The exemining team recommends that the Addy Mining Company be given
favorable consideration for exploration aid to explore the downward extension
of the ore shoot whioh has been mined above the upper adit level. The
exploration would be accomplished by drifting west on the- tungsten vein from
the lower adit portal 110 feet lower than the upper adit level. (See attached
map). The vein would have to be exposed by shovel work near the lower adit
portal before drifting.

PROPOSALS

The applicant originelly proposed to expose the vein near the lower
adit portel by bulldozing, and to intersect the vein by crosscutting from the
end of this adite. He proposed to extend this adit an additional 100 feet which
would include drifting on the vein. This proposal is inadequate and would not
reach or explore any commercial oree





PROPOSALS (Cont.)

The senior member of the DMA Field Team, Mr. S. W. Hobbs, recommended
that the inaccessible portion of the upper adit level be rehabilitated and
sampled as an initial stage of an exploration progrem. If results were favorable,
he recommended that exploration by sinking a winze and drifting be carried out
to c ampletion. The applicant was not in favor of rehabilitation because of the
additional expense involved and the delay in actual exploratione.

Two alternatives were considered by the junior member of the field
team in order to explore the ore shoot in depthe The first was to sink a winge
on the vein from the upper adit level below the stope followed by drifting in
depth and the second was to drift on the vein to intersect the ore shoot at the
lower adit levele. The applicant was not in favor of sinking a winze because
of the edditional equipment required as cqmpared with drifting at a lower level
to explore the same ore shoot.

EXAMINATION OF PROPERTY

Mr. S. W. Hobbs exemined a section of the upper adit workings (now
inaccessible) in June, 1942, He states that the vein is still prominent in the
floor of the upper adit and that a tonnage egual to that mined (about 1500 units
of WO.) would be & rough estimate of the ore remaining below this level. Mr.
Hobbs visited the property in May, 1951 to examine four localities bulldozed
in order to expose the vein. Insufficient vein structure was exposed to report
upon and no memorandum was submitted.

On August 1, 1951 the writer was taken to the property by Mre R. E.
Weller in order to obtain some samples of the vein in the bulldozed localities
and in the upper adit at the request of George B. Holderer, Chief, Tungsten
Branch. The greater portion of this adit is now inaccessible.

- The property wes revisited on August 30 by the examiner and Mr. W. P,
Puffett to check the difference in elevation and distance between the upper
and lower adit portals by plane table surveye.

HISTORY OF PROPERTY

The property comprising ths claims View No. 1 and View No. 2 was
incorporated in 1931 as Tungsten Mines, Inc. During the period 1930-39 mining
operations were intermittent and production figures are incomplete. In 1936
the claims were patented and the property was acquired by the Washington
Metals Corporation. This corporation started a lower adit to explore the vein
in depth, but failed to find the vein and operations ceased in 1939, Mre Re. Je
Weller purchased the property in the spring of 1951 and has bulldozed four
localities along the strike of the wein. The vein was exposed in two of these
rlacese.
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GEOLOGY

The property is loocated within a stock of medium to coarse-grained
granite intrusive into argillites of the Stevens series. l/ Two quarts veins
in granite striking S. 85° W. and dipping 70° N. are reported by the applicant.
The examining team believes that only one vein is present and that the veins report-
ed are probably faulted segments of the same vein. The vein is weakly developed
where exposed by recent bulldozing and the presence of commsrcial ore below
these places is uilikely. Vein widths in the bulldozed cuts average from 1-2
inches as one or two parallel veinlets, and the tungsten content is very low.

l/ He E. Culver and W. A. Broughton, Tungsten Resources of Washington:
Washington Dept. Conservation and Development, Bull. 34 pp. 69-70, 1945.

Mr. S. W. Hobbs states that the average width of the vein in the ore
shoot is about 8 inches and that the ore minerals are quite uniformly distributed.
His estimate of the average WO; content is 1 to 1-1/2 percent. Wolframite and
scheelite are intimately assooiated where observed in the accessible part of
the upper adit. Some tourmaline and manganese oxide are locally present in
the vein. Between the upper and lower adit portals thé vein is apparently a
very weak structure, but it is believed to present sufficient continuity %o be
followed in driftinge. "

SAMPLING

The ore shoot in the upper adit has not been properly sampled and
the examiner was unable to inspect 380 feet of this adit because of caved
ground. Sixty feet of the upper adit was sampled near the portal and assays
indicate that an ore shoot of commercial value is present west of this sdction.
(See attached map). An attempt was made to obtein samples of the vein in the
bulldozed pits between the upper end lower adit portals in order to justify driv-
ing a drift under this section. The vein is exposed in only one of these pits
and at this point it averages only 1 inch in thickness. Granite wall roock was
included in some of the samples to determine whether or not tungsten was present
in the wall rock. The samples and assays are as follows:

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ORE POSSIBILITIES AND COST

Mr. Hobbs stated that it was his impression that the ore shoot
pitohes eastward and if this is correct the total amount of drifting on
barren vein would be reduced. If the ore shoot extends in depth to the lower
adit level with the same strike length, a rough estimate of the ore to be
explored would be as follows:

Width (1 foot) X strike length (250 feet) X dip length
(117 feet) = 29,250 cu. ft. or 2437 tons at 12 cu. f£te per
ton. At 1.5 percent WO3 this would contain about 2655 units
of WO,.

This represents the maximum amount of ore that might be expected
above the lower adit level. A more conservetive estimate would be to assume
that the ore shoot would have a dip length of one-half its strike length
of 250 feet at the upper adit levele On this basis the ore shoot would
oontain 250x125x1 = 1302 tons or about 1953 units of WOge. 1297 tons would

be above the lower adite.

The total estimated cost of exploring the ore shoot to a depth of
117 feet by sinking a winze from the upper aditlevel and drifting 200 feet
on the vein is nearly $20,000.

The cost of exploring essentially the same block of ground by means
of a drift at the same elevation as the present lower adit would amount to
$21,270., The present lower adit is off the vein and now caved. For this
reason it is not considered worthwhile to attempt to utilize it. Exploration
by drifting would require less investment in equipment and would be simpler
%o perform. Inasmuch as the applicant is an experienced contractor, but has
not had much experience in mining, this is an advantage. Overall costs would
be essentially the same and might amount to between $5.80 and $9.75 per unit
of W030

The Addy mine ore shoot appears to warrent a small exploration program.
For the reason given above the examiner recommends thet the exploration be by
means of an adit and he has collaborated with the applicant in preparing a
contracte. The estimated costs have been checked by a Bureau of Mines engineer.
