Your request for an exploration loan totaling $87,130.00
for exvloration on the Elkhorn manganese claims in Jefferson “ounty,
Washington has been reviewed by Defense Minerals Administration.

The work that has been done in this area by Government agencies since
1940 is sufficient to indicate that most of the material available
will consist of manganese silicates averaging 20 to 259 manganese.
Very high grade material, such as that represented by many of the
assays enclosed with your report, is commonly formed at the surface
by oxidation and enrichment of this primary ore, and probably would
not be available in very large tonnages. For this reason it will be
of assistance in considering your application if you will indicate
what use you anticipate making of this material, and for what market
it is intended. In this connection it is suggested thet you might
wish to contact the Continent2l Chemical Corporation in Salem, Oregon
who use lov-grade menganese ores for the production of synthetic
manganese oxide. It is possible, but not certain, that they might be
able to utlize material of the sort available on the Elkhorn claims.

This report covers numerous observations made on the Elkhorn
Group and Elkhorn Extension Group of Mining Claims owned by the
American Manganese Corporation.

General: The Elkhorn and Extension Group of Mining Claims of the
American Manganese Corporation situated in Section 24 Twp. 26

N. Rg. 4 W., W. M., Jefferson County, Washington. These Clalms

are located on the southern slopé of Mt. Constance on the North side
of the Dosewallips river. The property may be reached from the
Olympic Highway (101) near Brinnon by 7 miles of county road and

6 miles of Forest Service road, a distance of 13 miles.

Topography: The mountain on which the Clalms are located rises
steeply from the bed of the Dosewalllips river and msintalns an
average slope of 40 to 45° showing a relief from 1000 to over 5000
feet in elevation above sea level. The entire Claim Area 1s heavily
timbered, typical of the Olympic Mountains. The lower reaches

is merchantable timber the upper sultable for general mine purposes.
Aside from the Dosewallips river, water for general use may be
obtained from Miners Creek on the east side of the property and
Constance Creek to the West, which flows parallel to the claims

the year around and would supply gravity water for mining.

Ore Deposits: Outcrops of manganiferous ore occur at numerous
places over the Claims, extending from the Dosewallips river north
up the slepe of the mountain to elevations above 4500 feet. The
ore bodies in general are masked by glacial drift, thinner at the
upper reaches and thicker at the lower elevations. Outcrops of

ore occur more frequent above the 1500 foot elevatlion, and indicate
three general ore bodies which are called the West, Middle, and
East ledges.

The strike of these three bodies is North 10 degrees East, and dip
from 70 to 80 degrees from the horizontal. The ore occurs between
altered basalt and argillaceous lime containing hematite which
gives a red color, a marker for exploration. The West bed or veln
is about 20 feet in thickness; the Middle bed from 35 to 40 feet in
thickness; the East bed about 20 feet in thickness. Numerous out-
erops on the surface from the 1500 foot elevation north to the

5000 foot elevation indicate that there are other ore bodies then
the three ledges mentloned above.

The work done in maintaining assessment work necessary to hold the
claims has been on outcrops of ore but enly in a superficial
manner, not sufficient to determine their thilckness or to any
depth. Such tunnels as have been driven do not cut across the

ore bodies much below the weathering of such ore bodies. Most of the
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numerous samples have come from weathered outcrops and in my
opinion do not give a true value of the underlylng ore. As
these ore bodies are, more than probably of sedimentary origin
and always have the:.red lime as one wall, this like strata
extending from the Dosewallips river north to the cliffs

above the 5000 foot elevation there is a continuity established,
but only exploration can determine whether the ore bodies show
such continuity. In this connection the surface outcrops of
ore do show to a limited extent such a continuity. Only
exploration will prove whether the ore is continuous or in
lenses along the strlke of the measures.

As to the depth of these ore bodises, no work has been done much
below the outcrop, hence diamond drilling will be necessary to
determine this factor.

Transportation and Power: If at the conclusion of exploration
the tonnage as well as grade of ore will warrant an operation,
then development will determine extraction tonnage and the
transportation to deep water om Hood Canal. Due to difference
in elevation between operation at the property and Hoed Capal

a good road and trucks will be necessary to make the haul of
about 13 miles, which will all be down an average 2% grade.
Power can be brought in from the mein transmission line of the
Bonneville Administration at the Olympic Highway, a distance of
about 12 miles.

