Herewith is a report'(A copies) by R. H. Hundhausen,
Bureau of Mines, on the subject property.

The report recommends that an application for an explora-
tion contract in the amount of $45,000 be denied because of the lack
of enough information on which to base :a proposal and the lack of
mineralized showings.

The Newport Mining and Leasing Co. proposes exploration on
two adjacent holdings, the Comstock mine and the Conquest mine. The
Comstock is developed by four adits, only two of which are accessible.
The upper adit follows a strong quartz vein with sparse galena,
chalecopyrite, and pyrite. The lower adit was driven to cut the vein
at depth but failed to do so.

The Conquest mine is developed by a 2,000-foot adit and an
interior shaft sunk near the portal to a depth of 140 feet. All of
these workings are inaccessible. There is no record of an ore dis-
covery in these workings, and the dump shows no mineralization. An
adit 150 feet vertically above the main adit is reported to have
developed an ore shoot 100 feet long and 1 to 4 feet wide. This
adit is caved about 40 feet from the portal, and it is judged that
all of the ore was removed.

In general, the quartz veins followed by the workings are

persistent, but sulfide mineralization is sparse and ore shoots few.
The ore that has been found was high grade.

In 1920 the
same company acquired the Conquest property and erected a 100-ton
Wilfley table concentrating plant. No concentrates were shipped,
according to reports. This operation ended in receivership in 1926,
In 1930, 32 tons of ore were handsorted and shipped to
the smelter. This ore ran 23.65 percent lead and 6.2 ounces of
silver per ton. A 5-ton lot of handsorted ore shipped in 1937
assayed 31.6 percent lead and 7.6 ounces of silver per ton.
DESCRIPTION OF PROPOSAL
The company proposes & 45,000 exploration contract on
a 50 percent share basis. The company expects to raise its share of

the money by sale of stock. No definite program is proposed.






The company has not prepared topographic maps, mine maps, assay maps,
or geologic maps, or assembled other technical data necessary for
exploring a mineral deposit.

DESCRIPTION OF.THE DEPOSIT (COMSTOCK WORKINGS)

The Comstock property is developed by 4 adits (fig. 1).
Only two levels, No. 4 and No. 2, were accessible at the time of
examination. The two upper adits follow a strong quartz gash vein
containing galena, chalcopyrite, and pyrite. The two lower tunnels
- were driven to cut the vein at depth but failed to do so; it is
possible that the vein pinches out.. Geologic mapping might provide
the necessary data on which to judge the desirability of additionalv
exploration work.

The country rock is greenish black, hard, fine-grained
diorite. Near the'face of the lowest adit (No. 4) the diorite has
been intruded by modified S-shaped quartz veins arranged in echelon
fractures. Single quartz veins come in, swell, and pinch out in
distances of approximately 30 feet. At the widest point near the
middle, over a width of 18 inches, the fractured quartz contains
sparsely distributed blebs of galena, pyrite, and chalcopyrite.

Mr. Scott proposed that a raise be driven on one such showing. It
was pointed out to him that such a raise would have little chance
of'developing en ore body, assuming the vertical dimensions equal

to the horizontal dimensions.






The gash vein exposed in the upper level fills an east-
west fissure in the diorite, dipping about 50 degrees to the north.
This vein is cut off on the east by a fault, and the east segment
has not been found. The quartz ranges in width from two to niﬁe
feet over a length of 65 feet. Galena and chalcopyrite occur as
fillings or replacements. In places the quartz carries enough
sulfide to constitute mill grade ore, averaging 4 or 5 percent
lead. These shoots, however, are characteristically small. Most
of the ore seems to have been removed by former operations. Judg-
ing by the size of the stopes, the shoots averaged 20 to 30 feet
in length and about the same in height. Geologic data on which to
predicate a program of exploration are not available. Good geologic
mapping might indicate a pattern whereby the relatively small quartz
veins in echelon could be predicted, but whether or not these veins
would carry minable sulfides is problematical.

CONQUEST WORKINGS

This mine is on a spur ridge3600 feet south of the Comstock
workings. The main adit was caved at the time of examination. This
adit is reported to be 2,000 feet long. Pattylﬁeports: "The first
150 feet is in quartzite, and it then passes into diorite the re-
mainder of this distance. Several hundred feet from the portgl an
aplite dike three to five feet in width was encountered and dfifted

The shaft dump contains
mostly diorite; rock from the bottom of the shaft is altered and
bleached.,

An upper adit is located 150 feet vertically above the
main adit, but it is caved about 40 feet from the portal. This
level is reported to have developed an ore shoot 100'feet in length
and 10 inches to 4 feet in width. Most of this ore has been removed,
judging from the facf that under hand stoping was done. Near the
portal a relatively barren quartz vein strikes S. 85° E. and dips
80° N. A 50-foot winze on the vein near the portal, apparently
sunk after the lower adit was driven, was inaccessible at the time
of examination. Some stoping was done from this winze according
to Mr. Scott.

There is little to be seen at this property that offers
much hope for a worthwhile exploration project. The nature and
type of mineralization is quite similar to that at the Comstock.
The fact that practically all the workings are caved and inac-
cessible makes an accurate appraisal impossible. The dumps show

only little mineralization.
