1. A LOO foot adit was driven to explore a weakly mineral-
ized zone exposed in the cliff face about 20 ft. above. This proved
futile and further drifting was done in hopes of disclosing another
zone. This also failed. Three diamond drill holes totaling 1,000
feet were drilled at various angles from the face of the drift along the
adit. These holes produced weak showing of mineralization.

2. No structures were observed or are known which would
serve as host for commercial mineralization. The weak character of
the mineralization and the lack of present ore in the shear zone
indicates that commercial ore bodies are not likely to be found by
continued drilling or crosscutting.

3. There is no indication of a feasible exploration
objective.
