The property is located approximately twenty-five miles East by North of Vancouver,
Washington. Also approximately fifteen miles North of Camas, Washington. Both
cities have existing railroad facilities, with Vancouver having the better
facilities with more railroad lines. Vancouver, Washington, also is within the
immediate proximity of Portland, Oregon, being eight miles North of’ Portland.
Trucking facilities are also available in the aforenamed cities.

The roads, leading to the property, are good. From Vancouver to the property,
approximately fifteen miles of black top pavement, some five miles of good gravel
surface road and the remainder of road, good gravel and dirt road. A road leads to
within approximately two hundred yards of the provosed explaratory site.

Water is available at all seasons, through two fir sized streams fed by constant
Springs.

Power is available in any quantity needed. The cost of electric power is not
known at this time. The method of power used for the exploratory work would be
primarily -gasoline or diesel.

The only exploratory work that has been done, has been
done by pick and shovel and auger. Further exploration, was beyond the
financial means of the applicants.

The description and sketch of quicksilver formation on page 39 of the Geology of
Quicksilver Ore Deposits, by C. N. Schuette, Comsulting Mining Engineer and
Geologist.

The report is distributed by the State of California, Department of Natural Resourses,
Division of Mines.,

It is a reprint from California Journal of Mines and Geology, Report XXXI1l of the
State Mineralogist, January 1937.

The property is quite similar to the sketch on page 39 of this report. Such
exploratory work that has been done leads to further belief that the property is of
a similar character.

It may be pointed out that mercury has been mined commercially in the State of
Washington and Oregon. Such mines were not a too great distance from the propertys;
the exact distance is not known. It is known that the cinnabar was found in the
same range of hills or mountains, both to the North and the South of the property.
