Reference is made to your memorandum to me of December J+, 
to which was attached a memorandum from DMA Field Team, Region II, 
to the chief of the Copper Branch, dated November 15, 


It is plain from these memoranda that the title to the 
property which is the subject of the application, certain located 
claims, is in dispute. It is at least doubtful that the applicant 
has a valid legal interest in the property. Under these circum-. 
stances the application for an p1oration Project Contract should 
be denied until the applicant is able to afford proof. of record 
title in the property. In the present case probably nothiig but a 
court action to clear the title would be satisfactory. 


I note that in the memorandum from E. A. Magill to Mr. 
M. B. Volin, dated November 9, 195 1 , which is a part of the papers 
submitted, Mr. Magill states: "It is recommended that the applica-
tion of Ray Ainsley be denied unless he is able to furnish reason-


able proof of ownership and present an intelligent exploration pro-
posal." I think that any denial of the application should be based 
upon all of the factors, including lack of title, which the Govern-
ment deems relevant.

Mr. Ray Ainsley and E. A. Dilts have not been contacted per-
sonally but during an examination of the Border Lord prospect in the 
Gold Hill mining district, Okanogan County, Wash., one of Ainsley's 
location notices was observed. It was posted on the dump of the only 
mine in the district which has been developed to any extent. This mine 
has been known by various names since it was first discovered by members 
of the International Boundary Commission in	 Among these. names 
are Wolframite Mountain mine, Hatfield mine, and Boundary Group. 
Undoubtedly Mr. Ainsley is referring to this property in his application. 


From the information available there appears to be some ques-
tion as to how valid Mr. Ainsley's locations are, especially the claim 
which covers the main workings of the old mine. On this claim there 
is located a small mill erected by F. D. Ziflweger of Wenatchee, Wash., 
in l93 (Ziliweger had a lease from John Hatfield who owned .the mine at 
that time). Apparently due to lack of assessment work the property was 
open ground the spring of 1951. About the middle of May 1951, Mr. L. S. 
Dewey and Mr. Fowler of Okanogan, Wash., reportedly parachuted 3 men 
onto the property in order to stake it. Several days after the property 
was staked by these 3 men, Mr. Ainsley arrived on the property and pro-
ceeded to locate claims over their locations. Both parties claim 
ownership; local opinion seems to favor the validity of Dewey and 
Fowler's locations. However, it would probably take a court action 
to clear title. 


This property undoubtedly warrants further exploration work, 
but any exploration program would,have to be on a much larger scale than 
that requested by Mr. Ainsley, especially inasmuch as the two portals 
which he mentions have, already been reopened by Dewey and Fowler. 


A grab sample of the main dump (what is assumed to be the 
4,000 tons of 3.0 W03 mentioned by Ainsley) assayed tungsten trioxide 
0.04 percent.
