The purpose of this form is 
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with 
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to 
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important 
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the 
form",\ Thee are blank lines, however, for those unusual phases which may need to be 
reported 'for , a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his 
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of 
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: "Operating Equip-
ment Purchased", "Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs", and "New Buildings, Improve-
ments, etc." The reason for not distributing these items on a monthly basis is doubtless 
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any one 
month or period short of the entire contract period.

MONTHLY REPORT OF OPERATOR. 


The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is 
required to make a monthly report to the Government 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows: 


(a) Form MF-104-0perator',s Monthly Report and 
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the - 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost' and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator'8 Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete. words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an 
independent contract. 


Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical 
services incurred for the exploratory operations. Do not 
include labor, supervision and technical serviceS used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6). 


Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies 
used in the project other than that used under items (5) 
and (6). 


Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation. 
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a


third party will be reported under "Rental". The amount 
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under "Purchase". The amount of 
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion of equipment owned will be repoited under "Deprecia-
tion". 


Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical 
ser'vices, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation andcrepair of existipg buildings, installations, fixtures, 
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reported 
under items (2) and (3). 


Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services, 
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new 
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project. 
These costs, therefore, should not be reported under items 
(2) and (3). 


Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as 
payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen's compensation 
insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analysis. 
Only that part of payroll taxes, liability insurance and 
workmen's compensation which are paid by the operator 
should be reported under item (7). The share paid by 
the employee as a payroll deduction is to be included 
under item (2) as labor costs. 


Item (8) includes any unforeseen costs not included in the 
other seven categories. 


The original of Form MF-104 when submitted for reim- 
bursable expenses incurred under contract Form MF-200 
must be supported by original documentation or by certified 
copies of purchase orders, payrolls or transcripts of payrolls, 
unless, such documentation has been waived by the Regional 
Executive Officer., This certification may be stated thus, 
"Certified True Copy (or Transcript)", .followed by appro 
priate Agnature. If the Executive Officer of the Region 
determines that a contract under Form MF-200 should have 
an "on-site" audit, that is, a Government auditor should 
make an audit of the Operator's books and records of account, 
the Operator need not support his monthly voucher with 
original or certified documents except in cases of eQuipment 
purchases whose individual costs exceed $50.00. In these 
cases the original or a certified copy of the purchase order or 
invoice should be attached to the Monthly Voucher.

Preparation of Foim MP-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Progres(Report.—Appli cab lé 
places on Form 104A should be filled in by the Operator. The purpose of this form is 
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with 
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to 
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important 
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the 
form. There are blank lines, however, for those unusual phases which may need to be 
reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his 
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of 
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: "Operating Equip-
ment Purchased", "Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs", and "New Buildings, Improve- 
ments, etc." The reason for not distributing these items on a monthly basis is doubtless 
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any one 
month or period short of the entire contract period. 


Form MF-104A has been designed to tie in with Form MF-104 for both monthly and 
cumulative costs. The "Total Costs" on Form MF-104A for each month should equal 
the monthly "Total Costs" as reported on Form MF-104. This is also true of the "Total 
Costs To Date". 


In preparing Form MF-104A, it will be necessary frequently to distribute certain 
costs over a number of items. For instance, supervisory and engineering costs may have 
to be distributed over several phases, such as, drifting, crosscutting, raising, etc., provided 
that these items were reported active for the month. Such distributions should be made 
on the basis of time spent on the various phases, on man days 'of IaOr charged to such 
phases, or on some other equitable basis. "Operating Equipment", "Initial Rehabilita-
tion and Repairs", and "New Buildings Improvements, etc.", will be distributed to the 
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project 
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed "Authorized by Contract" will be 
filled in by the Operatof if such information is found in the contract. This information is 
usually 'a part of Exhibit "A" of the contract. A space for remarks has been provided for 
the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstancespausing excessive or 
disproportionate unit costs.

MONTHLY REPORT OF OPERATOR 
The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is 


required to make a monthly report to the Government 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows: 


(a) Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report and 
Voucher.—This form details expenditmaid consti- 
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operptor the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-l) 
ress Report. —This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should'sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an 
independent contract. 


Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical 
services incurred for the exploratory operations. Do not 
include labor, supervision and technical services used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6). 


Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies 
used in the project other than that used under items (5) 
and (6). 


Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation. 
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a


third party will be reported under "Rental". The amount 
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under "Purchase". The amount of 
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion of equipment owned will be reported under "Deprecia-
tion". 


Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, techniôal 
services, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures 
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reportë 
under items (2) and (3). 


Item (6) includes the labo, supervision, technical services, 
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new 
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project. 
These costs, therefore, should not be reported under items 
(2) and (3). 


Item (7) cove'isellaneous types of expenditure such as 
payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen's compensation 
insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analysis. 
Only that part of payroll taxes, liability insurance and 
workmen's compensation which are paid by the operator 
should be reported under item (7). The share paid by 
the employee as a payroll deduction is to be included 
under item (2) as labor costs. 


Item (8) includes any unforeseen costs not included in the 
other seven categories. 


The original of Form MF-104 when submitted for reim-
bursable expenses incurred under contract Form MF-200 
must be supported by original documentation or by certified 
copies of purchase orders, payrolls or transcripts ofpayrolls, 
unless such documentation has been waived by the Regional 
Executive Officer. This certification may be stated thus,

MONTHLY REPORT OF OPERATOR 
The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is 


required to make a monthly report to the Government 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows: 


(a) Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report and 
Voucher.---This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-104A--Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation;

(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted.

On Thursday, September 3, 1953, Mr.'W. S. Anderson, U, S. 
Bureau of Nines, and myself made a short inspection of the underground 
workings at the Whiting and Rouznm Cinnabar prospect. No one else was 
at the property, Mr. Whiting having left the previous day for a trip 
to Seattle, Washington. This inspection was made in conjunction with 
an official visit to the Mt. Rainier Mining Company property, and as 
it was our information that some underground work had been done at the 
cinnabar property since the DMEA. contract was finished, we made the 
visit to determine what new evidence for cinnabar had been exposed. 
Mr. Whiting had constructed a jeep road traversable, if careful, by 
small automobile, to near the property since the contract was finished, 
and this new way of access greatly shortened the length of time neces-
sary to complete the inspection. 


Whiting has chosen for his tunnel site a location about 
100 f 1 ,from the White mine trench on the north side of the narrow 
stream that traverses his property. The stream and the location of the 
White mine have been shown on maps submitted with previous reports on 
the property. An approximate co-ordinate location of the portal of his 
tunnel is 960N and 1990E, the co-ordinates being shown on the map sub-
mitted , with the final report on the contract work done at the property. 


Mr. Anderson and myself made a tape and compass survey of the 
tunnel and plotted the geology. A copy of this map accompanies this 
report. As can be seen on the map, the tunnel is very crooked and one 
can only speculate as to just what objective toward which it is being 
driven. Conversations with Mr. Whiting last year brought out the fact 
that he wants to drive beneath the creek into the south bank of the 
stream, and there is some indication from the general direction of the 
bearing of his tunnel that he is attempting to do just that.
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The first 40 to 50 feet of the tunnel is in e green meta-
sedimentary rock whereas the remainder or the 84-foot long tunnel inter-
sects the light gray, altered, silica carbonate rock which4as previously 
been found to contain cinnabar. A few specks of cinnabar were seen in 
one location but at no place in the tunnel were indications that any 
rock of ore grade had been found. The rock is very similar to rock 
recovered from the near area by diamond drilling but in which no cinnabar 
of ore grade was recovered. The rock is much broken with at least four 
strong fault fractures cutting it, one of which contains one to two 
inches of muddy gouge. The rocic around this fault was inspected closely 
for cinnabar but none was seen.

The exploration project started the latter part of May 1952 
and continueds without interruption, to completion on November 190 1952. 


The purpose of the project was to explore for cinnabar occurr-
ing in a silica-carbonate zone bordering an eastern tributary of Indian 
Creek.


