In reply to your letter of October 1lst, 1952, regarding our responsibility for
royalty payments in lieu of "Owners Consent to Lien." Before going into the
points requested, let me make it plain that we have no record of past success-
ful operation on this property. This is a new Company, a new property, request-
ing financial assistance for exploration, The private investment in the property
which has brought it to the point of production but as yet, not resulting in
income, should be considered and should warrant prefesential treatment of our
application, as compared to those applications which are merely prospect holes,

immediately, thereby assuring much more prompt repayment to the government than

The fact that we are in a position to exploit and produce
copper for actual consumption instead of merely determining the existance of
a deposit should certainly be a favorable factor in your decision. I trust that
&f you find the enclosed information to your satisfaction that you will act
quickly and without delay. Your assistance is needed immediately.

This was due to a number of reasons among which
were: (1) inadequate financing, (2) attempting to stopeand mill
ore at the same time and from the same location where exploration
was. being carried out, and (3) weather conditions - heavy winter -
snows. , .

Aside from the above difficulties there were no special
hindrances to the carrying out of the contract work. 1In general,
it could be stated that the exploration work was not carried out
in an efficient manner,

The Rainy Mine offers excellent exploration possibilities.
The principal mine workings have explored only to a very limited
extent laterally and to a depth of 150 feet vertically a breccia
which could be at least 1,000 feet in length and 200 feet in
width, The extent and grade of this breccia should very definately
be determined. '

The most feasible method for determining the extend and grade
of the breccia would appear to be a pattern of vertical drill holes,

It is recommended that any proposal for Government assistance -
to determine the grade and extent of the entire breccia be given
careful consideration.

Enclosed are two copies each of a self-explanatory letter
dated September 9, 1957, from Joseph C. McKinnon, Assistant
U. S. Attorney, and our reply.

According to our files, in a letter dated July 22, 1952,
Mr. Sisenvine did state "As President of the Western States Copper
Corporation and/or individual, I am willing to accept this liability."
Subsequent correspondence, however, indicates that this was not
acceptable to the Government. A letter dated October 1, 1952 from
Ernest Wm. Ellis, Chief, Rare and Misc. Metals Division, refers to
a guaranty of royalty payments, signed by Western States Copper
Corporation, Charles Sisenvine, President. We do not have a copy
of this guaranty. Mr. Ellis then states that some changes will be
required in this guaranty, and asks for answers to five specific
questions. The letter closes with a statement to the effect that a
decision whether or not to substitute the applicant's guaranty for
the usual Owner's Consent to Lien will depend upon the information
received.

There is nothing further in our files regarding this question
until a letter dated November 6, 1952 from Frank E. Johnson, Chairman
of the Operating Committee, forwarding the original and five copies
of a contract. This letter states that, ". . it has been decided to
waive the Owner's Consent to Lien." -

Perhaps Mr. McKinnon is referring to the guaranty. If it
was executed, could he be sent a copy.
