Recommendation;

It is recommended that the application for aid in exploring
for copper ore on the Calumet Claim, Sultan Basin, Snohomish County,
Washington, be denied. The assay results obtained from samples taken
along the mineralized zone indicate that the grade of the zomne is too
low to merit further exploration.

Summary of Field Examination:

The Calumet Claim was examined by myself and E. A. Magill,
U. S. Bureau of Mines, on Thursday, September 35, 1952. Mr. Robert T.
Curtiss, one of the applicant partners, accompanied us on the
examination., Approximately six hours were spent on the property during
the examination.

Name and Location -of Property:

The Calumet Claim is along the summit of a ridge that extends
northwestward from Red Mountain in the Sultan Basin, Snohomish County,
Washington. The elevation ranges from 4650 feet to 5000 feet above
sea level. The property is reached by trail that extends from the
North Fork of Sultan River. The lower end of the trail can be reached
by a mine to market road that connects to a county road to Sultan,
Washington, a distance of slightly more than 27 miles.

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Descrigtion-of Proggrt :

Workings on the property consist of a 170-foot crosscut
at an elevation of 4,650 feet from the end of which a drift 50 feet
long has been made to the northwest, at the end of which another 30
feet of crosscutting to the southwest has been done. Numerous trenches
have been cut across portions of the exposed mineralized zone on the
surface,

No buildings nor other facilities remain on fhe property.

Geologic Setting:

The geology of the Calumet Claim has been described in the
Washington Division of Mines and Geology Bulletin No. 36, by Ward
Carithers and A. K. Guard.

Essentially, the Calumet Cleim is in an area underlain by
both metamorphosed Paleozoic sediments and Tertiary gramitic rocks.
An iron-stained mineralized zone extends across the length of the
claim contained entirely in the sediments with the exception of a band
of serpentinized rocks transecting it approximately midway in the \
claim. .

' From what could be observed, it is indicated that the
mineralized zone ranges in width from 10 feet to a maximum of 4O feet.
Pyrite and pyrrhotite were the dominant sulphide minerals observed,
with minor amounts of chalcopyrite, galena, and sphalerite being seen.
In addition to these Carithers' report mentions arsenopyrite and
marcasite. Bordering the minerelized zone on the north is a barren
quartz vein,

Inasmuch as the operator had submitted with his application
a geologic map prepared by a reliable authority, the primary purpose
of the examination was to obtain samples of the mineralized zone to
determine grade of the rock. Six samples were teken along the surface
exposed zone and one sample was taken across the face of the drift.
The location and assay results of these samples are shown on the
accompanying map. Although one sample taken in a strongly oxidized
zone obtained assay values of 0.22 ounce per ton of gold and 6.k
ounces per ton of silver, none of the samples obtained promising assay
values in.copper.

Inasmuch as the underground work has intersected downward -
extensions of the surface mineralized area and here the grade of ore
is no better than that on the surface, the probability is that the

low assay values of copper obtained from surface samples are a true
indication of the grade of the ore and very little leaching of the
copper values has occurred.

Consequently, because of the low grade of the mineralized
zone there seems little justification for a favorable recommendation

to allow for further exploring it.

A Bureau of Mines engineer examined the Calumet Prospect in
Avgust 1943. His conclusion was that where the oreshoots were of
sufficient grade to be commercial, they are too: small and where the
vein is large enough, the grade is too low. In spite of this unfavor-
able conclusion, I believe the application justifies a field team
examination, particularly in view of the accompanying application from
Mr, Curtis for exploration of an adjoining property.

A minor question concerns the advisability of the proposed
tramvay reconstruction in view of the fact that nothing more than
hand tools and supplies will require transportation to the point of
the proposed trenching.

Conclusions

Seven samples carrying arsenical iron and chalcopyrite are
listed, which, if covering significant widths, and representative of
interesting lengths, might arouse curiosity since the combined gold
and copper values tend to make ore material. The history and general
geologic conditions promise little. The applicant should furnish a
more finished report, since what is given promises little.

Comment _

The two applications appear to relate to 2 veins in a unitized
parcel. The property map does not show the Calumet Fraction, Calumet
Extension and Canyon Extension claims. Such claims are listed in the
"Lease and Option to Purchase". The position of the Calumet Extension
is indicated on the Calumet claim map.

The Sultan Basin has long been the scene of prospecting and
small developments. Early work and production was hampered by lack of
a road. This difficulty appears to have been overcome as the applicant
says they now have a mine to market road.

The sample and geologic maps of the 2 veins give very indefi-
nite information. According to the Calumet claim map at 3 places on
the Calumet vein, samples of interest have been secured. No widths are
given with the samples and they may well be grab samples of the spot or
character type.

It is possible to identify one surface cut (at L750El) on the
Calumet claim map with a cut on the Sultan Basin Mining Company's map.
The center group of samples (2) of the Calumet claim map, probably came
from the same locality as sample 12217 of Chase's plan of surface show-
ings. It is to be regretted that the assays of the Chase's samples are
not given us.

From the slight information given the ore of the Calumet wein
is assoé¢iated with a narrow band of sediments, a roof pendant in the
granodiorite of the Coast Range.





No assays are given for samples which came from the Jowa
Mine now the Mint. Some ore, probably 103 tons, was taken from this
place about 1915. The longitudinal section suggests that the ore came
largely from above the No. 3 level and the No. 2 level, 45 feet below,
produced much less. Sampling or widths of vein material here would
be information., Promise of significant further production is lacking
here.

Seven samples from cuts on the Calumet vein, carrying arsenical
iron and chalcopyrite assay enough in gold and copper to be of interest
if known to represent significant widths and lengths., By inference some
width may be represented, but the 2 open cuts from which the samples
were taken are 650 feet apart and no intermediate samples seem to have
been taken. although cuts and rock exposures are mapped.

The applicant should furnish more substantial reasoms for

expecting better results from the work planned then have been obtained
