Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilliUg, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map;

The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following.

These three items are: "Operating Equip-
ment Purchased", "Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs", and "New Buildings, Improve-
ments, etc." The reason for not distributing these items on a monthly basis is doubtless 
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any one 
month or period short of the entire contract period.

The purpose of the project was to explore for the downward 
extension of a zinc-lead replacement deposit in dolomite. The deposit 
was discovered during the course of road building in the area. The 
Operator had sunk a 55-foot shaft on the ore zone prior to the effective 
date of the contract.

All funds authorized under the contract were expended as. of 


December 2, 1953. 


The exploration work has shown that, although the altered zone 
in which the pods of sphalerite and galena are found persists down to the 
150-foot level, the individual lenses are too small to be of economic 
interest. The best lens of lead-zinc sulphides was. found on the SO-foot 
level. This lens is less than 50 feet long, it's average width is 1.8 
feet, and it's average metal content is 0.9 precent lead and 6.1 percent 
zinc. This lens does not persist down to the 150- .foot level, and it pro-
bably does not persist very far above the SO-foot level. It is estimated 
that this lens contains less than 1,000 tons of material of the above-
mentioned grade. Other lenses of sphalerite and galena found during the 
exploration are much smaller and are so sporadically distributed in the 
altered zone that they definitelyare of no economic interest. 


The possibility of finding larger and richer deposits is con-
sidered too remote to justify further exploration of the known mineral-
ized zone.


Crystalline white to gray dolomite, which is presumed to be a 
part of the Maitlen formation of Middle Cambrian age, is exposed at the 
surface in the immediate mine area. The beds strike, in general, to the 
northeast and dip from Li$ to 600 to the N.W. Ridges of granodiorite crop 
out about 30 feet north of the Jim Creek shaft and also about 350 feet south 
of the shaft, which suggests that this and other similar masses of dolomite 
in the area are roof pendants in the granodiorite. 


The contact between the granodiorite and the dolomite is exposed 
56 feet north of the shaft in the crosscut on the So level. The contact 
apparently dips about 600 to the NW approximately parallel to the bedding 
of the dolomite, although locally there are rolls in the contact which 
reverse the overall dip. Locally, dikelike fingers of granodiorite project 
into the dolomite. The dip of the contact between the dolomite and the 
granodiorite south of the shaft is not known. 


An irregular, zone in the dolomite has been hydrothermally altered 
and, within this altered zone, pods of galena and iphalerite are sporadically 
distributed. Information available suggests that the altered zone is roughly 
parallel to the contact between the granodiorite and the dolomite and hence 
is roughly parallel to the bedding. 


Although the results of the exploration on the So level were 
rather meager, yet it is believed that they were sufficient to justify the 
approval of Stage II in the hope that the galena-sphalerite lenses would 
become more continuous, wider :, and richer with depth. 


Exploration has shown that the mineralized zone persists but that 
the sulphide pods become smaller and more scattered with increased depth. 


The work of the project was well carried out and the reports 
were adequate.

The subject property was visited January 7, 1954, accompanied 
by Willard Puffett, geologist, USGS. Mr, Frank Mitchell, engineer for 
the Jim Creek mine, was at the property and accompanied the field team 
personnel on an inspection of the workings. 


The Operator had the walls of the east and west drifts on 
the 150 level washed to facilitate geologic mapping. Advance completed 
since the last visit was mapped and geology in the east and west drifts 
was mapped. This information will be included in the final report. 


The miners at the property were mucking out a crosscut driven 
26' S. 600 E. at a point 30 feet west of USBM #364. This cross -cut was 
driven by the Operator to ascertain if the mineralized portion of the 
structure exposed in the wall south of USBM #364 was continuous, but 
results were negative.'

A routine inspection of the Jim Creek mine was made on Friday, 
November 20, 1953. Three miners were at the property and current advance 
was being made in the east drift on the 150 level. The new workings were 
mapped and sampled. A copy of a composite plan of the workings with 
detail of the geology on the 150 level is attached to this report. 


As of the date of the inspection, a total of 305 feet of working 
had been driven on the 150 level. This includes 77 feet crosscutting, 
95 feet drifting to the southwest and 133 feet drifting to the northeast 
and east. Total amount of workings allowed on the 150 level is 400 feet 
drifting and 100 feet crosscutting. 


The drift to the southwest has continued to follow the bleached, 
sparsely mineralized band in the gray dolomite. The band has widened to 
nearly four feet and has flattened in dip to nearly 30 degrees. This' 
band is parallel to the banding (bedding?) in the dolomite. Bleaching 
is probably due to hydrothermal action. Minerals in the zone include: 
pyrite, galena, and marmatitic sphalerite. Assay results of a sample cut 
near the eastern extension of this zone were Tr. Au; 0.5 oz Ag; 1.7% Pb; 
and 1.2% Zn. Another sample was cut near the face but has not been - 
assayed .as yet. This zone is apparently the downward extension of the 
weakly mineralized band exposed on the 50 level. 


Drifting to the northeast has followed a bleached, sparsely 
mineralized band, similar in characteristics to that zone exposed in the 
southwest drift. As can be seen on the accompanying map, this zone is 
too far to the east to be considered the downward extension of the east 
ore zone on the 50 level • The zone on the 150 level is indefinitely 
outlined but in most places was parallel to the banding in the gray
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dolomite. As noted on the map, promising concentrations of sphalerite 
occur in this zone but were not traceable across the drift. There is 
no apparent structural control on this zone other than bedding, although 
it does cease to persist beyond a weak shear that crosses the drift. 
This shear appears to be the eastward extension of a sharp fault that 
crosses the drift near its junction with the crosscut. Near the face, 
another narrow bleached band with sparse ore minerals has been intersected. 
This band also parallels the bedding or banding in the dolomite. 


There has been an increase in the rate of advance of drifting 
during the past month. This increase has resulted from the installation 
of a mucking machine which replaced the slusher used previously. If 
the present rate of advance continues, it is probable that the project will 
be completed within the next two months. If no better indications of ore 
are found, it is doubtful that a discovery will result from the project.

W. S. Anderson, U. S. Bureau of Mines, and W. P. Puffett, U. S. 
Geological Survey, made a routine inspection of the Jim Creek-mine on 
Thursday morning, October 15, 1953. Mr. Frank Mitchell, engineer, and 
contract miners were at the mine during the inspection. .A tape and compass 
survey was made of part of the new workings and geology noted. A copy 
of the map resulting from the survey accompanies this report. That part 
of the drift on the ore to the east of the crosscut on the 150-level is 
not shown in detail, for broken rock from the last round blasted prevented 
detailed mapping of this section of the workings. 


