I suggest the applicant be asked to submit further explan-
ation and justification for his project, before a field examination
is requested. Applicant only mentions a tunnel "showing good mineral,"
with no reference whatever to its grade or extent. His cost estimate
indicates the intention of driving LOO feet of tunnel, but he does not
say where. Only by implication does it appear that the work will be
the extension of the lower "LO ft. crosscut tunnel in 50 ft. but still
lacks about 35 ft. of completion to intersect the vein."

As the application does not sgy where the property is, but
gives the patent number of the Diamond claim, I looked up the patent
plat and survey notes in the Bureau of Land Management. The survey,
made in 1892, shows the claim to be in the "Cascade Mining Districtt
in Skagit County. The survey notes state that the location is about
a mile north of Cascade Creek about 2 miles west of the summit of Cas-
cade Pass., It lies L,000 to 4,800 above sea level, centered on a vein
striking roughly southwest-northeast, the west end of the claim being
the lower. The Diamond is the westward extension of the Midas claim
and is on the same vein, (The Diamond,Midas and several other claims
all were acquired by the Silver Queen Mining Company in 1892-3; the
Midas and others presumably also were patented.) The southern half of
the claim was largely covered by glacial moraine, rock slides, and
belts of timber. The northern portion was brushy and featured by
smooth, inaccessible glaciated rock exposures, especially in the north-
west corner where the creek lies deep between smooth steep rock walls.
The schists seen at the Midas disappear going west and "the underlying
granites become exposed." The creek follows the course of the vein
west from the Midas line, the vein showing in the bottom and sides of
the creek, but beyond that the creek deflects northward and the vein
is lost under debris., "At the extreme eastern end of location a tun-
nel shows the vein dipping slightly to the south with about 18 inches






of good argentiferous galena on the footwall. At 10 ft. from the

face (sic) this tunnel enters the Midas location and is extended

4O ft. into that mine. Several minor excavations have been made on |
the line of the vein farther west but have not yet got through the
surface debris." The patent notes also explain that because of the
inaccessibility of the discovery showing, the creek flowing over the
vein, the steepness of the slopes, and the deep snow in winter, the
low level tunnel was started at a point 345 feet west of the west end '
line of the claim, to intersect the vein, with the intention of drift-.
ing on it eastward toward the Diamond-Midas tunnel. The low tunnel
was then 50 ft. long.

From the present application it appears nothing has been
done to explore this prospect since 1892. The patent plat shows the
two tunnels, and the opencuts in the middle of the claim along the
creek. The low level tunnel still is just LO or 50 feet long, and
still lies some 1,800 feet from the only reported mineralization and
some 800 feet lower.

I think, before a field examination is requested, the ap-
plicant should be asked if he has sampled the showing in the upper
tunnel or the vein where exposed along the creek, if so what the
lengths and widths and lead content were; also, to furnish some ex-
planation of the estimated 35 feet remaining to go to hit the vein;
and to sketch the 00 feet of proposed underground exploration. He
should also be asked, as a matter of form, just where his property is,
and how one gets to it.

Maybe a road into the country makes an 18-inch vein of gal-
ens worth exploring now when it was not previously, but unless some-
thing more is showing than in the omne tunnel, the proposal for a dis-
tant deep-level adit does not seem to me to have any Justlflcatlon.
It's a long trip up there from Spokane, 'so a field examination should-

n't be called for unless justified.
