Enclosed is a memorandum from Willard P. Puffett, Geological 
Survey, and W. S. Anderson, Bureau of Mines, relative to a supplemental 
examination of the Maxwell Baker property in Stevens County, Washington. 
The original examination was made in February 1953 by Ramiond F. 
Robinson of the Geological Survey. Work done by Mr. Baker subsequent 
to this examination has demonstrated that Robinson's conclusion that the 
ridge on which the prospect is located is composed wholly or largely of 
transported material of glacial origin is incorrect; however, there is 
no evidence that tungsten ore in place in any appreciable quantities 
exists on the property and the float material containing tungsten is still 
regarded as being transported material of glacial origin. Consequently 
our Field Examiners see no reason to reverse Robinson's recommendation 
of denial. A copy of our letter to Mr. Baker is enclosed. 


Your letter of March i8 has just come to our attention. In 
principle we heartily approve the policy expressed therein, which re-
quires that the applicant submit a formal application before a re-examina-
tion is made. In practice it is sometimes difficult for our men to 
avoid revisiting a property when they are in the immediate vicinity on 
other business and in some cases an hour or two spent in an informal visit 
to the property may make a formal examination unnecessary and thereby 
actually save time for everyone. In some cases we ourselves may wish to 
visit a property that has been denied a contract for our own information 
and to keep abreast of developments. Except in these special circumstances, 
however, we shall adhere to the policy expressed in your letter.

On November 26, 1952, Mr. Maxwell R. Baker, 7212 East 
Liberty, Spokane 6, Washington, submitted an application for assist-
ance to explore for tungsten ore on his property near Deer Lake, 
Stevens County, Washington. The proposed work would be to bulldoze 
five trenches across a long narrow ridge, exploring for tungsten-
bearing float found along the relatively flat crest of the ridge. 
Mr. Baker estimated the total cost of this work to be $2,600.00. 


Mr. Ray F. Robinson, Geologist, U. S. Geological Survey, 
examined the property on February 25, 1953, for the DMEA. In his 
report of February 26, 1953, Mr. Robinson recommended that ]MA 
assistance be denied, as it was his opinion that the ridge was com-
posed largely of transported material (glacial origin) and there was 
nothing to indicate that a vein could be found on the ridge. 


Since Mr. Robinson's examination, Mr. Baker has moved to 
his property near Deer Lake, on which he requests exploration assist-
ance. During the last year, Mr. Baker had a road bulldozed around 
the southern tip of the ridge, and also drove one short adit into the 
northwest flank of the ridge, and another adit, reportedly 150 feet 
long, into the southeast flank of the ridge. In the bulldozed road, 
and in both adits, Mr. Baker found what he considered to be bedrock 
in place Mr. Baker visited the local DNEA office numerous times 
during 1953 to report on his findings. It was his opinion that 
Mr. Robinson's idea that the ridge was composed largely of trans-
ported material was not in accord with the evidence subsequently. 
found in the road and underground workings. Because of the information 
obtained during the past year, Mr. Baker requested another examination 
of his property and if the findings justified it, a reconsideration of 
his original application.

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About ii- hours were spent on Monday, March 15, by W. S. 
thderson and W. P. Puffett, accompanied by Mr. Baker, in a second 
examination of the property. 


Mr. Baker's property is in the NNW, the SWW*, and the 
WSW of sec. 20, T. 30 N., R. 4.2 E., W.M., Stevens County, Washington. 
He has submitted a copy of the sale agreement and 6 copies each of 2 
sets of completed Owner's Consent to Lien forms concerning this land. 


According to a map prepared for the State of Washington 
Geological Survey in 1927-28, by R. H. B. Jones, Baker's property is 
underlain by the Deer Lake argillite of Paleozoic age, near its 
intrusion by Loon Lake granite of late Mesozoic age. About a mile 
northeast of the property is Blue Grouse Mountain, on the flanks of 
which are two known tungsten deposits, one of which, the Big Q property, 
has produced a small tonnage of ore, and the other is now being 
developed by Sunshine Mining Company. The Big Q property contains 
tungsten ore as hubnerite disseminated in portions of a greisenized 
portion of granite, whereas the Sunshine Mining Company is reportedly 
doing their development work on narrow, hubnerite-bearing quartz veins. 


The ridge that strikes across the Baker property is one of 
many which, in general, radiate outward from the lower slopes of Blue 
Grouse Mountain, a prominence whose summit is at an altitude of 3,606 
feet, about one mile to the northeast. The ridge is relatively flat-
topped, with a uniform slope of about ten degrees to the southwest. 
It is at least 2,000 feet long, ranges from 50 to 75 feet wide, and 
is terminated on both sides and on the southwest and by moderately 
steep slopes which extend to the creeks about 50 to 70 feet lower in 
elevation than the flat upper part of the ridge. This particular 
ridge is very similar to the narrow slopes paralleling it to the 
southeast and northwest. 


The bulldozer road that Mr. Baker cut across the southwest 
end of the slope has exposed bedrock near the top of the ridge. This 
rock is buff to pinkish gray, relatively thin-bedded argillite, with 
much light buff colored clay marking the bedding planes and joint 
planes. Here the beds strike 5. 550 E. and dip 22° 6. The applicant 
excavated a few shallow pits along the road and exposed similar rocks 
in nearly all of them. In one pit, near the upper part of the slope, 
a much broken quartz vein, 12 to 17 inches thick, occurs. Much 
picking by the examiners failed to find tungsten minerals in this 
vein, but Mr. Baker stated that previous work by him had unearthed a 
few flat crystals of hubnerite from the vein. This vein appeared to 
be striking nearly due east and dips 35 degrees south.
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Mr. Baker had excavated a short adit into the northwest 
flank of the ridge, about 150 feet north of the bulldozer cut shown 
on Robinson's map. Thin-bedded pinkish argillite is exposed in this 
ad.it. The beds strike S. 200 E. and dip 600 S. Thus, although a 
much steeper dip is indicated here than. at. the southwest end. of the 
ridge, it appears that there is a relatively uniform orientation of 
the bedding of the argillites from one end of the ridge to the other, 
and in all probability these argillites represent the bedrock material 
in place and are certainly not portions of unconsolidated transported 
material.


