The applicant proposes trenching and stripping work over
the No. 1 and No. 2 tunnels and raising from the No. 3L tunnel to
gain access to old workings. Though manganese-copper-molybdenum
exploration assistance is requested, the application reports only
the presence of silver minerals on the No. 3 dump.

An unpublished Survey reconnaissance report prepared in
1942 briefly describes the geology of the applicant's claims.
Mineralization is mainly quartz and disseminated pyrite in an ore
zone in granite. The zone also carries small amounts of rhodo-
crosite and a few seams of chalcopyrite, galena and fluorite. Though
the zone of mineralization can be traced for 2500 feet, it contains
numerous dikes and plugs of barren (post-mineral) monzonite porphyry.
Assays of samples taken in 1942 contained nil to trace amounts of
gold, silver, copper and molybdenum.

Qur available information is limited, but it does indicate
that IMEA assistance for manganese, copper and molybdenum probably.
is not warranted on the property. Significant manganese mineraliza-
tion is not reported. However, as copper and molybdenum are present,
though in very minor amounts, this application should be referred
to the Base Metals Division, TMEA, for their consideration.

Unless the applicant can present more appropriate
information in support of his application, i. e., favorable evidence
disclosed by more recent work, geologic maps, assay certificates,

I recommend the application be denied without referral to the field
team,
