Mr. Howard V. Doherty, attorney for the partners involved 
in this contract, wrote to Mr. Magifl of the Bureau of Mines at Seattle, 
Washington, on September 23, 1954, requesting that the signing of the 
contract be delayed until January 1, 1955, pending the outcome of their 
negotiations for the sale of the property. Pitteburg Steel CoIrpany was 
given a 90-day option in mid-September to purchase the property. In the 
event the sale is not consunmiated, Bear Creek Mines desires to go through 
with the contract.

On May 24, 1954, Mr. Willard Puff ett, U. S. Geological Survey, 
contacted me by phone and requested that I get in touch with Hr. Oberg 
in regard to the subject application. Mr. Puffett had received a tele-
phone call from Mr. W. S. Martin regarding this application. Mr. Martin 
wanted to know if Mr. Oberg was still interested in a loan and, if so, 
the proposed exploration program. 


The Bear Creek claims were visited on May 26, and Mr. Oberg 
was contacted on May 27. Mr. Oberg stated that he was still very much 
interested in an exploration program at the Bear Creek property and was 
very anxious to start work as soon as possible in order to take advantage 
of the good weather. 


The visit to the Bear Creek claims on May 26 revealed that 
since my last visit late last fall a small amount of work had been 
ç4it. This work consists mainly of some improvements £ the 
access road and some trenching of the westward exbension of the manganese 
bearing structure. This work exposed the structure as continuing westward 
for at least an additional 35 feet without finding its westward limit. As 
far as could be seen, there was no manganese in this portion of the 
structure.


The main portion of the large open pit has sloughed in and 
now the side against the hill is over 150 feet high. The sloughing has 
exposed a large mass of iron-stained basalt which is a dark red color. 
This is in contrast to the dark green basalt generally exposed. The 
relationship of this dark red rock to the ore body could not be deter-
mined.


With respect to the proposed exploration program, it appears 
that agçange may be called for from that proposed in Mr. 
Puff ett's and my memorandum of September 2, 1953. Attached is a map

We have your letter of April 26, 19514., requesting details 
of a new exploration program for the subject property. Your letter 
states that this information was requested earlier, but was not sub-
mitted in our answer of March 31, 1954. 


The program originally proposed included 80 hours of bull-
dozing in the lower (west) portion of the open pit, plus 300 feet of 
drifting, crosscutting, and/or raising to explore for extensions of 
the band of manganese ore underground. In Mr. Pavlid.es' memorandum 
of December 17, 1953, it is suggested that perhaps the drift should 
follow the ore from the exposure in the upper (east) pit, rather than 
by following it from the lower pit. Mr. Magill states in his 
memorandum of January 19, 1954, that iy exploring it from the west 
end the ore should be over the drift rather than the drift near the 
top of the ore body." Although we did not make specific reference 
to this statement of Magill's in our letter of March 31, 1954, we 
are in accord with it. Thus, we believe that should a project be 
approved for the Victor Oberg property, the exploration should be• 
essentially the original program that was outlined in the Field Team 
report of September 2, 1953. 


We did not submit any detailed outline for a new exploration 
program as we believed that any decision for recommendation of approval 
or denial*ould be based on the program originally proposed.

Reply to your several letters concerning the above docket 
has been delayed for several reasons, one of them being the hope 
that we could obtain srie additional information. 


We are enclosing a memorandum from E. A. Nagill dated 
January 19, l951j, in which he replies to Mr. Loule Pavlides' 
memorandum of December 17, 1953. We are also enclosing a later 
memorandum dated March 18, l95).j.. 


We do not wish to enter into a long controversy on what 
is obviously a small and somewhat marginal property, but we do be-
lieve that Mr. Magill's comments deserve serious consideration. 
In recommending the exploration of the Oberg property, we do not 
expect to find any very large body of manganese ore; however, we 
do think that there is a reasonable chance of finding at least enough 
manganese ore to repay the cost of exploration, and we do think that 
if this property is moderately successful, exploration for other 
properties may well be encouraged. We r:ea1ize, of course, that 
although the grade of manganese is higher than that assumed by Mr. 
Pavlide, yet the silica also is high and may exceed the limit of 
15 percent 3102. In fact, the last shipment has slightly exceeded 
this. We note, however, that the Bureau of Mines Metallurgical 
Division, Region IV, has recommended that the ore be classed as amen-
able. We also call your attention to the fact that this ore has 
been mixed with other ore which is more silicious than the Bear Creek 
ore. It should be remembered that not all of the Olympic Peninsula 
ore has been excessively high in silica and we can point to the 
29,000 tons mined from the Crescent mine as an example. We have no

