Sampling at four locations was limited to selected material 
which ranged in assay values from 0.07 to 0.54 percent tungsten. Inas-
much as these samples were not mining width channel samples the average 
grade of tungsten mineralization on the property is very submarginal. 
A significant discovery of minable or marginal ore cannot reasonably be 
expected to be made by the applicant's proposal.

RECOMMENDATION AND SUMMARY 


It is recommended that the application be denied. The 
applicants have staked two claims along the steep south shore of 
Salmon Lake, just east of the town of Conconully, Washington. A 
few rook exposures in the area suggest that the bedrock is a low-
grade tactite in schistose rock which contains epidote, garnets, 
scattered brassy pyrite, and scattered, very thin stringers of 
scheelite. Selected samples of the rock in which the best indi-
cations of scheelite were found assayed from 0.07 to O.51i. percent 
tungsten.


The applicants desire to build a road up the steep south 
slope bordering the lake, and to drive 100 feet of drift and 100 
feet of raise to explore the tungsten-bearing tactite zone. 


An official of the Okanogan Irrigation District has 
stated in a letter that it would be against the policy of the 
irrigation district to permit any rock to be dumped into Salmon 
Lake as it would decrease storage space in the reservoir.

PROPERTY 


The applicants have listed one claim in their application, 
although on the map accompanying the application they have shown 
three claims.

It 
is recorded. on page 271 in Book 12 in the county records at Okanogan, 
the county seat of Okanogan County, Washington. 


The northwest corner of the claim is on the south end of 
the darn on the west end. of Salmon Lake, just east of Conconuily, 
Washington.

Only a few rock exposures were seen on the Tungsten Queen 
claim. These rocks were finely foliated siliceous schists, light 
buff to light green in color, which contain scattered to abundant 
epidote and tiny brownish-red garnets, with occasional d.isseminations 
of brassy, bright, fine-grained pyrite. No good evidence of the 
exact orientation of the schist could be obtained, but it seemed to 
dip rather steeply to the east, and generally strikes in a southeast 
direction.

No definite orientation of the scheelite-
bearing zone could be determined. There is a suggestion that a 
rather wide, low-grade scheelite-bearing zone does occur on the 
south shore of the lake. 


Four samples were taken from four different exposures. No 
attempt was made to cut channel samples across any of the exposures, 
as obviously the resulting assays would show that the rock as a 
whole would be far too low in tungsten content to be worthy of fur-
ther consideration. The four samples of the selected material con-
taining good evidence of scheelite assayed 0 . 07, 0.514., 0 .27, and 
0.10 percent tungsten.


APPLICANTS' PROPOSAL 


The applicants propose a project to build a road along the 
steep south slope bordering Salmon Lake, and. to drive 100 feet of 
drift and 100 feet of raise to explore the tungsten-bearing, zone. 


Mr. David P. Brown, Manager of the Okanogan Irrigation 
District, was contacted to determine if there were serious objec-
tions to having a road built along the slopes above the reservoir.
