It is recommended that the application be denied.. The 
quartz veins exposed on the applicant t s property are too narrow 
and. too sparsely mineralized with copper minerals to mèrit further 
exploration.

On the applicant t s property are at least three narrow 
quartz veins enclosed in chloritized, gray, hornblende diorite. 
The main vein, explored. by two adits, strikes N. 6° 7., dips 
about 750 N., ranges between 2 to 18 inches in thickness, and 
can be traced over a strike length of more than lIOO feet. The 
other veins strike parallel to this vein, but are much narrower. 
Ore Minerals in the vein include bornite, chalcopyrite, and. aurite. 
Samples taken across the vein range in values from 1.1]. to 3.014 
percent copper and 0.8 to 2.1 ounces per ton of silver, with only 
a trace of gold.


EXAMINATION


(date) 


The applicant's property was examined on August 17, l9514, 
by Willard P. Puffett and Donald. F. Kellum, geologists of the 
Geological Survey. Mr. Ernest E. Bower, president; Mr. Hugh 
Ringquist, vice-president; and. Mr. Walter N. Novak, treasurer, 
Copper Canyon Mining Company, Inc., accompanied the examiners to 
the property. The East and West drifts were mapped., and, a tape







and. compass survey was made of the immediate area including a 
third smaller adit. Maps based on the survey accompany this 
report. A total of five samples were taken across the main vein; 
three were' from the West d.rift, and two from the East drift. No 
other veins seen on the property merited sampling. Seven hours 
were spent on the examination. 


PROPERTY 


Copper Canyon Mining Company, Inc., consists of nine 
unpatented. claims: Copper Canyon No. 1, Copper Canyon No. 2, 
Copper Canyon No. 3, Idaho No. 1, Idaho No. 2, Morning, Greenleaf, 
Gem, and Sunday, in section 21, T. 3 N., H. 5 E., Columbia National 


5M'1,9Ni_._— Tas 	 County, Washington. .The applicant's property 
was reported erroneously on the DMEA application map to be in 
section 16.


The property can be reached from the town of Washougal, 
Washington, by following the paved. Washougal River road northeast 
for about 3.3 miles to County Road No1, 11. Turn left on County 
Road No, 11 and. continue for 0.2 miles to Mines Road; turn right 
on the dirt Mines Road for L7 miles to a fork; continue on the 
left fork of the road 2.7 miles to the Copper Canyon property. 
Access is reported possible throughout the year with the exception 
of occasional periods of snowfall in January and February. Road 
condition is fair, and the major portion of the road is subject to 
logging traffic. 


The mine workings are at the bottom of a moderately steep-
sided, narrow, stream valley at approximately 2,200 feet elevation. 
Timber cover in the area is sparse, due not onlfEo a forest fire 
in 1902, but also to a heavy talus mantle derived from underlying 
hornblende d.iorite. This mantle of talus, which is extensive in 
the area and most prevalent west of the stream, limits outcrops to 
bedrock portions of the stream channel. The creek, a perennial 
stream, contains sufficient water for minIng purposes. 


COMPETENCY OF THE APPLICANT 


Mr. Bowers, president of the company, is an automobile 
dealer in Seattle, Washington. Mr. Novak, treasurer, is a mining 
machinery salesman in Portland., Oregon. It is not known whether 
they have had any mining experience, 


Mr. Ringquist, vice-presideit, states that he has worked 
15 years at the Morning mine in the Coeur d'Alene ' district of Idaho; 
has worked at Grandview mines in Stevens County, Washington, during 
1923 and 19211.; and is presently working in Camas, Washington. He 
will supervise operations at the mine; however, Mr. Ringquist appears 
more optimistic concerning the potentialities of the property than 
inspection will admit.
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Mr. A. N. Andresen, a mining man from Fairbanks, Alaska, 
is acting consultant. 


APPLICANT' S PROPERTY RIGHTS 


The property consists of nine unpatented claims held 
by right of location. These have been deeded to the applicant. 


