Subject: Concurrence with Field Team reconiinendation for denial 


The field examination indicated sparse amounts of chalco-
pyrite and molybdenite occur in a weak fracture zone in biotite 
granodiorite. Mineralized joits are common, but too widely spaced 
to be mined. 


Samples taken over widths of l.5l4.0 feet assayed no gold, 
0.1-0.2 oz./ton silver, 0.35-0.55% copper, and .0 1I._0.3% molybdenum. 


The amount of mineralization and the general character of 
the deposit is not sufficiently promising to justify DMFA assistance. 


I concur with the Field Team' s conclusions and recommend this 
application be denied.

STJNMARY	 (date) 


• The applicants have found some sparsely disseminated chalco-
pyrite and molybdenite in a very-weakly defined fracture zone near the 
base of a steep cliff of biotite granodiorite. The ore minerals occur 
within a few inches of prominent joints which strike about N. 1OD E. 
and dip about 70 either to the east or to the west. Moderate amounts 
of iron stain ma'k the location of the higher grade concentrations 
of the ore sulfides. The joints along which the ore sulfides occur 
are not closely spaced, and the intervening areas between the joints 
are essentially barren of sulfides. None of the mineralized areas along 
the joints are rich enough to be mined, and the mineralized zones are 
too widely spaced to constitute a minable large low-grade deposit. 
Three samples of the mineralized zones assayed nil gold, from 0.1 to 
0.11. ounce per ton of silver, from 0 .35 to 0.50 percent copper, and from 0.015 to 0.302 percent molybdenite. The highest grade molybdenum assay 
is from a selected sample showing the highest concentration of molybdenum. 


RECO1VIMENDATION 


It is recommendea that the application be denied.

EXAMINATION 


The Devil's Canyon Mining Company prospect was examined 
for DA by Willard P. Puffett, geologist, Geological Survey, on 
Thursday, November 11, 19711.. Mr. Edwin Saurers and. his son Ralph 
and. Mr. Carl Johnston, members of the partnership, accompanied the 
DMEA examiner. An entire day was spent on the examination, of 
which 3 hours were spent in examining,mapping, and sampling the 
prospect and the rest .in traveling to and from the property. 


NAIVIE A1D LOCATION OF PROPERTY 


The Devil's Canyon Mining Company property comprises 10 
unpatented claims in sec. 27, T. 27 N., R. 10 E., W.M., ]3uena Vista 
ruining district, King County, Washington. These claims are a part 
of the 28 impatented claims formerly owned by Consolidated Molybdenum, 
Incorporated. Apparently the Devil's Canyon Mining Company represents 
a reorganization by members of the former corporation, which had. 
previously submitted an application for DMEA. assistance under Docket 
No. DNA.-l678X. Figure 1 shows the outline and names of the claims 
listed. in the present application. According to the application these 
10 claims are recorded in Mining Records of King County, Washington, 
vol, 18, pages 372 to 379, inclusive. The records were not checked. by 
the DMEA. examiner. 


The property can be reached by driving north from North 
Bend, Washington, along the road which follows the North Fork of the 
Snoqualmie Rivcr. From this road, a mine to market road extends to 
near the junction of Lennox Creek and. Cougar Creek. The end. of the 
road is 26 miles from Highway 10 in North Bend. The road. is in fair 
condition throughout its entire length and can probably be used all 
year except during periods of heavy snowfall. 


From the end. of the road., at an altitude of 2,11.00 feet, a 
trail leads southward up a relatively steep timber-covered. slope to 
an old cabin on the New Greenhorn claim, at an altitude of 3,11.00 feet. 
Here the trail branches, one branch continuing to the old workings on 
the New Devil's Canyon 1aim, the other branch leading eastward. up the 
hill to the nw discovery on the New Old Timber claim. 


This south hillslope is covered. with a moderate to heavy 
stand of timber composed. predominantly of hemlock, although at the 
higher altitudes considerable Alaskan cedar and fir are growing. 


