The cited, application, dated July 21, 1955, was forwarded 
by the Executive Officer, Region I, Northwest District, and received 
by this office on August 8, 


The Applicant proposed to: Extend the present tunnel 1,000 
feet along the vein through the Johannesburg property and into the 
Lookout property; to start another level from a point approximately 
150 feet under present portal to extend. 200 feet to cut presently 
exposed lens of ore at a point approximately 100 feet vertically be-
low present level; and construct an underground room for compressor 
and equipment. The Applicant estimates that this proposed work will 
amount to $44,200.00, 


This property had been , examined and a contract was granted 
to C. 0. Davis (Contract No. Idmi..E24'2, Docket No. DMRA.-1831). Under 
the terms of this contract, no work had. been done. The contract Was 
assigned to William Soren and. an Amended Contract, 'dated October 15, 
1953, was granted. to William Soren. 


Under the terms of the contract, the Operator, WIl1ia Soren, 
completed 70 feet of drifting and 4 feet of crosscutting. From this 
drift, the Operator produced a shipment of 10 tOns of hand. sorted ore. 
The gross vaiae of this ore Was $162.82 per ton, and its net value Was 
$151.82 per ton. The Government received $63.79 as its royalty from 
the sale of this ore. 


All contract work was done during the summer season on 1953. 
Work was suspended during the period beginning November 1, 1953 and 
ending not later tha' July 1, 1954. The Operator failed to resume 
work on July :t, 1954, and the contract, under the terms of Amendment 
No. 1, was automatically terminated. 


On March 24, 1954, a Certification of Discovery or Develop-
ment was issued as a result of the exploration work.

The application asks for assistance in further exploring 
the Johnsburg vein by extending the present adit level 1,000 feet 
and. driving 200 feet on a new level 100 feet below the present adit. 


The property was the subject of work under amended 
contract Idm-E2112, DA 1831, automatically terxnirlated as of 
November 1, 1953, due to the failure ôUtbe Operafor to resume 
exploration work prior to July 1, 19511.

The final report on the Johnsburg mine (Docket No. DA-1831, 
lead, Amended'Contract No. Idm-E2 1i.2) was sent you august 11, 1955.
