The field examination by J. J. Quinlan (USGS) shows that
subsequent to the denial of his previous application (DMEA-2779), the
applicant unwatered the winze connecting the No. 2 Adit level with
the No. 3 level and gained access to the face of the No. 3 level where
he had previously proposed exploration. The narrow exposure of
mineralized rock was insufficiently attractive to hold the applicant's
attentention, however, and he proceeded to mine some 40O tons of
approximately 5 percent combined lead and zinc ore from n minor showing
in the upper level crosscut. The low grade of this ore in combination
with the limited dimensions of the lens, of necessity, made the operation
uneconomic. Quinlan concludes that other minor oreshoots might be
discovered along the fault structure, but that such shoots would be
too small and lean to constitute a significant discovery. He, there-
fore, opposes the proposed 3,500 feet of diamond drilling.

I concur with this conclusion and'recommend denial of the
application.

Enclosed is a memorandum by J. J. Quinlan, U. S. Geological
Survey, recommending denial of a second application on the Oriole
property. The first application was presented to us in late 1952 and
was denied in February of 1953.

Since that time, some additional work has been done on the
property. This consists mostly of driving a raise and related worke
ing on an ore showing in the U«X crosscut, and from which ebout hoo
tons of ore was mined and milled. In addition, about 400 tons of ore
broken by past operators was milled.

It was estimated that the grade of ore milled from the

stope averages somevhere around 5 ounces of silver per ton and perhaps
5 percent combined lead and zinc. Because the ore-bearing structure
is narrow and short, it is not believed that ore of this grade is of
any interest. Quinlan concludes that work completed since the Oriole
property was examined in 1952 has in no way changed the outlook as to
the economic potentiasl of the property. There appears to be little ‘
chance of finding a significant amount of ore on the property and, ‘
therefore, he recomnmends that the new application be denied. The Field
Team concurs with this conclusion.

A. B. Gibbons, U. S. Geological Survey, and 1 examined the
property September 20, 1955. Mr. Wallace Frick, a mining engineer
regularly employed by the American Zinc Company and hired as a consult-
ant by the applicants, assisted during the examination.

This is the second application filed on the Oriole property;
the first, Docket No. DMEA-2779 (lead-zinc), was filed by Arthur F.
Betchart and Edwin O. Dressel, Jr. The first application was denied
February 20, 1953, because there appeared to be little chance of finding
a significant amount of ore on the propexrty. 4

Messrs. Kirkemo's and Nickelson's memorandum of December 28,
1952, evaluating the first application is very camplete and contains an
excellent set of geologic maps. This memorandum is, therefore, intended
to supplement Kirkemo's and Nickelson®s memorandum. Work completed
since Kirkemo and Nickelson examined the property has not changed the
geologic picture (see accompanying map of new workings) or altered the
conclusion that there appears to be little chance of finding a signifi-
cant amount of ore.

The first application, by Betchart and Dressel, requested DMEA
assistance. in unwatering and rehsbilitating the winze from the No. 2
adit level to the No. 3 level, rehsbilitating the No. 3 level, and drift-
ing 100 feet on the No. 3 level to test for the downward projection of a
small ore body exposed in the 4-x crosscut on the No. 2 adit level (see
maps accompanying Kirkemo'!s and Nickelson!s memorandum). Shortly after
this application was denied the applicants unwatered the winze and gained
access to the No. 3 level but no work was done on the level. Mr. Dressel

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reports that the pump broke down shortly after the level hed been
reopened so it had to be sbandoned. No geologic map of the level was
made nor were the workings sampled. Dressel reports seeing a narrow
high-grade vein on the lower level, but it is evident that it could have
been of little interest or the level would have been reopened.

Since the property was last examined a raise has been driven
on the small ore showing in the b-x crosscut (see sketch map attached to
the memorandum and the maps accompanying Kirkemo's and Nickelson's memo=
randum). The raise with attendant stope follows up the plunge (N. 20°-
450 W, ) of a small ore lense for ebout 95 feet. The lense occurs along
the footwall strand of the fault which localized the ore at the property.
In the raise the fault strikes N. 659-T0° W. and dips 35°=55° NE., the
steeper dip being near the bottom of the raise. The ore has been mined
from the raise and for the most part all that can now be seen is a shear
4 to 15 inches wide with some limonitic staining and in places quartz
and some sulfides. The length of the lense along the strike of the fault
mist have been about 10 feet. Twenty-eight to thirty-eight feet vertically
above the No. 2 adit level sill a dog hole type working extends into the
hanging wall of the fault. At this place 5 to 12 inches of quartz with
some sulfide can be seen on the hanging wall strand of the fault. No
records were kept on the tonnage and grade of ore from this raise. The
applicant estimates, however, that about 400 tons of ore were obtained
from it. The grade of the ore was perhaps 5 ounces of silver end 5 per-
cent conmbined lead and zinc. This is discussed in more detail in the
next paragreph dealing with the milling of ore.

A 30- to 4O-ton mill, designed to produce both a lead and zine
concentrate, was built at the property in 1953. The lead is concentrated
by tabling and the zinc by flotation methods. The mill operated for a
brief period in 1953 and 1954, but no detailed records were kept of the
milling operation. In all, the applicants estimated that about 850 tons
of ore were milled; 400 tons from the "k-x crosscut" raise, and 450 tons
of ore broken by past operators. Smelter returns show that 19.5 tons of
lead and 49 tons of zinc concentrates were marketed. The lead concen=
trates contained 33 ounces of gold, 1,194 ounces of silver, 9.645 tons of
lead, and 1.592 tons of zinc. The zinc concentrates contained 9 ounces
of gold, 2,331 ounces of silver, 6.892 tons of lead, and 21.54k tons of
zinc. Assuming that the applicants! tonnage estimate is correct but not
allowing for a milling loss this would indicate an average mill head of
sbout 0.05 ounce gold per tom, 3.2 ounces per ton silver, l.9 percent
lead, and 2.7 percent zinc. The only guide to the grade of the ore from
the two sources are four gred samples taken by Kirkemo and Nickelson of
broken ore and rock in stopes (see page 5 of Kirkemo!s and Nickelson's
memorandum). These four samples averaged 0.025 ounce of gold per ton,
3.25 ounces of silver, 1.5 percent lead, and 2.5 percent zinc. Assuming
that this grade is representative of the ore broken and left by past
cperators, the grade of ore from the stope would be sbout 5 ounces of
silver per ton and 5 percent combined lead and zinc. I realize that
because of the many assumptions that have to be made in arriving at this

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estimate, it may be in considerable error. It does, however, provide
some guide to the grade of ore from the two sources.

The applicants propose to do 3,500 feet of diamond drilling at
a cost of $21,080. The applicants propose to furnish their share of the
costs by the use of equipment and rental of their compressor and mill
equipment to others. As the exploration did not seem warranted, the mat-
ter of how the applicants were to furnish their share of the costs wes
not discussed.

It 1s of interest to note that a part of the No. 2 adit level
eppears to be in the hanging wall of the vein. It would be an easy
matter, however, to test the fault for other small ore lenses in this
area by long-hole drilling. The cost of such a project would be small
and not worth the administrative cost to DMEA nor are the targets of such
a size to be of sufficient interest to DMEA.

Work completed since the Oriole property was examined by Kirkemo
and Nickelson has in no way changed the outlook as to the economic poten=

 tial of the property. There appears to be little chance of finding a

significant amount of ore on the property and, therefore, it is recom-
mended that the new application be denied.
