CONCLUSIONS

As noted on the mep, the lest 63 feet of the north drift
on the main vein is within the patented Bagle Quartz claim and is
not included in the application. The proposed 200 feet of drifting
from the bottom of the shafi if drifted northward would extend be-
yond ¢the applicent's property. There is no evidence to support the
idea that the minexrslized vein rekes to the south and drifting could
be carried on southward. There is nothing to indiecate how much
gtoping has slready been donme om the vein from the bottom of the old
shaft. The assays taken of the veln in the mein drift shovs most
of the scheelite to be below ore grade.

A fev lerge pleces of soft pyritic scheelite ore found om
the shaft dump, cnd estimated to contein 3 to 5 percent scheelite,
indicate that some scheelite of ore grade was Pfound in the shaft
vorkings. However, there is not emough of this material teo offset
the low assays of the other samples or to ju@tify drifting so cleose
to the preperty lime.

Therefore, the examiners recomzsnd that the application -
be denied.
