4. Physical Description:

(a) Location work was done in 1955 on all four claims., This consisted
of open cuts on radio-active sections of pegmatite veins. Early
this year, work was begun on a tunnel into the cliff, following
the major vein. The tunnel was driven about 48 feet (See accompany-
ing map) when work was discontinued. The work was done by the appli-
cants. Just prior to driving the drift, a poor jeep road was con-
structed to within about 200 feet of the tunnel portal. This makes
the property accessible for examination by jeep.

(b) There has been no production and there are no ore reserves.

SUMMARY REPORT ON THE BOKNIE URANIUM CLAIMS

This group consists of four claims, namely the Bonnie,
Bonnie No. 2, Bonnie No. 3, and Bonnie No. 4, all held by right of
location. They are situated in Sec. 30, T. 37N, R. 37E near the
eastern edge of Ferry County, Washington and were staked in May or
June, 1955. It is approximately seven miles to Kettle Falls, the
nearest town. An oiled State Highway is reached within three miles or
so and the intervening road consists of two miles of dirt country road
and one mile of barely passable jeep road. The Great Northern Railroad
parallels the State Highway but no siding is available at its closest
point. -

The four claims, of which two are fractions, are contiguous -and
cover a cliff-like terraine. The Bonnie claim takes in a portion of a
small chasm which branches out from Katy Creek. The other three claims
lie southward, up on a rather precipitious slope. Timber is in suffi-
cient amount for mining purposes but lthere is little water on the
property. The jeep road needs considerable reconstructionrand also
extended to the tunnel site to give practical access. A small dry-house
was recently built on the property.

There are two slightly different uranium occurrences observed on
this ground. One is exposed near the bottom of the chasm on the Bonnie
claim. The rocks here consist of a fairly flat-lying series of schist
beds which have been intruded parallel to the bedding Dy numerous
pegmatite and granitic sills. Later fracturing or faulting across the
bedding is evident but little displacement was noted. One of these
intrusive -zones is composed of granitic material with considerable
rose quartz as one of the constituents. It has been traced alonz the
chasm wall for more than 300 feet and ranges from a feéw inches to
24 inches wide. Six samples taken at various points along this vein
or lode averaged approximately .l5% U308 and much higher percentages
have been reported. A 48 foot tunnel was driven into the cliff on the
vein this year. As exposed here, the vein lenses. considerably and is
faulted or pinched out at the face.

The second type of occurrence is commercial uranium.mineralization
in some section of the numerous pegmatite sills. One open c¢ut on the
Bonnie No. 2 was grab sampled, and assayed .13% Uz08. Other locations
were seen which show some radio-active count but gad not been opened up.

The first described occurrence seems the most promising both from
a value standpoint and from its consistent lateral extent. 1 believe
this showing fully justifys an exploration project to determine if better
widths or grade or both exist along the plane of the vein. Diamond
drilling is difficult and hazardous here, due to both the terraine and
the character of the vein. Hence, I recommend a drifting program as the

safest and most economizal wey of exploring this deposit. “he accompanying

mep shows such ‘an idealized prozram. - The existin: drift would be used
and anproximately 500 feet o0& drift snd crosscut driven on the vein from
the face at tie preseant drift. <“he crosscuts would neturally vpelocated

If so, tnls is a rataer unique deposit in tais
section ol the country and since commercial or near commercicl ore is
present, an exploravion proaram to determine the economic possibilities
is merited and necessary in my judgement. s ’

Excerpts from Field Team reporte:

The claims are underlain by a complex mass of

metamorphic rocks which have been intruded by pegmatite dikes
and sills. The metamorphic rocks are dark, amphibole-biotite
schists and gneisses with almost horizontal foliation. Many
granitic intrusions, ranging in thickness from a fraction of
an inch to several feet, occur irregularly along the foliated
layers. Several of these intrusions show slight radioactivity,
but only two show anomalies stronger than average, one on the
Bonnie claim and the other on Bonnie No. 2.

An assay of a sample taken fram a pit on the outcrop

on Bormie No. 2, indicates that the formation contains little
uraniume The pegmatite sill on the Bonnie claim is exposed for
a distance of 300 feet and has been explored by one adit LO

feet

in length. A second adit has been started. The pegmatite

sill swells and pinches along the canyon wall with the exten-
sions at either end obscured by talus. It pinches in the face
of the adit and could not be found on the opposite wall of the
canyon. Six samples taken along this outcrop show only one

small spot that approaches commercial ore grade. Other spots

are well below commercial ore grade but give fair Geiger readings
over narrow widths.

The examiners conclude that the chance of finding

minable uranium ore on the claims is very slight and, therefore,
recormend the application be denied. The Field Team concurred
in this recommendation.-

The size and grade of the pegmatite sills exposed
on the claims indicate that the proposed project would not
result in a discovery of significant uranium ore deposits.
Therefore, this division concurs in the Field Team's recommenda-
tion that the application should be denied.

Subject:s Review of Field Team Report

: The applicant requested assistance in exploring a flat
lying pegmatite sill, readings on which showed low radiocactivity.

The sill is exposed in a canyon wall for about 300 feet
and ranges from 0.6 to 1.6 feet in thickness. Of 4 samples taken
along the outcrop, only one showed near ore grade material, 0.6
feet @ 0.179% U30g. Two samples taken in the 4O-foot adit ran only
0.03 and O.Ol;.O%3 U303. The sill pinches out and does not show in
the face of the adit.

Because of the lack of ore grade material and probable
lack of continuity of the sill, the examiners and the Field Team
recommend that the application be denied.

I concur with the recommendation.
