ARTICLE 1. Authority and project.—(a) This contract is entered into under the authority of the
Defense Production Act of 1950, as amended. It consists of this form (MF-200A), the attached
Annex I (land description), Exhibit A (work and costs), and the maps and documents. listed therein.
The project work is a search for indicated or undev‘glo ed deggéit‘s of the commodity desighated above.
The Operator shall begin the work on or before “JV’}// ________ /7 75/ ................. , and, subject to the
provisions of Article 7 and Exhibit A, shall complete the work within ... 9. ... months from the date
of the contract.

(b) The description of the work and the fixed cost for each unit of work to be performed (per foot
of drilling, per foot of drifting, per hour of operations, etc.) are hereby agreed upon as specified in
‘Exhibit A. The estimated total cost of the project work is $.14,880.00._ . The Government will
contribute .75...... percent of the fixed unit cost of the work performed, not exceeding $..115.16Q0.00.
in accordance with the provisions of Articles 4 and 5.

(c) The Operator shall not transfer or assign this contract or any right or obligation thereunder
without the written consent of the Government.

ARTICLE 2. Operator’s property rights.—(a) The Operator represents and undertakes that .
Annex I correctly describes the land which is the subject of this contract and the nature of the Operator’s
rights of property and possession therein (whether as owner, lessee, or otherwise), and that such right,
title, or interest is subject only to the following claims, liens, or encumbrances: See Annex I .

~(c) The Operator shall preserve and maintain his right, title, and interest in the land and his right
to the possession thereof for the purposes of this contract, and shall devote the land and all existing im-
provements, facilities, buildings, installations, and appurtenances to the purposes of this contract. The
Operator shall neither transfer, convey, nor surrender the land nor any right, title, or interest therein, nor
permit nor suffer any claim, lien, or encumbrance thereon, without expressly referring to and providing





in the instrument of conveyance, lien, or encumbrance for the preservation of the Government’s right to
a percentage royalty on production and lien for the payment thereof. Two copies of such instrument
shall be furnished to the Government. If the Government’s rights to royalty as provided in Article 6
have been terminated, the provisions of this paragraph (c) shall become inapplicable.

ARTICLE 3. Performance of the work.—(a) Operator’s responsibility.—The work shall be per-
formed diligently; efficiently, expertly, in a wofkmanlike manner, and in. accordance with good _mining
standards and State regulations governing health, safety, and liability insurance covering employment.”
The Operator shall provide suitable and adequate equipment, facilities, materials, supplies, and labor
to complete the work, as specified in Article 1 (a).

(b) Government may inspect.—The Operator shall consult with and inform the Government on all
phases of the work as it progresses. The Government may enter at all reasonable times to inspect the
work under the contract, and also after certification of discovery or development, to inspect production

operations and underground workings. The Operator shall provide the Government with all reason-
able means of access for such inspections.

ARTICLE 4. Contribution by the Government.—The Government will make its contribution on
the basis of the monthly vouchers referred to in Article 5 (b) ; but all payments by the Government are
provisional only, subject to audit, and until the account between the Operator and the Government is
finally audited and settled and the Operator’s final report has been rendered, the Government may with-
hold such sums as it sees fit but not in excess of 10 percent of the estimated tota), cost of the work. To
the extent that excesses over fixed unit costs or any excess over the estimated total cost may be neces-
sary for the performance of the work, the Operator shall incur and pay such excesses for his own account
without contribution by the Government. The Government will not contribute to the cost of any work
performed prior to the date of this contract. The Government may make payments for the account of
the Operator directly to independent contractors and suppliers rather than to the Operator.

ARTICLE 5. Reports, accounts, audits.—(a) Operator’s records.—The Operator shall keep suit-
able records and accounts of the units of work performed and of any production in which the Govern-
ment may have an interest; and shall preserve those with respect to work performed for at least three
years after final payment by the Government, and those with respect to production for at least three years
after any obligation to pay royalties to the Government has terminated.. The Government may inspect
and audit said records and accounts at any time, either by itself or by a certified public accountant. The
Comptroller General of the United States or his representative, until the expiration of said three-year
periods, shall have access to and the right to examine all pertinent books, documents, papers, and records
of the Operator: :

~ (b) Progress repo'rts and vouchefs —-The Operator shall prov1d=e the Government with five copies of
monthly progress reports in three sections as follows : (1) Operator’s Monthly Report and Voucher show-
ing a detailed statement efgnits of work performed during the reporting period; (2) Operator’s Unit
Cost and Progress Report showing the various types of work performed during the reporting period and
the fixed unit costs incurred for each typ & rk; and (3) a Narrative Report of the work performed
during the reporting period.including ad ii gengineering-geolog’icél maps or sketches, drill hole logs
and locations, and assay reports on samples taken concurrently with advance in mineralized ground.
(Forms for reporting under (1) and (2) above will be provided by the Government.)

(c) Final report.—Upon completion of the work or termination of the Government’s obligation to
contribute to costs, the Operator shall furnish the Government with five copies of a final report (in addi-
tion to the final progress report and voucher). This final report shall include a geological and engineering
evaluation of the results of the work performed under the contract with an estimate of the ore reserves
resulting from such work, complete assay data, adequate geological and engineering maps or sketches,
and a summary of the work performed and the unit costs thereof.

(d) Report of sales—The Operator shall provide the Government with suitable accounting and doc-
umentary evidence covering all production to which the Government’s percentage royalty relates, such as

copies of smelter or concentrator settlement sheets, and certified accounts of production and sale or other
disposition of production.
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(e) Compliance with requirements.—If in the opinion of the Government any of the Operator’s
reports, records, or accounts are insufficient or incomplete, or if the Operator fails to make them, the
Government may procure the making or completion of such with suitable attachments as an expense of
the work to which the Operator shall contribute. The Government may withhold approval and payment
of any vouchers relating to insufficient or incomplete reports, records, or accounts.

