Field Team Report - dated Aug. 12,. 1957, by E.W. Parsons, USBM AND 
D.R. MacLaren, USGS: 


Due to extensive overburden, rock exposures are scarce but 
apparently the rocks underlying the property are quartzite, 
slates, schist, and gneiss that have been intruded by 
pegmatite and granite (?). Th8 meta-sediments appear to 
range in strike fromI20° to 30 E and dip steeply to the west. 


An open cut on the Blue Jay No. 2 claim 0has exposed a shear 
zone about 1 foot wide that strikes N.Zo E and dip 60° N.W. 
in rock of gneissic to pegmtic texture composed of quartz 
and orthoclase with accesso?y amounts of tourmaline and 
garnet. Radioactivity background in the open cut is about 
0.01 mr/hr. Two small lensflke patches, in the hanging 
wall rock of the shear, each about 18 inches long by 12 inches 
wide, show a radioactivity anomaly of about twice background. 
No anomalous radiøactivity was found in the shear now was 
any found elsewhere in the open cut or along the lines of 
traverse. 


Two channel samples cut across each of the anomalous patches 
one assayed 0.04 eU3Oand 0.03% cU308, and the other 
assayed 0.03 eU308 and 0.026% cU308. 


Radioactive granitic and pegmatite rocks have been found 
over a large area in Perry County. However, upon examination 
of thp areas they have;provento be from sffiall discontinuous 
peg4tic zones or grantic bands. No shipments of acceptable 
ore are known to have been made from the area. 


It is concluded that the probability of making a significait 
discovery of uranium on theproperty is poor. Therefore, 
the application, should be denied. 


Commodity Member's Comments: 


USBM, James Paone, August 23, 1957: 


Agrees with the Field Team's recommendation of denial. 


USGS, W. P. Williams, August 28, 1957: 


"The examining teamreport that the applicant's property 
is not favorable for the presence of worthwhile new 
uranium ore deposits.

Enclosed are three copies of an examination report on the 
above-referenced property by E. W.Parsons, Mining Engineer, U. S. 
Bureau of Mines and. D. R. MacLaren, Geologist, U. S. Geological 
Survey.


The only working on the property was a small open cut in 
which there are two small areas of anomalous radioactivity. Samples 
of these areas assayed 0.03 percent cu308 and 0.026 percent cU308 
respectively. No other evidence of the presence of uranium was found. 
Therefore, Parsons and MacLaren conclude that the chance of making 
a significant discovery of uranium on this property is poor and 
they recommend that the application be denied. 


We concur with this recommendation.
