The applicant could not show any evidence of a potential 
target on the West End property and Albee concludes that the 
structural and ore pattern of the Fern Hill property cannot be 
safely projected to the West End ground.. He, therefore, recommends 
that the application for aid to explore this property be 1enied. 


On the Fern Hill property considerable ore has been 
mined from breccia zones along faults, from sandstone beds adjacent 
to breccia zones, and from intersections of breccia zones with 
cross faults. Albee concludes that there may be such an inter-
section. between the cinnabar-bearing Opalite fault and the Black 
Wall thrust fault. He, therefore, recommends a two-stage program. 
The first stage would consist of trenching across the Opalite fault, 
particularly near the projected intersection of the Opalite and 
Black Wall faults. If cinnabar is found in encouraging amounts at 
the intersection or along the Opalite fault, he recommends a 
second stage of drifting. 


After the field examination had been made and the report 
nearly prepared, Mr. Gillispie in a letter dated January 11. , 1958 
asked that the applications be withdrawn. A few days after receiving 
this letter .Albee and G. G..

From 1925 to 1929, 
the Barnum-McDonell mercury mine produced 1,265 flasks • Between 1930 
and. 1914.2, as near as I can determine, the mine produced about 1,100 
flasks. Total production from the Morton district, which apparently 
includes the group of properties cited in the application, was about 
14.,ioo flasks up to 1930. 


The 0. Gillespie property produced 28 flasks of mercury 
from 75 tons of ore in 19311.. Also in 19314 ., the Spencer property pro-
duced. 0.5 percent of a flask from an unknown quantity of material.
