Accompaenying the application are three leases, only one of
which is to the applicant corporation. The other two leases apparently
have not been assigned to the applicant.

We will _schedule an examlnatlon as soon as possible at which
time we will request lease assignments and consents to lien, and will
prepare a map showing the location of the proposed holes. However,
we. will give this a low priority.

Assay results
ranged from 0.056 to 0.117 percent U30g.

Tungsten as scheelite and wolframite is found in 2 to
h-inch wide quartz veins in granite and aplite,

Neither the occurrences of uranium minerals nor those of
tungsten appear to have reasonable chances of possessing potentialities
for minable tonnages of ore on the property. I agree with the
recommendations of the examining team for denial of the application.

Scheelite and wolframite are found in quartz veins, all
of which appear to be associated with aplite dikes, Some autunite
and torbernite(?) coat the walls of one of the veins., The veins
are from 2 to U4 .inches wide and are discontinuous along the strike,
Samples from the veins assayed from a trace to 1.6l percent WOB‘

The examiners concluded that the possibility of making
a significant discovery is slight and recommend denial, The
Field Team concurs with this recommendation.
