The following report covers an exajunation made	 ing Company of the Caldo Min , 


Inc. property in the Blewett Mining District at the request of Mr. R. J Calvert, 


Company Secretary-Treasurer. The examination was made during the middle of 


October of this year by the writer. 


LOCATION:  


The Caldo Mining Company property is in Chelan County, Washgton, approxi-


mately LO niiles from the town of Wenatchee, the closest place of arr size and 11 


miles north of the Chelan-Kittitas County Line. It lies in Section it, Township 


22 North, Range 17 E., W M., at about latitude 47 0 2' North and longitude 1200 


LI7' West. It is' on the North slope of Negro Creek some three and one-.fourth 


miles by road from its confluence with Pebhastln Creek at an approximate elevation 


of 3,0 feet. The property is reached by traveling southward on U S Highway 


No. 97 . for a distance of 11- miles from U.S. Highway No. 2 or northerly on the seine 


highway for a distance of 3L1 miles from U S Highway No. 10, thence following an 


abariloned section of Highway 97 for seven-eights of a mile until crossing Negro 


Creek, from where an ungraded forest road along Negro Creek is followed in a 


westerly direction for a distance of three and two-tenths P01 les to the Company. 


Camp. From this point a jeep or tractor road switchbacks up the steep north slope 


of the creek for a road distance of some th.rty-three hundred feet to the mine 


workings. 


PROPERTY 


The property consists of the Caldo Tunnel Site, a mill site, and Caldo No. I. 


and Lor'v-i No 2 mineral claims, all of which are held by location. The mineral 


claims and the mill site are within the confines of the 3,000 foot by 3,000 foot 


tunnel  site, 


Buildings consist of a 16 foot by 24 foot all-weather cabin and a summer tent- 


cabin combination at the Camp, and a 6 foot by 8 foot metal covered frame shed at 


the mine workings.
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The property is held by the Caldo Mining Company, Inc., 833 Walker Avenue, 


Wenatchee, Washington. Company Officers are Oren Dodd, President, Gordon Ohme, 


Vice-President, and R J Calvert, $ecretary.Treasurer, 


HISTORY 


According to the present owners, in the early 1900's mining wa carried out 


at this location under the name of the Lucky Strike Mine by a Mr Striker, and 


at 'a, somewhat later date under a Mr. Kershner. At this time the ore was packed down 


to the creek where it was ground in an arrasta and the gold was separated by 


panning. No record of early day tonnages or values now exists, but values are 


purported to have been high. Old workings, although now caved, attest to 


previous mining activity on the property. 


TOPOGRAPHY. 


The topography , of the immediate area is that of steep slopes and canyon-like 


valleys. Negro Creek, on wnich the property is located, occupies a valley having 


a mean relief of some 2,700 feet, with rises up to nearly 3,000 feet to a mile in 


some instances. Ridges between canyons are narrow for the most part and steeply 


sloping, making travel otherthan by foot extremely difficult. 


Dranage of the area is easterly via Negro Creeks which has an approximate 


fall of L50 feet to'. the mile to its junction with Peshastin Creek, and thence in 


a northerly direction to the Wenatchee tIiver which flows to the east. 


Most of the slopes in the area are sparsely tirribered with medium small pine, 
fir, arid scattered tamarack together with a small amount of low growing shrup-type 


plants. Greek bottoms are failry densely timbered with larger growths of the same 


species. 


GEOLOGY 


Mount Stuart Folio, No. 106 of the U.S...Geological Survey gives the detailed 


areal geology of the area covered by the property under discussion, as well as a
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considerable area surrounding the property. Only a very superficial study of 


some of the rock types represented in the vicinity, other than on the mine property, 


was made during this examination. 


Rock types represented in the mine area consist chiefly of partially serpentinized 


basalts. in places these have been, extensively sheared and altered to the point 


where they are now loosely consolidated, and in places rractures and voids have 


been filled with calcite up to several inches in thickness. 


A series of roughly parallel shear zones varying in width from six to ten 


feet, having a strike of around S. 75 E., and a variable dip of around 20 0 to 250 


to the north are present in and adjacent to the mine workings. Another major 


shear zone striking An "a northerly direction and dipping flatly to the east at 


around 200 intersects the easterly striking shears at this locality. At and near 


the intersections of these two sets of shears irregular lenses of white quartz, 


purportedly carrying high values in free gold have occurred. Only one small lens 


having raximuni dimension of 9 inches by 18 inches is exposed in the workings at 


the present time. The presence of 'She, ars other than in the mine workings is 


indicated by surface soil showing considerable iron oxide discoloration. 


