Reports, accounts, audits. --(a) Operator's records.--The Operator shall keep suitable 
records and accounts of the units of work performed and of any production in which the Government may have 
an interest; and. shall preserve those with respect to work performed for at least three years.after final 
payment by the Government, and those with respect to production for at least three years after any obligation 
to pay royalties to the Government has terminated. The Government may inspect and audit.said records and 
accounts at any time, either by itself or by a certified public acéountant. The Comptroller General of the 
United States or his representative, until the expiration of said three-year periods, shall have access to 
and the right to examine all pertinent booIs, 4ocuiñents, papers, and records of the Operator. 


(b) Monthly reports. --The Operator shall provide the Government with four copies of monthly reports in 
three sections as follows:

(d) . Report of sales. --The Operator shall provide the Government with suitable accounting and documentary 
evidence covering all production to which the Government's royalty relates, such as two copies of smelter or con-
centrator settlement sheets and certified accounts of production and sale or other disposition of production. 


(e) Compliance with requirements.--If the Government determines that any of the Operator's reports, 
records, or accounts are insufficient or incomplete, or if the Operator fails to make them, the Government 
may procure the preparation or completion of same with suitable attachments as an expense of th work to which 
the Operator shall contribute. The Government may withhold approval and payment of any vouchers relating to 
insufficient or incomplete reports, records, or accounts. 


ARTICLE 6. Repayment by Operator. --'(a) Certification. --I the Government considers that mineral or 
metal production from the land covered by the contract may be possible as a result of the exploration work, it 
shall so certify in writing to the Operator at any time not later than six months after a sufficient final 
report and final accounting (see Article 5) have bêen furnished. 
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(b) Royalty onpioiction.--The Operator, whether or not the producer (for example, if the Opera-
' tor either transfers or does not retain hi interest in the land), shall pay to the Government a roy-
alty on all minerals and metals mined orroduced from the land as follows: 


(1) irrespectivf any certification of possible production--frem the date of the contract 
until the lapse of the tiinè ithth which the Government may issue such certification or until the 
total net amount contributed by7he Government is fully repaid with interest, whichever occurs 
first; or


(2) if the Government issues a certification of possible production--for a period of ten 
years from, the date of the contract or until the total net amount contributed by the Government is 
fully repaid with interest, whichever occurs first'. 
(c) Payment of royalty.- 7 '(l) The Government's oyalty shall be five percent of the gross proceeds 
(including any bonuses, premiums, ailowanes, or other benefits) from the production sold, in the 
form sold (ore, concent'ate, metal, or equivalent), at the point of delivery (the f.o.b. point); 
except, that charges of the buyer arising in the regular course of business and shown as deductions 
on the buyer's settlement sheets (such as treatment proceses performed by the buyer, sampling and 
assaying to determine the value of the production sold, and freight payable by the buyer to a 
carrier (not the Operator or producer)), shall be allowed as deductions in arriving at the "gross 
proceeds" as that term is used herein. No costs of the Operator or producer are deductible in 
arriving at the "gross proceeds" as that term is here used. 


The term "treatment processes" means those processes (such as milling, concentrating, smelting, 
refining, or equivalent, but excluding fabricating or manufacturing) applied to the crude ore or 
other production after it is extracted from the ground to put it into a commercially marketable 
form.


(2) The Government's royalty shall be computed and paid currently upon each lot sold, held, 
or used in integrated cpérations, as the case may be. 
(d) Unsold production. --If any production (ore, concentrate, metal, or equivalent), after the 


lapse of six months from the date the ore was extracted from the ground, remains neither sold nor used. 
in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations (for instance if it is stockpiled), the Govern-
ment, tt its option, as long as it so remains, may require the computation and payment of its royalty 
on the value of such production in the form (ore, concentrate, metal, or equivalent) it is in when the 
Government elects to require computation and payment. If any production is used in integrated manufact-
uring or fabricating operations before the Government makes its election, the Government's royalty on 
such production shall be computed on the value thereof in the form in which and at the time it is so 
used. "Value" as here used means what is or wOuld be gross income from mining operations for percentage 
depletion purposes in Federal income tax determination, or the market value, whichever is greater. 


(e) Lien for payment.--To secure the payment of royalty (see Article 6(b)), the Operator hereby 
grants to the CDvernment a lien upon his interest in the land and upon any production of minerals and 
metals therefrom until the royalty claim is extinguished by lapse of time or is fully paid. 


(f) Notice to purchasers.--The Operator or producer shall give notice of the Government's claim for 
royalty to any purchaser of the prodüdtioñ, ' and hàlI authorize and direct such pruchaser to pay the 
royalty directly to the Government and to furnish the Government with copies of the settlement sheets. 
If the records of any production and sales or other disposition of production, whether the production is 
by the Operator or by others, are not made available to the Government, the amount of the royalty may be 
estimated by the Government, and this estimate shall be final and binding upon the Operator or producer. 


(g) No obligation to produce. --Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any obliga-
tion on the ' erator or the Operator's successor in interest to engage in any proth4ction operati•ons. 


(h) Governmexib not: obligated to buy. --Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any 
obligation on the Government to purchase any minerals and metals mined or produced from the land. 


ARTICLE 7. Termination of the Government's Obligations.--(a) If the Government determines that 
operations at any time have failed to achieve anticipated results and further work is not justified, the 
'Government may give the Operator written notice thereof, and thereupon: 


(1) the Government shall be free of all obligation to pay on account of units of work not then 
performed; and 


(2) the Operator shall be free of all obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may 
be ncessary and incidental to final accounting andreporting. 
(b) If the Government determines that the Operator is in default under the terms of the contraCt,

I visited Mr. Ed Lovitt in the L-D mines office in Wenatchee on 


Tuesday, May 7, l97 4 , to learn if mining was continuing at the 
B-Reef. Eleven carloads of ore had been shipped this spring and 
the Government has been paid a royalty of $696.65. 


Mr. Lovitt told me that the smelter will no longer accept ore from 
the B-Reef mine and that it is going to be necessary to construct a 
treatment facility to up-grade the ore. He contemplates preparing three 
cement and asphalt slabs on which to heap-treat the ore with cyanide 
solution; the process will be similar to that currently being researched 
by the U. S. Bureau of Mines in Salt Lake City. Mr. Lovitt had been 
in conversation with officials of the Environment Protection Agency 
to get approval. He believes the treatment facility can be constructed 
before'the end of summer this year. 


The period during which the Government is entitled to a lien on production 
from the B-Reef extends to Sept. 211., l97) 	 No royalty is currently due 
to the Government from production at the mine.

I am enclosing herewith the information requested re OME-6460 (Gold) 


As I recall we did not complete the work authorized under this project. 
It became financially impossible for us to proceed for two reasons: 


(1) Our flotation plant recovered only 50% of the values in "B" Reef 
ores as compared to 95% or better in "A" Reef ores. 


(2) Tacoma Smelter cancelled our "fluxing ore" contract. I really 
can't blame them for this, because we were milling all our "A" Reef ore and 
shipping concentrates to Kellogg, Idaho. Development ore from "B" Reef was 
shipped to Tacoma whenever we felt it would pay its way. In other word we 
used Tacoma Smelter as a sampling plant and were no longer a reliable source 
of fluxing ore. 


