hereinafter called the "eraor," as follows: 


ARTICLE I. Authority and scope. --(a) This contract, entered into under the authority of Public 
Law 701, 85th Cong , 2d sess (72 Stat 700, 30 U S C 	 61.i - 6L.6), consists of this form, the 
attached Annex I (land description), Exhibit A (work and costs) and the maps and documents listed. 
The work is a search for new or unexplored deposits of the commodity designated above. The Operator 


shall begin, the work on or before 4i.i- g'	 , and, subject to the provisions of Article 7 
(Date)' 


and Exhibit A, shall complete the work rithin	 9	 months from the date of the contract. 


(b) The description of the work and the fixed cost for each unit of work to be performed (per 
foot of drilling, per foot of drifting, per hour of operations, etc.) are hereby agreed upon as speci-


fied in Exhtbit A. The estimated total cost of the work is $ s_gnn,pp_. The Government will con-

tribute'percent of the total fixed unit costs of the work performed, not in excess of $ 4,350.00 


• In accordance with the provisions of Articles Li. and 5. 


•	 (c) Interestcomputation. -Simple interest at the rate of ________percent shall accrue from 
the dates Federal funds are made available until the period specified for payment of royalty expires, 
or until the amount of Federal funds contributed is fully repaid with interest. 


(d) The Operator shall not transfer or assign this contract or any right or obligation there-
under without the written consent of the Government. 


ARTICLE 2. Operator'srightsinland. --(a)The Operator represents and undertakes that Annex I 
correctly describes the land which is the subject of this contract and the nature of the Operator's 
right of property and possession therein (whether as owner, lessee, or otherwise), and that such right, 
title, or interest is subject only to the following claims, liens, or encumbrances:

(b) The Subordination Agreement of the holder of any claim, lien, r encumbrance listed above and 
(if the. Operator does not hold the legal title) the Lien Agreement of any holder of the legal title of 
the land (lessor, seller, optionor, eX 	 re attached as follows:

Cc) The Operator shall preserve and maintain his right, title, or interest in the land and his right to 
the possession thereof for the purposes of this contract, and shall devote the land and all existing improve-
ments, facilities, buildings, installations, and appurtenances to the purposes of this contract. The Opera-
tor shall neither transfer, convey, nor surrender the land nor any right,, title, or interest therein, nor 
permit nor suffer any claim, lien, or encumbrance thereon, without expressly referring to and providing in 
the instrument of conveyance, lien, or encumbrance for the preservation of the Government's right to a 
royalty on production and liens for the payment thereof. Two true copies of such instrument shall be fur-
nished to the Government. If the Government's rights to royalty as provided in Article 6 have been terminated, 
the provisions of this paragraph (c) shall become inapplicable. 


ARTICLE 3. Performance of the vork.--(a)' Operator's responsibility.--The work shall be performed dili-
gently, efficiently, in a workmanlike manner in accordance with good mining standards, and in compliance with 
State laws governing health, safety, and liability insurance covering employment. The Operator shall provide 
suitable and adequate equipment, facilities, materials, supplies, and labor to complete the work as speci-
fied in Article 1(a). 


(b) Government may inspect. --The Operator shall consult with and inform the Government on all phases of 
the work as it progresses. The Government may enter at all reasonable times to inspect the work under the 
contract and production operations during the period that royalty is payable to the Government. The Operator 
shall provide the Government with all reasonable means of access for such inspections. 


ARTICLE ii. Contribution by the Government. --The Government will make its contribution on the basis of 
the monthly vouchers referred to in Artiele(b), but all payments by the Government are provisional only, 
subject to audit. Until the account between the Operator and the Government is finally audited and settled 
and the Operator' & final report has been received, the Government may withhold such sums as are necessary 
to protect its interests. To the extent that amounts in excess of fixed unit costs or in excess of the 
estimated total cost may be necessary for the performance of the work, the Operator shall incur and pay 
such amounts for his own account without contribution by the Government. The Government will not contribute 
to the cost of any work performed prior to the date of this contract. The Government may make payments. f.or 
the account of the Operator directly to independent contractors and suppliers rather than to the Operator. 


ARTICLE 5. Reports, accounts, audits.--(a) Operator's records.--The Operator shall keep suitable 
records and accounts of the units of work performed and of any production in which the Government may have 
an interest; and shall preserve those with respect to work performed for at least three years after final 
payment by the Government, and those with respect to production for at least three years after any obligation 
to pay royalties to the Government has termirated. The Government may inspect and audit said records and 
accounts at any time, either by itself or by a certified public accountant. The Comptroller General of the 
United States or his representative, until the expiration of said three-year periods, shall have access to 
and the right to examine all pertinent books, documents, papers, and records of the Operator. 


(b) Monthly reports. --The Operator shall provide the Government with four copies of monthly reports in 
three sections as follows: 


(1) Operator's Monthly Voucher claiming costs for work performed; 
(2) Operator's Progress Report showing the number of units of the various types of work performed; 


and	 '


(3) a narrative report of the work performed during the reporting period, including adequate engi-
neering-geological maps or sketches, drill hole logs and locations, and assay reports on samples taken 
concurrently with advance in mineralized ground. ' 


(Forms for reporting under (1) and (2) above will be provided by the Government.) 
(c) Final report. --Upon completion of the work or termination of the Government's obligation to con-


tribute to costs, the Operator shall furnish the Government with three copies of a final report (in addition 
to the final monthly relDort). This final report shall include a geological and engineering evaluation of the 
results of the work periormed under the 'contract with an estimate of the ore reserves resulting from such work, 
complete assay data, adequate geological and engineering maps or sketches, and a summary of the work performed 
and the unit costs. thereof. 


(d) Report of sales. --The Operator shall provide the Government with suitable accounting and documentary 
evidence covering , all production to which the Government's royalty relates, such as two copies of smelter or con-
centrator settlement sheets and certified accounts of production and sale or other disposition of production. 


(e) Compliance with requirements'..-If the Government determines that any of the Operator's reports, 
records, or accounts are insufficient Or Incomplete, or if the Operator fails to make them, the Government 
may procure the preparation or completion of same with suitable attachments as an expense of the work to which 
the Operator shall contribute,. The Government may withhold approval and payment of any vouchers relating to 
insufficient or 'incomplete reports, records, or accounts. 


ARTICLE 6. Repayment by Operator. --(a) Certification. --If the Government considers that mineral or 
metal production from the land covered by the contract may be possible as a result of the exploration work, it 
shall so certify in writing to the Operator 'at any time not later than six months after a sufficient final 
report and final accounting (see Article 5) have been furnished. 
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(b) Royalty on production. --The Operator, whether or not the producer.. (for example, if the Opera-
tor either transfers or does not retain his interest in the land), éhall pay to the Government a roy-
alty on all minerals and metals mined or produced from the land as follows: 


(1) irrespective of any certification of possible production--from the date of the contract 
• until the lapse of the time within which the Government may issue such certification or until the 


total net amount contributed by the Government is fully repaid with interest, whichever occurs 
•	 first; or	 .	 : 


(2) if the Government issues a certification of possible producti.on--for a perio,d of ten 
years from the date of the contract or until the total net amount contributed by the Government is 
fully repaid with interest, whichever occurs first. 
(c) payment of royalty.--(l) The Government's royalty shall be five percent of the gross proceeds 
(including any bonuses, premiums, allowances, or other benefits) from the production sold, in the 
form sold (ore, concentrate, metal, or equivalent), at the point of delivery (the f.o.b. point); 
except, that charges of the buyer ariBing in the regular course Of business and shown as deductions 
on the buyer's settlement sheets (such as treatment processes performed by the buyer, sampling and 
assaying to determine the value of the production sold, and freight payable ' by the buyer to a 
carrier (not the Operator or producer)), shall be allowed as deductions in arriving at the "gross 
proceeds" as 'that term is used herein. No costs of the Operator or producer are deductible in 
arriving at the "gross proceeds" as that term is here used. 


The term "treatment processes" means 'those processes (such as milling, concentrating, smelting, 
• refining, or equivalent, but excluding fabricating or manufacturing) applied to the crude ore or 


other production after it is extracted from the ground to put it into a commercially marketable 
form.	 '	 ' 


(2) The Government's royalty shall be computed and paid currently upon each, lot sold, held, 
or used in integrated operations, as the case may be. 
(d) Unsold production. --If any produôtion (ore, concentrate, metal, or equivalent), after the 


lapse of six months from ,the date the ore was extracted from the ground, remains neither sold nor used 
in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations (for instance if it is stockpiled), the Govern-
ment, at its option, as long as it so remains, may require the computation and payment of its royalty 
on the value of such production in the form (ore, concentrate, metal, or equivalent) it is in when the 
Government elects to require computation and . payment. If any production is used in integrated manufact-
uring or fabricating operations before the Government makes its election, the Government's royalty on 
such production shall be computed on the value thereof in the form in which and at the time it is so 
used. "Value" as here used means what is or would be gross income from mining operations for percentage 
depletion purposes in Federal income tax determination, or the market value, whichever is greater. 


(e) Lien for payment.--To secure the payment of royalty (see Article 6(b)), the Operator hereby 
grants to the Government a lien upon his interest in the land and upon any production of minerals and 
metals therefrom until the royalty claim is extinguished by lapse of time or is fully paid. 


(f) Notice to purchasers. --The Operator or producer shall give notice of the Government's claim f' 
roy.ty to any purchaser of the production, and shall authorize and direct such purchaser to pay the 
royalty directly to the Government and to furnish the Government with copies of the settlement sheets. 
If the records of any production and sales or other disposition of production, whether tie production is 
by the Operator or by others, are not made available to the Government, the amount of the royalty may be 
estimated by the Government, and this estimate shall be final and binding upon the Operator or producer. 


(g) No obligation to produce. --Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any obliga-
tion on the Operator or the,Operator's successor in interest to engage in any production operations. 


(h) Government not obligated to buy '. --Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any 
obligation on the Government to purchase any 'minerals and metals mined or produced from the land. 


