Enclosed is an application for OME aid to explore for silver-gold
ore in the Orient Mining District, Stevens County, Washington, by
55 feet of shafting and 150 feet of drifting from the bottom of
the shaft. Concurrently with this work the applicant proposes to
diamond drill 10 X-ray size holes from the surface to unstated
depths and to do an unspecified amount of geochemical sampling
"in adjacent areas where geological ev1dence indicates potential
ores.

The applicant's estimated cost of his proposed work is $23,000.00,
of which the Government's share would probably be not more than
623 percent or $1k4,375.00.

The application includes a claim map showing five claims of which
Uranavish Nos. 1, 2, 3, and 4 were given to the corporation by
Carl Sanstrom when the company was incorporated. The fifth claim,
Uranawish No. 5, was located June 27, 1965, and the location was
filed July 6, 1965, by C. L. Sanstrom, but there is nof document
to indicate that this claim was ever leased, given, or otherwise
assigned to the applicant.

The narrative under 3(a) refers to 4 diamond drill holes that have
been drilled apparently to test a geochemical anomaly but maps

and "drill logs" account for only 3 holes. Of 18 sample assays
shown on the "drill logs," 1 assayed 34.0k to 34.36 ounces gold
and 23.2 to 32.42 ounces silver per ton, 4.3 percent lead, and
2.8 percent zinc. All other samples assayed contained nil to
trace gold and nil to 0.32 ounce silver per ton.
