W, Heller, President, mentioned a $2,500.00 mortgage and re-
quested a set of MME Form 52's., No mention of any such mortgage
and no 52's appear with the application. Possibly, the debt was
paid with proceeds from the Promisory Note dated May 22, 1967, .but
this seems unlikely. Should not this be clarifled?

3(a) through (d) and to an extent.(e) Much of this date is given
rather sketchily in the Offering Circular and sketches, However,
in the Circular the third paragraph under "Exploration Work that has
been done at Fairview Claim," mentions "212 feet of tunnel, drove
on vein structure 40 feet . . . There has been 278 feet of diamond
drill hole shead on crosscut and to the left." The claim map shows
only the tunnel portal; the section indicates a total of 66 feet
of crosscut presumably driven on two veins. The smaller sketches
show no underground workings. The applicant should be requested to
submit a map of the underground workings showing the locatbns of samples,
sample widths and assays and to indicate the existing crosscut, drift,
and drill holes on his claim map., He should also be requested to
submit drill hole logs and sample assays.

3(f) Although it is not specifically mentioned, presumably the

Justification for Denial of Application

The OME field examiner found no geologic evidence on the property
to indicate that further exploration was warranted, and concluded
that the probability of discovering any significant ore reserves
with the proposed exploration was too small to justify Government
participation in the work.

Assay results of samples taken by the examiner of the most
favorable appearing vein material exposed on the surface and in a

- short underground drift indicate extremely weak mineralization.

The assays range from trace to-2.3:ounces silver per ton, trace
to 0. 08 ounce gold per ton, and trace to 0.19 per cent copper.

. I concur with the examiner and recommend that the appllcation for

assistance be denied.

, INTRODUCTION
The applicant proposes to explore for silver and copper ore on the
Fairvievw claims by extending an existing adit 700 feet and by driving
a nev, lower adit some 4,000 feet. Presumably, these underground
workings will test by drifting and crosscutting downward extensions
of mineralized veins exposed in shallow prospect pits in greenstone
on the surface. A

I examined the principal Fairview claims on Friday, June 28, 1968.
Members of the applicant corporation present were George Heller,
President, Ray Ballo, Vice-President, Harvey Hollings, Director,
William Freund or Fry(?), former Director, and Clyde Heller, brother
to the president. We left Iome, Washington, at 8:00 a. m. in the
applicant's car and drove to the ridge top to the west of the
Fairview claims. We worked our way on foot down the steep east-
facing slope, examining various outcrops, and then examined the
underground workings near the base of the slope. Seven samples for
assaying vere collected. The examination was completed and we
returned to Ione, Washington, by 3:00 p. m.

RECOMMENDATION
It is recommended that the application be denied. The exposed veins
are thin, weakly mineralized, and of doubtful persistence in depth.
It is improbable that the exploration as outlined by the applicant
will make a discovery of significant value,
PROPERTY AND ACCESSIBILITY

The applicant's property, the Feirview claims, consists of 13 un-
patented claims that cover a steep slope on the west side of Dry

The claims were originelly staked by I. T. Boggs and Rolland Best,
Usk, Washington, and are leased to the P & H BExploration and Mining
Corporation, Box 133, Wenatchee, Washington, the applicant corporation.

The applicant submitted a map with his application showing the rela-
tive location of the claims and the extent of the underground work-
ings. There is an adit driven westerly near the base of the slope
for 212 feet and from the end of this adit there are two short
drifts to the north and south; the total length of drift is about
50 feet, A camp building, ore bunker, and shelters for equipment
.are near the portal of the adit.

The applicant reports that theyportal to the adit is about 11.3
miles by road from Ione, Washington, the nearest town and supply
point, Access to the property from Ione is via a gravelled road that
crosses the Pend Oreille River about 1 mile south of Ione, and ex-
tends northeasterly along Maitlen Creek. An unsurfaced road at the
mouth of Dry Canyon branches south from Maitlen Creek and the access
road to the Fairview claims branches west from this road about 3
miles south of Maitlen Creek. Logging roads are on the west side

of the ridge west of the Fairview claims and on these it is possible
to reach the western part of the claims near the top of the steep
. slope. '
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GEOLOGY

The geology of the area underlying the Fairview claims has been
mapped by Park and Cannon (1943, pl. I). The ridgetop west of the
property is underlain by the Maitlen Phyllite of Cambrian age.

The leola Volcanics of Precambrian age crop out on the steep east
slope. The Harvey Fault, a steep, wvestward-dipping normal fault,
is the boundary between the two formations and strikes northeasterly
across the vestern part of the applicant's property. Light-gray,
medium-grained, granodiorite of the Kaniksu batholith of Cretaceous
age has intruded the Leola Volcanics and the intrusive contact is
near the base of the steep slope and probably underlies the eastern
part of the property. The contact between the volcanic rocks and
the batholithic rocks was not seen during the examination, All of
the applicant's prospect pits and the underground workings are in
the area shown by Park and Cannon to be underlain by the leola
Volcanics. .