Conclusions: To warrant exploration of these manganese deposits,
there is sufficient evidence in the outcrops of the three manga-

nese beds, namely, West, Middle and East ledges with a combined

total of 75 feet in thickness and extending for a distance of

over 6000 feet, from elevation 1000 feet to 5000 feet above sealevel.

To determine manganese content and depth of the beds sufficient

diemond drilling, trenching and sampling will be required. This

work when properly carried out will determine the method of extraction, |
and the equipment necessary for the operation.

There 1s sufficlent water, timber and room for plant layout on the
property. Power can be brought in from power line near the Olympic
Highway.

If the base of operations is established at the 1200 foot level, it
will be ideally situated to extract the ore from all three beds

by central haulage tunnel on the Middle bed with crosscuts to the
other ore bodies. From the 1200 foot elevation the road can be
established on a 2% grade to Tidewater.

Finally in this exploration work will show the tonnage of metallurgicél
grade ore present as well as lower grades that can be beneficially
treated for chemical purposes.

INITRODUCTIONs It has been seventeen years since I wrote ﬁy
first report on this group of claims. I have had the opportunity to
make oecasional’visita to the property and have kept some of the
salient faots in mind, This spring the opportunity has been afforded
me to go over part of the property and it seems desirable to revise
some of the report,

LOCATION: The property may be reached under ordinary conditions
by a county and Forest Service road from Brinnon on Hood Canal up the
Dosewallips River, Two years ago, due to a flash flood, some of the
road has been washed out, It is now under construction, The distance
from Hood Cénal to the east property line is twelve miles,

The property consists of 28 claims in one block, They have
been held by the American langanose corporatién by virtue of annual
assesanent work and are now in the process of patenting.

| GEOGRAPHY:; The general geography of the region is that of a
mountain valley with precipitous walls. The relief is rugged and
ranges from 860 feet in altitude ;t the Dosewallips River level to the
crest of the claims of 6900 feet elevation. Tﬁe average slope of the
hilleide 1s 30 to 44 degrees with many vertical oliffs,

The topography is the result of mountein building processes that

have been sculptured by glacial and stream erosion, The canyons are
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very narrow, The glacial valleys are now modified by stream erosion.
Because of the steepness of the slope there is very little glacial
debris except on the valley floors. The area is well watered and
covered by a stand of Douglas Firs with some Cedar and Spruce, The
drainage is mainly by creeks originating in high snow fields and
occupying the minor canyons, Thes'e streams are tributaries to the
Dosewallips River, Most of these minor streams are controlled by the
general shear pattern of the region and is at right angies to the course
of the river. .

The basalts along the canal are probably lower Eocene belonging
to the Metohosin volcanic series, Looally these are covered with Puget
Sound Glacial drift and recent alluvium., This series rests upon a more
steeply dipping basalt series‘ that may correspond to the volcanism
incident to the Laramide Orogeny of the Cretaseous, The Petrographic
study of these rocks so indicate.

These two series rest upon tﬁe more steeply dipping elipsoidal
basalt that probably is Francisoan of Jurassioc age. In this basalt
there are beds of tuff and breocia. The Manganiferous Belt is located
in the lower part; of this marine basalt, The dip now has reached 82
degrees to the east,

The sequence in original position on this bed was manganese ore,

argillaceous lime in which a ferric oxide dust is suspended in wvarious
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amounts giving characteristic.colors of red and brown, Jasper océurk
at local horizons in the form of reddish lenées._'The recurrenbé gf
beds.indicate'isoclinal folding with extenéive.shearing in the red
limy argillite, This acoounts for lécal thickening'of the red lime
beds and for the lime being on the wrong side of the particular fold,

Continuing down the column, the mext is a striking formation of
Elipsoidal basalt in which the elipsoids may measure as much as eight
feet on the long axis and two or three on the short axis, This for-
mation is 3000 feet thick, The ferramanganesium mineral have been
altered and leached till the general appearance is e light gray color,
Epidote is a common secondary mineral., The roocks as a whole show
scmeLdeveloﬁment of Chlorite.