Some 12 200 feet of hand trenching traced a zone containing 
disseminated cinnabar for a horizontal distance pf 1,500 feet. No 
commercial ore was found as a result of the trenching, but shfficient 
indications of mineralization were found to warrant entering into Stage 
II of the contract. Under this stage a total of 1,I79 feet of diamond 
drilling was completed. There were sparse quantities of cinnabar in 
the diamond drill cores, but in none was it sufficient to indicate ore. 
The exploration work did not find evidence of structural control of the 
mineralization. Accordingly, the Field Team recommended that no certi-
fication of discovery or development be declared.

The following is a resume of the work done under our contract 


with the DA in regard to the Indian Creek mercury mine project. 


After the original prospecting and locating of two cinnabar 


claims (Denny Kay) (Indian Creek) claims, a joint DMEA contract was 


signed by Milton P. Roumm and myself, set upon a two phase basis. 


The first phase consisted of 1200' of open cut trenching for 


the purpose of exposing the extent of the altered zone and the 


extent of cinnabar outcroppings. This work was done by myself and 


two laborers, after establishing a new camp. 


I considered the first phase quite satisfactory in regards to 


establishing the altered zone and the extent of surface cinnabar 


exposed. Almost without fail our trenching uncovered cinnabar; 


however, never did we find any strong leads, but it is my opinion 


the presence of disseminated cinnabar in a rock formation may well 


lead to a commercial body of ore. 


In the course of our surface work we discovered another extended 


zone of cinnabar which necessitated the staking and filing of another 


claim (Roumm). This gave us an altered zone approximately 1500' in 


length on an east—west strike with a width from 50' - 2001.' 


Over this area we established several zones that warranted 


further work and brought us into phase number two, which was to be 


1400' of diamond drilling. 


A contract was let to Lynch Bros. Diamond Drilling Co. for 


1400' of test holes at $6.00 per foot.

This drilling started on the Rounun claim at the west end of 


the strike and continued to the east end of the strike along the 


creek level. A total of fourteen drill holes were put down. 


In these holes we further established the altered zone at 


depth and cinnabar, but never a consistent zone of cinnabar. However, 


inasmuch as the holes were so thinly spread over this area just on the 


length of the strike, it is my opinion that we might have missed the 


shoot of ore that would have led us to a commercial body of ore. That 


possibility could be at the outcrop at the west end or at the Green point 


where we did get some fair cinnabar. 


So with the infonnation that we did gain with our surface work 


and drilling, I intend to do a little underground drifting in both of 


these areas, in hope that I might hit an ore shoot that we could have 


missed in the drilling. 


I now wish that we had confined our drilling to just these two 


areas, at either end of the strike. There were only three holes put 


down in our best surface showings. 


I sincerely feel that we did not get a conclusive answer at 


either one of these outcrops and with a little additional work I 


believe this can be done. I realize the chances are quite slim.

Work under the subject exploration project contract has been 
completed, though there remains some $3,860 unexpended of the $18,425 
authorized for the project. The Operator would like to use this Un-


expended portion in driving an adit in the hope of opening up a 
commercial orebody underground. 


Unfortunately, the exploration work to date, although it has 
disclosed a large area of disseminated cinnabar, has disclosed no geologic 
structure or cinnabar concentration which would appear to warrant under-
ground exploration. Willard Puff ett, USGE is now in the process of 
logging the core from the 14 diamond drill holes drilled under the explor-
ation program. Some of the more promising sections of the core have 
already been split and the assay results received from Union Assay Office, 
Salt Lake City, Utah. These are as follows:

A careful examination of the core has failed to disclose any 
appearing to have a higher grade than that already assayed. However, to 
make sure, it is planned to assay the best portions of the core from the 
other holes. 