The drift to the southwest has been extended 54 feet and the 
drift to the northeast has been extended approximately 38 feet since 
the last inspection on September 16, 1953. To the northeast, some slab 
rounds on the south wall were necessary to straighten the drift to follow 
the mineralized zone. 


As shown on the accompanying map, asilicified, bleached, 
mineralized band in the dolomitic limestone has been followed in the south-
west drift. This band ranges in width from 12 to 31 inches and dips from 
45 to 53 degrees to the north. In the central part of this silicified 
band are very narrow bands of sphalerite and galena, the sphalêrite apparent-
ly being the most predominant ore mineral. Although there is not sufficient 
concentration of the sulphides to make ore, it is believed that the zone 
being followed may represent the downward extension of the mineralized 
zone exposed in the workings on the 50 level and continued drifting may 
be successful in intersecting an ore shoot. 


The northeast drift was turned to a more easterly direction and 
was successful in intersecting a band of mineralized rock, similar in 
character to that band exposed in the southwest drift. The large pile of 
broken rock in the drift prevented detailed examination of this band, and 
thus it is difficult to tell just 'what the relation between the two zones 
are. They may represent two parallel bands or may be the same band which 
has been offset along the shear exposed in the crosscut just to the north

of the drift. It is to be noted that the ore zone exposed in the southwest 
drift was not discernible at its projected extension in the crosscut, 
so thus it may be that the shear terminates this band just to the west of 
the crosscut. The operator states that the mineralized band to the north-
east is of better grade than that being followed in the southwest drift, 
and from what could be seen of this band in the drift, it does appear to 
have a greater concentration of lead and zinc minerals.

A routine inspection of the workings on the 150 level of the 
Jim Creek mine was made in company with W. S. Anderson, U. S. Bureau 
of Mines, on Wednesday, September 16, 1953. Mr. Mahurin, foreman, 
accompanied us on the inspection. A tape and compass survey of the 
workings was made and geology noted. A copy of this map accompanies 
this report. 


Since the last inspection on August 20,1953, the crosscut 
has been-extended 5 feet and drifting has been started both to the 
northeast and southwest on a silicified zone which had been intersected 
in the crosscut. The objective of the crosscut was to intersect the 
downward extension of granitic rocks exposed on the surface, but as yet 
this has been unsuccessful in the main crosscut. 


As can be seen on the accompanying map, the drift on. the 
silicified zone has veered considerably from the proposed straight. 
line from southwest to northeast. Although considerable pyrite and 
some galena was exposed in the first two rounds to the northeast, for 
some reason the drift was turned to a more northerly bearing, inter-
secting barren ground., - and finally exposing some granodiorite in the 
face the day of the inspection. The only promising mineralized rock 
in this part of the workings is on the southeast wall of the drift 
near the intersection with the main crosscut. 


The drift to the southwest is too much in a westerly and 
slightly northwesterly direction to stay on the suggested strike of the 
silicified.zone. Scattered pyrite was seen in the silicified limestone, 
but it was suggested to Mr. Mahurin that he turn the bearing of the 
drift to a more decided southwest direction, when work to extend this 
part of the workings was resumed.
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It is my opinion that if the workings can be kept on the 
silicified zone which is located quite close to the downward projection 
of the mineralized zone found on the 50 level, 200 feet of drifting 
will conclusively prove whether or not an ore zone persists to the lower 
level.

USBN #338 was placed on a plug in the back 3.5' NW of the 
hanging wall of the.. shaft. The crosscut has been advanced 73.5 feet 
from USBM #338 fOr a total advance in the crosscut of 77 feet. At 
USBM #338,t 39 ttO' drifts are being driven on the structure which 
carried ore on the 50-foot level • One drift is being driven N. 200 E. 
and the other 8. 830 W. The drift to the NE has been advanced 31 feet 
and the drift to the SW has been advanced 18 feet. 


The drift to the SW was filled with 3 feet of muck for the 
total length, and drifting was in progress only in the drift to the 
NE.


A tape and compass survey of the workings was made, and 
Willard Puff ett will submit a sketch with his report on the property.

A routine inspection of the Jim Creek Nine was made on 
Thursday afternoon, August 20, 1953. ?Jr. W. Anderson, U. S. Bureau 
of Nines acconanied me on this examination. Mr • Frank Mitchell, 
consultant engineer for the Operators, was at the property. 


The crosscut on the 150-level had been extended to the 
northwest for 69 feet. No ore sulphidei had been exposed in the 
crosscut although a strongly silicified zone in the limestone next to 
a granitic dike had been crosscut, in this silicified zone are a few 
crystals of pyrite and pyrrhotite. The granitic dike occurs in the 
footwafl of this zone. 


The accompanying plan map and section has been made from 
mapping, done during the inspection. On the section it can be seen that 
the silicified zone in the limestone on the 150-level is in approxi-
mately the correct location to be considered to be the deeper extension 
of the mineralized zone exposed on the 50-level. Therefore, drifting 
on this zone was recommended to Mr. Mitchell, and he was in agreement. 
The crosscut is to be extended at least one more round, and if no 
promising evidence of ore is exposed, drifting will be started either 
to the northeast or southwest on the silicified zone. 


An inspection of the surface exposure of the granitic rocks 
north of the shaft led to the conclusion that these rooks may repre-
sent only a relatively narrow dike that may possibly pinch with depth. 
The maximum width of the granitic rocks as exposed on the surface is 30 
feet, extensions to the northwest being obscured by unconsolidated 
overburden. If these rocks do represent only a relatively narrow dike, 
it may be that it will not persist in depth to the 150 ' level and thus 
óorisiderable extension of the 150 level crosscut to intersect granite 
will be in vain.

An inspection of the subject property was made on Monday, 
August 10, 1953. The writer was accompanied by W. S. Anderson, U. S. 
Bureau of Mines. Mr. Mitchell, engineer for the company, was at the 
property during the visit. No geologic mapping was done because of 
slushing and hoisting operations in progress during the visit. 


The northwest face on the 150-foot level station, as mentioned 
in V. P. Puffett's routine inspection report of July 13, 1953 had been 
advanced 21 feet since the date of his report. 