Another adit, reportedly 150 feet long, had been driven 
into the southeast flank of the ridge by the applicant since 
Robinson's examination. Unfortunately this adit was caved at the time 
of the recent examination. Baker reports the adit cut a quartz vein 
five-eighths inch thick 30 feet from the portal of this ad.it. At 
90 feet the adit intersected unconsolidated material, whereas the 
rock in the rest of the adit was argillite similar to that found in 
the other cuts and short adit. The adit explored the ground beneath 
the bulldozer cut that was inspected by Robinson. Thus, there is a 
possibility that former drainage had created a channeiway across the 
central portion of the ridge and unfQrtunately the bulldozer cut made 
prior to Robinson's visit had exposed only the unconsolidated material 
in this channeiway. There is no good topographic evidence indicating 
the existence of such a channelway across the ridge. 


As stated by Robinson, there are many subround.ed boulders 
of vein material along the top of the ridge. Some of these boulders 
contain concentrations of hubnerite as much as two inches in diameter. 
There is no evidence though that these boulders came from the under-
lying material, and it is probable that they were transported from 
some location on Blue Grouse Mountain. 


In summary, Mr. Baker has completed work since Robinson's 
examination visit which has quite conclusively shown that the ridge 
on which he wants his exploration done is not predominately transported 
material but rather consists for. the most part of argillites with only 
a thin veneer o unconsolidated material. There may be deeper portions 
of the overburden occurring locally on the ridge. At least one quartz 
vein containing some tungsten minerals has been found in the bedrock. 


There is no indication, other than the one relatively 
narrow quartz vein, that the ridge contains a minable tungsten-bearing 
vein. A few shallow bulldozer trenches, such as Mr. Baker proposed, 
would definitely prove if such a vein or veins exist. 


The topography is very favorable for trenching, and indi-
cations are that the overburden could be successfully removed quite 
e asily by bulldozing.

Even should a narrow tungsten-bearing vein be found, it is 
extremely doubtful the resultant potential amount of tungsten indicated 
would merit any further exploitation. Consequently, even though 
Mr. Baker's work has proven the ridge to he composed of bedrock in 
place, it is believed that Mr. Robinson's recommendation that the 
application be denied should still stand.

RECONMENDATION 
It is recommended that Government assistance be denied 


this applicant because of insufficient indications of the presence 
of ore and the unlikelihood that favorable geologic environment for 
ore occurrence will be encountered. in the present operation. 


On February 25, 1953, the writer visited the property of 
Maxwell Baker in the company of the owner. Mr. Hundhausen of the 
U. S. Bureau of Mines had previously made a brief examination of the 
property. Mr. Hundiiausen is now in Cuba and consequently is not 
available for consultation. 


Mr. Baker has applied for assistance on the basis of the 
occurrence on his property of rather abundant quartz vein float which 
contains large crystals of the mineral bubnerite. The float is 
confined closely to a regular, narrow ridge some 2,000 feet in length, 
standing 35 to l. feet above the bottom of the gullies which bound it. 
The ridge trends S. 32° W. and is not more than 75 feet in width at 
the top. Surrounding it on its flanks are higher, irregular ridges. 


Mr. Baker has the theory that the vein matter is derived 
from bedrock beneath the ridge by weathering and erosion, i.e., it 
is nearly in place. On this assumption a bulldozer cut was put 
across the ridge at a point where float was most abundant and at 
right angles to the trend of the ridge. The cut is some 35 to 11.0 
feet in length and. reaches a maximum depth of 10 to 12 feet at the 
ridge crest. The cut is in what is obviously glacial till. A test 
hole was dug to a depth of 9 feet below the bottom of the cut, and 
it is in red-brown clay containing abundant small gravel and pebbles. 
Thus, bedrock is more than 19 feet below the surface on the ridge,

and it is not feasible to attempt to reach it by bulldozing. 


As indicated on the rough diagramatic map, a rather wide 
bold outcrop of silicified quartzite and grit occurs on the parallel 
ridge on the northwest flank. The bed strikes about N. 600 w. and no 
dip could be determined. The probable extension of this bed occurs 
on the ridge which lies on the southeast flank, but it does not 
occur in the ridge containing the bulldozer cut. Mr. Baker thought 
that this was a large quartz vein. He felt it was odd that it 
contained no tungsten mineralization. 


Although bedrock cannot be found in the ridge containing the 
vein float, argillite outcrops as well as the quartzite do occur 
immediately adjoining ridges. It seems very probable that this 
ridge containing the float Is a topographic feature caused by 
glacial action--an esker--and that no bedrock will be encQuntered at 
depths which are in the range o± bulldozing operations. The trend 
of the ridge Is directly In line with the low saddle in Blue Grouse 
Mountain on which the Big Q tungsten mine is being operated. Their 
ore is very similar in character to the material found on the ridge. 
It is my opinion that the float has been derived by glacial and 
water action from the vicinity of Blue Grouse Mountain and. 
deposited as found.. The narrow confined occurrence suggests that 
It caine from a small localized. area and was transported in a 
confined channel such as subsurface ice channels. 


It Is my opinion that Mr. Baker Is wasting his efforts in 
attempting to find the source of the float in what is obviously 
transported material, and there is nothing to justify granting 
Government aid. to allow him to continue.