reason to believe that the Oberg property will be large enough to 
be another Crescent ore body, but as Mr. Nagil points out, it is 
hard to believe that the Crescent mine contained the only body of 
manganese in the Olympic Peninsula and we do take exception to a 
blanket statement that exploration in an entire district or region 
is hopeless. We feel that this type of negative thinldng can be 
dangerous because there is always the chance that somebody who knows 
no better may go in and make a substantial discovery, The implica-
tion in Pavlides' memorandum is that, based on the result of C. F. 
Park' s work in Bulletin 931 R, the Olympic Peninsula can be written 
off as an area where no further prospecting need be done. This, 
we are certain, is not Park' s opinion. In fact, the Ececutive Officer 
only a few days ago had occasion to discuss this matter with Charles 
Park himself and although Park was not questioned regarding this 
particular property, he did very definitely make a statement that 
exploration of selected deposits in the Olympic Peninsula might very 
well find small bodies of manganese ore of acceptable grade. We wish 
to emphasize that in this instance the objectives of the exploration 
are small but so is the suggested program. We feel that this amount 
of work is justified and therefore ag	 recommend the Oberg propey 
for your consideration.

Mr. Louis Pavlides' memorandum to Mr. W. S. Martin, dated 
December 17, 1953, concerning the subject application is noted with 
interest. It is not my intention to become involved in a controversy 
concerning the geology of the area, but I would like to.make a few 
comments on Mr. Pavlides' memo. The following paragraphs refer to his 
memo of December 17. , 1953: 


Item 2, p. 2 - The shipments made by the subject applicant 
could hardly be considered to be rigorously hand sorted. The men who 
sorted the ore did not have sufficient experience or training to 
differentiate between manganese silicate or oxide minerals. The practice 
was to sort out the material within the vein, leaving the fines and 
obviously low-grade material. From observations made while they were 
mining and sorting the ore, I would say that they were taking well 
over 50 percent of the vein material. 


Item 3p.2 - When I made the statement that the "Bear 
Creek mine is very close stratigraphically to being in the same horizon 
as the Crescent mine" I was basing it on field observation and .iscussion 
of the work being carried out by P. D. Snavely of the Fuels Branch of 
the U.S.G.S. It is possible to trace the red limestone "masses" in 
the area for a mile or more in some cases and the impression is gained 
that their strike is generally east-west. Also,- there are a large 
number (80 or more) outcrops within a relatively narrow east-west zone 
between the Crescent mine and the Bear Creek area. This would appear 
to indicate that possibly there was some stratigraphic control to the 
deposits.


Item 5, p. 2 (,5a) - The only statement I see on page 2i.O 
of the cited reference that would indicate that basalt is an unfavorable 
geologic environment is: "The beds of red siliceous limestones, although 
they are thin and lenticular and make up a very small percentage of the 
whole section, have particular interest because they contain most of 
the manganese deposits."







. 


I disagree very strongly with Mr. Pavlides that because 
deposits "have hardly been scratched' t is a good indication of their 
relative worth. During the last war the maximum price paid for 
Olympic Peninsula manganese ore was $1.00 per L.D.T. unit. Consider-
ing the difficulty in obtaining supplies and labor during the war period, 
$1.00 per L.D.T. unit can hardly be considered a sufficient incentive 
to exhaust all possibilities of finding minable ore bodies in the area. 
There are a number of outcrops in the area that look just as good, as 
the original Crescent ore body looks toward its edges, as can be observed 
at the present time underground and in the open pit. 


Item	 (5b) - Observation of the ore before shipment 
and the assay bear out that the shipment was predominantly hausmannite. 
Samples of the ore have been submitted to H. D. Hes7 Acting Head. of 
the Petrographic Section, USBM, Albany, Oregon, who has identified the 
predominant mineral in the shipment as hausmannite. 


Since Mr. Park's paper (UsGs Bull. 931-R) was written, the 
Sunshine Mining Company has produced from the Crescent mine 29,096.6057* 
long dry tons of ore which averaged:

It hardly seems possible that the Crescent mine is the only 
ore body in the area where the same formations and apparently same 
geologic relationships exist in a belt many miles long. 