GEOLOGY 


According to the State Geologic Map of Washington, the 
area surrounding the Copper Canyon property is underlain by 
Tertry intrsive. The mine workings and stream bed outcrops 
indicate that the rock in the immediate area is a chioritized. 
hornbende diorite. Talus on both sides of the stream consists 
also of diorite. 


The main vein on the Copper Canion property has been 
explored by the East and West drifts over a strike length totaling 
1 O feet. This vein strikes N. 60° to 650 W. and. dips northward 
60-80 degrees. The vein contains bornite and chalcopyrite in 
pockets and streaks in a banded, and in places, vuggy quartz gangie. 
Secondary copper minerals, including azurite, malachite, and cuprite (?) 
occur in oxidized portions of the vein. The vein ranges in thickness 
from 2 to i8 inches, with an average thickness of 7 inches. Wall 
rock is gray chloritIc hornblende diorite. 


Several other thin copper•-stained. veins occur in hornblende 
diorite outcrops in the stream bed and a continuation of one of 
these veins was prospected by an adit shown near station 13 on the 
accompanying map. These veins apparently are parallel to the vein 
followed by the East and West drifts, but do not contain sufficient 
ore minerals to constitute ore. 


A short roadcut south frcm the portal of the East drift 
exposed. a very narrow, black-stained and badly broken quartz vein 
as shown at station 8 of the map. This vein also' parallels the 
main vein, but contains no ore minerals of consequence. 


Five samples were taken. The assay data are shown on 
the accompanying map of the East and West drifts (map no. 3). 


As the veins are so narrow and. sparsely mineralized, 
it is doubtful that any ore reserves can justifiably be.assigned. 
to the property.


PAST OPERATION 


The applicant has produced 1 tons of ore from the 7-
foot winze in the East drift. The TaE&na Smelter settlement sheet 
shws the shipnent contained 0.20 percent. zinc, 5.51 percent copper 
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and. 3.59 ounces silver per ton. 


There is no known record of any other past production. 


The mine, according to Mr. Ringquist, has, been known 
in the past as the Yellowjacket and. the 1100 Hoo. 


MATERIALS AND SUPPLIES 


Equipment on the property,'in sddition'tO the Denver 
Gardner compressor, includes a I.eyer ['To. 55 jackhammer 'and a GMC 
li-ton truck, the latter is owned by Mr. Ringquist. 


Timber for mining operations could be obtained in 
limited quantities locally. Power could be obtained. by running 
a 10- or 12-mile transmission line, or by using the creek as a 
more immediate source with the use of a Pelton wheel. 


APPLICANT' S PROPoSAL 


The applicant proposes to extend both the East and West. 
drift 500 feet farther along the presently exposed. vein, a total 
of 1,000 feet of drifting. A discussion with Mr. Ringquist 
revealed. that the company was also considering sinking a shaft 
in the West drift and drifting southeastward along the vein at a 
lower level under the creek. This was proposed as the vein was 
believed to be both widening and increasing in grade with depth. 


Although the vein is traced over a strike distance of. 
li 1i.0 feet, the spotty character of mineralization end narrowness of 
the vein do not indicate that increase in depth, or extension of 
present drifting will reveal sufficient mineralization t constitute 
an ore body. 


At present, there is no evidence to support a favorable 
recommendation.

Three narrow quartz veins occur on the property (ie of 
the veins has been traced for over l4o feet, but its thickness 
ranges only between 2 and. 18 inches. Five Field Team sanles, 
taken from this inn vein, range in grade from 1.1.1. to 3011.% copper 
and. 0.8 to 2.1 oz./ton of silver. The average thickness at'. the 
vein is about 7 inches. Bornite and. chalcopyrite occur in pockets 
and. streaks ina quartz gangue. 


These narrow, sparsely mineralized. veins do not warrant 
further exploration. A significant amount of ore, cannot reason 
ably be expected. to be found by the proposed work.