The new discovery is near the base of a steep, bare cliff 
of granodiorite, below which is an extensive talus deposit. A short 
alit, probably an old. cave, occurs near the base of the cliff, to the 
west of a deep ravine. There are no other workings on this prospect.
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COMPENCY OF APPLICANT 


Mr. Edwin Saurers, partner, has been engaged in prospecting 
and mining operations in the Devil's Canyon area for a number of 
years. The other members of the partnership have been interested in 
mining in the area for a number of years, but it is believed that most 
of this interest has been to grubstake numerous prospectors. Insofar 
as is known, none of the partners have ever been associated with a 
producing mine, and therefore it is extremely doubtful that there are 
men within the partnership competent to supervise a mining operation. 


GEOLOGY 


Available maps show that the entire area surrounding the 
applicant's prospect is underlain by Snoqualmie granodiorite. Tio miles 
to the south a quartz diorite complex has been mapped.. 


Numerous small mining properties occur throughout the area. 
These include the Priestley Mining Company property, the Jack Pot 
mine, the Bear Basin mine, and the Rainbow mine. All of these pro-
perties have apparently been developed along persistent shear zones 
in bhe granodiorite, in which chalcopyrite, molybdenite, scheelite, 
and gold and silver minerals have been deposited in varying concentra-
tions. Insofar as is known, none of the mining properties in the area 
have had any significant production. 


Figure 2 is a sketch map of the Devil's Canyon prospect. 
Near the base of a steep,. bare cliff of granodiorite, sparse to 
moderate amounts of iron stain with scant copper stain has marked the 
location of the ore minerals. These ore minerals are chalcopyrite, 
molybdenite, bornite, and various copper carbonates. 


A prominent group of joints are exposed in the granodiorite. 
These joints strike from N. 100 E. to N. 200 B. and dip from 700 E. 


to 750 W. The ore minerals are found to be . concentrated in bands near 
the joints, extending away from the joints for only a few inches. 
Within the mineralized portion of the granodiorite, the percentage of 
ore minerals is low, probably not exceeding 1 or 2 percent copper., 


Between the mineralized zones, the granodiorite appears 
quite fresh with no visible evidence of hydrothermal alteration. 
Biotite is the only mafic mineral present. A few pieces of float were 
found in the area which contain hornblende as the mafic mineral. It 
may be that there is a broad altered zone in which the sulfides occur 
where the only evidence of alteration is the formation of biotite . from 
the amphibole minerals. A few tiny grains of chaicopyrite were seen 
in the granodiorite at a few places some distance from prominent joints, 
but these few scattered grains of chalcopyrite are not believed to 
represent any indication of the proximity of an ore body. 


3
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-	 Although a few specimens of float near the base of the 
cliff contain sparse to moderate amounts of molybdenite, this mineral 
was found at only one locality in the cliff face. This is in the 
"nose" of the cliff just to the east of the ravine marked on the 
accompanying nap (fig. 2). The molybdenite appeared to be concentrated 
near a prominent joint just above a flat fault, which is marked by 
about 1 inch of gouge. A selected sample of the higher-grade portion 
of the rock in which the molybdenite occurs assayed 0.0 gold, O.ii. ounce 
per ton of silver, 0.50 percent copper, and 0.302 percent molybdenum. 


A sample 1. feet wide, taken of the mineralized area in the 
face of the short adit, assayed no gold, 0.1 ounce per ton of silver, 
0.35 percent copper, and 0.015 percent molybdenum. Another sample 
taken in a small prospect pit above, the higher-grade molybdenum 
occurrence assayed no gold, 0.2 ounce per ton silver, 0.55 percent 
copper, and 0.Oli0 percent molybdenum, over a width of 1.5 feet. No 
other localities appeared worthy of sampling. 


The men accompanying the examiner showed him a location 
a few tens • of feet down the hill where sparsely disseminated chalcopyrite 
occurs in the face of a steep ledge of the granodiorite. Careful 
inspection showed that here again the chalcopyrite occurred as sparse 
disseminations of the ore mineral near joints in the rock. No samples 
were taken in this area. 


APPLICANT' S PROPOSAL 


The applicant did not submit any definite proposal for 
exploration with his application. A generalized statement saying that 
core drilling and tunnelling are imperative for further examination 
was all that was included. 


Prior to the examination, a short conference was held with 
Mr. V. M. Osterberg, in Seattle, Washington. He stated that the 
company wanted to spend about $1,000 or $2,000 in exploration. 


CONCLUSIONS 


The sparse amount of disseminated ore minerals exposed on 
the applicant's property does not suggest that further exploration is 
justified.	 .