ARTICLE 6. Repayment by Operator.—(a) Certification.—If the Government considers that a
discovery or development from which production may be made has resulted from the work, the Govern-
ment, at any time not later than six months after the Operator has rendered a sufficient final report (see
Article 5), may so certify in writing to the Operator. Such certification shall describe broadly or indi-
cate the nature of the discovery or development. o

(b) Royalty on production.—The Operator, as principal if the Operator is the producer or as surety
if the Operator is not the producer (for example, if the Operator either transfers or fails to retain his
interest in the land), shall pay to the Government a royalty on all minerals mined or produced from the
land, as follows: (1) regardless of any certification of discovery or development, from the date of the
contract until the lapse of the time within which the Government may make such certification or until
the total net amount contributed by the Government without interest is fully repaid, whichever occurs
first; or (2) if the Government makes a certification of discovery or development, for a period of ten years
from the date of the contract or until the total net amount contributed by the Government without inter-
est is fully repaid, whichever occurs first.

(¢) Basis for computation.—The Government’s royalty shall be a percentage of the gross proceeds
(including any bonuses, premiums, allowances, or other bénefits) from the production sold, in the form
sold (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent), at the point of delivery (the f. o. b. point) ; except, that
charges of the buyer arising in the regular course of business, and shown as deductions on the buyer’s
settlement sheets, on account of the cost of treatment processes performed by the buyer, sampling and
assaying to determine the value of the production sold, and freight paid by the buyer to a carrier (not the
Operator), shall be allowed as deductions in arriving at the “gross proceeds” as that term is used herein.
Any costs of treatment processes, sampling, assaying, or transportation performed or paid by the Oper-
~ ator or by anyone other than the buyer are not deductible in arriving at the “gross proceeds” as that
term is here used. The term “treatment processes,” as here used, means those processes (such as milling,
concentrating, smelting, refining, or equivalent, but excluding fabricating or manufacturing) applied to
the crude ore or other production after.it is extracted from the ground to put it into a commercially mar-
ketable form.

(d) Unsold production.—If any production (ore, concentrates metal, or equivalent) after the lapse
of six months from the date the ore was extracted from the ground remains neither sold nor used by the
Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations (for instance, if it is stockpiled), the Gov-
ernment, at its option, as long as it so remains, may require the computation and payment of its royalty on
the value of such production in the form (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent) it is in when the Gov-
ernment elects to require computation and payment. If any production is used by the Operator in inte-
grated manufacturing or fabricating operations before the Government makes its election, the Govern-
ment’s royalty on such production shall be computed on the value thereof in the form in which and at
the time it is so used. “Value” as here used means what is or would be gross income from mining oper-
ations for percentage depletion purposes in Federal income tax determination, or the market value,
whichever is greater.

(e) Percentages of royalty.—The percentages of the Government’s royalty shall be as follows:

One and one-half (11%) percent of amounts (“gross proceeds” or “value”) not in excess of eight
dollars ($8.00) per ton of production in the form in which sold, held, or used, plus one-half (%) per-
cent for each additional full fifty cents ($0.50) by which such amounts exceed eight dollars ($8 OO)
per ton, but not in excess of five (5) percent of such amounts.

(For instance: the royalty on an amount of five dollars ($5.00) per ton would be one and one-half
(1%2) percent; on an amount of ten dollars ($10.00) per ton, three and one-half (31%4) percent.)

(f) Time for computation and payment.—The Government’s royalty shall be computed and paid

currently upon each lot sold, held, or used in integrated operations, as the case may be, as above pro-
vided in this Article.





(g) Lien for payment.—To secure the payment of its percentage royalty, there is hereby granted
to the Government a lien upon the land or the Operator’s interest in the land and upon any production
of minerals therefrom until the royalty claim is extinguished by lapse of time or is fully paid.

(h) Notice to purchasers.—The Operator shall give notice of the Government’s claim for royalty to
any purchaser of the production, and shall authorize and direct such purchaser to pay the royalty
directly to the Government and to furnish the Government with copies of the settlement sheets. If
the records of any production and sales or other disposition of production, whether the production is by
the Operator or by others, are not made available to the Government, the amount of the royalty may be
estimated by the Administrator, Defense Minerals Exploration Administration, or his successor, and
his estimate thereof shall be final and binding upon the Operator.

(i) No obligation to produce.—Nothing in this contract is to be construed as imposing any obliga-
tion on the Operator or the Operator’s successor in interest to engage in any production operations.

(J) Governmment not obligated to buy.—Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any
obligation on the Government to purchase any minerals mined or produced from the land.

ARTICLE 7. Termination of the Government’s obligations.— (a) If in the opinion of the Govern-
ment operations at any time have failed to achieve anticipated results that indicate the probability of
making a worthwhile discovery and in the opinion of the Government further operations are not jus-
tified, the Government may give the Operator written notice thereof, and thereupon the Government shall
be free of all obligation to pay on account of units of work not then performed, and the Operator shall be
free of all further obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may be necessary and incidental to
winding up, reporting, and accounting.

(b) If in the opinion of the Government the Operator is in any manner in default under the terms of
the contract, the Government may give the Operator written notice of such default with a specification of
reasonable time within which the default must be cured; and if the Operator fails to cure such default as
required, thereupon the Government shall be relieved of all obligation to pay on account of units of
work not performed when the notice was given, and the Operator shall be free of all obligation to prose-
cute the work other than such as may be necessary and incidental to winding up, reporting, and ac-
counting. The Government may also avail itself of any other remedy the law may provide for breach
of contract, including the right to rescind the contract and to demand repayment of all moneys con-
tributed by the Government under the contract.