MINE VJIZIN&S 


As stated previously all of the old wor'ings fnDri which or w iaksn are 


now caved. In the past sixteen months the Caldo Mining Coripiiy b a ,,5 dttcniteQ to 


open up the old workin gs and in so doing has stripped and open cut an area 105 


feet by' Lo feet. An estimate of imaterial remo ed by this method is 11,500 tons. 


Due to the sheared and fractured condition of the material at this location, old 


workings were already caved, or caved as approached. Within this area all ore 


had previously been renov ccl during early day mining. Since a Luiiit in depth had 


been reached at which this type of mining could be accomplished with the equipment 


available, the open cut operation was given up. 


A crosscut was then driven at a,-point 15 to 23 feet below the bottom of the 


open cut on a bearing of N. 1110 E, for a distance of 100 feet from where it was
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continued for another 35 feet on a bearing of N. 100,W Due to the broken nature 


of the ground it was necessary to timber and lag the, crosscut for its entire 


length, thus it was possible to obtain only a very small aniount of information by 


direct observation. According to the Mine Owners old workings which had been 


mined o'ut had been encountered at a point 50 feet front the adit and again at a 


point 110 feet from the adit, which were now caved. From tiat observations could

be made these were very probably the sante oxidized shear zones that were observed 


in the open cut areaabove. During the crosscutting operation quartz was said to 


have been observed in the bottom of the workings at the point where the crosscut 


encountered, the 'irst shear. 


During the early day operations, at an approximate elevation of 3,510 feet, 80 


feet below the elevation of the above described crosscut, and 110 feet S. 150 E., 


a crossuct was driven on a bearing of N. 290 E. for ' , a di$tnce of lLiO feet. 


Eccept for soil wash and sluff nearly closing the dit, this crosscut has remained 


open during the years since it was driven and ip, stall accessible and ingood 


condit±on..;,lttis. in slightly serpentinizedbasalt.for its entire distance with no 


evidence of the shear, zones which occur in the workings above.	 .; 


OTHER WJR& 


Under the present management a well constructed and serviceable tractor or 


,jeep road has been built frort the. , .mine camp on Negro Creek to the mine workings, 


a road distance of .62 miles. Considerable work has also been done in the clearing 


and conditioning of the camp site. 


C0NCL1S IONS 


From all indications it appears that the ore has occurred in lenses at or 


near the intersections of the two sets ff shear zones k ith1r1 the limited area 


of the present mine workings all of the ore appears to have been removed during 


early periods of mining. 


The size and strength of the shear zones indicate that they should continue
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for considerable distances and additional ore should occur at other favorable 


locatioris. 


Due to the fact that the ore occurs in broken and altered areas, considerable 


timbering 'will probably be necessary, 


The old crossnut at the 3,510 foot level was improperly positioned to 


intersect the ore bearing shear zones within the limited distance it was driven. 


Had it been placed at 'a Lo foot higher elevation or , 80 feet to the east W it 


would have intersected the shear zones with a good possibility of ore being found. 


As it is now it is below and to the west of the projections of these shears. 


Since the east-west shears are dipping to the north this crosscut, if extended, 


sIould also intersect their down dip extensions, providing the,r attitudes remain 


fairly constant. If its bearing was changed to due north it should intersect the 


first of these shears at an approximate distance of 200 feet. 


RECOM'IENtiATI0NS FOR FUTURE RK' 


The old 3,510 foot level crosscut could be cleaned out and rehabilitated at 


a very small cost. As an exploratory progranme it is recommended that this be done 


and that first it be extended twenty feet from where it be driven approximately 


100 feet 'to the east to intersect the projected shear zone. It is also recommended 


that the old crosscut be 'extended. 20 feet to the north from where a raise be driven 


for a distance of 50 ' feet to investigate ore poss:ibflities at this horizon. 


Upon intersection of, shear zones these should be drifted on to determine occurrance 


of ore lnees along their strike. Should this work disclose the presence of ore 


it is Pecornmended that a 200 foot extension of the old..crosscut be made to the north. 


The 3,510 foot crosscut'-would be a good position from which to conduct a 


modest dianond drilling rogranime, however since ore bodies are expected to be 


small and soniewhat discontinuous, this type of exploration would probably not be 


too effective either as to proving or disproving the presence of ore