As the matter stands at the monent we are supplying Tacoma Smelter 
with all its fluxing needs. The source is "Dry Gulch" ad the product shipped 
is attrition scrubbed silica sand. 


Recently Tacoma Smelter manager indicated that he would accept "B" Reë1 
ore as fluxing material. Lack of a suitable mill or a smelter market during 
the past few years has made it impossible to do: any further work on "B" Reef. 
It would now appear that there is an opportunity to proceed with further 
development. Hopefully it could lead to full production again in the Wenatchee 
area.


To reactivate OME-6460 would certainly make it easier for me to accomplish 
my purpose. Without this assistance I will strive to repeat my performance on 
the Gold King. 


Please let me hear from you concerning this matter.

I visited L-D mines' B Reef with Mr. John Haas, U. S. Geological Survey, 
on Friday morning, September 18, 1970. We spent about an hour in the 
L-D mines office discussing the geology of the area with Mr. E. H. 
Lovitt, major shareholder in L-D mines. Mr. Lovitt then accompanied 
us to the B-Reef where he unlocked the gates to the main incline so 
that Mr. Haas and I could enter and make an examination. Mr • Lovitt 
did not accompany us underground. 


Mr. Haas collected several samples of' small quartz veins and together 
we examined the mine walls to the now-flooded sump that was excavated 
under the OME contract. 


There was no evidence of any recent mining activity at the B Reef, 
and obviously there has been no production since my last inspection 
on July 12, 1969. The period during which the Government is entitled 
to royalty on production from the B-Reef extends until September 21t., 
1975.

INTRODUCTION 


This report summarizes an 01€ exploration project for gold ore at 
the L-D Mines' B Reef, southwest of Wenatchee, Chelan County, Wash-
ington. The contract, dated September 21i-, 1965, was for a total 
of $133,260.00,. of which the Government would contribute 50 percent 
or $66,630.00. Contract work started in December 1965 and was 
terminated on April 6, 1967. The contract was amended three times. 
Work included 330 feet of inclined shaft, 712 feet of drift, 150 
feet of crosscut, 75 feet of inclined raise, and 1,510 feet of 
long-hole drilling. Total accepted cost of the work was $59,21i.7.50 
of which the Government contributed $ 29, 623 . 75 . The termination 
agreement included a pseudocertification provision whereby the 
Operator would pay to the Government the royalty on production 
provided for in the contract in the same manner and amount as if 
a Certification of Possible Production had been made. Royalties 
paid to the Government total $237.50, and are based on sales of 
l, 1i- 1i-6.0l7 tons of crude ore sold between April 15 and November 7, 
1966. The mine is now idle.

PROPERTY 


The land cons ists of about 60 acres described as ESE*SE* sec. 16, 
E-NE*NE sec. 21, and the WNWNW* sec. 22, all in T. 22 N., R. 20 
E., W.M., Chelan County, Washington (fig. 1). Mineral rights are 
held for the land described in section 16, and fee titles are held 
for the land described in secs. 21 and 22 pursuant to the terms of 
the LD Mines Agreement dated December 1,1961.

The property is at the south end of Miller Street, Wenatchee, Wash-
ington, and is about one-half mile from the city limits. A paved 
road leads to the property. Altitudes range from about 1,000 feet 



	


to a maximum of	 feet. Hillslopes are steep, and there is only 
sparse natural vegetation; trees are scarce. 


Underground workings that had been completed prior to the ONE contract 
included about 1200 feet on three levels (fig. 1), and explored a block 
of ground 380 feet long, 220 feet wide, over a vertical distance of 
125 feet. Entrance to the underground workings is from two adits and 
an inclined shaft.


GEOLOGY 


Gold occurs in silicified sediments of the Swauk Formation at the L-D 
Mines property. The Swauk Formation, of Eocene age, is composed of 
conglomerate, arkose, shale, and carbonaceous rocks (Foster, R. J., 
1960, p. 103), rests unconformably on Swakane gneiss of pre-Ordovician 
age and is overlain unconformably by Yakima basalt of Mid-Miocene age 
(Coombs, 1950, p. 371 ) . Andesite porphyry, basalt, dacite, rhyolite, 
and perlite have intruded the Swauk Formation near Wenatchee (Coombs, 
1950, p. 371-372) . The sedimentary rocks form northwesterly-trending 
folds and, in the mine area, are overturned along an anticlinal axis, 
here referred to as the Gold King anticline. 


The silicified zones, locally referred to as "reefs," 200-1,300 feet 
long and 100-600 feet wide, are localized near the axis of the Gold 
Kind anticline. Five reefs, the Gold King, MacBeth, A, B, and C, have 
been explored for gold; the first two yielded about 367,500 ounces of 
gold and .i-20,00O ounces of silver from 833,000 tons. 


Granitized arkose and spherulitic breccias associated with felsite 
have been found along the trend of the Gold King anticline (Coombs, 
1950 ; Coombs, 1952); and attest to the action of hydrothermal solution 
and metasomatism. Possibly some of the spherulitic breccia described 
by Coombs is identical to one or more of the reefs. Perlitic rock is 
found underground in the B Reef mine (fig. 2) and this suggests that 
the B Reef is, in part, similar to the domed spherulitic breccia. 


Three stages of hydrothermal alteration of arkose have been recognized 
in the mine area (H. Kirkemo, written comm., 1965): 


1. Feldspar altered to sericite; bedding planes obliterated; 
rocks appear granitic. 


2. Silicification and brecciation. 
3. Resilicification of brecciated silicified rock. 


Gold and silver is found in hydrothermally altered rock (any stage), 
but is not in unaltered rock. Minerals are typically epitherrnal and 
include native gold, electrum, nauxnannite, and aguilarite; pyrite, 
chalcopyrite, tetrahedrite, sphalerite, and stibnite are accessory 
minerals. Ore minerals are very fine grained and seldom are visible 
to the unaided eye.
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The ore in th Gold King Reef is in widely spa d veins that are 
mined individually. The ore in the I.cBeth Reef is in numerous, 
closely-spaced veins in intensely silicified, brecciated masses, 
and is mined in large blocks. 


B Reef, about 250 feet long, 100 feet wide, and 100 feet thick, 
had been explored by three companies between 1950 and 1965 . Ship-


ments of L.,3l6 tons averaged 0.356 ounces gold and 0.663 ounces 
silver per ton. Silicified and brecciated sandstone appears grani-
tized. Pebble dikes, some with pebbles Ii inches long, are present. 


A few quartz veins, 0.1-0.3 feet thick, and dipping 5°-25° W., con-
tain adularia but no recognizable ore minerals. Some samples of 
the quartz vein contained more than an ounce of gold per ton. The 
assay maps indicate that the mineralized area rakes southward at 
a low angle. Long-hole drilling had intersected a zone below the 
l04-0 level (fig. 1) that assayed 0 . 35 ounces gold per ton. The 
planned exploration was to delineate limits of this mineralized 


area.


PURPOSE OF PROJECT 


The purpose of the project was to explore for gold-bearing ore bodies 
by shaft-sinking long-hole drilling, crosscutting, drifting, and 
raising in and along B Reef, a mineralized reef consisting of altered 
sedimentary rocks in the Swauk Formation of Eocene age, and associated 
igneous rocks.