ARTICLE 7 . Termination of the Government's Obligations.--(a) If the Government determines that' 
operations at any time have failed to achieve anticipated results and further work is not justified, the 
Government may give the Operator written notice thereof, and thereupon: 


(1) the Government shall be free of all obligation to pay on account of units of work not thai 
performed; and 


(2) the, Operator shall be free of all obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may 
be necessary andY incidental 'to 'final accounting and reporting. 
(b) If the Government determines that the Operator is in default under the terms of the contract, 


the Government may give the Operator written notice of such default with a specification of reasonable 
time within which the default must be cured; and if the Operator fails to cure such default as required, 
thereupon: .	 ' 


(1) the Government shall be relieved 'of all, obligation to, pay on account of units of work not 
performed when the notice ws given, and 


(2) , the Operator shall be free of all obligation to prosecute the work other than'such as may be 
necessary and incidental' to final accounting and reporting.	 •	 ' 


The Government may also avail itself of any other remedy the law may provide for breach of contract, in-
cluding the right to rescind , the contract and to demand repayment of all moneys contributed by the Govern-
ment under the contract.	 '	 '	 ' ' '







(c) The giving of any notice by the Government under the provisions of this Article 7 shall not 
affect the Government's rights as provided for in the contract with respect to royalty and liens to 
secure the payment 'thereof, and such rights shall be fully preserved. 


(d) The determinations of the Government are subject to appeal under Article 11. 


ARTICLE 8. Notices to be given by the Government may be delivered to the Operator or may be sent 
by certified mail addressed to the Operator at his mailing address stated in this contract. If mailed, 
notices are deemed to have been delivered five days after the date of mailing. 


ARTICLE 9.. Officials not to benefit. --No member of or delegate to Congress or resident commis-
sioner shall be admitted to any share or part of this contract or to any benefit that may arise 
therefrom; but this provision shall not be construed to extend to this contract if made with a corpora-
tion for its general benefit. 


ARTICLE 10. Nondiscrimination in nploymnt. --The provisions respecting nondiscrimination in em-
ployment which are required by section 301 of Executive Order 10925, dated March 6, 1961, as amended 
and supplemented, are attached hereto as Exhibit B and are hereby incorporated in and made a part of 
this contract. 


ARTICLE 11. Disputes. --Any dispute arising under this contract which is not disposed of by agree-
ment shall be decided by the Director, U. S. Geological Survey, who shall reduce his decision to 
writing and mail or otherwise furnish a copy thereof to the Operator. The decision of the Director, 
U S. Geological Survey, shall be final and conclusive unless, within 30 days from the date of receipt 
of such copy, the Operator mails or otherwise furnishes to the Director, U. S. Geological Survey, a 
written appeal addressed to the Secretary of the Interior. The decision of the Secretary or his 
duly authorized representative for the determination of such appeals shall be final and conclusive 
unless determined by a court of competent jurisdiction to have been fraudulent, or capricious or 
arbitrary, or so grossly erroneous as necessarily to imply bad faith, or not supported by substantial 
evidence. 


The term "Director, U. S. Geological Survey," as used herein includes his duly authorized 
representative. 


ARTICLE 12.. Work Hours Act of 1962 - Overtime Compensation. --This contract, to the extent that 
it is of a character specified in the Work Hours Act of 1962 (Public Law 87-581, 76 Stat. 357-360) and 
is not covered by the Walsh-Healey Public Contracts Act (141 U.S.C. 35-145), is subject to the following 
provisions and to all other provisions and exceptions of said Work Hours Act of 1962. 


•	 (a) Overtime requirements. --No Operator or subcontractor contracting for any part of the con-
tract work which may require or involve the employment of laborers or mechanics shall require or per-
mit any laborer or mechanic to be employed on such work in excess of eight hours in any calendar day or 
in excess of forty hours in any workweek unless such laborer or mechanic receives compensation at a 
rate of not less than one and one-half times his basic rate of pay for all hours worked in excess of 
eight, hours in any such calendar day or in excess of forty hours in any such workweek, as the case may 
be.


(b) Violations; liability for unpaid wages; liquidated damages. --In the event of any violation of 
the clause_set forth in subparagraph (a) of this paragraph, the Operator and any subcontractor res-
ponsible therefor shall be liable to any affected employee for his unpaid wages. In addition, such 
Operator and subcontractor shall be liable to the United States (in the case of work done under con-
tract for the District of Columbia or a territory, to such District or to such territory), for liquid-
ated damages. Such liquidated damages shall be computed, with respect to each individual laborer or 
mechanic employed in violation of the clause set forth in subparagraph (a) of this paragraph, in the 
sum of $10 for each calendar day on which such employee was required or permitted to work in excess of 
eight hours or in excess of the standard workweek of forty hours without payment of the overtime wages 
required by the clause set forth in subparagraph (a) of this paragraph. 


(c) Withholding for unpaid wages and liquidated damages. --The U. S. Geological Survey may 
withhold or cause to be withheld, from any moneys payable on account of work performed by the Operator 
or subcontractor, such sums as may administratively be determined to be necessary to satisfy any li-
abilities of such Operator or subcontractor for unpaid wages and liquidated damages as provided in the 
clause set forth:in subparagraph (b) of this paragraph. 


ARTICLE 13. Copeland (Anti-Kickback) Act--Nonrebate of wages. --The regulations of the Secretary 
of Labor applicable to crntractors and subcontractors (29 CFR, Part 3), made pursuant to the Copeland 
Act, as amended (14o.u. S. C. 276c) and to aid in the enforcement of the Anti-Kickback Act (18 U. S. C. 
8714) are made a part of this contract by reference. The Operator will comply with th&se regulations 
and any amend.mentsor.modifications thereof and will be responsThle for the submission of affidavits 
required of. independent contractors thereunder. The foregoing shall apply except as the Secretary of 
Labor may specifically provide for reasonable limitations, variations, tolerances, and. exemptions.

Enclosed is an application for 0I aid to explore for gold-silver ore 
on leased State lands, Chelan County, Washington. This is being for-
warded although a copy of the lease is lacking. 


I have talked by telephone with Mr. Don Ford, Washington State Depart-
ment of Natural Resourcesregarding the lease situation. It appears 
that the 1965 legislature passed a new law covering mineral leases 
of' State Land and the Department of Natural Resources is now develop-
ing the appropriate new rules and regulations. According to Ford, 
lease applications are being accepted and Hubbard's filing has estab-
lished a priority for him. However, the actual issuing of leases will 
be held up until the new rules and regulations are approved, which 
Ford believes may be some time in November or December. 


As the State will not execute a Lien and Subordination Agreement, 
presumably, the applicant will be required to secure a Performance 
Bond, 


The assays submitted with the application indicate some areas with 
relatively high gold.. values, but the silver values do not appear to 
be sufficiently high to consider this as a gold-silver (62k percent) 
project. The applicant proposes to contribute its share of the costs 
by labor. This plus the amortization allowance for some $5,14.20.00 
worth of equipment will hardly be sufficient. The estimated cost of 
$li.6.00 per foot, even including timber is high, due principally to 
an estimate of $30.00 per day per man for labor. Also, the estimated 
rate of advance- -15 feet per month--suggests that it is intended to 
work only on weekends, and would require 20 months, a ridiculous 
length of time to drive 300 feet of drift and crosscut. 


Whether the application can be accepted for processing before the 
lease is available and whether the Performance Bond requirement might 
be waived are policy decisions, For this reason, and to avoid con-
fusing the applicant with letters from two offices, I am forwarding

the application as is. If processing must wait for the lease, an 
on-site examination probably cannot be made this year; if it can 
proceed without the lease, it is possible that an examination could 
be made this fall although a recent change in the weather may be a 
forerunner of an early snowfall--the higher altitudes have already 
had some snow. 


I have attempted to get in touch with Mr. Earl R. Graybeal, one of 
the partners, but he is out of town. He will call when he gets back 
and. I will discuss the above problems with him.

INThODUCTION 


This report summarizes an 01€ exploration project for gold ore 
bodies in silicified marble that cuts or is interlayered with 
shale near the northeast boundary of the graben filled with the 
Swauk Formation, about 20 miles north of leavenworth, Chelan 
County, Washington. The contract, dated June 6, 1969, for a 
total estimated cost of $5,800 of which the Government would 
contribute 75 percent or $1,350, was not amended. Work, started 
in June 1969 and completed in November 1969, consisted of cross-
cutting and drifting )A9 feet, timbering 20 feet, and assaying 
16 samples for gold and silver. Total accepted cost of the work, 
under a unit-type contract, was $5,515, of which the Government 
contributed $Ii. , 136. The work was unsuccessful in finding ore. 
The operator was notified by letter on February 11, 1970, that 
the Government retains no claim or lien against the property 
subject to the contract or any future production therefrom.

PROPERTY 


The roerty consists of the SE. NW*, NNE-SW-, SE*NE*SW*, NW*NWSE*, 
W1 -SE, and SWSE*, sec. 36, T. 28 N., R. 17 E., Chelan County, 


Washington (Figure 1.--Geologic, Property, and Index maps, Three F 
Mining Co., Inc., Washington'State Mineral Lease No. 581405, sec. 36, 
T. 28 N., R. 17 E., Chelan County, Washington). The F. H. G. Mining 
Company, on February 17, 1969, assigned their State of Washington 
Mineral Prospecting Lease No. 581405, dated January 10, 1968, to the 
operator. 


The leased ground is between Twin Creek and Alder Creek (fig. 1), 
tributaries of the Chewawa River, and is on a southwest trending 
hill between altitudes of 3,600 and 3,800 feet. Slopes are generally 
steep and timber covered. A small A-frame cabin provides shelter,; 
no other buildings are on the property. Prior to the contract there 
were several bulldozer cuts and an adit about 200 feet long. Snow 
generally covers the ground between November and April. 


GEOLOGY 


The geology at and near the property is known only in a very general 
way. According to the 1961 edition of the State Geologic map of 
Washington, the mine area is within and very near to the northeast 
boundary of a graben that trends northerly from Leavenworth, Washing-
ton.' Within the graben are nonmarine Paleocene and Cretaceous rocks, 
most of which are part of the Swauk Formation. Granite, exposed a 
few hundred feet northeast of the mine adit, is part of a Mesozoic 
batholith. The Swauk Formation rests unconformably on pre-Ordovician 
Swakane Gneiss a few miles northwest of the mine (Cater and Crowder, 
1967). 