Park and Cannon (1943, p. 10) describe the Leola Volcanics as being
mainly typically homogeneous greenstone, such as occurs commonly in
series of altered basalt and andesite. They state that thin beds of
dolomite (limestone?), phyllite, and quartzite crop out sparsely
within the greenstone area and are presumably intercalated with the
volcanic rocks. They (Park and Cannon, 1943, p. 65) describe the
veins in the Gypsy Copper Camp (about 13 miles northeast of the
Fairview claims) as being typical of a group of similar deposits

in the greenstone and greenstone schists of the Leola Voleanics.
"These veins are mainly chalcopyrite and pyrite in quartz veins and
stringers. Considerable white carbonate is scattered through the
quartz and chlorite is abundant in bands and fragments that are
remnants of the country rock, The veins are small, few being more
than a foot wide, but they seem to be persistent along the strike,
in places for several hundred feet or more." This description
could well apply to exposures on the Fairview claims.

On the Fairview claims the mineralized exposures consist of thin
quartz-dolomite zones or beds, and narrow, near-vertical, shear
zones in greenstone., Sparse amounts of chalcopyrite are in the
quartz-dolomite zones and galena, chalcopyrite, and dark brown
sphalerite are in the narrow shear zones.

The quartz-dolomite zones, from 1 to 3 feet thick, are concordant
with the gently westward dipping layering in the greenstone and

some probably represent metamorphic segregations rather than true
veinlike features. None can be traced more than a few feet along
strike as they crop out in widely separated areas; the intervening
areas between outcrops are talus covered slopes. Some quartz-
dolomite zones interfinger with the greenstone, the contrasting rock
types being in bands from a feather edge to about an inch thick.
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There is no obvious alteration of the greenstone adjacent to the
quartz-dolomite zones. The copper minerals within the quartz-
dolomite are sparsely distributed chalcopyrite and locally some
pervasive malachite stain.

The near-vertical shear zones, generally less than l-foot thick,
but locally as much as 2 feet thick, are bordered by a few inches
of bleached and brecciated rock and in some places are filled with
a fine-grained, dark gray rock that might be an extremely altered
diabase or lamphrophyre. White carbonate veinlets (dolomite?), 1
to 3 inches thick, are exposed in the underground workings and
contain scattered crystals of galena and sphalerite., These veins
occur at horizontal intervals of about 25 feet and are separated by
barren rock.

A narrow shear zone has been drifted on for about 50 feet at the end
of the adit near the base of the cliff. This zone widens from 17
inches at the north end of the drift to about 6 feet at the south
end. Bleached, brecciated rock with widely scattered galena,
sphalerite, and chalcopyrite, is in the brecciated rock in the south
face. Mr. Heller stated that he planned to start mining this "vein"
and was going to ship the "ore" to the smelter at East Helena,
Montana,

Relatively massive, light gray, quartz and silicate rock is exposed
in a roadcut several hundred feet south of the adit. This rock is
referred to on the applicant's map as dolomite and is shown to be
localized along the contact between the volcanics and the batholithic
rocks. Some light green mineral in it appears to be a silicate,
probably an amphibole. Fine-grained, reddish brown sphalerite is
sparingly present. The lower, long adit proposed by the applicant

is planned to test the downward extension of this contact and zinc-
mineralized rock. .

ASSAY DATA

Seven samples were collected during the examination and these were
submitted for assay. The applicant had submitted assay data from
samples taken in widely scattered places on his property and some
of them showed promising amounts of silver. The samples collected
during the examination were for themost part selected to include the
richest part of "mineralized" outcrops pointed out by the applicant,
Two channel cuts were made across the shear zone in the drift at the
end of the adit., Results of assays of the seven samples are
tabulated below:

Samples 801B and 802B were from small prospect pits on quartz-dolomite
zones, Samples 803B and 804B were taken across near-vertical shear
zones on the surface and about 200 feet above the adit level. Samples
805B and 806B were taken at the north and south face of the drift

at the end of the adit. Sample 807B is of selected specimens of the
quartz-silicate rock near the contact between volcanics and the
batholithic rocks.

None of the assay results indicate that rock of ore grade exists on
the property. As the samples collected were from the more richly
mineralized outcrops on the applicantis property, there is no
reason to believe minable widths of commercial ore can be found by
the exploration proposed by the applicant.

CONCLUSIONS

It is concluded that there are several thin, veakly mineralized shear
zones on the applicant's property. The quartz-dolomite zones that
are concordant with the layering in the greenstone contain sparse
amounts of copper minerals. The gold and silver values of agsays of
samples range from a trace to a maximum of 2.3 ounces per ton of
silver., There is no evidence that one can reasonably expect to find
an ore body of significance on the Fairview claims. The application
should be denied.