 The fine-grained black shale immediately underlies this ellip-
soidal basalt, The shale is at least 1000 feet thick, It has been
compressed until it approaches a shist. The bedding plains are proba-
bly now represented by the cleavage pattern. | -

The next formation is 3500 feet of light gray dlipsoidal basalt.
The ellipabids are large, These basalts have been effected by the
generél shearing movement of the mountain building proceéses. They'
are exceptionally well exposed in the canyon of the Dosewallips River
near the falls,

, Frdm these basalts at the falls until one has reached thé summit
of the divide at the head of the Dosewallips River in Dose Meadows,
the formation is a sequence of argillites, type "Black Shale" and a
graywacke type of sandstone,

Fossils have been found that indicate that the age of the shales
are llississippian, Hdwever, these fossils were poorly preserved and of
a type not cormonly used as indexes.

FOLDING end FAULTINGs At some time in the late Mesozoic, possi-

bly coincident with the Rocky liountain orogeny of late Cretaceous times
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and continuing into the Tertiary, there were great mountain building

processes in the Olympic Peninsula, The forces operating were a
domeing force that resulted in the elevation of the mountains, and,
also, dragged up the basaltic outer fringe to very steep dips. The
characteristic fold of the Manganiferous Belt is vefy close set iso=-
clinal folds.

The fault system may be divided into two parts; the east west
trending faults and the north south trending shear zones., The east
west trending fault is mainly showing by the course of the Dosewallips
River, The south block has been displaced to the west, There is a
vertical component but the amount has not been ascertained,

The shears follow the manganese beds and the red lime is the
incompetent member, Miner Creek and Bull Elk Canyon as well as
several small sireams paralleling the manganese beds are shear faults,

THEORY OF FORKATION OF THE RIANGANESE: The source of the
manganese has been the great thiclkmess of ellipsoidal basalt, This
besalt shows the type of alteration that:would indicate leaching of
the iron and manganese m;nerals. The plagioclase feldspars are much
leached; this would give a source of the lime,

The characteristics of the manganiferous minerals are unique
in that there is an intimate mixing of quartz and colloidal silica.
with the iron and manganese, The thing that has broyht this to point
is that the manganese may be dissolved in dilute acid, True silicates
of manganese cannot be so treated,

The ores are primarily oxides in many states of oxidation and
hydration, Carbonate and ankarite are present as well as some sili-
cates but the main ore is oxide. The order of deposition is as would
be expected from a warm shallow sea, The lack of coarse sediment

indicates it is some considerable distance from shore.

‘ gest fhat the deposits are related éb the intrusive masses, such as
are generally thought to be the sources of metalliferous lodes in

ECOHOUICS: There are threec beds: east, middle, and west with
several lesser beds, The strike is ¥ 10 - 12 E, Dip 70 - 85° E,

There have been many samples taken from these manganiferous beds,
However, these have not been carefully identified as to location and
in many cases they only indisate a nice looking chunk of ore, These
samples have run up to a little better than 50 per cent though the
most of them have indicated ore of lesser grade,

production, however, most of the deposits are decidedly interesting
and not without future possibilities as profitable sourcecs of con-
siderable manganese."”

as one goes higher,
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There are several conciderations that have arisen but not
enswered. Is this increase in width due to the fact that the slope
is cutting the ore farther back or is it due to the position in the
depositional basin? These can only be answered as the property
is developed,

The amount of the ore is very large whether the beds are
continuous or are in large lenses, There can be no question Sut
the beds will vary in width as the basin varies in topography.

RECCMMENDATIONS: That all known or found outcrops be sampled
being careful to cut the sample so the came amount of the hard ore
is taken as there is of the soft red lime.

At the earliest possible time a map should be constructed of
all surface outorops.

By the use of powder elean the faces at the lower outcrop of
all three major beds to & distance of at least fifty feet of vertical
face, or as near that amount as is practical,

Study the relations of the Miner Creek and Bull Elk Canyons to
see if it is possible to economically reach the ore by diamond drilling.

Each vein should be drilled both horizontally and vertically to
ascertain as much ore body as possible. The length of these holes
should be continued as long as the drill can be kept within the ore
bed or to a distance of appréximataly five hundred feet,

All drill cores should be sampled and analyzed, In all cases
keeping a half portion of the core in the core box for future study,.

The recommendations will show the extent of the ore and whether

it is worth developing into a mining property.