Mr. Whiting and Mr. Rou.mn were in the office in the latter part 
of November at which time they wanted to know if they could transfer the 
unexpended portion of their exploration contract funds for use in driving 
an adit. They were informed that if the core indicated anything approaching 
commercial mineralization, a favorable recommendation for such work would 
be made to the Field Team. On December 12, 1952, Mr. Whiting was informed 
of the assay results in' a telephone conversation and that a favorable 
recommendation for further work could not be given on the assay results 
received to date. 


Although the exploration program has been unsuccessful in dis-
covering metallization that could be considered commercial, it has 
certainly disclosed an interesting altered zone containing disseminated 
cinnabar. I believe that the area warrants further investigation in the 
form of d.tailed geologic mapping of the altered zone and the area 
surrounding it. I do not believe that underground work is warranted at 
the present time, and recommend that the exploration program be considered 
complete.

A routine examination was made of the Whiting and 
Roumm cinnabar prospect on Friday, October 3, 1952. Mr. 
Whiting, the diamond driller, and a driller' s helper were at the 
property.


Since the last inspection in September, drilling has been 
done to explore for cinnabar along the creek near the southeast of 
the discovery post. Three holes, numbers 7, 8, and 9, have been 
completed. Total length of these three holes is 448 feet, making a 
total length of completed holes as of the date of the inspection, 
998 feet. Hole No. 10 had been started, more than 50 feet having 
been completed. During the inspection, this hole was temporarily 
halted and hole No. 11 was started, approximately 18 feet of hole 
having been drilled before I left the property. The accompanying 
map shows the location, length and bearing of the completed holes. 
Holes No. 10 and, 11 are upstream 80 feet from the collar of hole 
No. 9.


The location, bearing and length of holes completed has 
been wholly supervised by Mr. Whiting. Inasmuch as there is no 
definite definable structure toward which to drill, it is problem-
atical whether the holes could have been more satisfactorily

located under professional guidance. It has been Mr. Whitingt s 
practice to try and obtain the longest possible intersection in 
what he has termed "altered" rock. When the drill has inter-
sected the green gneissic rock, termed by Whiting as granite, 
drilling has been discontinued and a new hole started. 


On the last trip to the property I obtained a specimen 
of the "altered" rock and made a section of it. Under the micro-
scope it can be seen that this rock consists predominately of 
carbonates, with a subordinate amount of quartz. It is apparent 
that these two minerals are not primary constituents of the rock, 
at least not in their present form. Bradley Myers, geologist with 
the U. S. Geological Survey, who has had considerable experience 
with cinnabar prospects, states that it is his opinion that this type 
rock is very similar to those rocks associated with some of the 
California cinnabar properties. It is also Myer' s opinion that this 
"altered" rock is an altered member, of the Keechelus andesite series. 


Mr. Whiting has been panning drill cuttings from nearly 
every 1-foot interval of the holes drilled. He states that it is very 
seldom that evidences of cinnabar are not found in the pannings 
from all of the holes. During the inspection, Mr. Whiting panned 
• number of drill cuttings in which some pans showed as much as 
• small tail of cinnabar. Inspection of the core from the area 
panned showed that only very sparsely disseminated cinnabar was 
present. In fact, in none of the core recovered to date that was 
available for inspection are there indications that cinnabar of ore 
grade has been intersected. Mr. Whiting did state that he had 
sent some of the best-looking core to his partner., Mr. Roumm, 
in Seattle, and that this core would be returned. 


If the rate of drilling continues at the rate at which it 
progressed during September, the called-for drilling will be com-
pleted before another inspection, of the property can be scheduled. 
If no more favorable evidence is obtained in the future than that in 
the past, it is doubtful that ore will be indicated as a result of the 
drilling program. 


The contract allows for an $8. 00 per foot cost for the 
drilling and the operators have obtained a drilling contract for the 
more favorable cost of $6. 00 per foot. This means that at least 
$2,800. 00 will Still remain in the estimated cost of the program. 
It is Mr. Whiting' s opinion that he is. going to have to drive a 
crosscut at the most favorable location before he will be convinced 
that he .does not have a potential mine. He would like to apply this 
$2, 8.00. 00 toward driving this crosscut. Inasmuch, as the drilling

eyidence of a minable zone has not been obtained, it may be that 
bef.ore the property is completely rejected as a possible cinnabar 
producer, the driving of this crosscut as part of the contract 
could be substantiated.