This crosscut to the northwest has, as yet, exposed no 
structures which can be correlated with either of the ore-bearing 
structures on the 50-foot level. A 3- to 4-foot wide granite dike, 
mentioned by Puffett as being exposed in the northwest face of the 
station during his visit, was penetrated. The crosscut, for the remainder 
of the advance, was in banded limestone; no evidence of mineralization 
could be seen. 


Mr. Mitchell was advised to continue the crosscut until an 
ore-bearing structure, or the granite-limestone contact, has been inter-
sected. It was also recommended that several long-hole steel drill 
holes be drilled into the hángIrgall of the shaft below the 50-foot 
level to attempt to determine whether the ore-bearing structure on the 
50-foot level has pinched-out or continues downward in the hanging wall 
of the shaft, a possibility mentioned in Puffett's July 13, 1953 report. 


A geologic cross section along the west wall of the inclined 
shaft, (see section accompanying this report) was made, using Harold 
Kirkemo's map of the 50-foot level (Figure 3), and the surface geology 
(Figure 1), which accompanied his October 23,1952 report. This section 
reveals that the possibility of intersecting the Shaft Vein at its 
projected position still exists. Neither the Hanging Wall Vein, or any 
structure suggestive of the vein, was encountered in the projected 
position of that vein in the 150-foot level crosscut. A projection of 
the granite-limestone contact to the 150-foot level would be based on







somewhat contradictory evidence; therefore, no prediction is attempted 
as to its exact position in relation to present face of the crosscut. 
It is assumed, however, with some degree of certainty that the 100 feet of 
crosscut allowed in Stage II of the contract will be sufficient to reach 
this contact. The expiration date of the contract is November 19, 1953, 
giving what is considered an adequate length to time to complete the 
allowed crosscutting. 


At the conclusion of the current crosscutting it is recommended 
that a thorough reappraisal be made of the geologic information available. 
It is possible that the contract should be allowed to expire, or be 
terminated, even though the contract work will be incomplete. If no ore-
bearing structures are intersected in the . 150-foot level crosscut, sub-
sequent exploration would be difficult to direct with the information now 
available. As can be seen from many of W. S. Anderson's reports, poor 
operating procedures and the operator's apparent reticence to correct 
inadequacies brought to his attention, have often been cited as reasons 
for termination of the contract. These two aspects would make it seem 
desirable to consider terminating the contract at the conclusion of the 
current work, unless very encouraging evidence is exposed in the 150-foot 
level crosscut.

The subject property was visited June 26, 1953. Mr. R. C. 
Nahurin, labor contractor for cutting shaft station and drifting from 
the 150' level was present at the property at the time of the visit. 


Mr. Mahurin stated that be had been at the property ten days 
and that during this time pumps have been installed and the shaft 
dewatered. He anticipated that he would start cutting the shaft station 
at the 150' level on June 28, 1953. Mr. 1hurin has two miners working 
with him at the property. 


Work completed under the exploration contract to date is as 
follows:


Stage I


1. Sinking	 221 
2. Drifting	 140' 
3. Crosscutting	 27.5 


Stage II 


1. Sinking	 96' 


It was pointed out to Mr. Malmrin that the sheave should be 
raised on the bead frame to allow room for the bucket to be dumped with-
out the cable clamps being pulled into the sheave. This matter was 
discussed with the Operators April 15, 1953 as stated in the report of 
that visit. 


Work at the subject property to date has not followed good 
operating procedures. When exploration work was in progress on the 
50' level nuclic was left j.n drifts and crosscuts and the Operator







apparently had no definite or planned program which he followed, as is 
evident from naps of the workings on the 50 t level. The northermost 
drift of the two drifts to the southwest was started on a southwest bear-
ing and then discontinued and a new drift was driven almost duo west 
leaving a pillar. It was stated by the miners at the time the new drift 
was started that they couldn't Slush around a corner. Also in the sinking 
operations under Stage II of the contract the shaft was not sunk at a 
uniform inclination as stated in the report of Ilarth 25, 1953. 


In considering these facts, it is recommended that subject 
contract be terminated unless the Operator initiates good operating 
procedure in further exploration work at the 150' level and that he 
complies with recommendations regarding safe operating practices.

A routine inspection was made of the Jim Creek Mine on 
Monday, July 13, 19. I was accompanied by W. .S. Anderson, U. S. 
Bureau of Mines. R. C. Mahurin, foreman; two laborers were at the 
mine.


An examination was made of the shaft and 150-foot level 
station. The sill of the station is an inclined distance of 147.8 
feet below the shaft collar. Dimensions of the station were ]A feet 
long and 11 feet wide. The bearing of the center line of the station 
is N. 30° W., whereas the bearing of the center line of the shaft at 
the level is N. 7° W. The level station was not completed and Mr. 
Mahurin stated that the northwest face was to be advanced 15 feet 
more before drifting would be commenced. 


The relatively rich band of ore exposed in the east wall 
of the shaft above the 50-foot level cannot be traced below the 
50-foot level. It either goes into the hanging wall area of the shaft 
or else pinches completely,


,-
No ore sulphides of any consequence 


were seen in the lower portion of the shaft above the 150-foot level 
station. Insofar as is known, no geologist has examined the shaft 
beneath this lower level, and now the walls are obscured by broken 
rock and water. 


A 2-foot wide fault is exposed in the footwall area of the 
shaft. This fault is first exposed 32 feet above the 150 level and 
apparently was followed to the bottom of the shaft. This fault is 
marked by much broken rock, generally pebble size, and the hanging 
wall area of this fault is much bleached for a thickness up to 
12 inches. Scarcely any iron stain is visible in the fault and the







miners report only very sparse amounts of sulphides have been noted 
near the fault. 


In the 170 level station, a 20-inch wide band of siliceous 
aplitic and granitic rock trends. at nearly right angles to the wide 
fault. In the face of the station this band contains a few lenses of 
actual granite, whereas the rest of the band is largely made of very 
light gray siliceous rock in which a few dark minerals of linear habit 
occur. Other rock exposed on the station are mainly gray fine-grained 
limestone plus some rather talcy pink to gray mineral forming along 
the hanging wall of the band of aplitic and granitic rock. 


Accompanying this report is a map showing a section of the 
shaft and an inset showing the geology on the plan of the 170-foot 
level station. On this map it can be seen that if the station level 
is extended northwestward an additional foot, there is a good 
possibility that granite may be intersected. This may be a fortuitous 
circumstance, for when drifting is commenced, it will be possible to 
keep granite rock on one wall of the drift and thus the exploration work 
can be guided by the trend of the granite-limestone contact on the 
150-foot level.