Item	 (5c) - At the time the DMEA examining team made 
the original examination, the open pit was partially caved in and any 
estimate as to ore reserves would have been a "guess." 


However, since the DMEA examination the property has produced 
another shipment of ore which ran as follows:

Note - Complete assay data was not given on the acceptance sheet 
examined. However, it appe 	 that the shipment ran over the 15 percent 
allowable alumina and silica. 


It should also be noted that about 10,000 pounds of ore from 
the Victory claim was added to this shipment; this ore was known to be 
high in silica. 


There is still ore exposed in the open pit but any future 
operations will have to be carried out from underground unless the pit 
can be extended eastward. 


In the last paragraph of Mr • Pavlidés' memo he questions the 
proposed drift at the west end of the pit. The reason drifting from 
the west end was recommended is that at that point the "ore seam" is 
exposed at its lowest elevation. The ore seam although possibly not 
continuously mineralized can be considered as one structure. By explor-
ing it from the west end the ore should be over the drift rather than 
the drift near the top 'of the ore body. 


In conclusion, I would again like to bring out that this 
deposit should not be considered as an isolated exposure. There are 
dozens of others in the area which have had no work done on them that 
look just as good. Exploration work on this property, however, will 
stimulate interest in adjoining properties and possibly give valuable 
information as to how the ore was originally deposited.

The request for exploration ôn.the subject property, based 
upon a favorable recommendation by the Field Team, was reviewed in my 
memorandum to you dated October 27, 19S3. The evidence presented by 
the Field Team in their report did not appear to justify exploration 
on this property, whose geologic setting is believed to be unfavorable 
for the discovery of any appreciable ore reserves. flVIEp agreed with 
the arguments cited in my memo, and denied the application. Since 
then, the applicant selectively mined and shipped 	 long dry tons of 
ore to the EPS purchasing depot, Deming, New Mexico. On the basis of 
this production, the property was reappraised by the Field Team and 
recommended again for exploration assistance. Mr. Magill, the U. S. 
Bureau of Nines representative of the Field Team, included in his 
report a detailed criticism of the original memorandum recommending 
denial of the loan. An item by item discussion is given below for the 
parts of his criticism that concern the geolor of the problem. 


Item 2, p. 2: No change in the cited sentence is considered nec 
essary on the basis of information supplied thus far 
by the Field Team. By rigorous hand sorting, a 
hausmanite-rich product can be obtained, but that 
does not mean that the bulk of the unsorted "or&' 
will not still be "a mixture of manganese silicates 
with some hausmannite." 


Item 3, p. 2: The statement that the "Bear Creek Mine is very close 
stratigraphically to being in the same horizon as 
the Crescent Nine" could only be made if a detailed 
stratigraphic sequence of the basalts in the Olympic 
Mouñtair had been worked out. To my knowledge no 
such stratigraphic information is available as yet 
for this district. As a matter of fact, the red 
limestones, such as the one within which the Cresent 
Nine is gcated, appear to have a "sporadic distri-
bution" _' and hence mineralization is not strati-

Item 5, p. 2: Sa.) The reasons that basalt by itself (- 	 is 
considered to be an unfavoablegèologic environment 
for significant deposits is based on the known dis-
tribution and occurrence of the larger manganese 
deposits with limestones and argillite as determined 
during the course of extensive field investi-gations 3/

Sb.) The "ore" cannot be consi dered predominantly 
hausmannite because of the cited carload shipment as 
explained under Item 2. The remainder of Magill's 
statements in this paragraph are of a generalized 
nature dealing primarily with metaflurr and hence 
more properly evaluated by the Bureau of Mines. 


On the question of potentialities of the region as a 
major source of manganese, the Geological Survey has 
seen no evidence to change the conclusions stated by-
Park on page ij38 of Bulletin 93l-R, which includes 
results of exploration by the Bureau of Mines, namely: 


11 The Bureau of Mines has also drilled the deposit at the 
Apex prospect (see fig. SO), has explored with shafts 
the ore bodies at the Lake Sutherland (Thompson) and 
Madeline properties, and has sampled many other deposits. 