(¢) The giving of any notice by the Government under the provisions of this Article 7 shall not
affect the Government'’s rights as provided for in the contract with respect to a percentage royalty, and
liens to secure the payment thereof, and such rights shall be fully preserved.

ARTICLE 8. Notices to be given by the Government may be delivered to the Operator or may be sent
by registered mail addressed to the Operator at the mailing address stated in this contract. If mailed,
notices are deemed to have been delivered five days after the date of mailing.

ARTICLE 9. Officials not to benefit.—No member of or delegate to Congress or resident commis-
sioner shall be admitted to any share or part of this contract or to any benefit that may arise therefrom;

but this provision shall not be construed to extend to this contract if made with a corporation for its
general benefit.

On September 23, 1953, the Field Team
recommendation that a contract be granted to this applicant who had
now formed a company known as Bear Creek Mines, Inc., was forwarded
to Washington, D. C., based on an examination report prepared by
E. A, Magill, U.S.B.M., and Willard P. Puffett, U.S.G.S. On
November 6, 1953, this application was denied by Washington, but
on March 31, 1954, additional information was sent to Washington
again recommending the Oberg property for its consideration; however,
on August 11, 195L, we were informed by Washington that Docket No.
DMEA-3417 replaced Docket No. DMEA-3137 and that ObergyGovan &
Gehrke;qa partnership, would be the Operator, Subsequent events
led to the final return of the contract and the docket was closed
after the applicant's representative was notified by Washington
on February 8, 1955, that the application was being withdrawn.

The proposed unit cost for drifting, even though it in-
cludes timbering, appears unreasonably high. In view of the time
that has elapsed since the last examination and the more extensive
program that is proposed, a complete reappraisal is probably in





order; however, this will not be done until a field referral has
been received,

A drief examination of tho deposits
desoribad below was made by the writer
on September 12th and 13th, 1956, for
New dWellington ¥inos, ltd., Yiotoria,
Be Co

The known munganese deposits of Clallom County, Washington
are chiefly confinad to the southern slopes of the most northerly range
of the Ulympic Mountains, which parallels the Strait of Juan de Fuca
between iort Anpgeles and Sappho. They ocour within a bslt of serpent-
inised basalt, and associated calcareous sediments, 4 to & milas wide,
known as the Metochosin Volsanics. Thay are described by Stephem M.
Green in “Manganoss Derosits of the Olympic Peninsuls, <ashington”, as
followa:

"The manganese deposits oceur as veinlike, tabular budies mostly con-
{formable to the adjacent bedding, as irregular pods and lenses, and
ocoasionally as dikelike masses. Widths may vary from s fraction of
an inch to 30 feet or so, and lengths of 500 feed without interruption
are known, uch greater lengths doubtless exist, but, unless continu-
ously exposed, it is not safe to assume ¢ontimity between axposures,
sven though the strike and physical characteristics of separate out-
crops indicate that only one body is involved. Uommonly, the deposits
pinch and swell or ocaur ae isolated lenticular waisees in the plane of
strike and dip. Faulting, also, adds to the somplexity of occurrence.

"ihe manganese bodies always are assvclated with basalt and related
offusive rocks, now mostly altered to gresnstone and, in suze places,
serpentine., Very fine grained limestone and brown calcareous argillite
are other usual aceompanying rock varietioes. 4 given mangsnese body
may be entirely in basalt, or entirely in limestone or argillite that
is stratiyraphically near basalt, or it may be at contacts of such
rocks. These relationships are a distimet aid in prospecting.”





The region is served by U. S. lighway 101, an all-weather,
heavy-duty paved rosd following the valley of the ioleduck river slong
the southern margin of the manganese-bearing range. A number of logging
roads give access to this range, which has an average summit slewvkiion
of 3,000 foat. A power line follows the highway and is not more than
two miles distant Lrom any of the deposits exanined.

This is in reply to your letter of August 19, 1958, in
which you ask if 20 tons of ore averaging 50.04 percent manganese
is still stockpiled at the referenced mine.

On August 28, 1958, we were advised by E. A. Magill,
Mining Engineer, U. S. Bureau of Mines, that he had talked to
Mr. E. R. Gehrke, one of the owners of the mine. Mr. Gehrke said
that ore had been sold by New Wellington Mines, Ltd. to Mr. Gordon
H. Weber to "sweeten up" a shipment of ore that Mr. Weber was making
from another property. He believed that only 8 tons had been ghipped
and that New Wellington had received an initial check of "about $80
which was to be followed by an addltional check when final payment
on the conmbined shipment was received." Magill stated that neither
Mr. Weber nor Mrs. Oldring of New Wellington Mines, Ltd. could be
reached at this time for exact details of the transaction. He also
said that & DMEA sample which he took from the stockplle assayed
Lo. 9 percent manganese.

We wrote the operator a letter on Septenber 3, 1958 in-
forming him that royalty was apparently due the Government. Two
copies of this letter were sent to you. Mr. L. Phillips, Secretary,
replied by letter dated September 19, two copies of which are enclosed.
These should have been sent to you with the copies of our letter to
the operator dated October 13, copies of which were sent to you. We
have heard nothing further from the operator.

Meanwhile we received copies of the GSA settlement sheet
and Magill telked to Mr. Weber. Mr. Weber has stated that he pur-
chased from New Wellington Mines, Ltd. 7. 5 long tons of ore and
included it with a shipment of ore to the GSA depot at Butte, Montana

under Lot No. 1040 dated March 13, 1958. He further stated that he





had paid New Wellington "the same price he had received from the
GSA or about $§; per ton plus a proportionate share when he re-
ceived the final settlement of $354." He also stated that he had
taken all the ore that was stockpiled at the mine. It therefore
appears that the estimate of 20 tons mentioned in the operator's
final report was in error. As “you know, an estimate of the tonnage
in a small stockpile is extremely difficult to make with accuracy
due to the voids between the pieces of rock.