C ONTRACT 


The contract, No. 2210, dated September 214., 1965, required that work 
start on or before February 1, 1966, and to be completed within 2 1 i-


months from the date of the contract. The work was to be divided 
into two stages as follows: 


Stage I. - -From the face of the inclined shaft near mine coordinates 
10, 1i30 N., 21+,820 E., and about 60 feet below floor, level at the 
portal, continue the inclined shaft another 290 feet on approximately 


a -15° incline in a southerly direction to traverse the mineralized 
zone in B Reef. 


To further explore the mineralized zone, a station shall be estab-
lished at a selected level in the shaft driven in Stage I, and drifts 
and crosscuts extended to the limits of the mineralized structure. 
An aggregate of not more than 750 feet of drifting and crosscutting 
shall be performed on this level. 


Percussion long-hole drilling not exceeding L. ,000 feet shall be per-
formed from this level to further test the extent of mineralization. 
Drill stations shall be spaced no less than 100 feet apart, and no 
more than 6 holes shall be drilled from one station. 


Raises totaling not more than 300 feet shall be driven from this level 
at locations not less than 200 feet apart. Maximum height for individual 
raises shall not exceed 75 feet.

The contract was amended three times as follows: 


Amendment No. 1, dated February 15, 1966, changed the beginning position 
of the inclined shaft to near mine coordinates 10,14. 14.7 N., 24,866 E. 


Amendment No. 2, dated August 23, 1966, permitted the inclined shaft to 
be extended 300 feet under Stage I. Changes could be made in the course 
and inclination of the shaft if required by geologic conditions orppera-
ting procedures. Crosscuts, drifts, or similar near-level workings were 
permitted to provide access for equipment necessary to continue shaft 
exploration to greater depth. A shaft station was allowed at a selected 
level, and drifts and crosscuts from this station were to be extended to 
the limits of the mineralized structure. No more than 755 feet of drift-
ing and crosscutting shall be performed in Stage I. 
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Allowable shaft sinking under Stage II was decreased from 290 to 
250 feet. 


Total costs under Stage I were revised upward to $68,500.00, and those 
under Stage II were revised downward to $611.,760.00. 


Amendment No. 3, dated February 6, 1967, permitted l,092 feet of 
drifts, crosscuts, and raises to be driven from the station at a 
selected level in the shaft driven in Stage I. Additional explora-
tion by drifting, crosscutting, and raising under Stage I could be 
undertaken with the balance of funds not utilized for the long-holing. 
Unit costs were revised to permit the changes; total costs for Stage I 
remained at $68,500.00.


PROJECT WORK 


Contract work started in December 1965. Prior to the beginning of 
the contract, some lateral drifting from a point in the shaft about 
80 feet above the OME starting point had found a fault limiting the 
ore; hence the shaft, under the OME contract, was sunk on a different 
bearing than originally planned. If the shaft had continued on the 
originally planned bearing, it would have crossed the fault into 
relatively unfavorable ground. The shaft was deepened 90 feet in 
December and an additional 83 feet in January 1966. Concurrent with 
the shaft sinking in January, the Operator, at his own expense drove 
a crosscut (920 level) to the west for 120 feet to intersect and ex-
plore the limiting fault. 


Troubles in shaft sinking developed in February 1966. Soft ground 
was encountered after sinking an additional 30 feet. Front end 
loaders became stuck; two loaders were stuck simultaneously at one 
time. A fairly heavy flow of water further complicated the work. 
Part of the bottom of the shaft was filled; a short length of nearly 
level "drift" was driven, and a new incline was sunk for 27 feet 
where it intersected a fault and was abandoned. A new incline was 
started to the southwest but it encountered a fault at 68 feet and 
was abandoned.. Another incline was started toward the northwest. 
The various headings of the shaft are shown on figures 1, 2, and 3; 
the faults encountered are shown on figure 2. The Operator did not 
want to explore the ground south of the faults for he believed these 
areas are unfavorable for ore. 


In August 1966, the shaft was advanced to the level of the shaf t-
loading pocket. These workings were in shipping grade ore and 5 
sixty-ton carloads were shipped with a sample grade of 0.L-0 ounce 
gold per ton. The Operator stated that the material shipped bore 
little resemblance to ore in other parts of the reef, and to ac-
count for the gold values there was only sparse pyrite and an oc-
casional narrow quartz vein. 


In September 1966, the loading pocket was completed and 33 feet of 
drift and 5 feet of crosscut were completed on the 873 level.







S 
In October, the 873 level was advanced 71i. feet to the north and 63 
feet to the south. Two crosscuts, No. 2 and No. 3, were advanced 
12 and 23 feet respectively. 


In November, the 873 level was advanced 14i. feet to the north, 30 feet 
to the south; No. 3 and No. 1- crosscuts were advanced 18 and 12 feet 
respectively and the No. Ii. raise was driven 83 feet to connect with 
a sunip on the upper workings (fig. 1). 


In Deceniber 1966, the 873 level was advanced 81 feet iD the north, 
51 feet to the south and the No. 3, No. 5, and No. 6 crosscuts were 
advanced 26, i6, and 50 feet respectively. Three long holes total-
ing 11.211. feet were drilled from the No. 3 crosscut. This work approxi-
mately finished the drifting and crosscutting allowed under Stage I. 
An amendment, No. 3, was prepared to permit additional drifting with 
funds that had been unexpended for raising, long-hole drilling, and 
shaft timbering. 


In January 1967, the 873 level was advanced 57 feet to the south and 
57 feet to the north, and the No. 6 crosscut was extended 2.3 feet, 
a total of 137 feet. Eleven long holes totaled 1,086 feet. The 
drilling was unsuccessful in finding extensions of known ore sections. 


The Operator, on March 111., 1967, requested that the contract be termi-
nated because economics did not permit continuing the development work. 
The work had demonstrated the existence of a sizable body of ore con-
taining 0.30 ounce gold per ton but the gold could not be recovered 
at a profit. 


The contract was terminated effective March 1, 1967, by a termination 
agreement dated April 6, 1967. The accepted units of work and their 
costs done under the contract are as follows:

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REPORTS 


The Operator's final report was received on April 19, 1967 . A 
Report of Review, based on an examination of the files in Wash-
ington, D. C., on April 26, 1967, was issued in May 1967. There 
have been no royalty reviews. 


PROJECT RESULTS 


Assay data from the completed 01€ work are shown on figure 3. 
These data reveal that most of the drilling and underground open-
ings are in ground that contains less that 0.05 ounce gold per ton 
and from a trace to about an ounce of silver per ton. There are 
two areas that contain higher values in gold. Southeast of the 
sump and centered at about 10,300 N. 214.,9OO E. is a zone about 
14.0 feet long in which assays range from 0.16 to 0.14.9 ounce gold 
per ton. It was from this area that 5 sixty-ton carloads were 
shipped. The other area of higher gold values is on the 873 level 
and the No. 3 long hole and is centered about 10,350 N. -214-,830 E; 
the values here range from 0.25 to O.i6 ounces gold per ton. Above 
this level and in the 920 drift, the assays range from o.o6 to 0.14.3 
ounces gold per ton. 


The ground with the higher values of gold might be part of a zone 
that is nearly vertical or one that is an extension of the ore-
bearing zone formerly found on the 1000 and 10 14.0 level. If the 
latter, then the gold-bearing zone plunges about 22° S. 170 E. 
Most of the long holes are subparallel to this calculated bearing 
and none cross it at high angles. Therefore the exact trend and 
plunge of the ore-bearing zone has not been delineated. 