None of the rocks at the mine can be definitely correlated with those 
known to be in the Swauk Formation. Gray shale is predominant; green-
ish gray andesite is present, probably as sills or dikes; and buff to 
cream-colored marble forms steeply dipping beds or layers as much as 
14.0 feet thick. The shale beds are much contorted in the mine workings; 
in some places there is graphiticuge on fault ? surfaces. Surface 
exposures are poor because of pumice granules and forest litter. 
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The buff-colored marble is of particular economic interest because 
the known gold-bearing veins are in it. The marble is fine-grained, 
indistinctly bedded, and appears to have escaped the folding that 
has contorted the shale. Marble is exposed in several bulldozed 
cuts, in prospect pits, along the access, road, and in the adit 
(fig. i). Layering in the marble commonly dips more flatly than 
the contact of marble with adjacent rocks. The several beds or 
layers of marble cannot be reliably correlated between widely 
scattered exposures. Exploration was directed at finding and fol-
lowing marble beds in which gold has been found. 


Free gold is in limonite-stalned and honeycombed quartz veins that 
cut the marble. The known veins are generally less than a few inches 
thick, cross the marble at random angles, and have been deeply oxi-
dized. Free gold occurs as bright yellow to whitish yellow grains 
that are 0.1 to 0.5 mm in diameter. Samples of the gold-bearing 
material have assayed as high as 3 ounces gold per ton. Assays of 
the enclosing marble yield only a trace of gold. 


Faults are conspicuous in the adit (fig. i). One fault dips flatly 
to the north and northwest; direction of displacement along it is 
uncertain as some beds of marble below' the fault cannot be correlated 
with beds above the fault. There are many northwest-trending faults 
that dip steeply to moderately east. Perhaps the adit is in a wide 
faulted zone that marks the northeast boundary of the graben and 
there has been repeated movement along all of the faults. 


PURPOSE OF PROJECT 


The purpose of the project was to explore by crosscutting and drift-
ing for gold-bearing ore bodies in and along quartz veins that traverse 
steeply dipping marble beds of the Swauk Formation of Eocene age. 


CONTRACT 


The contract, No. 2281, dated June 6, 1969, required that work start 
on or before June 28, 1969, and be complete within 9 months from the 
date of the contract. The work was to consist of extending the ex-
isting crosscut adit in a southwesterly direction approximately 50 
feet to the marble and drifting northwesterly and southeaterly from 
the crosscut along the limestone. It was estimated that 100 feet 
of drifting would be required to explore the marble beneath ore-
bearing rocks exposed in a surface cut.

PROJECT WORK 


Contract work started in June 1969 and continued until November 16, 
1969. Work was conducted only on weekends and holidays as the owners, 
who were the operators, did not want to quit their other jobs to de-
vote full time to the mine work. Their progress, however, compared 
favorably with the progress under some OME contracts in which miners 
were employed full time. 


The crosscut drift was extended for 214 feet westerly along the foot-
wall of a marble band and then was turned to the southwest (fig. 1). 
Folded and faulted shale was at the projected position of the gold-
bearing marble bed. Continued crosscutting encountered a broken 
marble band that appeared similar to the gold-bearing rock exposed 
on the surface. Drifting northwest followed the marble but found 
that it was much broken and did not persist far. Heavy ground re-
quired timbering near the junction between the drift and the cross-
cut. A sample of graphitic gouge and adjacent shale assayed 0.36 
ounce gold per ton across a width of 12 inches. Other samples of 
the shale and the marble yield only very low' assays for gold and 
silver (fig. 1).

The Government retains no equity in any supplies or materials remaining 
on the property as a result of the contract work. 


REPORTS 


The operator submitted a satisfactory final report on January 22, 1970. 


The Government prepared a Report of Review in January 1970. 


No royalty reviews have been necessary. 


PROJECT RESULTS 


The project work was unsuccessful in finding ore. The work, however, 
did prove that the zone in which the gold-bearing marble has been found 
is much fractured and is probably part of a broad zone of faulting along 
the northeast boundary of the regionally important graben. There are 
several marble bodies, not all of which contain gold. A nearly flat 
fault, locally with as much as 8 inches of gouge, complicates the 
structure. Shale appears to be the most common rock but there are 
dikes or sills of greenish gray andesite. 


Some further exploration is warranted. Perhaps the gold-bearing marble 
should be further explored from the surface cut by sinking a shaft or 
by more bulldozing. Diamond drilling several parallel holes at inter-
vals of 100 to 200 feet along the general strike of the marble beds 
might clarify the structural picture. 


Exploration at depth might determine if sulfides are present in the 
vein; the surface exposures are highly oxidized and contain no sul-
fides.


CERTIFICATION 


The Government notified the operator on February 11, 1970, that the 
work did not result in a certification of possible production and 
that the Government retains no claim or lien against the property 
subject to the contract or any future production therefrom. 


PRODUCTION AND ROYALTIES 


No ore has been produced from the property and no royalties are due 
to the Government.


SUMMARY 


The exploration work failed to find the downward extensions of the 
marble with gold-bearing veins that is exposed in a surface cut. 
The underground work cut through shale that was badly faulted- - 
part of a zone of faulting marking the northeast margin of a re-
gionally important graben.

Since the contract ended, the operator has continued exploration by 
drilling upward from the underground workings. This work found 
some evidence of gold-bearing material but the results are incon-
clusive. Late in 1970, the Operator started a new adit on a marble 
zone some 115 feet below the open-cut in which good values were found. 
The operator plans to extend this adit northwestward in the sunixner of 
1971 ; this work should determine if the gold-bearing veins extend far 
in depth. Until such work is completed, the property can only be con-
sidered to be an interesting prospect.

I n.de an interim inspection of the Three F Mining Company property 
on October 26, 1969, and a final inspection on December 3, 1969. 
Mr. F. L. Hubbard and his nephew were at the property on October 26; 
I was the only one there on December 3. 


The total length of drift and crosscut done as part of the contract 
is 1149 feet. Twenty feet of timbering has been installed in the 
drift at the end of the crosscut (fig. 1). The drift is along a 
zone of shearing in which there are lenses of marble, graphitic 
gouge, and thin-bedded argillaceous rock. 


The work has failed to find the downdip extension of the gold-bearing 
zone in marble. A sample across 18 inches of sheared rock in the 
drift is reported by the Operator to assay 0.36 ounce gold and 0.514 
ounce silver per ton. Other samples of the sheared rock assayed 
0.02 ounce or less gold and less than an ounce of silver per ton. 


Much of the rock has been severely faulted and this has complicated 
correlation between exposures in the adit and those on the surface. 
The cross section (fig. 1) indicates that the searched-for marble 
could be that exposed in the adit near the beginning of OME work. 


The Operator has yet to submit his final voucher and final report. 
He has discontinued work at the property until next summer. The 
work has not found good evidence of ore underground and I recommend 
that there be no Certification ofPossible Production.

I made an interm inspection of the Three F Mining Co. property on 
Saturday, September 20, 1969. Messrs. Frederick Hubbard and Fred 
Fritts were at the property. The crosscut had been extended 37' feet 
since my last inspection. Beds of marble that strike N. 550 W. and 
dip )4O0 N. are exposed near the face of the crosscut. At the face 
the beds are cut and displaced by a fault that strikes N. 65° W. 
and dips 65° N. The marble beds are nearly vertical below the fault 
and contain much milky white quartz. 


It is hoped by the Operators that the marble near the face is the 
downward extension of the gold-bearing marble exposed on the surface. 
They had crushed and panned some of the marble but failed to find 
any gold. A hole drilled into the face hit some vuggy zones that 
might represent a large fault zone. There are graphitic gouge seams 
along numerous faults in the crosscut northeast of the marble. All 
of these faults appear to be part of a broad zone of faulting that 
complicates correlation between units on the surface and in the adit. 


It was decided that/the marble should be explored by drifting to the 
northwest. Only about 29 feet of drifting remains under the contract. 
The Operators plan to continue drifting on their own account after 
the footage remaining in the contract is completed. 


My next visit will be the final inspection at which time I plan to 
resurvey between the surface and the adit and hope to be able to more 
confidently correlate between units on the surface and in the adit. 
At present, it appears doubtful if the work will be successful in 
finding gold ore underground.

I made an interim inspection of the Three F Mining Co. property on 
Saturday, August 16, 1969. It had been hoped that by this date the 
gold-bearing marble zone that is the objective of the work would 
have been exposed in the crosscut. However, faulting has complicated 
the geology and the marble had not been reached. 


The accompanying map is a partial geologic map of the adit and shows 
the work done as part of the OME contract. Details of the geology 
are not completely shown, but the main structural features and the 
several marble beds or zones are shown. 


A flatly dipping fault is exposed in the walls of the crosscut. In 
earlier visits to the mine, I was not able to determine what, if any, 
offset had taken place along this fault. It was hoped that the dis-
placement would be small and would not unduly complicate the project 
work. Now, I'm not so sure. 


Originally, it had been expectedthat a 50-foot long crosscut to the 
southwest of the Marble no. 2 (see map), would cross through the marble 
in which the gold occurs on the surface. The crosscut is now about 
70 feet southwest of Marble no. 2, and no other thick marble has been 
intersected. One reason for lack of another marble in the crosscut 
can be because of the offset along the flat fault. If I have properly 
correlated marbles above and below the fault, as shown on the accompany-
ing map, then the marbles have been offset 20-25 feet along the flat 
fault, the marble on the top of the fault having been offset to the 
northeast. If this is the true offset, then it means that the cross-
cut will have to extended 20-25 feet more than originally planned to 
hit the objective. Unfortunately, the crosscut is at a most







.	 . 


inconvenient altitude, for the flat fault is exposed at waist level 
through much of its extent. If the crosscut was about 20 feet higher, 
there might not have been the problem that is now being experienced. 


A total of about 90 feet of crosscut has been completed, and only 150 
feet of drift and crosscut is allowed in the contract. If the marble 
is offset more than expected, it is conceivable that very little 
drifting will remain in the contract to explore it after it is inter-
sected. 


Messrs. Hubbard and Fritts, who were working during my inspection, 
discussed future plans with me. They.strongly believed that the 
rock exposed in the crosscut was very similar to that on the north 
side of the marble on the surface and, of course, hoped that a couple 
or three more rounds of crosscutting will hit the marble. If the 
crosscut is extended another 30 feet without success, some thought 
should be given to long holing to search for the marble in the back 
of the crosscut. 