Cinnabar float and a few outcrops have been discovered by 
applicant in a zone of altered granite more than 800 ft. long and 
about 300 ft. wide. The zone contains numerous small faults of post 
mineral age which may in part represent renewed movement along the 
structural zone localizing the mineral. These small faults strike 
roughly east parallel to the altered zone and dip 35-40 south. A 
15 ft. tunnel at one place yielded a selected sample which, according 
to the applicant, assayed 4.8 lbs. of quicksilver per rock ton. Although 
this sample could not be duplicated by the field team engineer, there 
were enough showings of mercury in the zone of alteration to warranty 
in his opinion, some further investigation below the heavy overburden 
which could hide a workable quicksilver vein. The showings of quick-
silver exposed to date could cono-eivably represent the small amount of 
mineral that would normally be expected to penetrate the walls of a 
vein throughout an alteration zone, and exposures are not good enough 
to preclude the presence of such a vein* 


The field team report itemizes the costs in two steps. Step I 
consists of digging two trenches through 5-10 feet of overburden across 
the zone of alteration to expose the bedrock. Step II consists of 
diamond drilling, but only in case Step I reveals a promising vein or 
mineralized zone. 


Although this project does not sound too promising, it 
definitely warrants enough work to expose a couple of cross-sections 
below the overburden, as only in this way can sound information be 
obtained on which to base an appraisal of the prospect. Step I, as 
outlined in the field team report, will cost 2,000, end-to thtsou 	 , 


added an allowance of 02GG for sampling in ease any ore 13 found.-


Step II would be justified only in case Step I were successful. The 
most informative section of a mineralized body is the cross-section 
made by the erosion surface, and if, after adequate exposure, this







fails to reveal anything of value, it would be a waste of funds 
to diamond drill to a lower level. Hence, it should be made clear 
in the contract that Step II is not to be undertaken until it has 
been approved by the field team after inspecting the results of 
Step I.


It is believed that the field team report gives all the 
data needed in preparing a two-stage contract on this proposal.

RECOMMENDATION 


It is recommended that the DMEA enter into an exploration 
contract with the applicant in the amount of $18,425. The applicant 
is prepared to furnish one-fourth of this amount. It is emphasized 
that the project be set up in two steps: trenching and drilling with 
no drilling to be done unless the trenching reveals favorable 
geologic features.	 - 


APPLICANT 


The applicant is a partnership owned jointly by 
Ray R. Whiting, Jr., and Milton P. Roumm, Seattle, Washington. 


LOCATION OF DEPOSIT 


The deposit is on the Denny-Ray and Indian Creek unpatented 
mineral claims in section 11, T. 14 N., R. 12 E., Yakima County, Wash., 
It is accessible from Naches, Wash., five miles northwest and 23miles 
west on highway No. 5 to Indian Creek, thence six miles northwest up 
Indian Creek (2-1/2 miles by road and 3-1/2 miles by . trail), and thence 
1/2 mile east (no trail). The applicant proposes to build a half mile of 
pack trail from the deposit to Indian Creek. It is estimated that a road 
to the property will cost $25,000. 


HISTORY 


The claims were located in July, 1951, by Ray and Claude 
Whiting. The applicant has established a two-man tent camp and driven 
fifteen feet of adit on the property.

DESCRIPTION OF PROPOSAL 


The applicant proposes to do a limited amount of hand trenching 
and drill 1400 linear feet of diamond drill holes. The location of the 
diamond drill holes will be determined from information gained by 
trenching. The attached sketch shows what is believed to be the general 
outline of the deposit and suggested trenching. 