The subject property was visited April 29, 1953 accompanied by 
Jerry Fuller, geologist, USGS. Mr. Preston, president of the company, and 
Mr. Mitchell, engineer, were at the property at the time of the visit. 


Work under the exploration project contract has been suspended 
due to an inflow of water into the shaft which the pumps could not hande. 
The Operators were able to remove all the equipment and it is anticipated 
that work will not be resumed until about June 1, 1953. Surface water from 
the spring thaw forms the source of the majority of the inflow into the 
shaft.


Mr. Mitchell, engineer for the company, stated the bottom had 
been advanced 15 feet since the last inspection of April 15, 1953. The 
bottom of the shaft is now 166 feet below the collar for an advance of 
97 feet under Stage II of the exploration contract. 


When work Is resumed at the property the Operators will have to 
hire a new crew as Mr. John DeGraff, miner foreman, stated that he and his 
crew are planning on seeking other employment.

Dear Mr. Selfridge: 


I have ' your letter of April 8, 1953, in regard to the 
report of mine on the Jim Creek mines and the allowable maximums. 


I am in agreement with the ideas expressed in your letter 
nearly a hundred percent; certaliy, ,the DMEA should clamp down on 
overelaborate installations or equipment. The Field Team In Region 
II ha done this on many occasions; in fact, a letter, is now being 
prepared coming down pretty hard on the Redbird contract for what we 
agree is too elaborate an installation for the exploratory purpose 
for which it is designed. We agree with you wholeheartedly, and, 
as supervising engineers, we must exercise proper control so that 
project expenditures are balanced within reasonable and permissible 
limits as stated in the last paragraph of your letter. If allow-
able maximums will enable us to accomplish this and giveus the 
necessary control, then we are, in truth, all for them provided that 
they do not otherwise'restrict the administration of the contract 
too greatly. We have, however, a great many cases where, for one 
legitimate reason or other, simple installations quite consistent 
with the needs of exploration have cost more than had been estimated 
and allowed for In the contract.' It is these cases and these cases 
only with which we are concerned, where it seems to us that the 
operator Is, not unconinionly, being penalized for an error in judg-
ment on his part or on the part of the Government or because of 
unforeseen circumstances which have arisen. 


It seems to me that this matter which has caused a great 
deal of concern and which has been quite annoying to a good many 
operators could be solved very simply in one of three ways.







1 • We should be more generous in estimating costs which 
will be classed as allowable maximums. The Field Team in Region II 
has, in general, figured a good many of the costs of installations. 
too closely. We did not at the start of the program envision that 
the items of allowable maximums would prove to be so completely 
inflexible • This solution, of course, can only apply to subsequent 
contracts.


2. We should allow a small contingency fund in every con-
tract, which, at the discretion of the Field Team, could be applied 
to any item in the contract regardless of whether it was a starred 
item or not. This also would only apply to new contracts. 


3. We could permit the allowable maximums to be exceeded 
on the approval of the Field Team for small amounts and upon the 
approval of the Operating Committee for larger amounts of some signi-
ficance. In no case would the total amount of the contract be raised 
without special action by the Administrator, and there would be no 
intention of approving equipment and installation beyond the needs 
of exploration. What I mean is that if we make an estimate of say 
$2,500.00 for some installation and hit it within a hundred or a 
hundred and fifty dollars either way, we have made a pretty good 
estimate, and there should be some way of being able to pay the just 
costs if the estimate is exceeded by some such amount as this. At 
present, there is no way that this can be done.

A routine examination was made of the subject property Wednesday, 
April 15, 1953, accompanied by John De Graff, miner foreman at the property. 


There was approximately 25 feet of water in the shaft at the 
time of the visit and two pumps with a combined capacity of 300 g.p.m. 
were used to pump out the shaft before the work cycle could begin. Time 
for pumping was one hour and assuming that 18,000 gallons of water was 
discharged from the pumps during the hour, the inflow in the shaft was 
approximately 18 g.p.m. using 17 hours as the time the pumps were not in 
operation between shifts. 


A sketch showing the shaft section is attached. As can be seen 
from the sketch, the inclination of the shaft has not been maintained at 
a uniform angle. It was recommended to the operator at the time of the 
previous visit of March 18, 1953 that a uniforni inclination be followed 
in the shaft for the remainder of the sinking operations. It was evident 
from the initiation of Stage II of the contract that a working shaft could 
not be sunk following the structure and as the main objective of sinking 
was to gain depth for crosscutting and drifting on the 100 foot level to 
explore for the ore body, the shaft should have been sunk at a uniform 
inclination for efficient hoisting operations. 


The bottom of the shaft was 151 feet below the collar at the 
time of the visit for an advance of 82 feet under Stage II of the explora-
tion contract.







The operators have installed a new bucket for hoisting muck 
which is larger than the one formerly used. With the new bucket there 
is not enough head room between the head frame pocket and the sheave with 
the result that the clamps on the rope are pulled .into the sheave during 
dumping of the bucket. The operator, to gain more head room, shortened 
the dead end of the rope and used four clamps instead of five as required 
by safety regulations. Also the 'U bolt clamps do not have the proper 
spacing and are not secured to the rope properly. The first two clamps 
are spaced 1 111 apart with the rest having a spacing of 5 111 and the middle 
clamp is placed with the 'U T applying against the live rope • This was 
pointed out to the operator and it was recommended they correct the 
method of securing the rope to comply with safety regulations.

This will acknowledge your letter of March 2 in which you 
discuss your general philosophy in regard to raising the allowable 
maximums in contracts and specifically with regard to the construction 
of a compressor and change house at the Jim Creek mine. 