• Although the deposits thus investigated do not include 
any ore bodies comparable in size and grade to that at 
•the Crescent Nine, the Bureau estimates that they contain, 
altogether, about 25,000 tons of ore, with 6, 250 tons

and development work have revealed little ore not previously known, 
and the outlook for noteworthy production, even under the stimulus, of 
urgent need and higher prices, is not favorable. It is doubtrul whether 
the known outcropping deposits of the peninsula contain as much as 1SO,000 
tons of material averaging more than 20 percent manganese; doubtless, 
however, lenses like those that crop out could be found beneath the 
surface." 


sc.) For purposes of this discussion appreciable ore might be considered 
to represent 1,000 or more long tons of material meeting GSA. 
specifications. Magill implies in this paragraph that "several 
thousand tons" of ore may be present in this deposit. Although 
one cannot say there may not be several thousand tons of ore, I 
would like to point out that the exposures on which any judnent 
must be based,were so unconvincing that the field team would 
not hazard a guess as to the amount of ore that was likely to be 
found. We believe that realistic exploration is more likely to 
find a few tens or possibly hundreds of tons of ore rather than 
thousands. 


The latest Field Team report and the cited production do not 
appreciably alter the ovralJ. merits of this property, in so far as 
being a potential producer of appreciable manganese ore. In this 
respect it should be pointed out that the silica plus alumina content 
of iL..6 per cent cited for the iming shipment, is precariously close 
to 1 per cent and there is nO guarantee, because of the nature of 
the ore, that these standards will be met consistently in the future. 
It is still considered advisable to deny this application. 


Should Th'4EA decide to grant the loan for exploration, it is 
suggested that the original Field Team proposals be reviewed and 
modified. This is particularly true of the proposed drift which was 
to be located on the west end of the lower cut, presumably to test 
thin seams of variable . grade (see Field Team Rept., Sept. 2, l93). 
It would seem more realistic to concentrate the exploration in the 
upper cut and attempt to follow out the ore seam from which the 
production has come thus far. We believe the project must be justified 
entirely on the possibility of finding high-grade ore, as geologic 
conditions do not warrant a reasonable hope of finding significant 
amounts of silicate ore.

In the case of this shipment the operators paid the rail 
freight from Port Angeles to Deining, New Mexico • It is my understanding 
that if the shipment would have been entered under the car lot program 
for high grade ore, the Government would have accepted the shipment at 
Port Angeles and paid for any freight from that point. The reason that 
it was not entered under the car lot program is that the operators 
believed it would not be up to specification, i.e., contain less than 
15 percent Si02 ,L Al203. The samples which the operators took and had 
assayed by Bennetts Laboratory in Tacoma, Wash. prior to shipment ran 
47 percent Mn and 17 percent Si02 / Al203. 


The operators now have another carload (50 tons) ready for 
shipment. They hope to be able to sell this under the car lot program 
and have it accepted by the Government at Port Angeles.

It is noted that the subject application for an exploration 
project was denied by Washington, D0C. on November 6, 1953. In the 
light of work carried out since the original examination of the property 
on August 25, 1953, it is recommended that the application be given 
reconsideration. 


At the time the DMEA examining team visited the property in 
the latter part of August the mine was inactive and a slide had covered 
the area in the open pit where the best showings were reported. The 
applicant had at that time a carload of ore ready for shipment from 
open pit operations. This carload of ore was shipped to the GSA 
Purchase Depot at Deming, New Mexico • The assays and returns on it 
were given in my memorandum of November. 6, 1953. 


The silica plus alumina was substantially lower than sampling 
by the applicants had indicated. They estimated before shipment' that 
the ore would run 47% Mn and 17% Si02 Al203. The results of this 
shipment indicate that manganese oxide minerals are much more prevalent 
than originally anticipated by either the examining team or the applicant. 
I believe that our sampling at the time of the DNEA examination was 
accurate, the discrepancy coming from the fact that it is possible, 
without too much difficulty, to hand sort the manganese and raise the 
grade by rejecting some of the lower grade material which would be 
taken in a channel sample. After receiving the returns on the first 
shipment the applicants recominenced work on October 5 and now have 
another carload of ore on the dock at Port Angeles ready for shipment. 


Open pit operations have reached the point where it is unsafe 
to work, and further ore will have to come from underground workings. 
Ore has been exposed intermittently for a length of over 300 feet (see 
attached map dated October 21, 1953). It is very difficult to determine 
the strike and dip of the ore exposed in the Upper Cut. Either the ore 
occurs in a series of lenses or what seems more likely is that the

varying strikes and dips are caused by sloughing near the surface. 
All ore observed was in basalt; no limestone has been observed in 
the immediate area. 