The GSA settlement sheet for Lot No. 1040. shows that
the grade of the shipment was 4l.k percent manganese, agreeing
closely with the sample Magill took from the stockpile, and that
Mr. Weber was paid $58.86 per ton. On this basis the 7.5 tons
Mr. Weber bought from New Wellington Mines, Ltd. would be worth
ghhl .15; the royalty due the Government on this amount would be

22.07.

We have written the operator agein requesting payment
of royalty and enclose two copies of our letter.

Since these deposits were first examined by the writer,
on September 16th, 1956, they have been vigorously explored with
D.M.E,A, participation, by New Wellington Mines Limited, of
Victoria, B. C. Three lenses on the Bear Creek No. 1 Claim, a
"float" occurrence on the Bear Creek No, 3 Claim and a deposit
on the Victory Claim were investigated. The work, which included
both surface stripping and underground exploration, was under-
taken in an effort to locate orebodies of commercial size and
grade. As two carloads of hausmannite had previously been
shipped from the property, such exploration appeared to be
justifieds The work was contracted to Mr. Barney Bowles of
Bear Creek, Washington, Valuable advice and assistance was
rendered by Mr. E. A, Magill, Mining Engineer, Bureau of Mines,
Seattle, Washington. ,

EXPLORATION DETAILS

At the request of New Wellington Mines, the writer
visited the property on August 15th, 16th and 30th, 1957. The
adit and the main surface bench were surveyed by transit, and the
upper bench was tied to this survey by compass and tape. The
survey is shown on the accompanying map. During the course of
the exploration the following work was done:






EXPLORATION DETAILS (Continued)

(1) The main bench was widened by about 10 feet over a
length of 80 feet, and most of the ore in the "B" outcrop
was sorted out and stockpileds, The ore remaining in the
face of the bench consists of a series of small pockets,
averaging less than 10 inches wide, intermittently distri-
buted along a flat-lying, undulating fault,

(2) An adit was started at the "A" outcrop, 33 feet lower
than the main bench. This mineralization lenses out within

a few feet, but the adit was continued as am exploration

drift to the north and east for 270 feet, to a point almost
directly under the main benche. As no ore had been encountered,
drifting was discontinued and a two compartment vertical

raise was driven 30 feet to the surface to explore any possible
downward extension of the "B" outcrop. No ore was intersected
in the raises '

(3)  An upper bench was bulldozed to expose the "Ch;out-
crop, 47 feet above the main bench. A small lens of manganese
was gouged out, sorted and stockpiled, :

(%) A cut was bulldozed on the Bear Creek No, 3 Claim,
where several large pieces of manganese float had been dis~
covered, but no ore was found in place,

(5) On the Victory claim a lense of bementite is exposed
in an old opencut. A trench was bulldozed across the projected
strike of this deposit above the open cut, but failed to reach
bedrocke The open cut was subsequently enlarged by drilling
and blasting,

RESULTS

As a result of this work, an estimated 20 tons of
marketable manganese-oxide ore, assaying 50,04% Mn and 8,10%
S5i02, was obtained. All three deposits on the Bear Creek No. 1
Claim proved to be separate lenses with no depth extensions,e
No mineralization was encountered iin either the adit or the
raise.






| CONCLUSIONS

All the known occurrences of manganese on these claims
have now been investigated. Although it is quite possible
that other deposits may exist in the area, their presence
cannot be predicted. As it is evidently impossible to project
such deposits to depth, or to determine their attitudes from
surface exposures, future exploration of similar deposits
should be confined to the immediate vicinity of the outcropse

In answer to and in clarification of questions brought up
by Mr. Selfridge in the subject letter:

In the second paragraph of the subject letter my memorandum
of September 26 is quoted in saying that I did not believe that fur-
ther exploration is warranted. What was meant by that statment (and
it is not clear in the memo) is that I do not believe additional
funds should be- allocated to the project over the amount called for
under the present contract.

The statement quoted in paragraph L4 in regard to the project
not having made a new ore discovery is correct. The work which has
been carried out under the DMEA contract discovered no ore that was
not known to exist at the start of the contract. The ore presently
exposed in the open cut and from which the two samples mentioned
in paragraph I were taken was known to exist at the start of the
contract. The extension of this ore was the target for the project.
The adit and raise driven under the contract disclosed no ore al-
though the raise surfaced at a point where sample EAM-A2 containing
21.4 percent mangsnese was taken. The manganese mineralization
pinches out in the 7 or 8 feet back from the open pit face which was
broken out by the raise.

There remain two possibilities for extension of the
manganese lens exposed in the open pit. One is the possibility
that the manganese exposed in the west end of the pit (32.3 percent
manganese with a width of 2 feet and length of 10 feet) may continue
back into the hill. This is the target which the Operator presently
wishes to explore. The DMEA adit undoubtedly crosses beneath the
lens if it does have an extension for any appreciable distance.





. .
. . ' .

The Operator has discussed the possibility of raising to intercept
the extension with the 51 feet remaining in the contract. It will
undoubtedly take over 51 feet of work to determine if the lens has
an extension, which extra work the Operator says they will do on
their own account. I believe that the Operator should be allowed
to use the remaining footage in the contract to determine if this
western exposure has an extension.

The second possibility for the continuation of the lens is
the extension of the zone which was faulted off by the strong fault
at the east end of the open pit. Movement of the east section appears
to have been southeastward and possibly downward. The size of this
faulted section is of course unknown. At the point where it is
faulted off, the mineralized zone is from 1 to 2 feet in thickness
but of poor grade.