For the purpose of calculating ore reserves, it is assumed that 
there are two small ore zones (fig. 2) on and near the 873 level 
that are part of ore shoots continuous between the 1,000 level to 
about 150 feet down plunge below the 873 level. The horizontal 
cross-section area of the two zones on the 873 level are 60 x 20 
feet and 14.5 x 8 feet; assuming that the ore zone plunges about 
22°, the slope distance between the 1,000 and 873 level is about 
300 feet. Assuming a tonnage factor of 12 cubic feet per ton, 
there are 30,000 and 9,000 tons respectively in the two ore zones 
between the 873 and 1000 levels. Projecting them another 150 feet 
down plunge will add 15,000 and Ii. , 500 tons. The total indicated 
tonnage in the two shoots therefore is 58,500 tons. Gold content 
is 0.25-0.30 ounces per ton, or a total of li.,625-l7,55O ounces. 
This is the maximum that can be assigned to the ore shoots. If 
future work proves that the ore shoots are nearly vertical and dis-
continuous, the above figures will be meaningless. 


The Operator's final report considers that the 01€ work developed 
an ore body that is 80 feet long, 50 feet wide, and 80 feet deep, 
containing 25,000 tons averaging $8.86 per ton (assuming gold at 
$35 . 00 per ton).
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The silver content of the ore is less than 0.5 ounce per ton and will 
add only a small increment to the dollar value per ton of the ore. 


The Operator believed that there is insufficient gold in the ore shoots 
to be mined profitably at present-day gold prices. Further exploration 
of the ore is not warranted. 


There was no Certification of Possible Production; however, the termina-
tion agreement contained a pseudocertification under which a royalty 
will be due the Government on ore produced from the mine for a period 
between the date of the contract and September 211., 1975.

SUMMARY 


The OME contract work explored an area about 1.75 feet long that is 
80 feet-l2O feet below and to the south of known ore at the B Reef. 
Two small areas contain 0.l6_0. 149 ounce gold and 0.20-0.92 ounce 
silver per ton in silicified sandstone. The rest of the area con-
tains less than 0.1 ounce gold per ton. Faults separate silicified 
sandstone from barren sandstone; only long-hole drilling explored 
areas beyond the limiting faults. 


The more richly mineralized ground might be an extension of ore found 
in the older, upper workings. If true, the ore rakes 22° S. l7 E. 


However, the "ore" in the OME workings might be part of a vertical 
zone.

3. Geological Features: 


Ore bodies in the area are generally associated with silicified areas in 
arkosic sandstone. The silicification varies from intense silicification to 
rather mild silicification and is generally accompanied by the introduction 
of quartz veins. The quartz veins may be quite wide and very numerous, or 
very narrow and rather sparsely distributed. It cannot be said that grade of 
ore is re1ate. to the amount of the silicification or the number of the quartz 
veins. Faults or sheared argillaceous horizons in the sandstone have been 
effective in localizing the ore zones. 


Volcanic intrusions parallel the siliceous zones but are generally a few 
hundred, feed away from them. 


U. Geological Engineering Report and Ore Reserves: 


Prior to the advent, of OI Contract No. 6460, L-D Nines had done considerable 
underground and surface work hoping to discover and outline ore bodies similar 
to those then being mined on the Gold ICing property. 


Numerous longholes indicated an area 100' x 100' x 100' in which very 
interesting gold values were obtained. Underground and surface workings further 
substantiated these values. From these workings some 4,024 tons of ore, having 
a gross value of $54,338.86 (average value $13.50 per ton), were shipped to the 
Tacoma Smelter. Assuming this ore is representative of the entire block, the 
gross value of the ore body would be over l,000,O00,OO. Since the workings 
were, to some extent, directed into the better areas encountered in the longhole 
drilling, it is quite possible that the total value of the ore represented in 
this block is not over $500,000.00. 


It was hoped that work done under O Contract No. 6460 would succeed in 
outlining very considerable extensions to this ore block. In this respect, the 
work was quite unsuccessful since it failed to discover any further extensions. 


During the same period of investigation by L.-D Nines, three longholes 
drilled frori the 1046 level encountered values at an elevation approximately 
100 feet below this level. These values lay vertically below a completely 
unsilicified area and suggested that silicification and gold values might progress 
at depth to the south toward the Gold King Mine. This area was one of the prime 
targets to be developed under O1 Contract No. 6460.

As a result of development in the section discussed in the paragraph 
above, we can now say that a body of ore 80 long, 50 wide and. at least 80 
deep has been cveloped, Ore was shipped from the body from the 920 crosscut, 
the lowest shaft workings, the draw pocket for the 873 level and the 873 level. 
The total amount shipped is 1,444 tons; the total gross value $12,801.03. The 
average contained value in Au and Ag is $8.86/ton. Since no effort was made to 
direct these workings to areas of betterS values, it is reasonable assumption 
that this block contains 25,000 tons of $8.&6 ore, or a total value of nearly 
$250,000.00 in Au and Ag. 


Continued drifting on the 873 level, beyond the limits of the above ore 
body,and longhole drilling failed to disclose any further ore zones. It is 
expected, however, that continued development of this silicified area at greater 
depth toward "i" Reef to the north and the Gold King Mine to the south would dis-
close furtherore bodies. However, since the operating margin of profit on the 
average grade of ore that has been found in this district to-date has not been 
great, and since this margin of profit has continued to dwindle over the 18-year 
period of operation, it is doubtful that the camp can continue to operate at the 
present price of gold.

The Gold King was the second-larg-
est gold producer in Washington, being,' 
outranked only by the Knob Hill 
Mines' operation at Republic which in- I 


.cludes production from Day , Mines' 


adjoining Gold Dollar Mine. 
It was profitable because of the 


high silica content of the ore, used 
in smelting copper concentrates at the 
Tacoma smelter, where the ore was 
shipped.

In his Monthly Narrative Report for December 1966, dated January 12, 
1967, the Operator requested authorization to exceed the Stage I 
drifting and crosscutting authorized by the contract applying to 
the cost thereof some of the funds provided for shaft timbering,* 
and long hole drilling. 


This was discussed by. telephone with Harold Kirkemo and with the 
Operator. This memorandum will confirm the conclusions reached 
and the recommendations de at that time. 


The purpose of the contract is to explore for gold. ore by shaft 
thking, long hole drilling, crosscutting, drifting, and raising 
in and along the B reef. As is the cas .e with any exploration proj-
ect, the number of units of work of various kinds cannot be pre-
determined with complete and inflexible accuracy. This is espe-
cially true in this case due to the nature of the ore occurrences. 
Of the units of work provided in Stage I of the contract, there 
remain unused the following:

The B reef has not yet been completely explored, and the remaining 
30 feet of drifting and crosscutting is insufficient to complete 
Stage I exploration. It Is also clear that the presently provided

amount of raising and long hole drilling will not be fully necessary; 
no part of the shaft required timbering and, as the ground appears 
to be standing well, it is doubtful if any will be required. 


The results of the work completed to date clearly indicate the ad-
visability of continuing exploration under Stage I. The most 
feasible means of doing so is to continue drifting and crosscutting, 
raising where indicated by the results of this work, and additional 
long hole drilling. However, as it is impossible to predetermine 
with precision how much drifting, crosscutting, raising, and long 
hole drilling may be required and in order to give reasonable flexi-
bility in the use of these methods of exploration, it is recommended 
that an amendment be prepared to permit under one item drifting, 
crosscutting, and/or raising.