The present situation is somewhat discouraging in that the exact 
amount or even the direction of offset on the faults cannot be deter-
mined with assurance. It is hoped that the objective will be reached 
soon and that there will be sufficient funds remaining in the contract 
to drift along it. Possibly, if conditions warrant it, the contract 
can be amended to permit more drifting.

I made an interim inspection of the Three F Mining Co. property on 
Saturday morning, July 12, 1969. On the previous day, I spent an 
hour discussing procedures for vouchering and other aspects of the 
contract with Mr. Frederick Crollard, Jr., secretary-treasurer of 
the corporation, in Wenatchee, Washington. 


Messrs. Fred Fritts and Frederick Hubbard were at the property on 
Saturday. We examined the new crosscut, discussed changes to be 
made in the bearing of the crosscut, and methods of collecting 
samples for assay. I spent about 2. hours at the property. 


Work had started under terms of the contract in June 1969. The 
Operators have submitted a voucher for 15 feet of crosscutting in 
June. As of July 12, the crosscut had been advanced 21# feet on a 
bearing of N. 85° W. A check with the map attached to the contract 
shows that the crosscut should be on a heading of about 5. 65° W. 
The Operators were advised to turn the heading to the more southerly 
trend. 


Broken rock from the last round obscured much of the wall rock near 
the face of the crosscut. Marble, dense andesite, and foliated gray 
rock that might be volcanic are exposed in the back. A flat-dipping 
fault crosses the new work at about waist level; offset along this 
fault cannot be determined as yet. Gouge along the fault is as much 
as 8 inches thick. The new work has been cutting across the folia-
tion at a low angle; the new heading will cut it at a higher angle. 
Hopefully, another 30 feet of advance will have cut through the 
limestone bed that is the objective of the crosscut. The Operators 
were told to advise me when they had done this.

Samples of the broken rock from each round had. been retained. 
Samples of wall rock had been submitted for assay; results will be 
submitted with the next voucher. The Operators were advised to 
retain samples of the broken rock from each round, but it would 
not be necessary to have them all assayed unless the wall rock shows 
promise of containing ore. They were advised to systematically 
sample the crosscut and/or drifts later in the project after a 
better evaluation of the geology could be made. 


No timbering has been necessary. About a box of powder is used in 
each round; 22 to 211 holes are drilled for each round. Some 
secondary breakage is necessary for large blocks that broke sub 
parallel to the foliation are in the muck pile. Possibly, better 
breakage will be obtained when the crosscut is turned at more of 
an angle to the foliation.

(a) Overtime requirements. --No Operator or subcontractor contracting for any part of the con-
tract work which may require or involve the employment of laborers or mechanics shall require or per-
mit any laborer or mechanic to be employed on such work in excess of eight hours in any calendar day or 
in excess of forty hours in any workweek unless such laborer or mechanic receives compensation at a 
rate of not less than one and one-half times his basic rate of pay for all hours worked in excess of 
eight hours in any such calendar day or in excess of forty hours in any such workweek, as the case may 
be.


(b)"Violations; liability for unpaid wages; liquidated damages. --In the event of any violation of 
the clauseet forth in subparagraph (a) of this paragraph, the Operator and any subcontractor res-
ponsible therfor shall be liable to any affected employee for his unpaid wages. In addition, such 
Operator and subcontractor shall be liable to the United States (in the case of work done under con-
tract for the District of Colunibia or a territory, to such District or to such territory), for liquid-
ated damages. Such liquidated damages shall be computed, with respect to each individual laborer or 
mechanic employed in violation of the clause set forth in subparagraph (a) of this paragraph, in the 
sum of $10 for each calendar day on which such employee was required or permitted to work in excess of 
eight hours or in excess of the standard workweek of forty hours without payment of the overtime wages 
required by the clause set forth in subparagraph (a) of this paragraph. 


(c) Withholding for unpaid wages and liquidated damages. --The U. S. Geological Survey may 
withhold or cause to be withheld, from any moneys payable on account of work performed by the Operator 
or ' ubcontractor, such sums as may administratively be determined to be necessary to satisfy any li-
abilities of such Operator or subcontractor for unpaid wages and liquidated damages as provided in the 
clause set forth in subparagraph (b) of this paragraph. 


ARTICLE 13. Copeland (Anti-Kickback) Act--Nonrebate of wages. --The regulations of the Secretary 
of Labor applicable to crntractors and subcontractors (29 CFR, Part 3), made pursuant to the Copeland 
Act, as amended (L U. S. C. 276c) and to aid in the enforcement of the Anti-Kickback Act (18 U. S. C. 
871k) are made a part of this contract by reference. The Operator will comply with thse regulations 
and any amendments or modifications thereof and will be responsille for the submission of affidavits 
required of independent contractors thereunder. The foregoing shafl apply except as the Secretary of 
Labor may specifically provide for reasonable limitations, variations, tolerances, and exemptions.

ARTICLE I. Authority and scope. --(a) This contract, entered into under the authority of Public 
Law 701, 85th Cong., 2d sess. (72 Stat. 700; 30 U.S.C. 61i.i - 6L.6), consists of this form, the 
attached Annex I (land description), Exhibit A (work and costs), and the maps and documents listed. 
The work is a search for new or unexplored deposits of the commodity designated above. The Operator 


shall begin the work on or before

and Exhibit A, shall complete the work dthin 	 months from the date of the contract. 


(b) The description of the work and the fixed cost for each unit of work to be performed (per 
foot of drilling, per foot of drifting, per hour of operations, etc.) are hereby agreed upon as speci-


fied in Exhi1it A. The estimated total cost of the work is $5, 800. 00 The Government will con-


tribute cpercent of the total fixed unit costs of the work performed, not in. excess of $4, 350. 00 
in accordance with the provisions of Articles Li- and 5. 


(c) Interest computation. --Simple interest at the rate of	 percent shall accrue from 
the dates Federal funds are made available until the period specified for payment of royalty expires, 
or until the amount of Federal funds contributed is fully repaid with interest. 


(d) The Operator shall not transfer or assign this contract or any right or obligation there-
under without the written consent of the Government. 


ARTICLE 2. 'Operator's rights in land. --(a)The Operator represents and undertakes that Annex I 
correctly describes the land which is the subject of this contract and the nature of the Operator's 
right of property and possession therein (whether as owner, lessee, or otherwise), and that such right, 
title, or interest is subject only to the following claims, liens, or encumbrances:

(if 'the Operator ' does not hold the legal title) the Lien Agreement of any holder of the legal title of 
the land (lessor, seller, optionor, etc.) are attached as follows:

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Cc) The Operator shall preserve and maintain his right, title, or interest in the land and his right to 
the possession thereof for the purposes of this contract, and shall devote the land and all existing improve-
ments, facilities, buildings, installations, and appurtenances to the purposes of this contract. The Opera-
tor shall neither transfer, convey, nor surrender the land nor any right, title, or interest therein, nor 
permit nor suffer any claim, lien, or encumbrance thereon, without expressly referring to and providing in 
the instrument of conveyance, lien, or encumbrance for the preservation of the Government's right to a 
royalty on production and liens for the payment thereof. Two true copies of such instrument shall be fur-
nished to the Government. i-f the Government's rights to royalty as provided in Article 6 have been terminated, 
the provisions of this paragraph (c) shall become inapplicable. 


ARTICLE 3. Performance of the work.--(a) Operator's responsibility.--The work shall be performed dili-
gently, efficiently, in a workmanlike manner in accordance with good mining standards, and In compliance with 
State laws governing health, safety, and liability insurance covering employment. The Operator shall provide 
suitable and adequate equipment, facilities, materials, supplies, and labor to complete the work as speci-
fied in Article 1(a). 


(b) Government may inspect. --The Operator shall consult with and inform the Government on all phases of 
the work as it progresses. The Government may enter at all reasonable times to inspect the work under the 
contract and production operations during the period that royalty is payable to the Government. The Operator 
shall provide the Government with all reasonable means of access for such inspections. 


ARTICLE ii.. Contribution by the Government. --The Government will make its contribution on the basis of 
the monthly vouchers referred to in Article 5(b), but all payments by the Government are provisional only, 
subject to audit. Until the account between the Operator and the Government is finally audited and settled 
and the Operator's final report has been received, the Government may withhold such sums as are necessary 
to protect its interests. To the extent that amounts in excess of fixed unit costs or in excess of the 
estimated total cost may be necessary for the performance of the work, the Operator shall incur and pay 
such amounts for his own account without contribution by the Government. The Government will not contribute 
to the cost of any work performed prior to the date of this contract. The Government may make payments for 
the account of the Operator directly to independent contractors and suppliers rather than to the Operator. 


ARTICLE 5YReports, accounts, audits.--(a) Operator's records.--The Operator shall keep suitable 
records ad accounts of the units of work performed and of any production in which the Government may have 
an interest; and shall preserve those with respect to work performed for at least three years after final 
payment by the Government, and those with respect to production for at least three years after any obligation 
to pay royalties to the Government has termirated.. The Government may inspect and audit said. records and 
accounts at any time, either by itself or by a certified public..accountant. The Comptroller General of the 
United States or his representative, until the expiration of said three-year periods, shall have access to 
and the right to examine all pertinent books, documents papers, and records of the Operator. 


(b) Monthly reports. --The Operator shall provide the Government with four copies of monthly reports in 
three sections as follows: 


(1) Operator's Monthly Voucher claiming costs for work performed; 
(2) Operator's Progress Report showing the number of units of the various types of work performed; 


and
(3) a narrative report of the work performed during the reporting period, including adequate engi-


neering-geological maps or sketches, drill hole.logs and locations, and assay reports on samples taken 
concurrently with advance in mineralized ground. 


(Forms for reporting under (1) and (2) above will be provided by the Government.) 
(c) Final report.--Upon completion of the work ortermInat-ion of the Government's obligation to con-


tribute to costs, the Operator shall füriii'sh the Government wfth three copies dfa final report (in addition 
to the final monthly report). This final report shall include a geological and engineering evaluation of the 
results of the work performed under the contract with an estimate of the ore reserves resulting from such work, 
complete assay data, adequate geological and engineering maps or sketches, and a suimnary of the work performed 
and the unit costs thereof. 


(d) Report of sales. -i .The Oratoi slll proyi4e the . Gvernment with suitable accounting and documentary 
evidence covering all production to which the Government's royalty relates, such as two copies of smelter or con-
centrator settlement sheets and certified accounts of production and sale or other disposition of production. 