TECHNICAL FEASIBILITY



Geologic Setting 


The deposit is an altered zone in gneissoid granite believed to 
strike east and dip steeply south. A few outcrops and the presence of 
float rock indicate that the deposit is more than 800 feet long and about 
300 feet wide. Slickensides and gouge show numerous small post-mineraliza-
tion faults or a continuation of faulting after mineralization. The small 
faults strike roughly parallel to the strike of the mineralized zone and 
dip 350 to 400 to the south. Two large faults apparently crosscut the 
mineralized zone. Two specimens from the altered zone have been described 
by a Bureau of Mines petrographer as follows: one, "a completely altered 
phaneritic acid igneous rock, probably originally a granite, that contains 
predominately residual quartz, limonite .,a relatively small amount of 
secondary quartz, ankerite, a magnesium substituted calcite, and traces of 
finely disseminated pyrite and cinnabar", and the .other, "an impure. 
ankerite with some associated dolomite, sericite, quartz, chlorite, kaolin-


ite, cinnabar, limonite, and a trace of finely disseminated pyrite". 


A selected sample taken in the adit by the applicant contained 
4.8 pounds of mercury to the ton, but a grab sample taken on the dump 
contained only 0.03 percent mercury and none could be detected in a sample 
taken across the adit face.


Nine Workings 


A 5 x 7 x 15 foot adit is the only workings on the property. 


Reserves 


No estimate can be made of the reserves. Three fourths million 
tons of the altered rock can be uncovered by removing 5 to 10 feet of over-
burden and weathered material. 


Mining Method 


It is believed that the ground will be heavy and underground 
mining will have to be done in supported stopes. The cost of underground 
mining is estimated at $12.00 a ton. The cost of open pit mining is 
estimated at $1.00 a ton.

Milling-Method 


Hand sorting and retorting of the finely disseminated cinnabar 
appears impossible. Cinnabar ore can be concentrated by flotation. 
However, the concentrate is so fine that it cannot be treated in an 
ordinary rotary kiln but must be roasted and elaborate equipment used 
to recover the flue dust. The cost of retorting is estimated at $8.00 
a ton.


Rate of Production 


The rate of production depends entirely on the size and tenor of 


the. ore body.


Time Schedule to .5 Aain0içtive8 


The applicant proposes to start work as soon after the contract 
is signed as weather will permit and to complete the project within 180 
days thereafter. If a small deposit is found, the applicant plans to 
complete installation of a retort by fall of 1952. No plans have been 
made for a large scale operation. 


Marketing-Facilities 


The applicant proposes to produce mercury at the mine and sell 
it in San Francisco, California. 


ipment and Facilities 


The applicant proposes to either rent diamond drill equipment or 
contract the work with the contractor furnishing the equipment. Renting 
diamond drilling equipment is not practical and any diamond drilling work 
should be contracted. The applicant proposes to enlarge the present 
tent camp to accomodate four men. 


Labor Supply-


Unskilled labor is available in Yakima, Wash; drillers and miners 
are available in Seattle. The applicant proposes to pay $12.00 a day for 
unskilled labor. This rate is more than is paid in Yakima, but less than 
is paid in most active mining districts. 


Power 


Hydro-electric power can be manufactured at a falls on Indian 
Creek a half a mile from the property. Power requirements, however, for 
a small operation will be met either by gasoline or diesel equipment.

Competence of Applicant 


Milton Roumm, Seattle, a sales agent, is entirely uninformed 
concerning mining. Roy Whiting has had four years experience in .a cinnabar 
mine as a miner, sampler, and assistant to the retort operator. He is 
honest, a hard worker, and is considered competent to supervise the 
proposed exploration project. 


Discussion of Proppa1 


The extremely low mercury content of the samples taken at the 
adit make it seem unlikely this deposit can be developed into a large, 
open, pit mine. However, the size, shape, and character of the deposit is 
obscured by heavy overburden and it may be a definite vein structure exists, 
and the exposed portion is simply wall rock alteration with mineralization 
penetrating the walls. A search for such structure seems justified by the 
intense alteration and the presence of cinnabar mineralization. If no 
dominate mineralized structure is found by surface trenching, the expense 
of diamond drilling cannot be justified and further exploration should not 
be attempted.