You are, obviously, on sound ground when you state that 
when the Operator signs a contract with the Government, he 
undertakes a certain amount of obligation in addition to receiving 
certain advantages, and he must be prepared to meet his commitments. 
By a strict Interpretation of the contract, there is, then, no 
reason for the Government to raise these limits even where the 
Operator shows that in spite of good work and careful management 
he has exceeded the allowable maximum. This is a small matter with 
this particular contract, and therefore, it is not worth arguing 
further. However, as you point out, even the most experienced 
engineers cannot estimate costs with precision; therefore, it seems 
to me that there should be some way by which these inacuracies 
could be adjusted. If this were a unit cost contract, the Operator 
might have a chance of getting his money back from some other item, 
but with this particular contract, he has no way available. In 
spite of what you say, it does not seem to me as though we are 
actually carrying our fair shaisof the genuine and actual costs of 
exploration. As you point out, the contractor has signed a 
contract of his own free will in return for certain advantages; 
however, we are careful now to point out to him the meaning of the 
allowable maximums and the fact that these are very difficult to 
change, al-though we did not do this at the time the allowable







.	 .. 


maximums were established because we did not know their full 
significance ourselves. On many occasions, however, a contractor 
will sign the contract knowing that he cannot possibly meet the 
allowable cost on certain of the allowable maximum items. He does this 
because he has usually waited so long for the contract anyway that 
he does not wish to delay the proceedings any further by quibbling 
over individual items of cost, and he decides that he will absorb the 
difference himself rather than argue with the DMEA. and delay the 
execution of the contract. Although he signs, it leaves in many 
cases a rather bad taste in his mouth and I can add that this matter of 
allowable maximums has caused more resentment among operators than 
any other provision in the contract; In my opinion, it is the 
inflexible rock on which the good ship, DMEA, may very well founder. 
I may add to that, with me  the problem of allowable maximums is a 
matter of fair dealing and not, of generosity. With the same Jim, 
Creek contract, we have recently deleted a very large item which the 
Operator has claimed for the rehabilitation of his shaft. Since 
rehabilitation of the shaft was not provided for in the contract, we 
see no reason why it should have been done; therefore, we have 
disallowed it and are prepared to stand our ground. 


The matter of the allowable maximums represents such a 
radical difference in thinking between Washington and Region II that 
there seems little point in persuing it much further. My only hope 
is that they can be held to a minimum.

The subject property was visited Wednesday, March 18, 1953. 
accompanied by Pushpa B. Mall, Mining Engineer, Nepal Bureau of Mines. 


John DeGraff, miner foreman wasat the property at the time of the 
visit. He stated that the operations had been inactive for approximately 
two weeks because of adverse weather conditions and also that he had been 
ill and unable to work. 


There was approximately 30 feet of water in the shaft at the 
time of the visit and the writer was unable to check the depth of the shaft 
but from information supplied by Mr. DeGraff, the bottom is 126 feet below 
USBM #209 for a total advance of 53 feet under Stage II of the exploration 
contract.


The dip of the incline flattens from 66 degrees to 56 degrees 
at USBM #209 plus 74 and is then steepened again, as stated by Mr. DeGraff, 
just below the existing water level in the shaft. From my inspection there 
seemed to be no valid reason for the changes in dip and this matter was 
discussed with the Operator. Mr. Mitchell, engineer at the property, 
stated that the change in dip was made while he was not present at the property 
and that his instructions to the miners were to keep a constant dip on the 
incline. The writer recommended that a uniform dip be followed for the 
remainder of the sinking operations. 


Powder used for the 53 feet of advance under Stage II of the 
contract has been ten and one-half boxes of 40% Atlas Gelodyn for an average 
of 12 pounds of powder per foot of advance.

It is the opinion of the writer, after talking with the miners 
at the property, that the Operators will have difficulty in maintaining 
an efficient operating force. Mr. DeGraff, miner foreman, stated that 
he was planning on resigning on or about the first of April. This matter, 
will be discussed with the Operators the latter part of the week of 
March 23-27.

An inspection of the subject property was made February 6, 1953. 
John De Groff, miner foreman and two miners were at the property at the 
time of the visit. 


USBM #206 which was 39 feet below the collar of the shaft was 
blasted out during slabbing operations in preparation for further shaft 
sinking. As the tag could not be found, USBM #209 was placed on the east 
wall plate of the collar set. 


A concrete bulkhead has been placed across the west drifts and 
they will be used as a swap during sinking operations. 


Sinking 'operations under Stage II of the exploration contract 
have been initiated. Two rounds have been "Pulled"- , and the bottom is 
77 feet below USBM #209 for an advance of 4 feet under Stage II of the 
contract. The shaft is being carried 51 x 91 in the clear and timber has 
not been required except for stulls to support the skids for the bucket. 


A bench round is used in the sinking operations and an average 
of lS holes is drilled (9 for each bench) each round. 


A new bucket has been installed for hoisting muck and the 
dumping arrangement on the head frame has been corrected so the hoistman 
is no longer required to leave the hoist room and dump the bucket manually. 
Also the hoist drum has been aligned with sheave as recommended in the 
report of January 21, 1953.

Landings have not been installed at intervals on the manway in 
the shaft and I discussed this with Mr. Mitchell, engineer for the company, 
and he stated that the State of Washington mine inspector informed him 
that landings were not required if the incline did not exceed 66 degrees. 


Work completed in Stage I of the contract is as follows: 


1. Sinking the shaft an additional 22 feet on the vein to 
form a sump for the 50-foot level drift. 	 - 


2. Drifting to the east for 73 feet. 


3. Drifting two drifts to the southwest for a total 
of 152.5 feet. 


4. Crosscut 12 feet to connect the two drifts to the 
southwest. 


5. Crosscut 52 feet to the northwest to the granite-
limestone contact. 


A total of 289.5 feet of drifting and crosscutting has been 
completed of which the Government has participated for 167.5 feet • The 
52-foot crosscut to the granite-limestone contact was not authorized in the.J 
exploration contract and additional crosscutting and drifting was done 
on company account. The additional 22 feet of sinking in the shaft was 
added to the contract by Amendment No. 1 and was participated in by the 
Government.

It has come to my attention that an item of $85.76 which 
was paid for a hot water heater in the change house at. the Jim Creek 
Mines has been disallowed by the Certifying Officer. This together 
with a previous disallowance of $180.28 represents the.excess over 
the item allowed for the construction of the combination hoist, com-
pressor, and change house, which was placed at $2,000.00 maximum. 
The enclosed statement explains the situation. 


In our opinion, the disallowed charges are fair and just 
costs which the Government ought to pay if it is to take its proper 
share of exploration costs. It will be noted that the allowable 
maximum for new buildings, improvements, and installations has not 
been exceeded. We therefore request that the stars placed upon the 
$2,000.00 for the combination hoist, compressor, and change house 
and $2,500.00 for the construction of a head frame be removed by 
means of an appropriate amendment so that we may make payment of 
what we consider a fair, just, and necessary cost of exploration. 


Attached are two memorandums (dated January 7 and February 2, 
1953) from the Certifying Officer stating'his reasons for the deletions 
of the items specified.