Evidently a memorandum by W. S. Martin, Chief, Iron and 
Ferro-Alloys Division, played a very important part in the denial of 
the application. It might be well to discuss this memorandum in the 
light of subsequent developments. The following numbers refer to the 
numbered paragraphs in the memorandum by Mr. Martin: 


(1) Although it is true that the applicant proposed only an 
access road costing $3000 and two buildings costing $1300, 
the DMEA field examiners were well enough impressed with the 
potentialities of the prospect to submit an alternate explora-
tion program costing $12,500. (See Sept. 2, 1953 memorandum 
to DMEA Field Team, Region II, by Magill and Puff ett.) 


(2) Paragraph (2) is essentially correct although in the light 
of subsequent developments the sentence, "The ore consists 
of a mixture of manganese silicates with some hausmannite" 
should be changed to, "The ore consists of hausrnannite with 
some manganese silicates." 


(3) The Bear Creek Mine is very close stratigraphioafly to being 
in the same horizon as the Crescent mine. It is true that 
the ore bodies in the Crescent occur in a red limestone but 
these same ore bodies also, occur very close to basalt. In 
a number of cases both red limestone and basalt form walls 
of ore bodies at other prospects in the area. As pointed out 
previously, the principal ore mineral at the Bear Creek mine 
is hausmannjte. 


(5) a. How do we know basalt is an unfavorable geologic setting? 
Granted it is true in the case of the Crescent, and apparently 
the ore bodies do have some definite relationship to the red 
limestone in the majority of cases; however, there are over 
60 occurrences of manganese in the 12 miles which separate 
the Crescent and Bear Creek mines. The Crescent is the only 
one which has had sufficient work so that geologic relation-
ship and size of ore bodies can be deternined. The other 
occurrences have hardly been scratched. I do not believe that 
a property should be branded as no good just because the ore 
occurs in a different host rock when such a relatively small 
amount of work has been done on the different deposits. 


b • The ore is predominantly hausmannite with associated 
hydrous manganese silicate minerals as shown by carload 
shipment. Disregarding this, why shouldn't other manganese 
silicate minerals be explored for? The stock answer is that we 
are unable to utilize them. That answer is not entirely true. ::t 
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is possible to smelt them and produce ferroinanganese and 
other products in an economic operation. A number of large, 
well-known companies would be only too glad to erect plants 
in the area for utilization of manganese silicate ore if 
they could be certain that there was sufficient reserves 
in the area for a continuous operation. Assured ore reserves 
in the area at present are very small, but at the same time 
very little work has been done to develop reserves. It will 
take substantial exploration work. to determine if sufficient 
reserves are available in the area to warrant installation of 
a smelter. Exploration work at the Bear Creek Nine would be 
a start. 


c. Mr. Martin does not state what he means by appreciable 
ore being present'. If he means several hundred thousand 
tons, he is undoubtedly correct. If he means several 
thousand tons, I'm not so certain. If he is worried about 
repayment of the loan, it would take l87, 500 worth of 
production to repay the 9,375 loan; this would only amount 
to about 1850 tons of ore at the grade already produced. 


Exploration work for manganese in the Olympic Peninsula area 
should be considered from a little broader angle than the immediate 
results to be obtained from one property. Any work done will stimulate 
activity on adjoining properties and give valuable information as to 
what is to be expected on not one but dozens of similar deposits. Even 
though exploration work was not successful on the Bear Creek property 
the money spent would be well spent for the information gained. It is 
not like exploration work carried out on one lone deposit with no 
similar deposits in the area.

The denial of the subject application by this Division is 
based. on the following Information: 


(i) The applicant proposed. to improve his access road at a 
cost of $3,000.00, and. construct a tool house and. a 
watchman's cabin at estimated costs of $300.00 and. 
$1,000.00, respectively. The actual exploration program 
was not outlined. and no estimate was given for the total 
cost. 