If the project is terminated at the present time we have
no basis for claiming a discovery. If the Operator is allowed to
use the 51 feet remaining in the contract, there is the possibility
that an extension of the ore in the west end of the mineralized
zone may be located. Consequently, it is recommended that the
Operator be allowed to use the remaining footage; by doing so the
intent of the contract is not changed and it does not appear that
an smendment would be necessary for the use of such footage.

A visit was made to the property on September 13, in company
with Ronald Van Noy, Bureau of Mines engineer. No one was working at
the property at the time of the visit. It is understood that the work
was shut down on September 9. Rail and pipe have been removed from the
adit and stacked near the portal. The compressor has been removed.

Since the last visit to the property on August 15 the main
adit has been turned sharply south and a raise put through to the surface.
The raise holed out (see attached map) a few feet to the west of the
strong fault in the open cut. No manganese mineralization was cut in
the crosscut and reportedly there was no mineralization cut in the
raise. The raise could be exanined for only about the first 15 feet
above the adit level because there was only 10 feet of ladder in it. h*%
The raise .is two compartment with the west compartment a waste chute; e
overall dimensions are approximately 10x7 feet with the chute being
about 4x7 feet. Raise sets are on 5-foot centers and the raise is 7
timbered to the gsurface, a distance of 35 feet. The raise then con- .
tinues on for about 6 feet as an untimbered cut. The manganese
mineralization exposed in the main open cut was intersected just
above the timbered portion of the raise. At this point it appears
to be striking parallel with the face of the cut and dipping flatly
southwarde The structure at this point is quite weak and contains
very little manganese. No attempt was made to follow the structure
back into the hill from the top of the raise.{

The Operators haiie slabbed off the mineralized structure
in the face of the open cut about 20 feet west of the raise. The
slabbing disclosed a zone about 12 feet in strike length which is
several feet (lower edge covered with muck) or more in thickness. A
grab sample of the broken ore from this exposure was taken for assay.

The property was visited September 5, 1957. The drift
had been continued on the same bearing for about 10 feet beyond
the face of August 15, 1957, then turned and driven about normal
to the mineralized zone exposed at the surface. At 20 feet beyond
the turn a raise was driven 33 feet to the surface. The raise '
broke through along the faulted zone and only one small pod con-
taining a few tens of pounds of ore was encountered.

The two samples shown on the accompanying figure were
taken August 15, 1957, by E. A. Magill, U. S. Bureau of Mines,
They represent what appeared to be the two best exposures of
manganese in the open cut at that time.

The underground work has failed to intersect any
significant manganese mineralization. The wall rock is basalt with
minor faults and fractures very common. In the face there is a seam
of red argillaceous rock about 6 inches in width exposed. Similar
rock can be seen locally in the open pit above. It is very doubtful
that this seam could be correlated with a surface exposure; in fact
it probably doesn't extend that far.

During the visit, help was given to Mr. Plumb in making a
transit-tape survey of the underground workings and the mineralized
zone in the open pit (see attached sketch which is based on results
of transit survey). This survey indicated that the face of the adit
was 25 feet in back of and 31 feet (rail) beneath the approximate
center of the mineralized zone exposed in the open cut.

Inasmuch as no manganese mineralization had been cut in
the adit it was decided after a conference with Mr. Plumb and Mr.
Bowles to make a sharp turn in the heading to the south and advance
the heading (southward) about 15 feet. Then a vertical raise would
be put up for 31 feet to intersect the projection (mineralized zone
appears to lie essentially flat) of the mineralized zone. The zone
would then be drifted on (southward about 10 feet) to the surface for
ventilation purposes. If the zone does lie flat then a drift would
be carried northward on the zone to determine how far back into the
hill the mineralized zone carries. '

The Operator has been doing some bulidozer work for their
own account on two manganese lefises near the eastern boundary of the
main open cut. At the time of the visit they were using a D-8 to
make a cut into the hill on these two exposures. The exposures are
each about 7 feet in length and up to 2 feet in width. The Operator
hopes that they will widen out as they go into the hill.. So far they
have mined about 20 ton of ore from the main open cut and the two
exposures to the east. Further work in the main open cut is deemed
too dangerous because of the high steep bank. Two channel samples
were cut in the face of the open cut across the mineralized zone.

Work under the contract is being carried on at a rapid
rate and should be completed shortly after the 1lst of September.,

The subject property was visited on August 6, 1957 with
E. A. Magill, Mining Engineer, U. S. Bureau of Mines.

The purpose of the visit was to check the structure within
the adit to see if it had been cut off by a fault and if so to see if
the adit could be directed in such a way as toggain pick up the
structure.

The adit was collared on a structure which is clearly
exposed above and to the east of the portal. This structure appears
to be a continuation of the one in which the main ore zone is exposed
(fig. 1). The structure is extremely weak and disappears in the back
at about 18 feet in from the portal. The adit was continued in the
footwall material and exposes flat lying but rolling gouge zones up
to about 4 inches thick along the walls. No particular structure or
mineralized material were followed to the present face.

The rock is highly fractured at all angles and several
faults are. apparent, although no evidence showing the directions of
movement was seen. Inasmuch as no persistent structures were seen
for the adit to follow and as no direction of movement along the faults
could be determined, no recommendations can be made to change the
location of the heading.

The Operator was given an alinement of approximately N. 7.6° E.
along which to continue the adit for about 75 feet. From this point
the ore exposed at the surface near station 1 (fig. 1) is southerly
about 50 feet and sbout 30 feet above. A crosscut and/or a raise can
then be driven to intersect.the possible northerly extension of the
exposed ore.

Since the last visit to the property on July 1 the adit has
been collared and driven for 110 feet. Timber has been installed for
only the first 16 feet near the portal. The timber sets are 5 x 7
feet in the clear. The basalt in the remainder of the adit, although
highly fractured, appears to stand well. Mr. Bowles! attention was
drawn to a point a few feet inside the innermost set where a loose
slab needed catching upe.