It is becoming apparent that we will 
be unable, to comply with the terms of the agreement on spacing requirements and 
complete the amount of raising and drilling allowed under the terms of the con-
tract. 


Would it be permissible to do additional drifting to take the place of the unused 
raising, longhole drilling and shaft timbering? In other words, we would like 
to do the total dollar volume of work authorized in Stage I by doing more drifting 
and crosscutting and less raising and drilling.

The subject property was visited September 12 and 13, 1966. As my 
arrival at the property on the afternoon of the 12th was within a 
tew minutes of blasting time, it was decided to visit the ONE work-
ings the morning of the 13th and to go through the mill the after-
noon of the 12th. 


In the absence of Mr. E. H. Lovitt, Mr. 0. D. Thompson, Mine Super-
intendent, accompanied the examiner during an inspection of the ONE 
workings. The crosscut from the. shaft for the first level has been 
completed. From the end of the crosscut a raise will be driven to 
about 15 feet and the drifting will be started from the top of the 
raise. The planned operational procedure is to lay rails in the 
drift and hand tram the muck, dumping it down the raise. From here 
the muck will be scooped up by front end loaders and tramned to the 
surface. 


Perhaps, the most striking feature is the complete inability of 
anyone without considerable experience in the mine to determine by 
eye where ore values may be found. Occasionally, hairlike stringers 
of quartz may be detected, but even in these areas, some assays show 
mill-grade material, others do not. It is hoped that on the next 
inspection Lovitt will be present to give a clearer picture than I 
could get from Thompson.

The L-D mine was visited the afternoon of June 2, 1966, and various 
matters relative to contract obligations and vouchering requirements 
were clarified during a discussion with E. H. Lovitt, Manager-Partner. 


At his own expense the Operator drovean inclined shaft to a point 
about 261i. feet southerly from and 6 feet below the floor of the 
shaft at the portal. This point is the start of the OME project. 
From the starting point, the shaft was continued at about -15° in a 
southerly direction from 232.8 feet. In the final 30 feet, front 
end loaders which were used for tranuning ground down into the 
suddenly softened shaft bottom until eventually two were stuck. The 
Operator followed the only feasible method of continuing the shaft. 
The last 30 feet were filled and a horizontal opening was driven 76 
feet southerly to pass the soft ground, then the Operator resumed 
winzing at -12° for 27 feet where a fault was encountered. Here the 
fault strikes E-W and dips 65° S. From his experience elsewhere on 
the property, the Operator determined that the rock beyond the fault 
was not ore producing, and that further work in this direction would 
be useless. This work actually involved 229.8 feet of shaft and 76 
feet of crosscut, of which only 202.8 feet of shaft and 14.0 feet of 
crosscut is claimed for 01€ support. 


Returning to point L shown on his maps, he turned southwesterly and 
drove 33 feet from L to M, at -7°, and 35 feet from M to a, at -111°, 
for a total of 68 feet at an avex'age grade of -13°. Just before 
reaching point a, a fault was encountered, beyond,which the rock was 
identified as unfavorable for ore deposition. This work actually 
involved 35 feet of shaft arid 33 feet of crosscut, of which only 33 
feet of crosscut is claimed for ONE support. 


With the continuation of exploration southerly and southwesterly thus 
established as futile, the Operator adopted the only feasible

procedure. From M he turned northwesterly and drove 32 feet from M 
to VI at -9°, and. 35.2 feet from VI to the present face. This work 
involved 67.2 feet of shaft, all of which is claimed for ONE support. 


It is concluded that the Operator did all that could be done in his 
attempt to follow the specifications of the contract, and that he 
showed uncommonly good. judgment in the various changes he had to 
make in order to pursue the intent of the contract which is to ex-
plore for a gold. ore body in this area. It is also concluded that 
the situations requiring his departures from the specifications 
developed. rapidly and. that, under the circumstances, he could not 
request separate amendments for each change as it had. to be made. 
Finally, it Is concluded. that he properly waited until he knew pre-
cisely what changes should. be made before requesting an amendment, 
His basic request is included in a letter dated July 1, 1966, with 
maps, and is supplemented by a more up-to-d.ate map showing the work 
completed. through June 1966. A copy of this map, a copy of his March 
through June MME Form 1 ) and a copy of his covering letter are 
enclosed. 


Although all the work was completed in good faith, and totals 332 
feet of shaft Inclined from -7° to -13°, and. 109 feet of drift and 
crosscut, he has limited the work claimed in his progress report to 
a total of 270 feet of shaft and 73 feet of crosscut as follows:

The present face of the shaft is about 60 feet below the start of 
the ONE work or about 120 feet below the floor at the portal of the 
shaft. From this point the Operator proposes to drive a curved 
crosscut about 30 feet westerly and from the end of the crosscut to 
drift northerly. As nearly as I can tell, the crosscut will end 
and the drift will start near the fault exposed at point a. He 
also proposes to continue the shaft 20 feet under Stage I and. 13 
feet under Stage II. He would then drive, under Stage II, a flat 
segment about Ii.5 feet long for a loading pocket, followed by 25 
feet of shaft to serve as a sump.

Unforeseeable structural problems clearly justify . an amendment to 
the specifications under each stage of the contract. Rewording of 
the specifications tà fit the changes required by the structure 
situation is a bit involved and. will be a little less confusing if 
shafting through the proposed sump and the drifting are all included 
under Stage I. This would increase the amount of shaft sinking under 
Stage I by li.0 feet or from 290 feet to 330, but would reduce the 
Stage II sinking by the same amount or to 250 feet. The costs of 
each stage would change proportionately and the total cost of the 
project would be reduced by $200.00. This change, or transfer of 
footage between stages, is recommended because: 


1. The request itself is reasonable and will reduce the cost of the 
project by $200.00 or the Government's share by $100.00. 


2. Stage II depends upon the results of Stage I. Therefore, unless 
the additional 1. feet of shaft and the loading pocket required to 
start the Stage I drifting are included in Stage I, drifting at this 
horizon could not be approved. 


3. It will simplify the vouchering and processing of vouchers if 
all work necessary to complete Stage I is contained in that stage. 


It is suggested that as of February 15, 1966 , Amendment No. 1 be 
rescinded and a new Amendment No. 1 be substituted therefor. The 
new Amendment No. 1 will be unchanged through item 1 under Exhibit 
A, but would continue something like: 


2. Under the heading Description of the Work - Stage I, the 
first paragraph is revised to read as follows: 


"From the face of the inclined shaft near mine coordinates 
10, 1447 N., 214. , 866 E., and. about 60 feet below the floor 
level at the portal, continue the inclined shaft about 205 fr' 
feet on approximately a -15° incline in a southerly direction. f 
From near the bottom of the shaft drive a curving crosscut 
through the general directions of south to southwest for 
approximately 75 feet.