(e) Compliance with requirements.--If the Government determines that any of the Operator's reports, 
records, or accounts are insufficient or incomplete, or if the Operator fails to make them, the Government 
may procure the preparation or completion of same with suitable attachments as an expense of the work to which 
the Operator shall contribute. The Government may withhold approval and. payment of any vouchers relating to 
insufficient or incomplete reports, records, or accounts. 


ARTICLE 6. RepaymenE by Operator. --(a) Certification. --If the Goernrnent considers that minal or 
metal production from the land covered by the ôontract may be possible as a result of the exploration work, it 
shall so certify in writing to the Operator at any time not later than six months after a sufficient. final 
report and final accounting (see Article 5) have been furnished. 
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(b) Royalty on production. --The Operator, whether or not the producer (for example, if the Opera-
tor either transfers or does not retain his interest in the land), shall pay to the Government a roy-
alty on all minerals and metals mined or produced from the land as follows: 


(1) irrespective of any certification of possible production--from the date of the contract 
until the lapse of the time within which the Government may issue such certification or until the 
total net amount contributed by the Government is fully repaid with interest, whichever occurs 
first; or


(2) if the Government issues a certification of possible production--for a period of ten 
years from the date of the contract or until the total net amount contributed by the Government is 
fully repaid with interest, whichever occurs first. 
(c) Payment of royalty. --(1) The Government's royalty shall be five percent of the gross proceeds 
(including, any. bonuses, premiums, allowances, or other benefits) from the production sold, in the 
form sold (ore, concentrate, metal, or equivalent), at the point of delivery (the f.o.b. point); 
except, that charges of the buyer arising in the regular course of business and shown as deductions 
on the buyer's settlement sheets (such as treatment processes performed by the buyer, sampling and 
assaying to determine the value of the production sold, and freight payable by the buyer to a 
carrier (not the Operator or producer)), shall be allowed as deductions in arriving at the "gross 
proceeds" as •that term is used herein. No costs of the Operator or producer are deductible in 
arriving at the "gross proceeds" as that term is here used. 


The term "treatment' processes" means those processe (such as milling, concentrating, smelting, 
refining, or equivalent, but excluding fabricating or manufacturing) applied to the crude ore or' 
other production after it is extracted from the ground to put it into a commercially marketable 
form.


(2) The Government's royalty shall be computed and paid currently upon each lot sold, held, 
or used in integrated operations, as the case may be. 
(d) Unsold production. --If any production (ore, concentrate, metal, or equivalent), after the 


lapse of six months from the date the ore was extracted from the ground, remains neither sold nor used 
in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations (for instance if it is stockpiled), the Govern-
ment, at its option, as long as it so remains, may require the computation and payment of its royalty 
on the value of such production in the form (ore, concentrate, metal, or equivalent) it is in when the 
Government elects to require computation and . payment. If any production is used in integrated manufact-
uring or fabricating operations before the Government makes its election, the Government's royalty on 
such production shall be computed on the value thereof in the form in which and at the time it is'so 
used. "Value" as here used means what is or would be gross income from mining operations for percentage 
depletion purposes in Federal income tax determination, or the market value, whichever is greater. 


(e) Lien for payment. --To secure the payment of royalty (see Article 6(b)), the Operator hereby 
grants to the Government a lien upon his interest in the land and upon any production of minerals and 
metals therefrom until the royalty claim is extinguished by lapse' of time or is fully paid. 


(f) Notice to purchasers.'--The Operator or producer shall give notice of the Government's claim for 
royalty to any purchaser of the production, and shall authorize and direct such purchaser to pay the 
royalty directly to the Government and to furnish the Government with copies of the settlement sheets. 
If the records of any production and sales or other disposition of production, whether' the production is 
by the Operator or by others, are not made available to the Government, the amount of the royalty may be 
estimated by the Government, and this estimate shall be final and binding upon the Operator or producer. 


(g) No obligation to produce.•--Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any obliga-
tion on the Operator or the Operator's successor in interest to engage in any production operations. 


(h) Government not obligated to. buy. --Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any 
obligation on the Government to purchase any minerals and metals mined or produced from the land. 


ARTICLE 7. Termination of the Government's Obligations.--(a) If the Government determines that 
operations at any time have failed to achieve anticipated results and further work is not justified, the 
Government may give the Operator written notice thereof, and thereupon: 


(1) the Government shall be free of all obligation to pay on account of units of work not thai 
performed; and 


(2) the Operator shall be free of all , sbligation to prosecute the work other than such as may 
be necessary and incidental to final accounting and reporting. 
(b) If the Government determines that the Operator is in default under the terms of the contract, 


the Government may give the Operator written notice of such default with a specification of reasonable 
time within which the default must be cured; and if the Operator fails to cure such default as required, 
thereupon:


(i) the Government shall be relieved of all obligation to pay on account of units of work not 
performed when the notice was given, and 


(2) the Operator shall be free of all obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may be 
necessary and incidental to final accounting and reporting. 	 . 


The Government may also avail itself of any other remedy the law may provide for breach of contract, in-
cluding the right to rescind the contract and to demand repayment of all moneys contributed by the Govern-
ment under the contract.







(c) The giving of any notice by the Government under the provisions of this Article 7 shall not 
affect the Government's rights as provided for in the contract with respect to royalty an liens to 
secure the payment thereof, and such rights shall be fully preserved. 


(d) The determinations of the Government are subject to appeal under Article U. 


ARTICLE 8. Notices to be given by the Government may be delivered to the Operator or may be sent 
by certified mail addressed to the Operator at his mailing address stated in this contract. If mailed, 
notices are deemed to have been delivered five days after the date of mailing. 


ARTICLE 9. Officials not to benefit. --No member of or delegate to Congress or resident commis-
sioner shall be admitted to any share or part of this contract or to any benefit that may arise 
therefrom; but this provision shall not be construed to extend to this contract if made with a corpora-
tion for its general benefit. 


ARTICLE 10. Nondiscrimination in Employiuent.--The provisions respecting nondiscrimination in em-
ployment which are required by section 301 of Exeçutive Order 10925, dated March 6, 1961, as amended 
and supplemented, are attached hereto as Exhibit B and are hereby incorporated in and made a part of 
this contract. 


ARTICLE 11. Disputes. --Any dispute arising under this contract which is not disposed of by agree-
ment shall be decided by the Director, U. S. Geological Survey, who shall reduce his decision to 
writing and mail or otherwise furnish a copy thereof to the Operator. The decision of the Director, 
U. S. Geological Survey, shall be final and conclusive unless, within 30 days from the date of receipt 
of such copy, the Operator mails or otherwise furnishes to the Director, U. S. Geological Survey, a 
written appeal addressed to the Secretary of the Interior. The decision of the Secretary or his 
duly authorized representative fo the determination of such appeals shall be final and conclusive 
unless determined by a court of competent jurisdiction to have been fraudulent, or capricious or 
arbitrary, or so grossly erroneous as necessarily to imply bad faith, or not supported by substantial 
evidence. 


The term "Director, U. S. Geological Survey," as used herein includes his duly authorized 
representative. 


ARTICLE 12. Work Hours Act of 1962 - Overtime Compensation. --This contract, to the extent that 
it is of a character specified in the Work Hours Act of 1962 (Public Law 87-581, 76 Stat. 357-360) and 
is not covered by the Walsh-Healey Public Contracts Act (141 U.S.C. 35_14.5), is subject to the following 
provisions and to all other provisions and exceptions of said Work Hours Act of 1962. 


(a) Overtime requirements. --No Operator or subcontractor contracting for any part of the con-
tract work which may require or involve the employment of laborers or mechanics shall require or per-
mit any laborer or mechanic to be employed on such work in excess of eight hours in any calendar day or 
in excess of forty hours in any workweek unless such laborer or mechanic receives compensation at a 
rate of not less than one and one-half times his basic rate of pay for all hours worked in excess of 
eight hours in any such calendar day or in excess of forty hours in any such workweek, as the case may 
be.


(b) Violations; liability for unpaid wages; liquidated damages. --In the event of any violation of 
the clause_set forth in subparagraph (a) of this paragraph, the Operator and any subcontractor res-
ponsible therefor shall be liable to any affected employee for his unpaid wages. In addition, such 
Operator and subcontractor shall be liable to the United States (in the case of work done under con-
tract for the District of Columbia or a territory, to such District or to such territory), for liquid-
ated damages. Such liquidated damages shall be computed, with respect to each individual laborer or 
mechanic employed in violation of the clause set forth in subparagraph (a) of this paragraph, in the 
sum of $10 for each calendar day on which such employee was required or permitted to work in excess of 
eight hours or in excess of the standard workweek of forty hours without payment of the overtime wages 
required by the clause set forth in subparagraph (a) of this paragraph. 


(c) Withholding for unpaid wages and liquidated damages. --The U. S. Geological Survey may 
withhold or cause to be withheld, from any moneys payable on account of work performed by the Operator 
or ubcontractor, such sums as may administratively be determined to be necessary to satisfy any li-
abilities of such Operator or subcontractor for unpaid wages and liquidated damages as provided in the 
clause set forth in subparagraph (b) of this paragraph. 


ARTICLE 13. Copeland (Anti-Kickback) Act--Nonrebate of wages. --The regulations of the Secretary 
of Labor applicable to cntractors and subcontractors (29 CFR, Part 3), made pursuant to the Copeland 
Act, as amended (14.0 U. S. C. 276c) and to aid in the enforcement of the Anti-Kickback Act (18 U. S. C. 
8714.) are made a part of this contract by reference. The Operator will comply with these regulations 
and any amendments or modifications thereof and will be responsible for the submission of affidavits 
required of independent contractors thereunder. The foregoing shall apply except as the Secretary of 
Labor may specifically provide for reasonable limitations, variations, tolerances, and exemptions.

The purpose of this project is to explore by crosscutting and 
drifting for gold-bearing ore bodies in and along quartz veins that 
traverse steeply dipping limestone beds of the Swauk formation of.