The Jim Creek mine was inspected by W. S. Anderson, 
Bureau of Mines Engineer, and Howard Nickelson on January 21, 1953. 


A crosscut driven by the Operators at their own expense 
was mapped. The crosscut was driven N 70 E for a distance of 53 
feet from the north wafl of the drift opposite the shaft on the 
50' level. No mineralization was encountered in the crosscut. 
The granite-limestone contact was intersected 51 feet from the 
north wall of the drift. The contact strikes N 700 E and dips 550 
to the southeast. About two inches of quartz occurs irregularly, 
along the contact. The contact between the limestone and the 
fine-grained granite is quite sharp. Several small fractures 
occur within 15 feet of the contact in the limestone, about parallel 
to the contact, and dip between 37 and 68 degrees; a small amount 
of calcite occurs along the 1/4" fractures. The limestone is some-
what broken and fractured by rather close spaced joints, along the 
crosscut.


The Opts at their own expensp drove a 15-foot raise 
along the footwall fault about 121 feet	 'of the shaft hoping 
they would cut the flow of water from the shaft. This operation did 
not prove successful. The raise was inaccessible, .tut a cross section 
was drawn across the drift and raise • The miners reported some galena 
up in the raise.

Mr. Nickelson ., USGS, and the writer made an examination of the 
subject property January 21, 1953. John DeGroff, inter foreman and two 
miners were working at the property at the time of the visit. 


No men were working in the shaft cleaning out the bottom in 
preparation for further sinking with the other miner operating the 
hoist and tramming the muck from the bin to the dump. 


The arrangements for dumping the muck from the bucket into 
the pocket on the head frame was not working satisfactorily as the 
hoistman had to leave the hoist room, climb the ladder to the pocket 
and manually dump the bucket. Aside from being uneconomical, it is a 
safety hazard because the hoistman has to leave the hoist room unat-
tended while dumping the bucket. Tn order to dump the bucket manually, 
slack is left in the cable and if the bucket should slip, there could 
be a serious injury. It was also noted that the hoist drum is not 
properly aligned with the sheave which will cause excessive wear both 
on the sheave and the cable. 


I recommended that corrections be made in the dumping arrange-
ments and also the hoist drum should be properly aligned with the sheave. 
Mr. Mitchell,, engineer, was not at the property and I have not been able 
to contact him as yet but . will do so as soon as possible. 


Landings have not been installed at intervals on the ladders 
going down the shaft and it was recommended that these be placed at 
intervals conforming to safety regulations.

An inspection was made of the subject property November 19, 
1952. Mr. Preston, president of the company, and Mr. Mitchell, 
engineer, were at the property at the time of my visit. 


The new access road which was being constructed at the time 
of my last visit on October 3, 1952 is now completed. Also the old 
road from the camp to the new access road has been rehabilitated. 
There is 0.7 mile of new construction and 0.7 mile rehabilitation. 
The new access road is better situated as it is on higher ground 
making it possible to continue operations through the winter. 


A steel frame quonset hut has been erected for use as a 
compressor house and change room. The quonset hut was purchased from 
war surplus and erected by Cundroff & Moss, contractors from Metaline, 
Washington. Total cost for purchase and erection of the hut was 
stated to be $2,000 by the Operators. The compressor and change house 
have an overall dimension (floor plan) of 20' x 48 1 with the change 
room being 20' x 10'. 


A 432 cfm stationary electric compressor has been acquired 
by the Operators on a rental-option basis and was to be delivered 
Thursday, November 20th. The compressor is supplied by the Western 
Machinery Company, at a monthly rate of 300.00. Included with the 
compressor will be a 41 x 8' receiver. 


The Operators have purchased an electric hoist for the shaft. 
The cost of the hoist was $1,033.00. The hoist has not been received 
as yet so I was unable to obtain serial number, size, capacity, or 
make at the time of my visit.







There are three men employed at the property at the present 
time preparing a sump in the southwest drift. The sump will be con-
structed with two compartments. 


The headframe will have to be constructed before sinking 
operations can be initiated in the shaft, it is anticipated the head-
frame will be completed by the first of December, 1952. 


John DeGraff, miner foreman, is going to sink the shaft on a 
labor contract, a copy of which will be sent to the DNEA Field Team. 


Mr. Preston and Mr. Mitchell inquired if a crosscut driven 
in a northwesterly direction from the shaft station to the granite lime-
stone contact could be charged to the exploration contract. A memoran-
dum report by' Harold Kirkemo, USGS, dated October 23, 1952 stated that 
the work would be financed by the company without DMEA aid • It is 
recommended, insofar as the crosscut is not covered in the exploration 
contract, that the crosscut shall not be financed by DNEA.

Stage I of the above contract was completed in September 
1952 . Drifts and crosscuts totaling about 231 feet were driven on the 
50-foot level and the inclined shaft was extended an additional 22 
feet. Mineralized structure was followed in 127 feet of drifting and 
a second vein was discovered by crosscutting. A gross ore reserve of 
1130 tons averaging 5.73 percent zinc and 1.30 percent lead is calcu-
lated from work done on Stage I. It is reasonable to expect that an 
additional 500 tons of ore of similar grade may be found with work 
planned by the Jim Creek Company on the 50-foot level. 


Stage II of the contract is designed to explore the ore body 
with an additional 110 feet of shaft sinking followed by 400 feet of 
drifting and crosscutting. An additional 2300 tons of ore averaging 
7 percent combined, zinc and lead may be expected with this proposed 
work. There is a possibility that parallel veins may be found which 
will augment the ore reserve tonnage estimated on known veins. 


Recommendations 


It is recommended that the Operator continue exploration 
work allowed in Stage II. This includes 110 feet of shaft sinking and 
400 feet of drifting and crosscutting. Development work to date has 
disclosed two vein-like, mineralized replacement bodies in limestone 
near a limestone-granite contact. It is reasonable to expect that a 
number of mineralized structures may exist in deposits of this type. 
These structures may be parallel or en echelon in pattern and explo-
ration work should be directed to test such possibilities.

Details of the exploration program for other veins will be 
based on interpretation of geologic information gathered during the 
shaft sinking and initial drifting on the Shaft vein on the 150-foot 
level. This program will be planned to the mutual advantage of the 
Government and the Operator.







Progress Report 


I visited the Jim Creek mine on September 10, U, and 25 for 
routine inspections of work done on the DMEA contract. John DeGraff, 
foreman, and two miners were working at the mine on each visit. I have 
mapped the 50.-foot level, inclined shaft and the surface near the shaft. 
Six maps shoving geology, assays, and sections are attached. 