(2) Manganese in the main depos.t on the Bear Creek No. 1 
claim appears to follow a marked shear in the basalt. 
The general strike of the manganese-hearing material is 
north and. it d.ips 35° to the west. Thickness of the 
mineralized zone varies from 6 to 2L1 inches. The ore 
consists of a mixture of manganese silicates with some 
hausmannite. Analyses of samples taken by the Field Team 
within 10 feet of each other along the vein vary from a 
high of 4O.6 to a low of 1.26 percent manganese. 


(3) The examining engineers recommended an exploration pro-
ject on the basis that the Crescent mine is in a similar 
geologic environment, and. thus a body of haasmannite may 
be expected. at the Bear Creek mine. This is not strictly 
true. The hausmannite at the Crescent mine is enclosed 
in a crushed and. sheared. red. limestone and is the chief 
manganese mineral, with only small amounts of bementite.

A visit was made to the subject property on October 21, 1953. 
Since my previous visit to the property on August 25, 1953 in connection 
with the DNEA application, a number of changes have taken place. 


Messrs. Oberg, Govan and Gehrke have formed a company known 
as Bear Creek Mines, Inc., with E. R. Gehrke, Jr. as president. The 
company's address is Port Angeles, Washington. 


At the time of Mr. Puffett' 8 and my examination in August the 
property was idle. Work at the property was started on October 5, and 
at the time of this visit (October 21) there were four men working, 
including Victor Oberg who was in charge. These men were mining ore in 
the open pit on Bear Creek No. 1 claim. They were using a Caterpillar 
D.. 7 bulldozer, an International TD-6 angledozer, and a 105 cflli Ingersoll-
Rand air compressor. The ore is being hand sorted onto a sled, thence 
transferred to a truck and hauled to the port dock at Port Angeles to 
await shimient. About 40 tons had been mined since October 5. It 
appears that the operators will be able to complete the carload 
(50 tons ) and mine perhaps another carload before it will be necessary 
to abandon the open pit because of excessive overburden. The operators 
plan on continuing operations underground when the pit is abandoned. 


Toward the eastern end of the open pit old underground workings 
have been uncovered by the bulldozing. This adit was driven by Jainison 
and Peacock (operators of the Crescent mine at that time) in the 1920's 
when they had the property under lease from Victor Oberg. Attached is 
a map which shows these workings, prepared in about 1941 as a part of 
U. S. Bureau of Mines Project 301. Unfortunately, Mr. Oberg did not 
mention these workings at the time of the visit in August, and as they 
were completely covered by a slide the examining team was unaware of 
their existence. Manganese ore has been mined intermittently for over 
200 feet to the westward from these old workings. Apparently it makes 
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a roil to account for the different strikes between the lowerpit and 
the upper pit. However, there remains the very different possibility 
that the exposures are part of a series of sm&1 lenses. Faulting has 
undoubtedly played a part although no prominent faults were observed. 


The operators have received the, returns from their first 
shipment of ore to the Government depot at Deming, New Mexico. 
Unfortunately, Mr. Gehrke, who had the ecact data, was out of town 
However, Mr. Victor Oberg stated that they had received $104 per ton 
for the ore; this would indicate that they received the full price of 
$2.30 per unit for it. Apparently it also met specifications, as 
Deming had informed them that they would accept further shipments. 


The work which has been carried out at the property since the 
DMEA ecainination has confirmed the fact that the property is worthy of 
further exploration. It should also be kept in mind that this deposit 
is typical of dozens in the area. Only two or three of the properties 
have had any exploration work done on them. Consequently, work on this 
deposit should give valuable information as to what can be expected in 
others. Undoubtedly, if work on this property is successful it will 
encourage work on adjoining deposits.

The subject report recommends that a unit cost contract 
totaling $12,500 be granted to the applicant to explore the Bear 
Creek No. 1 Claim. The exploration program calls for: (1) 80 hoi.rs 
of bulldozing to trace the extension of the manganese zone and prE-
pare a portal site, and (2) underground drifting and cross-cutting 
a total of 300 feet on a unit cost basis to determine the extent 
of the manganese lenses. 


The prospect is reported as being a discontinuous 
manganiferous band of variable thickness following a shear in basalt. 
Parallel mineralized bands may exist within 200 feet to the east of 
the lowermost band, along which it is planned to drift. These bands, 
however, may be faulted segnents of the main band and not separate 
bodies. The "ore" is reported as "consisting of a mixture of lnarLgan-
ese silicates with some hausxnannit&' ( p. 3 Field Team report). The 
mineralization is evidently spotty in character and highly variable 
in grade (see Vertical Section of Field Team report). The infornation 
available to the Field Team evidently did. not warrant calculating 
any reserves for this property excDt to state that it is "a reLative1y 
small occurrence of manganese ore '" (p. 7 Field Team report). 