The adit was collared on the structure which is clearly ex-
posed in the bank above the portale In the adit the hanging wall of
the structure (fault) can be seen in the back. What is apparently
the footwall has been followed by the adit for about 55 feet to where
a steeply-dipping cross fault cut it off and it is lost. No manganese
mineralization of any consequence was seen along the structure under-
grounde In fact it appears that the structure may have been lost or
decreased very greatly in strength only a few feet inside the timber.

A visit was made to the property on July 1, 1957. M. E.
0ldring, secretary of New Wellington Mines, and Vic Oberg, one of the
property owners, were on the property at the time of the inspection.

Work under the exploration project contract commenced on
June 28 when a caterpillar D-8 bulldozer started clearing out the
access road. At the time of the visit the bulldozer was digging out
and leveling for a portal site. This site is at the westernmost
“exposure of the manganese-bearing structure. At this point the
structure is dipping 33 degrees to the west and appears to strike
almost due north. However, it is believed that the structure curves
towards the east as it goes into the hill. Near the proposed portal
site the mineralized structure, which occurs in basalt, is from 1 to
3 feet in width, containing pods of hausmannite. The greater portion
of the structure is made up of crushed manganese-stained basalt.

The Operators have contracted the drifting. The contractor
was expected at the property on July 2.

These two shipments came from open pit operations. The
Operators were unable to mine further by open pit methods because of
the steep bank which was developed, .causing slides which necessitated
the removal of an excessive amount of waste. Consequently, any further
mining or exploration will have to be carried on by underground methods.
The property has been inactive since the two shipments were made in 1953.

It is noted that there is a question raised in Mr. Nelson's
memorandum of December 6, 1956 to W. S. Martin concerning the strike of
the ore zone. The appllcant*s map shows the strike of the ore zone to
be northeast-southwest, whereas in 1953-54 the map shows a portion of
the ore zone to be north-south. This matter is easily reconciled; the
west end of the ore zone strikes essentially north-south while at the
east end it strikes east-west. The ore zone varies in strike and dip
from one end to the other. On the easterly end of the zone the structure
is almost horizontal, making the determination of the strike difficult.
To further compllcate this, exposures have been very small and at the
present time the only good exposure is on the west end of the zone.

An attempt was made on January 9, 1957 by Don Kellum,
Geological Survey, to re-examine the property, but 13 feet of snow
prevented access. There has been no work carried on at the property
since the last examination was made on May 26, 1954; therefore, it is
felt that the report by E. A. Magill, Bureau of Mines, dated June 2, 1954,
describing this inspection, and thereport dated September 2, 1953 by
E. A. Magill and Willard Puffett, Geological Survey, contain all the
pertinent data which is available at the present time. It is felt that
since no further work has been carried out, the present proposed program
can be evaluated on these reports inasmuch as the present program is
essentially the same as that proposed before.

We belleve ‘that the property still warrants an exploration
program. We are not in favor of the appllcant's proposal of crosscutting
from a point 50 feet below the last visible outcrop to intersect the
structure. We believe that any underground work should be started on
the structure and kept on it if at all possible. The lens-like ore
bodies of the area are too irregular to warrant any man-sized openings
that are not on ore unless such work has been preceded by drilling;
consequently, we propose a program which is essentially the same as
that in the unsigned contract of Docket No. DMEA-3417. It is believed
that more crosscutting and drifting footage may be desirable as
requested in the new application. This additional footage will allow
the Operator to explore a greater length along the strike of the lens.






Costs have been revised to a figure more in line with present
costs on other projects in the vicinity. These estimated unit costs are
much lower than those requested in the application.

A proposed program, along with an attached map to show the
location of the work, is as followss

Description of the Work

The exploration work is indicated on the attached map entitled
"Bear Creek Mine, Clallam County, Washington." ;

1. With a bulldozer, build from the existing logging road a
new access road approximately one-half mile in length. The bulldozer
shall also be used to prepare a portal site at the lowest elevation to
which the manganese-bearing structure may be traced on the Bear Creek
No. 1 claim.

2. From the lowest exposed point on the structure, drift
along the structure northeasterly for a distance not to exceed 300 feet.

CONCLUSIOHS

All the known ogourretices of manganese on these olaims
have now been investigated. Although it is quite possible
that other deposits may exist in the area, their pressnce
sannot be predicted. is it is evidently impossible to project
such deposits to depth, or to deternine their attitudes from
surface exposurss, future exploration of similar deposits
should be confinad to the immediate vicinity of the cutcoropse.

It is agreed - mlSST ................... , between the United States of America, acting through the
Department of the Interior, Defense Minerals Exploration Administration, hereinafter called the “Gov-
ernment,” and New Wellington Mines, Ltd,. (N, P. L.). incorporated under

hereinafter called the “Operator,” as follows:

ARTICLE 1. Authority and project.—(a) This contract is entered into under the authority of the
Defense Production Act of 1950, as amended. It consists of this form (MF-200A), the attached
Annex I (land description), Exhibit A (work and costs), and the maps and documents listed therein.
The project work is a search for indicated or undeveloped deposjts of the commodity designated above.
The Operator shall begin the work on or before \/s// /f/ f7 .......... IS , and, subject to the
provisions of Article 7 and Exhibit A;-shall complete the work within .._..... 9. ... months from the date
of the contract. ‘

(b) The description of the work and the fixed cost for each unit of work to be performed (per foot
of drilling, per foot of drifting, per hour of operations, etc.) are ,}%ereby agreed upon as specified in
‘Exhibit A. The estimated total cost of the project work is $1.:©090° .......... The Government will
contribute ... T5.... percent of the fixed unit cost of the work performed, not exceeding $.11,160.00
in accordance with the provisions of Articles 4 and 5.