Perhaps the detailed wording of the new Amendment No. 1 as suggested 
above could be simplified somewhat and still cover the situation if 
it went something like this: 


• . continue the inclined shaft about 330 feet on an 
approximate average incline of -15° in a southerly direc-
tion. Should presently unknown structural problems be en-
countered that might make it advisable to complete the shaft 
in a northerly direction, 120 feet of crosscut, driven hori-
zontally and/or at an inclination of less than -15° may be 
driven to reverse the direction Of the shaft which shall then 
be continued at an average incline of -15° in a northerly 
direction. The intent of this work is to traverse the 
mineralized zone in B Reef as schematically as shown on 
figures 2 and 3" 


The 120 feet of crosscut and drift should be deducted from the 750 
feet presently provided in second paragraph in this section. This 
should cause no operational problem because the drift will be 
starting about 100 to 120 feet northerly from its originally intended 
start. 


Possibly the last sentence of the second paragraph should be changed 
to read: "An aggregate of not more than 630 feet of drifting and. 
crosscutting shall be performed on this level." 


The amendment should continue something like: 


Under the heading Description of the Work - Stage II, the third para-
graph is revised to read: "Under Stage II not more than 250 feet 
of shaft sinking, 750 feet of drifting and crosscutting, 14. ,0iO feet 
of long-hole drilling, end 300 feet of raising shall be performed."

(b) Monthly reports. --The Operator shall provide the Government with four copies of monthly reports in 
three sections as follows: 


(i) Operator's Monthly Voucher claiming costs for work performed; 
(2) Operator's Progress Report showing the number of units of the various types of work performed; 


and
(3) a narrative report of the work performed during the reporting period, including adequate engi-


neering-geological maps or sketches, drill hole logs and locations, and assay reports on samples taken 
concurrently with advance in mineralized ground. 


(Forms for reporting under (1) and (2) above will be provided by the Government.) 
(c) Final report.--Upon completion of the work or termination of the Government's obligation to con-


tribute to costs, the Operator shall furn&sh the Government with three copies of a final report (in addition 
to the final monthly report). 'This final report shall include a geological and eñgineering 'ei.ivation of the 
results of the work performed under the contract with an estimate of the ore reserves resulting from such work, 
Qomplete assay data, adequate geological and engineering maps or ske1ches, and a summary of the work performed 
and the unit costs thereof. 


(d) port of sales. --The Operator shall provide the Government with suitable accounting and documentary 
evidence covering all production to which the Government's royalty relates, such as two copies of smelter or con -
centrator settlement sheets and certified accounts of production and sale or other disposition of production. 


(e) Compliance with requirements. --If the Government determines that any of the Operator's reports, 
records, or accounts are insufficient or incomplete, or if the Operator fails to make them, the Government 
may procure the preparation or completion of same with suitable attachments as an expense of the work to which 
the Operator shall contribute. The Government may withhold approval and payment of any vouchers relating to 
insufficient or incomplete reports, records, or accounts. 


ARTICLE 6. Repayment by Operator. --(a) Certification. --It the (Joverninent considers that mineral or 
metal production from the land covered by the contract may be possible as a result of the exploration work, it 
shall so certify in writing to the Operator at any time not later than six months after a sufficient final 
report and final accounting (see Article 5) have been furnished. 
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(b) Royalty on production. --The Operator, whether or not the producer (for example, if the Opera-
tor either transfers or does not retain his interest in the land), shall pay to the Government a roy-
alty on all minerals and metals mined or produced from the land as follows: 


(1) irrespective of any certification of possible production--frcm the date of the contract 
until the lapse of the time withl,fl which the Government may issue such certification or until the 
total net amount contributed byhe Government Is fully repaid with interest, whichever occurs 
first; or


(2) if the Government issues a certification of possible production- -for a period of ten 
years from the date of the contract or until the total net amount contributed by the Government is 
fully repaid with interest, whichever occurs first. 
(c) Payment of royalty.--(l)' The Government's royalty shall be five percent of the gross proceeds 
(Including any bonuses, premiu,ms, allowances, or other benefits) from the production sold, in the 
form sold (ore, concentrate, metal, pr equivalent), at the point of delivery (the f.o.b. point); 
except, that charges of the buyer arising in the regular course of business and shown as. deductions 
on the buyer's settlementsheets (such as treatment processes performed by the buyer, sampling and 
assaying to determine the value of the production sold, and freight payable by the buyer to a 
carrier (not the Operator or producer)), shall be allowed as deductions in arriving at the "gross 
proceeds" as that term is used herein. No costs of the Operator or producer are deductible in 
arriving at the "gross proceeds" as that term is here used. 


The term' "treatment processes" means those processes (such as milling, concentrating, smelting, 
refining, or equivalent, but excluding fabricating or manufacturing) applied to the crude ore or 
other production after it is extracted from the ground to put it into a commercially marketable 
form.


(2) The Government's royalty shall be computed and paid currently upon each lot sold, held, 
or used in Integrated cjerations, as the case may be. 
(d) Unsold production. --If any production (ore, concentrate, metal, or equivalent), after the 


lapse of six months from the date the ore was extracted from the ground,, remains neither sold nor used 
in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations (for instance if it is. stockpiled), the Govern-
ment, .tt its option, as long as it so remains, may require the computation and payment of. its royalty 
on .the value of such production in the form (ore, concentrate, metal, or equivalent) it is in when the 
Government elects to require computation and payment. If any production is used in integrated manufact-
uring or fabricating operations before the Government makes its election, the Government's royalty on 
such production shall be computed on the value thereof in the form in which and at the time it is so 
used. "Value" as here used means what is or would be gross income from mining operations for percentage 
depletion purposes in Federal income tax determination, or the market value, whichever is greater. 	


* 


(e) Lien for payment.--To secure the payment of royalty (see Article 6(b)), the Operator hereby 
grants to the Cvernment a liei upon his interest in the land and upon any production of minerals and 
metals therefrom until the royalty claim is extinguished by lapse of time or is fully paid. 


(f) Notice tc purchasers.--The Operator or producer shall give notice of the Government's claim for 
royalty to any purchaser of the production, and shall authorize and direct such pruchaser to pay the 
royalty directly to the Government and to furnish the Government with copies of the settlement sheets. 
If the records of any production and sales or other disposition of production, whether the production is 
by the Operator or by others, are not made available to the Government, the amount of the royalty may be 
estimated by the Government, and this estimate shall be final and binding upon the Operator or producer. 


(g) No obligation to produce. --Nothing in this contract shall be construed as Imposing any obliga-
tion on the Operator or the Operator's successor in interest to engage in any production operations. 


(h) Governmeib not obligated to buy. --Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any 
obligation on the Government to purchase any minerals and metals mined or produced from the land. 


ARTICLE 7. Termination of the Government's Obligations.--(a) If the Government determines that 
operations at any time have failed to achieve anticipated results and further work is not justified, the 
Government may give the Operator written notice thereof, and thereupon: 


(1) the Government shall be free of all obligation to pay on account of units of work not then 
performed; and 


(2) the Operator shall be free of all obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may 
be necessary and incidental to final accounting and reporting. 
(b) If the Government determines that the Operator is in default under the terms of the contraàt, 


the Government may give the Operator written notice of such default with a specification of reasonable 
time within which the default must be cured; and if the Operator fails to cure such default as required, 
hereupori:


(1) the Government shall be relieved of all obligation to pay on account of units of work not 
performed when the notice was given, and 


(2) the Operator shall be free of all obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may be 
necessary and InàIdental to final accounting and reporting. 