All drifts and crosscuts shall be not less than 5 by 7 feet 
in cross section and shall be timbered as necessary using standard

(c) The Operator shall preserve and maintain his right, title, or interest in the land and his right to 
the possession thereof for the purposes of this contract, and shall devote the land and all existing improve-
ments, facilities, buildings, installations, and appurtenances to the purposes of this contract. The Opera-
tor shall neither transfer, convey, nor surrender the land nor any right, title, or interest therein, nor 
permit nor suffer any claim, lien, or encumbrance thereon, without expressly referring to and providing in 
the instrument of conveyance, lien, or encumbrance for the preservation of the Government's right to a 
royalty on production and liens for the payment thereof. Two true copies of such instrument shall be fur-
nished to the Government'. If the Government's rights to royalty as provided in Article 6 have been terminated, 
the provisions of this paragraph (c) shall become inapplicable. 


ARTICLE 3. Performance of the work.--(a) Operator's responsibility.--The work shall be performed dili-
gently, efficiently, in a workmanlike manner in accordance with good mining standards, and in compliance with 
State laws governing health, safety, and liability insurance covering employment. The Operator shail provide 
suitable and adequate equipment, facilities, materials, supplies, and labor' to complete the work as speci-
fied in Article 1(a). 


(b) Government may inspect. --The Operator 'shall consult with and inform the Government on all phases of 
the work as it progresses. The Government may enter at all reasonable times to inspect the work under the 
contract and production operations during.the period that royalty is payable to the Government. The Operator 
shall provide the Government wi'th all reasonable means of access for such inspections. 


ARTICLE 1. Contribution by the Government. --The Government will make its contribution on the basis of 
the monthly vouchers referred to in Arti1e 5(b), but all payments by the Government are provisional only, 
subject to audit. Until the account between the Operator and the Government Is finally audited and settled 
and the Operator's final report has been received, the Government may withhold such sums as are necessary 
to protect its interests. o the extent that amounts in excess of fixed unit costs or in excess of the 
estimated total cost may be necessary for the performance of the work, the Operator shall incur and pay 
such amounts for his own account without contribution by the Government. The Government will not contribute 
to the cost of any work performed prior to the date of this contract. The Government may make payments for 
the account of the Operator directly to independent contractors and suppliers rather than to the Operator. 


ARTICLE 5. Reports, accounts, audits. --(a) Operator's records.--The Operator shall keep suitable 
records and accounts of the units of work performed and of any production in which the Government may have 
an interest; and shall preserve those with respect to work performed for at least three years after final 
payment by the Government, and those with respect to production for at least three years after any obligation 
to pay royalties to the Government has termirated. The Government may inspect and audit said records and 
accounts at any time, either by itself or by a certified publicaccountant. The Comptroller General of the 
United States or his representative, until the expiration of 'said three-year periods, shall have access to 
and the right to examine all pertinent books, documents, papers, and records of the Operator. 


(b) Monthly reports. --The Operator shall provide the Government with four copies of monthly reports in 
three sections as follows: 


(1) Operator's Monthly Voucher claiming costs for work performed; 
(2) Operator's Progress Report showing the number of units of the various types of work performed; 


and


(3) a narrative report of the work performed during the reporting period, including adequate engi-
neering-geological maps or sketches, drill hole logs and locations, and assay reports on samples taken 
concurrently with advance in mineralized ground. 


(Forms for reporting under (1) and (2) above will be provided by the Government.) 
(c) Final report. --Upon completion of the iork or termination of the Government's obligation to con-


tribute to costs, the Operator shall furnish the Government with three copies of a final report (in addition 
to the final monthly report). This final report shall include a geological arid engineering evaluation of the 
results of the work performed under the contract with an estimate of the ore reserves resulting from such work, 
complete assay data, adequate geological and engineering maps or sketches, and a summary of the work performed 
and the unit costs thereof. 


(d) Report of sales. --The Operator shall provide the Government with suitable accounting and documentary 
evidence covering all production to which the Government's royalty relates, such as two copies of smelter or con-
centrator settlement sheets and certified accounts of production and sale or other disposition of production. 


(e)' Compliance with requirements.--If the Government determines that any of the Operator's reports, 
records, or accounts are insufficient or incomplete, or if the Operator fails to make them, the Government 
may procure the preparation or completion of same' with suitable attachments as an expense of the work to which 
the Operator shall contribute. The Government may withhOld approval and payment of any vouchers relating to 
insufficient or incomplete reports, records, or accounts. 


ARTICLE 6. Repayment by Operator. --(a) Certification. --If the Government considers that mineral or 
metal production from the 'land covered by the contract may be possible as a result of the exploration work, it 
shall so certify' in writing to the Operator at any time not later than six months after a sufficient final 
report and final accounting (see Article 5) have been furnished. 
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(b) Royalty on production. --The Operator, whether or not the producer (for example, if the Opera-
tor either transfers or does not retain his interest in the land), shall pay to the Government a roy-
alty on all minerals and metals mined or produced from the land as follows: 


(i) irrespective of any certification of possible production--from the date of the contract 
until the lapse of the time within which the Government may issue such certification or until the 
total net amount contributed by the Government is Thlly repaid wih interest, whichever occurs 
first; or 


(2) if the Government issues a certification of possible production--for a period of ten 
years from the date of the contract or until the total net amount contributed by the Government is 
fully repaid with interest, whichever occurs first. 
(c) Payment of royalty. --(1) The Government's royalty shall be five percent of the gross proceeds 
(including any. bonuses, premiums, allowances, or other benefits) from the production sold, in the 
form sold (ore, concentrate, metal, or equivalent), at the point of delivery (the f.o.b. point); 
except, that charges of the buyer arising in the regular course of business and shown as deductions 
on the buyer's settlement sheets (such as treatment processes performed by the buyer, sampling and 
assaying to determine the value of the production sold, and freight payable by the buyer to a 
carrier (not the Operator or producer)), shall be allowed as deductions in arriving at the "gross 
proceeds" as 'that term is used herein. No costs of the Operator or producer are deductible in 
arriving at the "gross proceeds" as that term is here used. 


The term "treatnint' processes" means those processes (such as mining, concentrating, smelting, 
refining, or equivalent, but excluding fabricating or manufacturing) applied to the crude ore or 
other production after it is extracted from the ground to put it into a conunercially marketable 
forth.


(2) The Government's royalty shall be computed and paid currently upon each lot sold, held, 
or used in integrated operations, as the case may be. 
(d) Unsold production. --If any production (ore, concentrate, metal, or equivalent), after the 


lapse of six months from the date the ore was extracted from the ground, remains neither sold nor used 
in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations (for instance if it is stockpiled), the Govern-
ment, at its option, as long as it so remains, may require the computation and payment of its royalty 
on the value of such production in the form (ore, concentrate, metal, or equivalent) it is in when the 
Government elects to require computation and. payment. If any production is used in integrated manufact-
uring or fabricating operations before the Government makes its election, the Government's royalty on 
such production shall be computed on the value thereof in the form in which and at the time it is so 
used. "Value" as here used means what is or would be gross income from mining operations for percentage 
depletion purposes in Federal income tax determination, or the market value,' whichever is greater. 


(e) Lien for payment.--To secure the payment of royalty (see Article 6(b)), the Operator hereby 
grants to the Government a lien upon his interest in the land and upon any production of minerals and 
metals therefrom until the royalty claim is extinguished by lapse of time or is fully paid. 


(f) Notice to purchasers. --The Operator or producer shall give notice of the Government's claim for 
royalty to any purchaser of the production, and shall authorize and direct such purchaser to pay the 
royalty directly to the Government and to furnish the Government with copies of the settlement sheets. 
If the records of any production and sales or other disposition of production, whether the production is 
by the Operator or by others, are not made available to the Government, the amount of the royalty may be 
estimated by the Government, and this estimate shall be final and binding upon the Operator or producer. 


(g) No obligation to produce. --Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any obliga-
tion on the Operator or the Operator's successor in interest to engage in any production operations. 


(h) Government 'not obligated to buy. --Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any 
obligation on the Government to purchase any minerals and metals mined or produced from the land. 


ARTICLE 7 . Termination of the Government's Obligations.--(a) If the Government determines that 
operations at any time have failed to achieve anticipated results and further work is not justified, the 
Government may give the Operator written notice thereof, and thereupon: 


(1) the Government shall be free of all obligation to pay on account of units of work not thai 
performed; and 


(2) the Operator shall be free of all obligatidn to prosecute the work other than such as may 
be necessary and incidental to final accounting and reporting. 
(b) If the Government determines that the Operator is in default under the terms of the contract, 


the Government may give the Operator written notice of such default with a specification of reasonable 
time within which the default,must be cured; and if the Operator fails, to cure such default as required, 
thereupon:


(1) the Government shall be relieved of all obligation to pay on account of units of work' not 
performed when the notice was given, and 


(2), the Operator shall be free of all obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may be 
necessary and incidental to final accounting and reporting. 


The Government may also avail itself of any other remedy the law may provide for breach of contract, in-' 
cluding the right'to rescind the contract and to demand repayment of all moneys contributed by the Govern-
ment under the contract.







(c) The giving of any notice by the Government under the provisions of this Article 7 shall not. 
affect the Government's rights as provided for in the contract with respect to royalty an liens to 
secure the payment thereof, and such rights shall be fully preserved. 


(d) The determinations of the Government are subject to appeal under Article II. 


ARTICLE 8. Notices to be given by the Government may be delivered to the Operator or may be sent 
by certified mail addressed to the Operator at his mailing address stated in this contract. If mailed, 
notices are deemed to have been delivered five days after the date of mailing. 


ARTICLE 9. Officials not to benefit. --No member of or delegate to Congress or resident coimnis-
sioner shall be admitted to any share or part of this contract or to any benefit that may arise 
therefrom; but this provision shall not be construed to extend to this contract if made with a corpora-
tion for its general benefit. 


ARTICLE 10. Nondiscrimination in Employment. --The provisions respecting nondiscrimination in em-
ployment which are required by section 301 of Executive Order 10925, dated March 6, 1961, as amended 
and supplemented, are attached hereto as Exhibit B and are hereby incorporated in and made a part of 
this contract. 


ARTICLE 11. Disputes. --Any dispute arising under this contract which is not disposed of by agree-
ment shall be decided by the Director, U. S. Geological Survey, who shall reduce his decision to 
writing and mail or otherwise furnish a copy thereof to the Operator. The decision of the Director, 
U.. S. Geological Survey, shall be final and conclusive unless, within 30 days from the date of receipt 
of such copy, the Operator mails or otherwise furnishes to the Director, U. S. Geological Survey, a 
written appeal addressed to the Secretary of the Interior. The decision of the Secretary or his 
duly authorized representative for the determination of such appeals shall be final and conclusive 
unless determined by a court of competent jurisdiction to have been fraudulent, or capricious or 
arbitrary, or so grossly erroneous as necessarily to imply bad faith, or not supported by substantial 
evidence. 