The prospect as now developed shows two zinc-lead replacement 
veins in a limestone and dolomitic limestone roof pendent in a grano.. 
d.iorite batbolith. The limy beds are in the Maitlen phyllite formation 
(Cambrian age) and the granod.iorite is part of the Kaniksu (Cretaceous 
(?) age) batbolith. 


The roof pendent of Cambrian rocks is 300 to 400 feet wide 
and one-quarter of a mile or more long. The shaft and mine workings 
are on the north side of the roof pendent and within 30 feet of the 
granodiorite. The mineralized streaks parallel the strike and probably 
parallel the dip of the limestone-granite contact. 


The prospect was discovered accidentally by the Jim Creek 
Mining Company on September 28, 1951, during construction of a road 
between the company camp and the No. 15 claim. A zinc-lead outcrop in 
the roadway was uncovered with a bulldozer. The dip of the mineralized 
exposure could not be determined so two diamond drill holes were drilled 
in October 1951 by the Havlick Diamond Drilling Company of Spokane for 
the Jim Creek Mining Company. The holes were drilled from the surface 
and directed to intersect the ore at depth. (See attached Figures 1 
and 2.) The first hole, D. D. H. 4 1 was drilled 253 feet and cut lime. 
stone with occasional specks of pyrite. D. D. H. 5 was drilled in the 
same general direction because of the possibility that D. D. H. Ii. might 
have been deflected. It penetrated 256.5 feet of limestone containing 
scattered grains of pyrite. D. D. H. No. 5 ended in silicified lime-
stone that may be in the skarn zone near the granodiorite. The shaft 
was sunk to a depth of approximately 67 feet following the ore and the 
50-foot level was established 45 feet below the collar. 


The shaft and the No. 1 and No • 2 drifts on the 50-foot 
level follow a zinc-lead replacement vein called the Shaft vein. This 
vein attains a maximum width of three feet and has a strike length of 
70 feet. The Shaft vein strikes north 350-550 east and dips 400_600 
to the northwest. It pinches out in crystaline white limestone 53 feet 
northeast of the shaft and appears to be cut off by a zone of joint 
cracks ten feet southwest of the shaft. There is a possibility the 
same vein was followed in No. 2 drift southwest to 40 feet from the 
shaft. The vein contains streaks, blebs and disseminations of 
sphalerite, some galena, and minor amounts of pyrite. The vein is well-
defined in the shaft but grades into the limestone without distinct 
walls on the 50-foot level. 


The H.W. vein is 20 to 25 feet in the hanging wall of the 
Shaft vein and was followed for 14.0 feet in No. 14. drift. It strikes 
north 650 east and dips 350 to 650 to the northwest. It attains a 
maximum width of five feet and is a zone of disseminated sphalerite, 
galena, pyrite and calcite in mottled limestone.

Two prominent joint systems were noted in the limestone on 
the 50-foot level. One system strikes north 20 to 300 east dipping 
450 to 550 southeast and the other system strikes north 350 west and 
dips 500 southwest. Some of the northeast striking joints intersect 
and possibly offset the Shaft vein west of the shaft. 


Ore Reserves 


Ore reserves have been calculated on both veins and the 
Individual ore reserve blocks are Indicated on attached Figures ii. and 
5. The reserves are based on weighted averages of assays from all 
samples cut in the mine. In the calculations it was assumed that 11 
cubic feet of rock in place equalled one ton.

Silver is not considered in the ore reserve estimate as 
silver values did not exceed 0.2 ounce per ton in any sample assayed.. 


The Jim Creek Company intends to drive a crosscut on the 50-
foot level, in a northwesterly direction from the shaft station to 
intersect the H.W. vein and possibly continue to the granite-limestone 
contact. It was understood this work will be financed by the Company 
without DMA aid. 


Preparations are underway by the Jim Creek Mining Company to 
continue with Stage II of the DNEA contract through the winter. A more 
permanent road replacing the original road is being built from the 
county road to the mine. A building to house the essential machinery 
and equipment will be erected at the mine when the road is completed.. 


Arrangements were made by the Jim Creek Company with the 
Pend Oreille County Public Utilities District to extend. a 7200-volt 
3 phase power line l miles from the company's camp to the mine. Poles 
are furnished by the Jim Creek Company and the line is installed by the 
P.U.D. at no cost to the consumer. The Jim Creek Company will purchase 
power on a P131) B 2 rate schedule and. pay a minimum monthly charge of 
$85.35. An escape clause is containe&in the contract with PUD in the 
event of discontinuance of power use by the Jim Creek Mining Company.

Mr. Boflinari accompanied me on an examination of the 
workings. The northeast drift is approximately 70' to the face 
from the shaft.

Drifting is now in progress in a drift to the northwest 
shown as #4 on the accompanying sketch.

The field team has examined and reported 
on the property. 


The area is one of Paleozoic sediments intruded by granite 
which outcrops near the deposit and which apparently underlies the 
area at not too great a depth. The deposit is a tqbular-shaped 
replacement of limestone probably closely related to a shear zone. 


At the time of the examination, a shaft had been sunk 55 ft* 
in the deposit. Near the surface the mineralized zone was-3 to 5 ft. 
wide but at the 45 ft * level it had narrowed to 9 inches. Three 
samples taken by the field team at depths of 28 and 30 ft. in the 
shaft ranged from 0.1% to 6.9% lead and from 0.8% to 7.7% zinc over a 
1 ft. width. 


The present reviewers. not particularly impressed at this 
time with the deposit being a possible producer of a substantial amount 
of lead and zinc. However, the applicant is currently exploring the 
property and the examining team recommends that before the contract is 
signed a fed check be mad 5 to determine if the project is still 
feasible *	 concur with thsreoommendation. The project should be 
set up in 2 stages as recommended by the field team, so that it can 
be abandoned at relatively slight cost if Stage I is unsuccessful.

GEOLOGY 


The area in which the Jim Creek Mining Company's shaft has 
been sunk is one of Paleozoic sediments intruded by granitic rocks. 
To the east the nearest sediments have been mapped by Park and 
Cannon / as Maitlen Phyllite and to the west the nearest mapped 
sediments have been correlated by Campbell / with the Metaline Lime-
stone, both sedimentary units having been assigned to Cambrian Age. 
The intrusive rocks represent cupolas of the Kaniksu batholith of 
Mesozoic age. There is no available geologic map of the immediate 
area on which the proposed exploration is to take place.