D3spite the obvious short-comings of the prospect, the 
Field Team evidently feels it is worthy of a limited exploratior. pro-
gram as a long shot proposition and they cite the Crescent Nine, 
which is about 13 miles east . of the subject property, as being in a 
similar geologic environment (idem). The Crescent Mine, however, was 
enclosed in crushed and sheared red limestone and contained haw;-
mannite as the chief manganese mineral and only small amounts o: 
bementite.


In summary, the following features appear to make the Bear 
Creek No. 1 Claim unattractive as an exploration target:

Property; Bear Creek No. 1, Bear Creek No. 2, and Black Bear lode, 
also known as Victory lode, all in sec.Z, T. 30 N., R. 
12 U., Clallam County, Washington. 


Proposal: It is proposed. to explore for manganese, primarily by 
stripping the surface. The applicant states that no 
map showing plan or cross sections is available, and kie 
considers one unessential. He gives no details con-
cerning the proposed exploration. The work, which hagi 
already been started, would be completed within 6 mon1hs 
from the date of an explci'ation 'oj.ect contract. 


Geology: The general area of the applicant's property is under: Lain 
by alternating argillites, graywackes, volcanic rocks 
red limestones, and red argillites (early middle Eoce]le) 
above which are younger shales, sandstones, conglomerites, 
and volcanics. Only the volcanic rocks, red limeston35, 
and red argillites of early middle Eocene age have ben 
found to contain the manganese deposits. These rocks 
dip outward around the flanks of the Olympic Mountain 3 


and pass beneath the surface. The deposits, which ar 
generally small isolated lenses and tabular bodies, are 
mostly in the red limestone or red argillite near con-
tacts with basalt, but a few of them are in basalt. 
Many of the deposits are small and most of them consist

of complex manganese silicates with carbonates. The 
ores are generally of low grade and not amenable to 
treatment on an economic basis because the silica con-
tent is a component part of the ore. The only success-
fu]. operation in the Olympic Peninsula has been the. 
Crescent mine where the ore is predominantly hausinannite. 
The applicant's property lies in the area of the Vjotoxy 
lode or Bear Creek deposit (sec. 24) and he has quoted the 
description of this area from Washington Division of 
Nines and Mining Report of Investigations No. 7, ManganEse 
deposits of the Olympic Peninsula, Wash., by S. H. Greem, 
1945. Other reports on the genera]. area are USGS 
Bulletins 93l-R, Manganese resources of the Olympic 
Peninsula, Wash., by C. F. Park, Jr., 1942 and 795, 
Manganese-bearing deposits near Lake Crescent and 
Huniptu]ips, Wash., by J. T. Pardee, 1927. 


Recommendation: The published information concerning the genera]. 
area in which the applicant's property is located would 
indicate that the project offers little promise unless 
a deposit similar to the Crescent is found. The deposis 
are usually small and isolated and the ore, which is 
of low grade, cannot be treated economically. However, 
as no information concerning the applicant's property 
(except that furnished by him) is available, a brief 
e'rAm1nation by the field team might be advisable.. 


The applicant has failed to furnish a map showing the 
proposed exploration and has given no detailed information 
concerning the work—also be has not estimated the total 
cost of the project.

Enclosed please find 3 copies of an application submitted 
by Mr. Victor Oberg, 711 East 6th Street, Port Angeles, Washington, 
f or assistance to further explore some manganese ore exposures on the 
Olympic Peninsula, Washington. These claims are nearly thirteen miles 
due west from the Crescent Mine property, the only known producer of 
manganese of any consequence on the peninsula. 


According to the State Bulletin, the subject property 
contains mainly bementite and neotocite as manganese minerals. Never-
theless the applicant states that recent shipments of ore from his 
property assayed from 11.1 to 62 percent manganese. As bementite and 
neotocite are generally considered to contain no more than 20 to 25 pex-
cent manganese, there must be some other important manganese mineral, 
possibly hausmannite, present on the property. Consequently it is 
believed a field examination is justified and one will be scheduled at 
the earliest possible time, but probably not until late August.