(c¢) The Operator shall not transfer or assign this contract or any right or obligation thereunder
without the written consent of the Government.

ARTICLE 2. Operator’s property rights.—(a) The Operator represents and undertakes that
Annex I correctly describes the land which is the subject of this contract and the nature of the Operator’s
rights of property and possession therein (whether as owner, lessee, or otherwise), and that such right,
title, or interest is subject only to the following claims, liens, or encumbrances: See Annex X .

(b) The Subordination Agreement of the holder of any claim, lien, or encumbrance listed above and

(tf the Operator does not hold the legal title) the Consent to Lien of any holder of the legal title of the
land (lessor, seller, optionor, ete.) are attached, as follows: Consent €0 Lien and Sybording-
tion Agreements of Vandors under Agreement of Cctober 27, 1956,

(c) The Opel_'ator shall preserve and maintain his right, title, and interest in the land and his right
to the possession thereof for the purposes of this contract, and shall devote the land and all existing im-
provements, facilities, buildings, installations, and appurtenances to the purposes of this contract. The
Operator shall néither transfer, convey, nor surrender the land nor any right, title, or interest therein, nor

permit nor suffer any claim, lien, or encumbrance thereon, without expressly referring to and providing






in the instrument of conveyance, lien, or encumbrance for the preservation of the Government’s right to
a percentage royalty on production and lien for the payment thereof. Two copies of such instrument
shall be furnished to the Government. If the Government’s rights to royalty as provided in Article 6
have been terminated, the provisions of this paragraph (c) shall become inapplicable.

ARTICLE 3. Performance of the work.—(a) Operator’s responsibility.—The work shall be per-
formed diligently, efficiently, expertly, in a workmanlike manner, and in accordance with good mining
standards and State regulations governing health, safety, and liability insurance covering employment.
The Operator shall provide suitable and adequate equipment, facilities, materials, supplies, and labor
to complete the work, as specified in Article 1 (a).

(b) Government may inspect.—The Operator shall consult with and inform the Government on all
phases of the work as it progresses. The Government may enter at all reasonable times to inspect the
work under the contract, and also after certification of discovery or development, to inspect production

operations and underground workings. The Operator shall provide the Government with all reason-
able means of access for such inspections.

ARTICLE 4. Contribution by the Government.—The Government will make its contribution on
the basis of the monthly vouchers referred to in Article 5 (b) ; but all payments by the Government are
provisional only, subject to audit, and until the account between the Operator and the Government is
finally audited and settled and the Operator’s final report has been rendered, the Government may with-
hold such sums as it sees fit but not in excess of 10 percent of the estimated total cost of the work. To
the extent that excesses over fixed unit costs or any excess over the estimated total cost may be neces-
sary for the performance of the work, the Operator shall incur and pay such excesses for his own account
without contribution by the Government. The Government will not contribute to the cost of any work
performed prior to the date of this contract. The Government may make payments for the account of
the Operator directly to independent contractors and suppliers rather than to the Operator.

ARTICLE 5. Reports, accounts, audits.—(a) Operator’s records.—The Operator shall keep suit-
able records and accounts of the units of work performed and of any production in which the Govern-
ment may have an interest; and shall preserve those with respect to work performed for at least three
years after final payment by the Government, and those with respect to production for at least three years
after any obligation to pay royalties to the Government has terminated. The Government may inspect
and audit said records and accounts at any time, either by itself or by a certified public accountant. The
Comptroller General of the United States or his representative, until the expiration of said three-year
periods, shall have access to and the right to examine all pertinent books, documents, papers, and records
of the Operator.

(b) Progress reports and vouchers.—The Operator shall provide the Government with five copies of
monthly progress reports in three sections as follows : (1) Operator’s Monthly Report and Voucher show-
ing a detailed statem_ent @gqi‘qs of work performed during the reporting period; (2) Operator’s Unit
Cost and Progress Report showing the various types of work performed during the reporting period and
the fixed unit costs incurred for each type;o{? oxk; and (3) a Narrative Report of the work performed
during the reporting period . including adéqfagh:%ngineering-geological maps or sketches, drill hole logs
and locations, and assay reports on samples taken concurrently with advance in mineralized ground.
(Forms for reporting under (1) and (2) above will be provided by the Government.)

(c) Final report.—Upon completion of the work or termination of the Government’s obligation to
contribute to costs, the Operator shall furnish the Government with five copies of a final report (in addi-
tion to the final progress report and voucher). This final report shall include a geological and engineering
evaluation of the results of the work performed under the contract with an estimate of the ore reserves
resulting from such work, complete assay data, adequate geological and engineering maps or sketches,
and a summary of the work performed and the unit costs thereof.

(d) Report of sales.—The Operator shall provide the Government with suitable accounting and doc-
umentary evidence covering all production to which the Government’s percentage royalty relates, such as

cqpies of smelter or concentrator settlement sheets, and certified accounts of production and sale or other
disposition of production.

(e) Compliance with requirements.—If in the opinion of the Government any of the Operator’s
reports, records, or accounts are insufficient or incomplete, or if the Operator fails to make them, the
Government may procure the making or completion of such with suitable attachments as an expense of
the work to which the Operator shall contribute. The Government may withhold approval and payment
of any vouchers relating to insufficient or incomplete reports, records, or accounts.

ARTICLE 6. Repayment by Operator.—(a) Certification.—If the Government considers that a
discovery or development from which production may be made has resulted from the work, the Govern-
ment, at any time not later than six months after the Operator has rendered a sufficient final report (see
Article 5), may so certify in writing to the Operator. Such certification shall describe broadly or indi-
cate the nature of the discovery or development.