The Government may also avail itself of any other remedy the law may provide for breach of contract, in-
cluding the right to rescind the contract and to demand repayment of all moneys contributed by the Govern-
men± -under the contract.
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(c) The giving i any notice by the Government under the provisions of this Article 7 shall 
not affect the Government's rights as provided for in the contract with respect to royalty and liens to 
secure the payment thereof, and such rights shall be fully preserved. 


(d) The determinations of the government are subject to appeal under Article 11. 


Notices to be given by the Government may be delivered to thè'Oé'rator or may be sent 
by certified mail addressed to the Operator at his mailing address stated in this contract. If mailed, 
notices are , deemed to have been delivered five days after the date of mailing.

INTRODUCTION 


The writer examined B reef on June 29, 1965, accompanied by 
Mr. Bill Lancaster, miner, who drove most of the recent workings 
in the deposit. Discussions with Mr. E. H. Lovitt, manager of 
L-D Mines, the Applicant, followed later and were continued the 
next day. 


A project costing $250,000 is proposed to explore for gàld and. 
silver ore in B reef, a mineralized elongate ridge which is. on 
the same geologic structure as the Applicant's Golden King mine. 
The latter is about one-half mile to the south and has, produced 
nearly $13.5 million in gold and silver ore n the past 15 years. 


The purpose of this project is to test possibilities for subse-. 
quent development of sufficient ore reserves to warrant instal-
lation of a cyanide circuit in the flotation concentrator at the 
Golden King mine or the construction of a cyanidation plant. 
Mill tests indicate that it is not economical to treat gold, ore 
from B reef by f1otaton because only 80 percent of the gold. 
content is recovered whereas about 	 percent is recovered by 
cyanidation. A minimum reserve of 75,000 tons of' ore is neces-
sary to warrant building the additional ore treatment facilities. 


CONCLUSIONS & RECOMMENDATION 


Geologic conditions at B reef are similar to those' at the nearby 
Golden King mine, which is producing significant quantities of L9







S	 . 


gold-silver ore. B reef is on the same major structure, the rock 
formations are the same, and the characteristics of mineralization 
appear to be the same. Whether B reef is in the border zone of 
mineralization associated with any of the three stages of wall 
rock alteration noted in the producing mine has not been deter-
mined. The possibility that significant deposits may be found is 
worth testing. 


It is recommended that the Government enter into an exploration 
contract with L-D Mines and provide 50 percent of the funds neces-
sary to explore for gold-bearing ore bodies in extensions of 
B reef.


LOCATION & ACCESSIBILITY 


B reef is about two miles southwest of Wenatcheé and 1.5 miles west 
of the Columbia River near the geographical center of the State of 
Washington. (See Figure 1.) The northernmost workings of the 
Golden King mine are about one-half mile south of B reef. The 
reef is in Dry Gulch and can be reached by driving. south in 
Wenatchee on Miller Street to Circle Road and west about 500 feet 
to the access road which extends south about 500 feet. 


The climate in this part of Central Washington is semiarid; the 
hills above the river terraces are sparsely covered with grass and 
sage brush. Elevations range from 1,000 feet in Dry Gulch to 
2,064 feet on the divide between Dry Gulch and Squi.lchuck Creek. 
Water is available from the city or from irrigation companies. 
Mine timbers are available locally, and electric power is avail-
able on the property.

The 20-acre tract of land which includes B reef is the E? SE^ SE^, 
sec. 16, T 22 N., R. 20 E., W.M. True copies of documents pertain-
ing to transfers and assignments of land and mineral rights to this 
ground have been requested of the Applicant because they were not 
submitted with the application. 


Sections 21 and 22, T. 22 N., R. 20 E. are within several hundred 
feet of the south end of the proposed shaft. The Applicant holds 
fee titles to this land. (See Figure 2.) 


HISTORY & DEVELOP4ENT 


B reef was explored by three companies in the past 15 years. 
Underground workings totalling 1,200 feet were driven on three 
levels to explore a block of ground 380 feet long, 220 feet wide, 
and 125.feet in vertical extent. (See Figures 3 and 4.) 


The first work on B reef was by the Anaconda Copper Mining Company 
in the early 1950's when that company also held a purchase option 
on the Golden King mine. This consisted of 315 feet on the 
1040 level (ACM Adit level), a 90-ft. vertical shaft from the 
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1040 level, 162 feet of drift and crosscut from the 45-ft. level 
(995 level) of the shaft, and several diamond drIll holes of 
unknown depth. 


Wenatchee Mining Partnership in 1957-58 and L-D Mines in 1964 
drove 330 feet on the 1040 level, 400 feet on the 1000 level 
(Ramp level), a 25-ft. raise, about 70 long holes totalling 
nearly 5,000 feet, and excavated a small open cut on the west 
side of the reef. Shipments from this work totalled 43i6 tons 
averaging 0.3 oz. gold and 0.663 oz. silver per ton. 


Anaconda's exploration of''B reef diSclosed quartz stringers con-
taining interesting values in gold, but the tonnage possibilities 
were not sufficiently 'encouraging to warrant additional effort 
and expense. Subsequent exploration shows promise for discover-
ing larger blocks of mineralized ground than was apparent from 
the quartz stringers alone. 


Prior to 1961 very favorable rates prevailed for treatment of 
the Golden King siliceous gold öre at Americaü Smelting & Refining 


s smelter at Tacoma and 'all ore was shipped as crude ore. 
Sometime since 1961, however, smelter rates on this type of ore 
were raised considerably. This fact plus the fact that producti9n 
was forthcoming' from lower grade ore deposits led to construction 
'and operation of a flotation concentrator by L-D Mines. 


With the exception of'occasional shipments to Tacoma of direct 
smelting ore from prospects such as B reef, all ore ié treated in 
the concentrator • The current monthly rate of production from 
the Golden King mine is about 8,000 tons of ore and about 180 tons 
of, flotation concentrate.


GEOLOGY 


General 
B reef is within a unique belt of gold mineralization that trends 
in a northwesterly direction for several miles west and southwest 
of Wenatchee. The area is underlain by several thousand feet of 
continental sandstone, shale, conglomerate, and coaly sediments 
of the early Eocene Swauk Formation. These rocks are folded into 
broad synclines and anticlines which trend in a northwesterly 
direction. One exceptionally steep fold is the Golden King anti-
dine, which in places is overturned and cut by thrust faults. 
This structure extends about four miles northwestward from Squilchuck 
Creek, across Dry Gulch, along the hills west of Wenatchee, and into 
Canyon Number Two. (See Figure 5.) 
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Scattered along the antic line are 'reefs' or elongate altered and 
mineralized zones in the Swauk Formation. These range in length 
from 200 feet to one-quarter mile and in width from 100 to 600 
feet. Five reefs, Golden King, MacBeth, A, B, and C have been 
explored for gold and silver. The first two reefs have produced 
about 833,000 tons of ore valued at nearly $13.5 million. The 
precious metal content of the ore was about 367,500 ounces gold 
and 420,000 ounces silver (0.44 oz. gold and 0.50 oz. silver per 
ton). Other mineralized outcrops not identified as reefs have 
been explored. 


Volcanic plugs and dikes, which intruded the Swauk Formation in 
mid-Eocene time, form prominent ridges and knobs on both sides 
of the Golden King anticline. These are porphyritic rocks of 
rhyolitic, dacitic, and andesitic composition. The spatial rela-
tionship of these barren rocks to the mineralized reefs suggests 
a genetic correlation. 