The term "Director, U. S. Geological Survey," as used herein includes his duly authorized 
representative. 


ARTICLE 12. Work Hours Act of 1962 - Overtime Compensation. --This contract, to the extent that 
it is of a character specified in the Work Hours Act of 1962 (Public Law 87-581, 76 Stat. 357-360) and 
is not covered by the Walsh-Healey Public Contracts Act ( )4-1 U.S.C. 35-i.5), is subject to the following 
provisions and to all other provisions and exceptions of said Work Hours Act of 1962. 


(a) Overtime requirements. --No Operator or subcontractor contracting for any part of the con-
tract work which may require or involve the employment of laborers or mechanics shall require or per-
mit any laborer or mechanic to be employed on such work in excess of eight hours in any calendar day or 
in excess of forty hours in any workweek unless such laborer or mechanic receives compensation at a 
rate of not less than one and one-half times his basic rate of pay for all hours worked in excess of 
eight hours in any such calendar day or in excess of forty hours in any such workweek, as the case may 
be.


(b) Violations; liability for unpaid wages; liquidated damages. --In the event of any violation of 
the clause set forth in subparagraph (a) of this paragraph, the Operator and any subcontractor res-
ponsible therefor shall be liable to any affected employee for his unpaid wages. In addition, such 
Operator and subcontractor shall be liable to the United States (in the case of work done under con-
tract for the District of Columbia or a territory, to such District or to such territory), for liquid-
ated damages. Such liquidated damages shall be computed, with respect to each individual laborer or 
mechanic employed in violation of the clause set forth in subparagraph (a) of this paragraph, in the 
sum of $10 for each calendar day on which such employee was required or permitted to work in excess of 
eight hours or in excess of the standard workweek of forty hours without payment of the overtime wages 
required by the clause set forth in subparagraph (a) of this paragraph. 


(c) Withholding for unpaid wages and liquidated damages. --The U. S. Geological Survey may 
withhold or cause to be withheld, from any moneys payable on account of work performed by the Operator 
or subcontractor, such sums as may administratively be determined to be necessary to satisfy any li-
abilities of such Operator or subcontractor for unpaid wages and liquidated damages as provided in the 
clause set forth in subparagraph (b) of this paragraph. 


ARTICLE 13. Copeland (Anti-Kickback) Act--Nonrebate of wages. --The regulations of the Secretary 
of Labor applicable to crntractors and subcontractors (29 CFR, Part 3), made pursuant to the Copeland 
Act, as amended ( li.O U. S. C. 276c) and to aid in the enforcement of the Anti-Kickback Act (18 U. S. C. 
8714.) are made a part of this contract by reference. The Operator will comply with thse regulations 
and any amendments or modifications thereof and will be responsThle for the submission of affidavits 
required of independent contractors thereunder. The foregoing shall apply except as the Secretary of 
Labor may specifically provide for reasonable limitations, variations, tolerances, and exemptions.

The applicant's property is In a northwesterly trending belt of 
steeply dipping limestone beds and intrusive layers of andesitic 
dikes bounded on the east by a fault zone and granitic rocks. Little 
is known of the geology, but there are several gold prospects 'in the 
same or similar beds of the Swauk formation, Huntting, in Inventory 
of Mineral Properties in Che1atcounty, 'Washlngton: State of Washington 
Division of Geology Report of Investigations No. 9 ( 1914.3), lists nine 
prospects five of which contain values in gold ranging in grade from 
$2 . 50 to $186.00. They lie along or close to a line striking about 
N. 14.00 W,, but apparently none of them have had any recorded produc-
tion. However, along with the slight data available on the appli-
cant's property they strongly suggest a potentially rich gold-
bearing zone. 


On the F.H.G. ground only one of three trenches and a prospect pit 
yielded samples assaying more than traces of gold and silver but 
that one1 Trench No. 3, yielded 1.11.14. ounces gold and 0.6 ounce silver 
per ton over a width of at least a foot. Another sample of a float 
boulder directly down hill from Trench No. 3 yielded 3.72 ounces 
gold and 1.35 ounces silver per ton. A few pieces about half the size 
of a fist taken from the boulder were crushed and panned in the 
Spokane laboratory and yielded many small gold crystals; no plate, 
flake, or wire gold was found. 


The gold occurs in bands or veins within the limestone, but their 
lengths and frequency of occurrence cannot be determined. Nor can 
it be determined whether they occur in one of more than one limestone 
bed. In order to determine this and to gain necessary and important 
geologic information relative to the occurrence of goldin this zone,
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Puffett has recommended a modest program comprising 150 feet of 
crosscutting and drifting at a total cost of $5,736.90, of which 
the Government would contribute $14. ,302 .68. 


The chance of a significant discovery of gold resulting from this 
proposed project is not in itself very good, but the chance of the 
results indicating a favorable environment for more extensive 
exploration on ' this property which would produce a significant dis-
covery are good. in relation to the proposed costs and, if successful, 
exploration of the entire belt would. be encouraged. Considerable 
exploration was necessary before the Gold King in a somewhat similar 
Swauk environment, was recognized as a potential mine. It has since 
produced in the order of 367,500 ounces gold worth $13,500,000. 


In view of the above considerations I concur with Puffett's recom-
mendations.

INTRODUCTION 


The F.H.G. Mining Company applied for ONE assistance on Octob 
1966, to explore for the downward extension of a gold-bearing 
on their property which is about 6 miles northeast of Wenatchee 
Lake, Chelan County, Washington. An examination of the property was 
made on June 26, 1967, but the walls of the trench:és and the face 
of the adit had sloughed so that no meaningful information could be 
obtained. The application was considered withdrawn by the Washington 
Office as of September 22, 1967, and was placed in the inactive file. 


The applicant reopened his request by submitting another application 
on March 3, 1968. Exploration had continued at the property in the 
summer months of 1967 and 1968 and new information was available 
that was unknown in 1966. An adit has been driven a total length 
of about 190 feet and is within about 6Ofeet of the downward 
projection of an ore-bearing vein exposed on the surface. This adit 
had been extended by the applicant who worked at the property on 
weekends and other holidays. 


I examined the F.H.G. Mining Company property on Saturday, September 21, 
1968. Mr. Fred G. Fritts, Partner, took me to the property from 
Wenatchee, Washington, in his private automobile. Mr. Frederick L. 
Hubbard, Partner, met us at the property and accompanied Mr. Fitts 
and me on the examination. Mr. Earl R. Graybeal, the third Partner, 
arrived at the property early in the afternoon and discussed partic-
ulars of the proposed exploration. 


I made a Brunton and tape survey of the trenches and the underground 
workings (fig. 1). Three samples of the vein and one of the host
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rock were collected for assay. About 6 hours were spent on the 
property during the examination. 


RECOMNENDATION 


'It is recommended that an exploration contract be awarded the F.H.G. 
Mining Company to explore the downward extension of a 1imestonebed 
for, gold ore. Rich ore occurs at the surface in an oxidized zone 
In the limestone and the proposed' exploration will 'explore this 
zone at a depth of 100 to 150 feet below the surface. If successful, 
the exploration will prove a modest tonnage of rich gold ore 'and 
will also aid in appraising the gold-bearing potential of this 
relatively untested.area. The total estimated costof the explora-
tion is about $5,736.90, of which the Government's share at 75 
percent is $Ii. , 302 .

The F.H.G. Mining Company is a partnership and takes its name from 
the first letter in the three partners' names: Fred G. Fritts, 
1627 Cherry Street, Wenatchee, Washington; Frederick L. Hubbard, 
16513 ,-' 37th N.E., Seattle, Washington, and Earl R. Graybeal, 525 
Schoolway, Olympia, Washington. These partners at one time all 
lived in Wenatchee,' Washington, and had been prospecting the 
east slopes of theCascade Mountains for several years. Mr. Fritts 
is the only one of the three who is an experienced miner, but all 
the partners assisted in driving the adit on their property. 


LOCATION AND ACCESSIBILITY 


The app;1.icant's propertyis lli.O acres in sec. 36, T. 28 N., R. 17 E., 
W .M., Thei.àn County,. Was'1ington. The F. H. G. Mining Company has been 
granted a State Mineral Prospecting Lease No.. 5811.05 which covers the 
SENW*, NNE-SW*, SEESW*, 4NWSE, SNWSE, SWSE, sec. 36. 
The proposed exploration will 'be in the NWSE of sec. 36. The 
lease commences on January 10, 1968, and continues for 2 years. The 
terms of the lease permit the lessee to convert to a Mining Contract 
prior to the expiration of the Prospecting Lease. If the applicant 
is awarded an exploration contract, he would have to post a Perform-
ance Bond as the. State would probably not sign a Lien and Subordina-
tion Agreement.
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The property can be reached by gàing north from Leavenworth, Wash-
ington, on State Road 209 to Plain, Washington. From Plain, one 
follows the Chewawa River road northerly to the junction with Alder 
Creek. From this junction, one follows a logging road that winds 
up and across the dividing ridge between Alder Creek and Twin Creek 
in a general northwesterly direction. Near the top of the ridge, 
a narrow bulldozed road trends easterly across the ridge to the 
applicant's camp. All but the last 2 miles of the road are tra y


-ersible by the ordinary vehicle and during wet weather a 1i-wheel 
drive vehicle is necessary. 


The applicant estimates that the altitude at his camp is about 
3,700 feet; the valley bottom at Alder Creek is about 3,000 feet. 
North from the camp, the hillslope is upward at a gradual gradient, 
but steep-sided hills begin about 2 miles north of the camp and 
their sununits are above 6,000 feet. 


Snowfall is heavy in the vicinity of the property and the applicant 
has stated that it cannot be reached in the spring until about the 
first part of April. In all likelihood, exploration work would be 
suspended, because of snow, between the latter part of October and 
about the first of May.