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The property was first examined Feburary 25, 1952, at which 


time a shaft had been sunk 34 feet on an approximate 60° inclination. 
The shaft site was revisited March 19, 1951, the shaft at this time 
having been reported to have been sunk slightly more than 50 feet. 
Muck from the last round filled the shaft bottom to the 45-foot level. 


Rocks exposed in the shaft are blue-gray dolomitic limestone. 
The surface was obscured by 3 to 5 feet of snow, but the consulting 
engineer retained by the applicant pointed out ridges near the shaft 
which he reports to be granitic rocks. Apparently the entire area is 
underlain at not too great depth by igneous rocks. 


The shaft is being sunk following an apparently tabular-
shaped replacement of the limestone by fine-grained aphalerite and 
galena. Indications at the time of the examination were that the ore 
is closely related to a minor-appearing shear zone, the ore for the 
most part being in the hanging wall of the structure. Within 10 feet 
of the surface are evidences of leaching and oxidation. Deeper in the 
shaft this evidence is lacking and only slight bleaching of the wall 
rock occurs near the shear. The ore exposed in the shaft is mainly 
confined to a continuous high-grade zone ranging in width from 3 to 5 
feet near the surface to 9 inches at the 45-foot level. Discontinuous 
stringers of lower-grade ore are exposed in the foot- and hanging-wall 
of the high-grade zone. 


Although positive evidences of bedding are not apparent, the 
ore minerals are exposed in narrow, closely-spaced parallel stringers 
that may indicate bedding planes. The strike of the stringers changes 
from nearly east-west at the surface to N. 55° E. at the 45-foot level. 
The stringers dip 60-70 degrees to the north in the upper part of the 
sh.ft and flatten to 45 degrees at the 45-foot level. Indications are 
that with depth the ore zone is flattening and narrowing considerably. 


Three samples were cut in the ore zone. Samples No. 1 and 
No. 2 were cut at the 28-foot level in the west wall of the shaft and 
No. 3 was taken at the 30-foot level in the east shaft wall. No. 1 and 
No. 3 are from the main high-grade-zone ., whereas No. 2 is from a foot-
wall zone. Following are the assay data of the samples:

The applicant states in his application the average sample value , of 
the. ore over a 5 foot width is 6 percent lead, 8 percent-zinc, and 2 
ounces . to the ton of silver. No data have been' submitted by him to 
substantiate these claims.
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The applicant states there was no surface indication that 
an ore zone existed in this1 particular location. The mineralized 
showings were discovered, when a bulldozer was being extracted from 
a "mud" hole during the course of road building in the area. Because 
of lack of surface exposures of the ore zone, it is impossible to 
estimate its possible lateral extensions. Evidence exposed in the 
shaft indicates there is a possibility that a minable ore zone exists. 


The ore zone at the 45-foot level has narrowed and flattened 
considerably. Therefore, drifting to explore lateral extensions of 
the ore, as the applicant suggests, before more costly shaft sinking 
is undertaken appears feasible from a geological viewpoint. If the 
ore zone is found to persist for a considerable strike length, it 
can be assumed that subsequent shaft sinking will remain in ore for 
at least half the strike length. This assumption is based on the 
premise that the limestone is not truncated at shallow depth by 
granitic rocks, or that the ore zone is not displaced by faulting. 
There are no positive Or negative indications from the presently avail-
able information for the existence of the above-mentioned two possi-
bilities, and it is believed that the proposed exploration program, set 
up as stages, should be considered geologically feasible. 


MINE WORKINGS 


The only working is a 6' x 8' shaft sunk 50 feet on the ore. 


RESERVES 


There are no measurable ore reserves. 


BATE OF PRODUCTION 


Property is not in production. Ore from development work 
is being stockpiled.


TIME SCHEDULE 


It is estimated that it will take 16 months to complete the 
project. Actual operating time should be considerably less than this, 
but weather may delay operations some during the winter. 


POWER 


Power will be furnished during Stage I by gasoline. Power 
for Stage II will be furnished by gasoline or diesel. The operators 
desire to bring in electrical power at an estimated cost 6f $5,000 for 
Stage II. If the operators can show that the installation of electrical 
power will be a savings over costs of diesel or gas power, it is 
recommended that they be allowed to bring in electrical power. 


TRANSPORTATION 


It is 9 miles over dirt road to rail facilities at lone, 
Washington. The last l miles of road needs additional work before 
vehicles can pass over it without difficulty. 
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The operators have requested no access road construction. 


COMPETENCE OF APPLICANT 


It is believed that the controlling stockholders of Jim 
Creek mines will secure competent supervision to direct the project. 
The persons in control are successful businessmen in enterprises other 
than mining.


DISCUSSION OF PROPOSAL 


The examining team believes that the property warrants ex-
ploration to determine the extent of the high-grade ore exposed in the 
shaft. There is the very definite possibility that the ore exposed is 
only a high-grade lense which is limited in extent. Stage I, as proposed 
by the examining team, should confirm or deny this possibility at a 
reasonable cost. 	 - 


The applicants are now actively engaged in carrying out the 
program as outlined in Stage I. As of March 27, they have started 
drifts in either direction from the shaft on the DO-foot level. 


If this contract is approved by Washington, it is recommended 
that before the contract is delivered to the operators a field check be 
made to determine if the program is still feasible.

Jim Creek Mines, Inc., are now actively engaged in sinking 
a shaft and drifting on a lead-zinc ore showing in a granite-limestone 
contact area in northwest Pend. Oreille County, Washington. Prior to 
making formal application for government assistance to complete their 
exploratibn project, the applicants conferred with members of the Field 
Team to determine whether their proposed program would be considered 
feasible. An examination of the workings showed that a 3-to 5-foot-
wide mineralized replacement zone was persisting, with depth as deep 
as the shaft had been sunk. Because of the flat terrain and reported 
poor exposure of bedrock, the shaft-sinking project appeared to be the 
most feasible inasmuch as the applicants do not consider diamond-drilling 
results to be conclusive in exploring the expected type of ore body. 


Upon receipt of the completed forms MF-100 and MF- 103, another 
visit was made to the property to check results of continued work. 
The ore zone appeared to be flattening and narrowing with depth, but 
still persisted strong enough to merit exploration. Consequently, the 
enclosed memorandum was prepared in which a recommendation for favorable 
consideration of a stage-type exploration project is included. 


The Field Team concurs with the recommendation of the examining 
team.