(b) Royalty on production.—The Operator, as principal if the Operator is the producer or as surety
if the Operator is not the producer (for example, if the Operator either transfers or fails to retain his
interest in the land), shall pay to the Government a royalty on all minerals mined or produced from the
land, as follows: (1) regardless of any certification of discovery or development, from the date of the
contract until the lapse of the time within which the Government may make such certification or until
the total net amount contributed by the Government without interest is fully repaid, whichever occurs
first; or (2) if the Government makes a certification of discovery or development, for a period of ten years
from the date of the contract or until the total net amount contributed by the Government without inter-
est is fully repaid, whichever occurs first.

(c) Basis for computation.—The Government’s royalty shall be a percentage of the gross proceeds
(including any bonuses, premiums, allowances, or other benefits) from the production sold, in the form
sold (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent), at the point of delivery (the f. 0. b. point) ; except, that
charges of the buyer arising in the regular course of business, and shown as deductions on the buyer’s
settlement sheets, on account of the cost of treatment processes performed by the buyer, sampling and
assaying to determine the value of the production sold, and freight paid by the buyer to a carrier (not the
Operator), shall be allowed as deductions in arriving at the “gross proceeds” as that term is used herein.
Any costs of treatment processes, sampling, assaying, or transportation performed or paid by the Oper-
ator or by anyone other than the buyer are not deductible in arriving at the “gross proceeds” as that
term is here used. The term “treatment processes,” as here used, means those processes (such as milling,
concentrating, smelting, refining, or equivalent, but excluding fabricating or manufacturing) applied to
the crude ore or other production after it is extracted from the ground to put it into a commercially mar-
ketable form.

(d) Unsold production—If any production (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent) after the lapse
of six months from the date the ore was extracted from the ground remains neither sold nor used by the
Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations (for instance, if it is stockpiled) , the Gov-
ernment, at its option, as long as it so remains, may require the computation and payment of its royalty on
the value of such production in the form (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent) it is in when the Gov-
ernment elects to require computation and payment. If any production is used by the Operator in inte-
grated manufacturing or fabricating operations before the Government makes its election, the Govern-
ment’s royalty on such production shall be computed on the value thereof in the form in which and at
the time it is so used. “Value” as here used means what is or would be gross income from mining oper-
ations for percentage depletion purposes in Federal income tax determination, or the market value,
whichever is greater.

(e) Percentages of royalty.—The percentages of the Government’s royalty shall be as follows:

One and one-half (11%) percent of amounts (“gross proceeds” or “value”) not in excess of eight
dollars ($8.00) per ton of production in the form in which sold, held, or used, plus one-half (1%) per-
cent for each additional full fifty cents ($0.50) by which such amounts exceed eight dollars ($8.00)
per ton, but not in excess of five (5) percent of such amounts.

(For instance: the royalty on an amount of five dollars ($5.00) per ton would be one and one-half
(11%) percent; on an amount of ten dollars ($10.00) per ton, three and one-half (314) percent.)

(f) Time for computation and payment.—The Government’s royalty shall be computed and paid

cgrrently upon each lot sold, held, or used in integrated operations, as the case may be, as above pro-
vided in this Article.






(g) Lien for payment.—To secure the payment of its percentage royalty, there is hereby granted
to the Government a lien upon the land or the Operator’s interest in the land and upon any production
of minerals therefrom until the royalty claim is extinguished by lapse of time or is fully paid.

(h) Notice to purchasers.—The Operator shall give notice of the Government’s claim for royalty to
any purchaser of the production, and shall authorize and direct such purchaser to pay the royalty
directly to the Government and to furnish the Government with copies of the settlement sheets. If
the records of any production and sales or other disposition of production, whether the production is by
the Operator or by others, are not made available to the Government, the amount of the royalty may be
estimated by the Administrator, Defense Minerals Exploration Administration, or his successor, and
his estimate thereof shall be final and binding upon the Operator.

(i) No obligation to produce.—Nothing in this contract is to be construed as imposing any obliga-
tion on the Operator or the Operator’s successor in interest to engage in any production operations.

(j) Govermment not obligated to buy.—Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any
obligation on the Government to purchase any minerals mined or produced from the land.

ARTICLE 7. Termination of the Government’s obligations.— (a) If in the opinion of the Govern-
ment operations at any time have failed to achieve anticipated results that indicate the probability of
making a worthwhile discovery and in the opinion of the Government further operations are not jus-
tified, the Government may give the Operator written notice thereof, and thereupon the Government shall
be free of all obligation to pay on account of units of work not then performed, and the Operator shall be
free of all further obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may be necessary and incidental to
winding up, reporting, and accounting.

(b) If in the opinion of the Government the Operator is in any manner in default under the terms of
the contract, the Government may give the Operator written notice of such default with a specification of
reasonable time within which the default must be cured; and if the Operator fails to cure such default as
required, thereupon the Government shall be relieved of all obligation to pay on account of units of
work not performed when the notice was given, and the Operator shall be free of all obligation to prose-
cute the work other than such as may be necessary and incidental to winding up, reporting, and ac-
counting. The Government may also avail itself of any other remedy the law may provide for breach
of contract, including the right to rescind the contract and to demand repayment of all moneys con-
tributed by the Government under the contract.

(c) The giving of any notice by the Government under the provisions of this Article 7 shall not
affect the Government’s rights as provided for in the contract with respect to a percentage royalty, and
liens to secure the payment thereof, and such rights shall be fully preserved.

ARTICLE 8. Notices to be given by the Government may be delivered to the Operator or may be sent
by registered mail addressed to the Operator at the mailing address stated in this contract. If mailed,
notices are deemed to have been delivered five days after the date of mailing.

ARTICLE 9. Officials not to benefit.—No member of or delegate to Congress or resident commis-
sioner shall be admitted to any share or part of this contract or to any benefit that may arise therefrom;

but this provision shall not be construed to extend to this contract if made with a corporation for its