The reefs exhibit three stages of hydrothermal alteration and 
deformation. In the first stage, feldspars in the arkosic sedi-
ments were altered to sericite, the bedding planes in some areas 
were obliterated, and the rocks locally have the appearance of a 
granite as on the Golden King and B reefs. In the more advanced 
stage, alteration resulted in silicified and brecciated sedimentary 
rocks as can be seen on portions of MacBeth and A reefs. In the 
most advanced stage of alteration, the silicified brecciated rocks 
were resilicified as is evident at A reef and portions of MacBeth 
reef. Mineralization is present in rocks associated with any. of 
the three stages of alteration and is never preóêat . in fresh, 
unaltered rocks. Ground support is not necessary in. most workings 
traversing altered rock, but is required in fault zones, and in 
many sections through unaltered sedimentary rocks. 


Gold-silver mineralization in the reefs is typically epithermal 
and is associated with procelaneous quartz veins which range in 
thickness from a fraction of an inch to 6 feet. Native gold, 
electrum, naumannite (Ag 2Se), and aguilarite (Ag4SeS) are the 
principal ore minerals; pyrite, chalcopyrite, tetrahedrite, 
sphalerite, and stibnite are accessory minerals. The ore minerals 
are fine-grained and are seldom visible megascopically. This 
assemblage of minerals is reported by Garth Crosby, geologist for 
Day Mines, to resemble that found in the gold ores at Republic, 
Washington. 


The principal veins at the Golden King reef are widely spaced and 
were mined individually. The main ore bodies on MacBeth reef 
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consist of innumerable, closely-spaced veins in intensely silici-
f led, brecciated masses which are mined in large blocks. Minable 
ore has been foUnd throughout a vertical range of 1,050 feet. 


B Reef 


B reef is about 250 feet long, 100 feet wIde, and 100 feet high. 
Isolated outcrops of the reef extend another 100 feet to the 
south. Gravels from Dry Gulch surround the reef on three sides, 
and surface wash from the hillside to the south covers the 
southern flank. A dome-shaped mass of quartz dacite crops out 
about 200 feet east of the reef, and a ridge of rhyolite is 
exposed a quarter mile to the southwest. 


Arkosic sandstone, shaly sandstone, conglomerate, shale, and 
altered arkosic sandstone underlie the reef. Imprints of leaves 
and plant stems are present as are thin beds and fragments of 
tuff. The sedimentary beds strike due north to N. 35°W. and dip 
450 west to vertical. The silicified and brecciated sandstone 
has been described as a "granitized" sandstone because of its 
superficial granitic appearance. Pebble dikes, some containing 
pebbles up to 4 inches long, are present on 1040 level. A few 
randomly distributed veins of quartz, some containing adularia 
and feldspar, are exposed in the workings. These are 0.1 to 0.3 
ft. wide, and dip from 50 to 25°, generally to the west. Scat-
tered spots of iron oxide are present, but no recognizable ore 
minerals are visible. 


Hand-cut samples of quartz veins mB reef commonly show assays 
of better than an ounce of gold per ton. The highest grade sample 
of öre was from a vein 0.1 ft. wide which assayed 19.58 oz. gold 
and 13.05 oz. silver per ton. The average grade of about 95 tons 
of rock mined near the site' of this sample was 0.25 oz. gold and 
0.71 oz. silver per ton, which suggests that gold-silver miner-: 
alization may extend into the wall rocks or is' present in quartz 
veinlets that are too.narrow to be sampled individually. The need 
for sampling and assaying bulk quantities of mineralized rock is 
evident if the ore reserve potential of the deposit is to be 
evaluated. 


The Applicant's assay maps suggest a southward trend and a slight 
downward rake of the mineralized ground in the southwest portion



	


of the reef. The better ore values are in material 	 the 
general area of a slight flexure in the sedimentary beds where 
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more widespread wall rock alteration is present. 


Relatively unaltered sedimentary rocks are exposed in crosscuts 
in the east side of the reef and in the southwest-bearing adit 
on 1040 level. The absence of altered and mineralized rock in 
the southern portion of the southwest adit caused the Applicant 
to discontinue exploration of B reef to the south on this level. 


Two long holes, No. 's 64 and 66, near the end of the southwest 
adit terminated in mineralized rock containing about 0.35 oz. 
gold per ton. The depth to the ore intercepts is unknown because 
the length of these holes is not stated. However, the presence 
of ore grade material beginning at a depth of possibly 80 to 100 
feet below 1040 level supports the suggestion of a southward 
projection of the mineralized material observed in the workings 
to the north. Holes 64 and 66 are not conclusive tests of this 
area because they may have penetrated only the upper limits of 
an underlying mineralized zone. 


APPLICANT' S PROPOSAL 


The Applicant proposes to: sink an inclined shaft from the portal 
of the 100 level about 850 feet on a bearing of S. l5°E. and on a 
slope of - 15°; drift northward from the shaft in mineralized rock 
at 100-foot vertical intervals; and explore with long holes and 
raises as developments warrant. The project would be completed in 
two years. 


Estimated total cost of the project as originally proposed was 
$250,000. A unit cost antract was requested. The Applicant is 
equipped and qualified to perform the work. 


No detailed estimates of necessary costs were furnished with the 
application or submitted in response to a letter to the Applicant 
dated June 17, 1965. Apparently, a breakdown of costs in the 
detail requested is difficult under the Applicant's accounting 
system. 


The following information regarding costs, equipment, and services 
was obtained during the field examination.

Front end loaders would be used for loading and hauling rock from 
the shaft. The Applicant owns two loaders each with 2 cubic yard 
capacity, a Caterpillar, fair market value $15,000, and an Allis 
Chalmers, fair market value $20,000. 


An 8-inch compressed air pipeline extends from B reef to the com-
pressor plant at the Golden King mine where ample capacity is 
available. The Applicant also owns a 600-cubic foot portable air 
compressor. 


The supply, service and repair facilities, the labor force and 
supervisory staff at the Golden King mine are available for the 
work proposed at B reef. 


The Applicant was informed that the Government could not contribute 
to the cost of sinking the shaft through the block of mineralized 
ground already explored in B reef. Beyond apoint about 270 feet 
from the portal, the shaft would be exploring new ground; and the 
project would be eligible for an exploration contract. 


The ratioof gold to silver values in ore shipped from B reef is 
about $35 to $2.60 so the proposed project is eligible for assistance 
on a 50 percent basis.

Adits, crosscuts, and shafts totalling about 1,100 feet, and 
about 40 long holes totalling about 2,000 feet have been driven 
on B reef. These have explored a block of ground 400 feet long, 
250 feet wide, and about 110 feet deep. Ore shipments totalling 
4,316 tons averaging 0.356 ounce gold and 0.663 ounce silver 
were made from the reef in the period January 1957 - August 1964. 


Th similarity to nearby producing reefs of wall rock conditions 
at B reef and the presence of scattered gold-quartz veinlets, 
some high grade, suggest that further exploration is warranted 
to determine whether ore bodies are present at greater depth or 
further along the strike. Because of the epithermal nature and 
moderate vertical range of the Golden King type ore bodies, such 
exploration should not test large vertical intervals without 
investigating intermediate levels enroute. Geology should be 
mapped and studied as the work progresses, and the advance should 
be adequately sampled.