GEOLOGY 


There is no known detailed geologic map of the area surrounding the 
applicant's property; however, some idea of the general geology can 
be found on the 1961 edition of the State Geologic Map of Washington. 
Part of this map is shown as an inset on figure 1. The State map 
shows a graben, trending north from Leavenworth, that contains non-
marine rocks of Paleocene and Cretaceous age. Presumably, much of 
this rock belongs to the Swauk formation. A northwest-trending 
fault forms the northeast boundary of the graben and, near the 
applicant's property, the rocks northeast of the fault are granitic 
rocks of Mesozoic age. The applicant's property is very near the 
plotted position of the fault contact between the granitic rocks 
and the nonmarine sedimentary rocks and hence the exposed rocks 
on his property are probably part of a relatively broad zone of 
faulting. 


There are four different rock tpes exposed on the applicant's 
property. Pumice, in granules 	 inch in diameter, mantles the 
surface and, along with much forest debris, generally obscures most 
of the bedrock. Trenches excavated by the applicant have exposed 
bedrock in several places (fig. 1) and the adit has cut through 
bedrock. A near vertical rib, or ribs, of limestone, or marble, 
are conspicuous in the trenches. This rock, light gray to buff is 
moderately well bedded, the beds ranging from 2 to ii. inches thick. 
Bedding is marked by paper thin gray bands of undetermined 
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composition. The attitude of the bedding is very steep in some 
exposures but more gently inclined in ôtheré. The "ribs" of lime-
stone are bounded by greenish gray andesite that near the surface 
has been oxidized to a bronish, platy rock the applicant has 
referred to as slate. No layering or flow banding was seen in the 
andesite. Light gry granitic rock is exposed about 200 feet north 
of the adit. Bulldozing deep trenches between the adit and the 
granite exposure failed to penetrate bedrock and probably a deeply 
eroded fault zone underlies this area. 


The relationships between the limestone, andesite, and granite are 
somewhat obscure, The limestone seemingly can be traced from trench 
to trench in what appears to be a steeply dipping bed or series of 
beds. In Trench No. 3 (fig. 1) there are two zones of limestone 
separated by about 15 feet of. andes ite. Along., the access road 
southwest, of the portal of the adit, there are two zones of lime-
stone with andesite between and to the north and south of them. 
The contact between limestone and andesite is nearly vertical; 
however, the bedding in the limestone near the access road is 
N. 68° W. 30° N. The contact between andesite and limestone near• 
the southwest face of the adit is nearly vertical; here the bedding 
in the limestone is N. .700 W. 62° N. It appears, therefore, that 
the attitude of the contact between the andesite and the limestone 
is not parallel to the bedding but is near vertical and, hence, is 
probably an intrusive contact. Alternatively, the limestone might 
represent slices that have been faulted down into the andesite. It 
seems probable that the andésite and limestone is in a block that is 
faulted against the granitic rocks, even though no exposure of such 
a fault is known. 


There are at least two and probably more beds or ribs of limestone 
and these range from 10 to 140 feet thick. If in general the lime-
stone dips to the north, then it is difficult to project the same 
limestone from Trench No. .1 to Trench No. 2 and downward to Trench 
No. 3 (fig. 1). It does seem likely that the limestone in Trench 
No. 3 can be projected to the prospect pit downslope from it and 
easterly to that limestone exposed in the banks of the access road. 
In the access road there are two limestone beds and in Trench No. 3 
there are two limestone beds; these seem to be correlative. It is 
difficult to project these two limestones up slope to Trenches No. 
2 and 1, and as a consequence, it appears that the limestones in the 
upper trenches are parts of two additional limestone beds or zones. 
Another possibility is that there are several faults in the area 
that offset the limestone beds in the covered areas between the 
trenches and there are in fact only two limestone beds. 


It is important to learn if there are one or several limestone beds 
and to determine if gold-bearing veins are only in one of the lime-
stones or if gold-bearing veins can be found in more than one of 
them.	 .
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The gold occurs in somewhat vuggy, oxidized, limonite-stained bands 
or veins that cut across the limestone. The best exposure of this 
material is in Trench No. 3 where the applicant has obtained an 
assay of more than 3ounces gold per ton. The oxidized band is 
about 12 inches thick, but its true trend is difficult to determine 
with accuracy; it does appear to be crosscutting the trend of the 
limestone at a low angle. Samples of the oxidized material were 
panned and abundant small grains of gold 0.1 to 0.7 millimeter in 
diameter were collected. These grains are generally shaped somewhat 
like garnets in that crystal faces are common and some appear to be 
cubes modified by octahedra. Small quartz crystals are abundant in 
the material and it is evident that much quartz has been introduced 
into the limestone. No sulfides were seen in the panned concen-
trates, but magnetite and ilinenite are common. 


The origin of the gold is unknown and much more about the local 
geology will have to be known before the source is learned. 
Possibly, the gold-bearing veins formed in limestone prior to the 
intrusion of andesite. The appl1cantsta.teci that hecannot pan 
gold out of the andesite. Possibly, the veins are related to the 
intrusion of the granitic rocks and have been faulted downward into 
the andesite. Maybeneither of these possibilities are true. 


It seems quite certain that the gola-bearing veins are confined to 
the limestone beds or zones. It cannot be said with certainty that 
the limestone represents original sedimentary rock, but the banding 
does appear to be bedding. Alternatively, the limestone might be a 
metamorphic differentiate and the banding is something different than 
bedding. Whatever the case, the gold occurs in the limestone and 
exploration will have to search the limestone for the veins. 


It was of interest to learn from the applicant how he found the gold. 
Through the years the partners had panned up Alder Creek and had 
found a few colors. They followed up the creek until they could no 
longer find colors and then started sampling the hillslope above 
the creek bed. Eventually, their efforts were rewarded by finding 
the gold in bedrock in the limestone. They state that they can trace 
the limestone down the slope to the crek, but it. is not certain if 
they can find gold in it near the creek. What matters is that they 
did find itnear. their present camp and they have directed their 
efforts to finding it underground in that area. 


The assay data of the samples give some idea of the possible rich-
ness of the oxidized vein material. A sample of several pieces of 
oxidized material from Trench No. 3 çfig. 1) assayed l.I ounces 
gold. and 0.6 ounce silver per ton. A sample of pieces of a boulder 
of vein material from near the portal of the adit assayed 3.72 ounces 
gold and 1.37 ounces silver per ton. Oxidized material from a 
fracture in the limestone in Trench No. 2 yielded only traces of 
gold and silver. A channel cut across 57 inches Of limestone in the 
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prospect pit east of Trench No. '3 yielded only traces 'of gold and 
silver. These assay data indicate that the limestone is essentially 
barren and also that some oxidized fractures in the limestone are 
very low in silver and gold, whereas some of the oxidized zones are 
very rich in gold. Obviously, more will have to be learned before 
these differences can be meaningfully appraised. 


APPLICANT'S PROPOSAL 


The applicant originally proposed driving an adit tO a point under 
a surface trench in which gold ore was found. Crosscutting from 
this adit would explore for gold in additional limestone beds. 
The applicant started an aditnear a location where a boulder of 
rich vein material was found on the surface and hoped they would 
soon find a limestone bed to follow'. In driving this adit 105 feet, 
they cut through much broken rock without finding the limestone. 
Apparently, they were exploring pert of the broad zone of faulting 
south of the granite contact. All the 105 feet of this part of the 
adit is timbered and t1ghtly lagged. They then crosscut to the 
southwest and crossed a limestone bed. They have drifted about 13 
feet on this limestone bed but 'are aware that it might be north of 
the ore-bearing limestone that they found in Prench No. 3. There is 
no ore in the limestone bed in the adit. 


The applicant now proposes to crosscut to the limestone that is the 
downward projection of that exposed in Trench No. 3 and to drift to 
the northwest along the limestone. This work would determine if the 
gold-bearing vein exposed in the trench persists to 'the depth of the 
adit and would also determine if additional gOld-bearing veins cut 
the limestone. The total amount of drifting and crosscutting re-
quested is 100 feet. This seems a minimal amount'of exploration and 
possibly more drifting will be necessary to fully explore, the vein 
at the altitude of the ad.it, 


PROPOSED EXPLORATION 


An inspection of figure 1 shows that the 'southwest face of the adit 
is about 70 feet northeast of the surface trace of the limestone bed 
exposed in Trench No. 3.. If the limestone dips to the north, then a 
minimum of about 50 feet of crosscutting'.from the adit should cross 
it at theadit 1evel. It can also be seen on figure 1 that it would 
take about 100 feet of drifting northwest from the exposure in the 
access road to reach the same point on the limestone. The applicant 
admits that if he had known what he now knows, the adit would have 
started on the limestOne exposed in the road and the work would have 
explored along the limestone, rather than the area northeast of the 
vein. As of now, it seems bette'r to conduct the exploration from 
the existing adit rather than to start a new drift from the surface 
on the limestone exposed in the road, If the exploration is 
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successful in finding ore 'at depth in the limestone, a new opening 
on the surface in the limestone will probably be made 


• A modest exploration program similar to that outlined by the appli-
cant is justified to explore'for the downward extension of the ore 
exposed in Trench No. 3. Fifty feet of crosscutting,and. 100 feet of 
drifting should determine if the ore extends to the depth' of the 
adit level (fig. 2). A more ambitious program, does not seem justi-
fied' now because so very little information is available about' the 
habit of the ore. Possibly, if theproposed exploration is success-


•	 ful, more exploration can be planned for later, but it does not seem, 
practicable at this time' to set up a two-stage program. A rather 
simple one -stage program can be completed by the applicant in a 
summer's season with no large capital outlay for equipment additional '

This work will V 
be done by the applicant during the weekends and other holiday 
periods. There will be an estimated advance of 10 feet per weekend 
or 1.i.O feet permonth, •for a . total of 1 months for the project. A 
unit-cost type of contract is recommended.

2. Applicant' a Right in Land; As soon as we obtain our lease from the State of 
Washington (we have been issued a lease number - 58L.o5 and expect the lease in /

assured we will obtain a performance bond covering the governments share of the 
cost of the proposed work. 


3 & 5. Physical Description and Exploration Work; The geological structure appears 
to be a simple uncomplicated formation, consisting of a limestone body, varying 
in width on the exposed surface 10 feet to 50 feet, and extending in a straight 
line for 1000 feet in length, from Alder creed below, to our No. 1 area. The 
limestone has an average dip of about 6o degrees north. On both sides of the 
linestone is a brown shale formation; the quartz vein intraaions penetrate the 
shale along side the limestone; also, the veins intrude up through cracks in
