ARTICLE 1. Authority and scope.--(a) This contract entered into under the authority of Public
Iaw 701, 85th Cong., 2d sess. (72 Stat. T00; 30 U.S.C. B 641 - 646), consists of this form, the
attached Annex I (land description), Exhibit A (work and costs), and the maps and documents listed.

in Exhibit A.

(b) The total allowable cost of the work set forth in Exhibit A is;$“-- 200,00 - The Govern-
ment will contribut'e(g"ﬁercent of the allowable costs as they are incurred, in a total sum not.in
excess of $30,900,00.1in accordance with the provisions of Articles 3, 4, 5, and 6. "Costs incurred"
means costs that have been paid or have became due and payable, or that the Government determines have
become obligations. :

(c) 1Interest computation.--Simple interest at the rate of'7 % percent shall accrue from the

dates Federal funds are made available until the period specified for payment of royalty expires,
or until the amount of Federal funds contributed is fully repaid with interest.

(d) The Operator shall not transfer or assign this contract or any right or obligation there-
under without the written consent of the Government.

ARTICIE 2. OQOperator's right in land.--(a) The Operator represents and undertakes that Annex I
correctly describes the land which is the subject of this contract and the nmature of the Operator's
right of property and possession therein “(whether as owner, lessee, or otherwise), and that such
right, title, or interest is subject only to the following claims, liens, or encumbrances:

(b) The Subordination Aéreement of the holder of any claim, lien, or encumbrance listed above and
(1f the Operator does not hold the legal title) the lien agreement of any holder of the legal title of
the land (lessor, seller, optionor, etc.) are attached as follows:

(c) The Operator shall preserve and maintain his right, title, or interest in the land and his
right to the possession thereof for the purposes of this contract, and shall devote the land and all
existing improvements, facilities, buildings, installations, and appurtenances to the purposes of this
contract. The Operator shall neither transfer, convey, nor surrender the land nor any right, title,
or interest therein, nor permit nor suffer any claim, lien, or encumbrance thereon, without expressly
referring to and providing in the instrument of conveyance, lien, or encumbrance for the preservation
of the Government's right to'a royalty on production and liens for the payment thereof. Two true
copies of such instrument shall be furnished to the Government. If the Government's rights to royalty
as provided in Article 7 have been terminated, the provisions of this paragraph (c¢) shall become in-
applicable.

ARTICIE 3. Performance of the work.--(a) Operator's responsibility.--The work shall be per-
formed diligently, efficiently, in a workmanlike manner in accordance with good mining standards, and
in compliance with State laws governing health, safety, and liability insurance covering employment.
The Operator shall provide suitable and adequate equipment, facilities, materials, supplies, and labor
to complete the work as specified in Article 1(a).

(b) Independent contracts.--To the extent that the allowable costs are estimated in Exhibit A
with express reference to performance by independent contractors on a unit-price basis (such as per
foot of drilling, per foot of drifting, per hour of bulldozer operations), the work may be so per-
formed (see Article 6(a), Category (1)). Any such independent contract shall refer to some specific
and identifiable part of the work, and shall be subject to all of the pertinent terms and conditions
of this exploration contract; but the Government shall not be considered a party thereto, and its
rights under: this contract, including the right to terminate its contributions, shall not be affected
thereby. Regardless of the provisions of any such independent contract, the Government will partici-
pate in payments to the independent contractor only as to work performed in accordance with the
provisions of this exploration contract, and only to the extent that the Government deems the unit
prices for the work under the, independent contract to be reasonable.

(c) Government may ‘inspect.--The Operator shall consult with and inform the Government on all
phases of the work as it progresses. The Government may enter at all reasonable times to inspect
the work under the contract and production operations during the period that royalty is payable to
the Government. The Operator shall provide the Government with all reasonable means of access for
such inspections.

ARTICLE 4. Contribution by the Government.-- The Government will make its contribution on
the vasis of the monthly vouchers referred to in Article 5(b), -but all payments by the Government are
provisional only, subject to audit. Until the account between the Operator and the Government is
finally audited and settled and the Operator's final report has been received, the Government may
withhold such sums as are necessary to protect its interests. The Government may make payments for
the account of the Operator directly to independent contractors and suppliers rather than to the
Operator.

ARTICLE 5. Reports, accounts, audits.--(a) Operator's records.--The Operator shall keep suitable
records and accounts of the work performed and. of any production in which the Government may have an
interest; and shall preserve’those with respect. to work performed for at least three years after final
payment by the Government, and those with respect to production for at least three years after any
obligation to pay royalties to the Government has terminated. The Government may inspect and audit
said records and accounts at any time, either by itself or by a certified public accountant. The
Comptroller General of the United States or his representative, until the expiration of said three-

year periods,.shall have access to and the right to examine all pertinent books, documents, papers,
and records of the Operator.. If work under this contract is carried on in conjunction with anyother
operations, or if labor, supervision, services, materials, supplies, equipment, facilities, or other
requirements for carrying on the work are also used in connection with other operations, the costs
shall be segregated and accounted for on & basis and by methods and accounts that are satisfactory
to and approved by the Government.
i (b) Monthly reports.--The Operator shall prov1de the Government with four copies of monthly re-
i ports in three sections as follows: = '
(1) Operator's Monthly Voucher claiming costs for work performed
(2) Operator's Progress Report showing the number of units of the various types of work per-
formed; and
(3) a narrative report of the work performed during the reporting period, including adequate
engineering-geological maps or sketches, drill hole. logs and locations, and assay reports on
samples taken concurrently with advance in mineralized ground.
(Forms for reporting under (1) and (2) above will be provided by the Government; however, the originel of
the Operator's Monthly Voucher shall be supported by documentary evidence, such as certified copies or
tr&nscripts of payrolls and invoices, for all costs claimed under Article 6 (a) (1).)

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(¢) Final report.--Upon completion of the work or termination of the Government's obligation to
contribute to costs, the Operator shall furnish the Government with three copies of a final report (in
addition to the final monthly report). This final report shall include a geological and engineering
evaluation of the results of the work performed under the contract with an estimate of the ore reserves
resulting from such work, complete assay data, adequate geological and engineering maps or sketches,
and a summary of the work performed and the related costs.

(d) Report of sales.--The Operator shall provide the Government with suitable accounting and
documentary evidence covering all production to which the Government's royalty relates, such as two
copies of smelter or concentrator settlement sheets and certified accounts of production and sale or
other disposition of production.

(e) Compliance with requirements.--If the Government determines that any of the Operator's re-
ports, records, or accounts are insufficient or incomplete, or if the Operator fails to make them, the
Government may procure the preparation or completion of the same with suitable attachments as an ex-
pense of the work to which the Operator shall contribute. The Government may withhold approval and
payment of any vouchers relating to insufficient or incomplete reports, records, or accounts.

ARTICIE 6. Costs.--(a) Allowable costs.--The allowable costs of the work to which the Government
will contribute are limited to: : )

(1) the necessary, reasonable, and direct actual costs that are estimated in Exhibit A by
categories as specified in this article; and
(2) fixed costs for units of work to be performed (per foot, per hour, etc.) agreed upon in

lieu of actual.costs and set forth in Exhibit A.

The Government will not contribute to costs under any category or subcategory omitted from the
estimate of costs in Exhibit A. Any excess over any estimate which is indicated as the maximum of any
category, subcategory, or item, either as to requirement or related cost; any excess over a fixed unit
cost; and any excess over the total allowable cost of the work are not allowable. The Operator shall
incur such excesses for his own account without contribution by the Government, but the Operator is not
obligated to incur more than his agreed percentage of the total allowable cost of the work.

Any category or subcategory or element thereof not designated as a maximum in this article, or in
xhibit A may be exceeded, provided that the total allowable cost of the work, which is a maximum, is
not exceeded.

CATEGORY (1)--INDEPEMDENT CONTRACTS.--(See Article 3(b)). The total of this category and the aver-
age unit cost estimated for each type of work to be performed under an independent contract are maximums.

CATEGORY (2)--PERSONAL SERVICES.
Subcategory (a)--Supervision and Technical Services--All elements of this subcategory (number

of supervisors, technicians, outside consultants, periods of employment, -rates of pay, and total) are
maximums.

Subcategory (b)--labor.

CATEGORY (3)--OPERATING MATERIALS AND SUPPLIES.--Includes such items as drill bits and steel, explo-
sives, fuel, pipe, povwer, timber, rail, and small tools costing less than $50 each.

CATEGORY (L4)--OPERATING EQUIPMENT .
Subcategory (a)--Rental.--The number of each rented item [E mine cars, 1 truck/, the rate of
rental [5100 per month, $5 per hour , and the total of this subcategory are maximums.
Subcategory (b)--Purchases.--The total of this subcategory is a maximum.

Subcategory (c)--Depreciation.--All elements of this subcategory (time periods, rate of depre-

clation, and subcategory total) are maximums.

CATEGORY (5)--INITIAL REHABILITATION AND REPAIRS.--Costs of items listed under this category include
all requirements, such as labor, materials -and supplies, and supervision at a rate not higher than
provided for in Category (2), and shall not be duplicated under any other category. The total of this
category is a maximum. ) ’

Subcategory (a)--Initial rehabilitation and repairs of existing buildings, fixtures, end in-
stallations (exclusive of mine workings).-~The total of this subcategory is a meximum.

Subcategory (b)--Initial rehabilitation and repairs of operating equipment.--The total of this
subcategory is a maximum.

CATEGORY (6)--NEW BUILDINGS, FIXTURES, AND INSTALIATIONS (EXCLUSIVE OF MINE WORKINGS).--Costs of
items listed under this category include all requirements, such as labor, materials and supplies, and
supervision at a rate not higher than provided for in Category (2), and shall not be duplicated under
any other category. The total of this category is & maximum.
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CATEGORY (7)-~MISCELIANEOUS.--Includes requirements and costs that do not fall within any of the
first six categories, such as repairs other than initial and maintenance of operating equipment, analyti-
cal work, prints and other reproductions, accounting, Operator's share of payroll taxes, liability in-
surance covering employment, travel, and communications.

(b) Nonallowable costs.--In addition to the limitations imposed by paragraph (a) of this Article 6
the Govermment will not contribute to the following costs: '

(1) cCosts_of the land, such as rental, depreciation, depletion, or other costs.of acquiring,
owning, or holding possession;

(2) Indirect costs, such as general overhead, corporate management, interest, taxes (other
than payroll and sales taxes), insurance (other than liability insurance covering employment ),
damages to persons, damages to property (other than necessary repairs or replacements of equipment
or other property used in the work); '

(3) Previous work performed or costs incurred before the date of this contract; and )

(4) Deferred payments.--Any costs incurred by the Operator under any rental-purchase agree-
ment, installment-purchase agreement, or any agreement for the purchase of goods under the pro-
visions of which payment of the full purchase price is deferred more than 90 days from the de-
livery of the goods, unless the purchase agreement is approved by the Government in writing.

(¢) Reductions in costs.--The Operator shall account for and give the Government credit for any
incidental benefits, credits, or money received in the ordinary course of business in prosecuting the work
(as by salvage or sale of materials or equipment, furnishing of room or board, furnishing of power or
services to third persons, rebates or discounts on purchases, etc.), in the same ratio in which the
Government contributes to costs; and such amounts shall be treated as a reduction in costs incurred so
that they are available for use within the limit of the original total cost. The provision does not apply
to receipts from production vwhich are subject to the Government's royalty under the provisions of Article
7. .

ARTICIE 7. Repayment by Operator.--(a) Certification.--If the Government considers that mineral
or metal production from the land covered by the contract may be possible as a result of the exploration
work, it shall so certify in writing to the Operator at any time not later than six months after a
sufficient final report and final accounting (see Article 5) have been Purnished.

(v) Royalty on production.--The Operator, whether or not the producer (for example, if the Opera-
tor either transfers or does not retains his interest in the land), shall pay to the Government a
royalty on all minerals and metals mined or produced from the land as follows: :

(1) dirrespective of any certification of possible production--from the date of the contract
until the lapse of the time within which the government may issue such .certification or until the
total net amount contributed by the Government is fully repaid with interest, whichever occurs
first; or ) :

(2) 4if the Government issues a certification of possible production--for a period of ten
years fram the date of the contract, or until the total net amount contributed by the Government
is fully repaid vwith interest, whichever occurs first. ]

(c) Payment of royalty.--(1) The Government's royalty shall be five percent of the gross proceeds
(including any bonuses, premiums, allowances, or other benefits) from the production sold, in the form
sold (ore, concentrate, metal or equivalent), at the point of delivery (the f.o.b. point); except, that
charges of the buyer arising in the regular course of business and shown as deductions on the buyer's
settlement sheets Isuch as treatment processes performed by the buyer, sampling and assaying to determine
the value of the production sold, and freight payable by the buyer to a carrier (not the Operator or
producer)), shall be allowed as deductions in arriving at the "'gross' proceeds" as that term is used herein.
No costs of the Operator or Producer are deductible in arriving at the "gross proceeds" as that term is
here used.

The term "treatment processes" means those processes (such as milling, concentrating, smelting,
refining, or equivalent, but excluding fabricating or manufacturing) applied to the crude ore or other
production after it is extracted from the ground to put it into a commercially marketable form. )

(2) The Government's royalty shall be computed and paid currently upon each lot sold, held, or
used in integrated operations, as-the case may be. .

(d) Unsold production.--If any production (ore, concentrate, metal, or equivalent), after the lapse
of six months from the date the ore was extracted from the ground, remains neither sold nor used in inte-
grated manufacturing or fabricating operations (for instance , if it is stockpiled), the Government, at its
option, as long as it so remains, may require the computation and rayment of its royalty on the value of
such production in the form (ore, concentrate, metal, or equivalent) it is in when the Government elects
to require computation and payment. If any production is used in integrated manufacturing or fabricating
operations before the Government makes its election, the Government's royalty on such production shall be
computed on the value thereof in the form in which and at the time it is so used. "Value" as here used
means what is or would be gross income from mining operations for percentage depletion purposes in Federal
income tax determination or the market value, whichever is greater,
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(e) Ilien for payment.--To secure the payment of royalty (see Article 7(b)), the Operator
hereby grants to the Government a lien upon his interest in the land and upon any production of
minerals and metals therefrom until the royalty claim is extinguished by lapse of time or is fully
peid. -

(f) Notice to purchasers.-~The Operator or producer shall give notice of the Government's claim
for royalty to any purchaser of the production, and shall authorize and direct such purchaser to pay
the royalty directly to the Government and to furnish the Government with copies of the settlement
sheets. If the records of any production and sales or other disposition of production, whether the
production is by the Operator or by others, are not made available to the Government, the amount of
the royalty may be estimated by the Government, and this estimate shall be final and binding upon the
Operator or producer. )

(g) No obligation to produce.--Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any ob-
ligation on the Operator or the Operator's successor in interest to engage in any production '
operations.

(h) Government not obligated to buy.--Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any
obligation on the Government to purchase any minerals and metals mined or produced from the land.

ARTICIE 8. Interests in purchased prope’rgy.--(a) Title and ownership.--All costs under this con-

-tract shall be incurred by the Operator in the Operator's own name and for the Operator's own account;

but any property acquired to the cost of which the Government contributes shall belong to the Operator
and the Government jointly in proportion to their respective contributions although title thereto
shall be taken in the name of the Operator.

(b) Preservation of property.--Until the final disposal of amy property in which the Government
has an interest, the Operator shall preserve and protect same for the best interest of the Government,
and any reasonable and necessary cost thereof will be treated as an allowable cost of the exploration.
After the completion of the work, termination of the Government's obligation to contribute, or when
such property is not being used for the work, the Operator shall not use it elsewhere without the
written consent of the Government and without paying a reasonable rental to be fixed by the Govern-
ment for its proportionate interest.

(c) Disposal of property.--Upon the completic. of the work, termination of the Government's
obligation to contribute to costs, or when the property is no longer needed for the work, the Opera-
tor shall promptly dispose of salable or salvageable property in which the Government has an interest
for the joint account of the Government and the Operator, either by return to the vendor, sale to
others, purchase by the Operator, or sale or transfer to the Government at a price at least as high
as could be obtained from others, unless the Government in writing waives its interest in any .such
property. Without advance approval of the sales price by the Government, the Operator shall not sell
at any price any item of property that cost more than $500, and shall not sell at less than 25 percent
of the purchase price any item of property that cost $500 or less. The Government, in lieu of approv-
ing the sales price for any such item, may itself purchase the item at the best price which the
Operator is able to obtain or offers. Property remaining upon any termination of the work shall be
considered in groups or categories (such as drill steel, explosives, pipe, or rail), and if the
original cost of the remaining unexpended portion of any such group or category is less than $50,the
Government waives its interest therein. If necessary to accomplish the disposal of any item, the
Operator shall dismantle and sever it from the land, the cost thereof to be treated as & cost of the
exploration.

(d) Default of the Operator re disposal.--If within 90 days after the completion of the work,
termination of the Government's obligation to contribute to costs, or after the property is no
longer needed for the work, the Operator has failed to sell or otherwise liquidate or dispose of any
property in which the Government has an interest, the Government, at any time prior to final settle-
ment under the contract, may:

(1) in writing extend the time within which the Operator must dispose of or liquidate the
property;

(2) by written notice to the Operator, place upon such property what it determines to be a
fair valuation thereof, not in excess of the cost less 1.66 percent per month from the date -
such property was purchased under this contract to the termination of said 90-day period; and
such property shall thereupon be considered and accounted for as having been purchased by the
Operator at the valuation so fixed by the Government; and

(3) enter and take possession of such property wherever it may be found, and remove and
dispose of it for the Joint account of the parties.

ARTICLE 9. ' Termination of the Government's obligations.--(a) If the Government determines
that operations at any time have failed to achieve anticipated results and further work is not
justified the Government may give the Operator written notice thereof, and thereupon:

(1) the Government shall be free of all cbligation to contribute to costs not then incurred
other than such as may be allowable under the provisiéns of the contract as necessary and inci-
dental to final accounting and reporting; and

(2) the Operator shall be free of all obligation to prosecute the work other than such as
may be necessary and incidental to final accounting and reporting.

(1) the Government shall be relieved of all obligation to contribute to costs not incurred
when the notice was given, other than such as may be allowable by the provisions of the contract
as necessary and incidental to final accounting and reporting; and

(2) the Operator shall be free of all obligation to prosecute the work other than such as
may be necessary and incidental to final accounting and reporting.

The Government may also avail itself of any other remedy the law may provide for breach of contract,
including the right to rescind the contract and to demand repayment of all moneys contributed by the
Government under the contract.

(c) The giving of any notice by the Government under the provisions of this Article 9 shall not
affect the Government's rights as provided for in the contract with respect to royalty and liens to
secure the payment thereof, and such rights shall be fully preserved. ) ~

(d) The determinations of the Government are subject to appeal under Article 13.

ARTICLE 10. Notices to be given by the Government may be delivered to the Operator, or may be
sent by certified mail addressed to the Operator at his mailing address stated in thi's contract. If
nmailed, notices are deemed to have been delivered five days after the date of mailing.

ARTICLIE 11. O0Officials not to benefit.--No member of or delegate to Congress or resident commis-

An examingticn and study of the Mashel River mercury deposit
was made . at the request of B & J Propertics,Inc., Seattle,
Washington. Field work was dene during the latter part of November
and early December, 967,

The purpose of this examination was to study the mineral
deposit and to advise whether it has a potential that is worthy

of an exploration program.

Lorcation_and Access

Mashe! River mercury is located in Section {8, Twn I6N, R 5E,
Pierce County, Washington. The prospect !ies along (near) the
headwaters of the Mashz2! River at an elevation of 2u0C=22CC feet
on the western slopes of the Cascade Mountains (see attached
topographic map).

The property is readily accessible by paved highway south
from Seattle via Puyallup, Sumner and Orting to the Kings Creek
entrcnce of St. Regis Paper Company. From here an all-weather roa?,
about /8 miles in length, leads directly to the site.

Orting, the nearest town and supply point, is approximately
3C miles from the outcrop.

Ownership

This oarticular mining property is patented land and is
owned by St. Regis Paper Company. [t is under lease to B & J
Properties,lnc.,Seattle, #ashington; a copy of the lease is
attached.

Miscellagneous Features

Lying on the western slopes of the Cascades at moderate
elovation, this site enjoyrs relatively mild wint~rs and moderate
precipitation. Logqging operations are here conducted throughout
the vear.

Adequate water for exploration and production is found in
the creeks at the mine and nearby rivers. Timber for mining

purposes is readily available in the area.






Electric power is available at Zatonville, about 10
miles to the west; a transmission line would have to be constructerd.

History. .

This mercury deposit has no history of production. Some
prospecting was done in the past and a few short adits were driven.
However, despite a favorable geologic environment, no exploratory
work of any significance has been carried out, probably because
of ownersh’p restrictions. (see attached letter from Washington
Division of Mines and Geolooy..

Geoloay,

“ashington Division of Mines and Geology describes the host rock
as andesite with the enclcsed quartz a< having "numerous cavitierg

and joints filled and coated with cinnabar and |imonite" 2

The host rock is definitelv an acid vofcanic, light colore” rno
perhaps having more characteristics of a rhyolite than an andesite,
Relatively small phenocrysts are precomiant and in hand specimen
the rock is referrzd to ds G porphyrv.

Mingral Ceposit,

The ¢ innabar is contained within a massive quarts body thet
outcrops boldly. The harder quarts has been more resistant to
eresion than the volcancis and hence stands above the enclosing
rock, particularly at its eastarn extremity. (see Fig.6)

At its southern end, the deposit strikes about N 30 E and
dips steepl!y to the northwest. The dip appears to be about 75°
but the dip (and true width) are somewhat obscured by arosion of
the outcrop. At the eastern end, the strike has changed to
N 65-75°F and the dip is about 75" to the northwest, (sse Fig.2)

The continuity of the deposit between Zone A and Zone B has
not been established., However, there is no evidence of any breal
causing the change in the apparsnt strike, The inference is that
the quartz body was warped aft2r emplacement and that A and B

are expres ‘ons of on2 continuous mineral ized zone whose outcrop






is not continuous because of differential erosion and sebsequent
cover of overburden,

At the south end, the outcropping is massive fractured
quartz. This continues northeast along the strike but gradually
changes to less quartz and more non-siliceous altered inclusions.

This latter material should not be as hard as the quartz and could

account for the loss in identi?y'of the outcrop about 7=200 feet
northeast of the southern extremity. A similar condition is notad
in Zone B as it apprcaches the creek to the sast. At this location
there is a pronourmd depression between the hangingwall and
footwall "!imbs" which separates the zone into several parts,

In fact, beyond the creek to the east, three separate outcrops

are visible (see Fig 2) and thus the east end of Zone B splits
into several members with intervening norphyry.

The quartz ganghe has been widely fractured and as previously
mentioned is widely stained with [imonite., A fracture pattern
that is roughly aligned to strike and dip may be expected but is
not as yet established. For instance, Sample No. | was taken alnng
the face of a northwest-striking wall (fracture2) and Sample No. 3
was taken along an easterly-striking wall {(fracture).

The red limonite staining is a most pronounced feature
and in fact tends to obscure the cinnabar when the two occur
together. A short cdit within Zone A shows some pyrite and a
minimized staining affect. Hence initial pyrite along fracture
planes within the siliceous mass is believed to be the source of
the iron stain an? to be associated with cinnabar and any other
sulfide minerals that may be presznt.

The cinndbcr occurs [ining vugs, along fractures and to
1 lesser extent it is also found within the quartz gangue. The
fraquency of occurrence of these vugs and fractures containing
thn cinnabar can only be determined by drilling and undergrouns
axploration.
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Stibnite has baen reported but wes not observed. Assosiata
minercls such as realgar and orpimant may be expected but were
not observad.

Insofor as circunstances at this stage indicate a mercary
récovery by flotation of the ninnabar followed by retorting the
concentrats, the mineralogical cssociation or presence of other
minerals which have low sublimate temperatures should pose no
problem, '

Sampling

Chip samp!ing was done at selected sites clong the outcrop
and within two short adits. The approximate locations of samples
is shown under Assav Results. The purpose of sompling at these
particular sites was not to attempt to establish a graede of ore,
but rather to establish the presence of mercury. |

Results of assays confirm the visual observation that the
mercury is to be found principally Ilining vugs and along fractures
within the quartz mass; also within the quartz gangue in at least
one instance. No mercury was found within the short adit on A as
shown by samples 4,5,6 & 7. At this flocation no vugs were encountered,
However, it should be noted that cinnabar is found at the adit
entrancz and on the outcrop directly ahove the adit. This emphasizes

the spotty nature of the ore and the nscessity for bulk sampling.

Economic_OQutlook

' The future of the price of mercury is difficult or impossible
to predict. Looking at prices over the past several years, it is to
be noted that after the big jump in 1963, the price has settled
around $500 per flask. As for the future, the technical journals
and market summaries indicate that barring some major change in
our overall economic picture, there should be no big change in

the market price of mercury.

Conclusions _and Recommendations

The Mashel River mercury deposit shows a large well defined
mineralized body with good structural strength. The total length
of outcrop and inferred outcrop is in excess of 25C0 feet; width
of the sil‘ceous zone ranges up to 257 fee?, The continuity, then,
is mxcellent cnd by the same token the depth can be expected to be
appreciable. Should ore reserves be daveloped throughout the mass
as r whole, then bulk low cost mining is indicated.

Zone B is larger than Zone A both in width and extent, but
is less siliceous an? cinnabar was observed at only one location.
Hence it is cdvisable that work at this stage be confined to A.

INTRODUCTION

This report summarizes an OME exploration project for mercury ore
bodies in quartz veins that cut andesite porphyry near the Mashel’
_River . about 14 miles due west from Mt. Rainier in Washington. The
contract, dated October 2, 1968, was for a total of $41,200.00, of
which the Government would contribute 75 percent or $30,900.00.
Work,started in December 1968 and completed in March 1969 consisted
of 2& hours bulldozing access road and drill sites and diamond drill-
ing 551 feet of core hole. Total cost was $7,892.00, of which the
Government contributed $5,919.00. Scattered specks of cinnabar
but no evidence of an ore body was found in the drill core; arsenic
sulfides are abundant in parts of the core. The Operator was ad-
vised, in a letter dated September 15, 1969, that the Government
retains no claim or lien against the property subject to the con-
tract or any future production therefrom.

PROPERTY

The land subject to the contract is the W5SEL and E3SWi sec. 18, T. 16 N.,
R. 6 E., Pierce County, Washington. The Operator was in possession of the
land under terms of an Agreement dated November 3, 1967, and an extension
agreement dated April 2, 1968, from the St. Regis Paper Co., owners of

the land.

LOCATION AND ACCESSIBILITY

Access to the property is via an all-weather private road that is main-
tained as a logging road by the St. Regis Paper Co. The road begins at
the King's Creek entrance, about 12 miles south of Orting, Washington, on
State Highway SE. The prospect is about 18 miles from the entrance.

Topography in the vicinity of the property is deeply dissected by tribu-
| taries of the Mashel River; slopes are steep and the average relief is
| about 1,000 feet (Fig. 1 - Diamond drill holes, Property, and Index maps,
Mashel River prospect, S% sec. 18, T.16 N., R. 6 E., Pierce County, Wash-
ington).

GEOLOGY

Cinnabar coats fracture surfaces and lines parts of vug-like openings in
a quartz vein that cuts pyroxene-andesite porphyry, part of the volcanic
rocks of Tertiary age that crop out along the foothills of the Cascade
Mountains (Daniels, J., 1914, p. 27). The andesite contains abundant
light gray feldspar crystals, 1-4 mm long, in a fine-grained greenish-
gray groundmass.

The quartz vein crops out as a conspicuous ridge that can be traced for
more than half a mile (fig. 1), but is obscured by overburden in the
shallow valleys of tributaries to the Mashel River. The vein strikes
about N. 450 E., dips steeply north, and is a maximum of 100 feet thick.
The vein appears to be rcomposite and to the northeast it splits into
two well-defined veins (fig. 1). Andesite adjacent to the vein is nearly

white (bleached?), and locally contains abundant fine-grained pyrite.

Cinnabar occurs as thin films on fracture surfaces and as encrustations
on nodular quartz that lines openings in the vein. Locally, limonite
and cinnabar form encrustations several millimeters thick, but more
commonly the cinnabar is scarcely more than a thin film. No cinnabar
was seen as disseminations in the quartz.

- Arsenic sulfides, both orpiment and realgar, are in andesite in the
drill core, but none was seen on surface exposures. Very sparse cin-
nabar occurred with the arsenic minerals in one of the drill holes.

Tiny blades of stibnite are in the core of drill hole No. 2, in a zone
in andesite that contained arsenic sulfides (fig. 1).






The exposures containing the most cinnabar are near the southwest end
of the quartz ridge (fig. 1), and the exploration was planned to test
the downdip extensions of the vein in this area. Hand-picked specimens
in this area contained as much as 7.2 percent mercury.

PURPOSE OF PROJECT

The purpose of the project was to explore by diamond drilling from pre-
pared surface sites, crosscutting, drifting, and long-hole drilling for
mercury-bearing ore bodies in and along a northeasterly trending quartz
vein which traverses volcanic rocks of Tertiary age.

CONTRACT

The contract, No. 2272, dated October 2, 1968, required that work start
on or before November 1, 1968, and be completed within 6 months from
the date of the contract. The work was to be divided into two stages
as follows:

Stage I - Bulldoze access roads to two drill sites, level the sites, and
drill not more than 4 diamond drill holes totalllng not more
than 1,000 feet.

Stage II- Crosscut from a prepared portal site to and through the target
vein; drift northeasterly and southwesterly on the vein; and _
long-hole drill the drift walls to test the extent of favorable
mineralized zones. It was estimated that 600 feet of crosscut-
ting and drifting and 400 feet of long-hole drllllng would be
required.

PROJECT WORK
The access road was completed and the drill rig moved to the site of holes
1 and 2 by December 3, 1968. Drilling was interrupted from late January
to early March 1969 because of snow conditions at the drill site. All of
the 4 holes designated under Stage I of the contract were completed by
March 11, 1969. Results of the drilling did not justify Stage II work.

The Government retains no equity in any supplies or equipment at the
property.

REPORTS

The Operator submitted an acceptable final report on April 25, 1969,
wherein he lists drill logs and assay data.

The Government issued a Report of Review 'in August 1969.

PROJECT RESULTS

No minable ore body was discovered by the diamond drilling. The vein
was penetrated by 4 holes along a strike length of 260 feet and through
a vertical range of 50-60 feet, some 100-150 feet below the top of the
outcrop. The vein consists of quartz stringers enclosed in strongly
silicified andesite, and is 60-75 feet thick where penetrated by the
drill (fig. 1).

Cinnabar coats vuggy quartz in core from drill hole No. 1; however, the
assay data indicate only a maximum of 0.4 pounds of mercury per ton.
Cinnabar was less abundant in core from the other 3 holes.

Assays indicate the pyrite rich rock adjacent to the quartz veins con-
tains only very low amounts of gold and silver; the highest assay was
0.015 ounces gold per ton.

Realgar and orpiment were abundant in the drill core in holes No. 2
and 3. Tiny blades of stibnite line a fracture near- the end of
hole No. 2 (fig. 1).

CERTIFICATION

The Government advised the Operator, in a letter dated September
15, 1969, that the work did not result in a certification of possible
production and that the Government retains no claim or lien against
the property subject to the contract or any future production there-
from.

There has been no production from the property.
SUMMARY

The diamond core drilling tested the downdip extension of a wide quartz
vein enclosed by andesite. Cinnabar occurs on fractures and lines cavi-
ties in parts of the exposed vein. The drilling proved that the vein
persists to depth and consists of stringers of quartz enclosed by
strongly silicified andesite. Cinnabar is sparse in the quartz. Ar-
senic minerals, realgar and orpiment, are abundant in part of the wall
rock, particularly where penetrated by the deeper holes. Stibnite was
present near the bottom of one hole. The presence of arsenic and anti-
mony minerals suggest that perhaps the main mercury minerslization was
at a higher elevation and could have been eroded.

The work was competently supervised. The Operator's reports were com-
plete and satisfactory.

Further work to test other parts of the vein does not seem to be Jjusti-
fied. The drilling tested the downdip extension of the better mineral-
ized part of the vein. Perhaps more mercury occurs in the vein north-

east of the diamond drill sites, but the surface exposures are essentially

barren of cinnabar.

Location, General Features
The location, descriptien, geologic settimg and general features relative to

the Masshell River Mercury Deposit have been previously described and will not
be repeated here, (I)

The ‘purpose of this report is to describe the nature of the explomtory vork
carried out under the O M E agresment # 6703.

Mineralized Zone

The target of this exploration project was a mineralized zone located within

porphyritic andesite. As exposed, the outcrop shows a massive silicified zone
containing scattered mercury as cinnabar located primarily in vugs. The outcx;sp
is otherwise irom-stained and the high silica mass, being eresion resistant,
stands out prominemtly along the slope and to the erest of the ridgo to the
east of the creek (see Fig. 7 of initial report).

The strike of the zome is approximately S 45 W, the dip some 75 to the northwsst
and the width, as cut by the drill heles, about 75 feet (see Fig. 1). Some of
the hangingwall of' the dody may have beem removed by erosion and hence the

true width may have been somewhat greater tham here‘ shown,

P_r_'i__}ling

A total of four BX diamond drill holes were authorized, the maximum depth of
any one hole not to exceed 250 feet. The location of the drill holes is shown
on Fig, 1.

Hole # 1 was drilled at S 40 E and about 5 below horizontal (see Fig. 2).

This hole was colla-r'ed in quartz and penetrated 75 feet of Arusy, vuggy quarts
containing small amounts of cinmabar and considerable pyrite. The héle entered
the porphyr;'.tic footwall at 75 feet from the collar and contimued to a total
depth of 147 feet. The footwall was pyritized but did not show cinnabar (see log
of D D Hole #1).

Hole #2 was drilled at S 40 E énd at mimas 40 (see Fig. 2). This hole was
collared directly under hole #1 in the hangingwall of the quartz mineralized
body. It pemetrated the siliceous zone showing some 82 slope feet of qmartzitic
rock mass and established the width of the body indicated by the previous bole.
Hele #2 contimued into the footwall rock and was stopped at a depth of 185 feet
from the collar. This second drill hole showed little cinnabar in the quarte.
The footwall rock contained some realgar and orpiment; pyrite was abundént and
stibnite foynd in open fractures at 177 feet (see log of D D Hole #2),

Hole #3 was located about 275 feet southwest of and about 30 feet below the
first drill site. This hole was drilled at S 50 E and at mimus 40 (see Pig. 3).
Like the two previous holes, It was collared directly in and penetrated 82 feet
of silicified rock before emerging into the footwall. The footwall rock was

altered and contained pyrite. Hole #3 showed less quartz and more residual
wallrock than holes 1 and 2. No cinnabar was observed untill about 65 feet from
the collar. At this point, arsenic sulfides appear with a little cinnabar and
from T0 to 8 feet, there is abundant realgar and orpiment. At 82 feet the hole
entered the footwall and was terminated at 103 feet.of deptk (see log of D D
Hole #3).

Hole #4 was located parallel to and directly over Hole #3. It was drilled ’
horizontal (see Fig., 3) and like the previous hole, shows considerable wallrock

within the mineralized zone. Apart from pyrite, this core shows little of interest

and ‘the arsenic and mercury noted at the lower horizon is here absemt. The hole
entered the footwall rock at 74 feet and contimued to a final depth of 101 feet

from the collar. |

Treatment of Core

The core recovery from each hole was excellemt with an average of perhaps 90%,

The core was logged, boxed and brought to Seattle for storage and final disposition.
The first 75 feet of core from Hole #1 was split and submitted to Union Assay

+ Office, Imc. of Salt Lake City for mercury, gold and silver determinatioms.

A mercury assay was made for each 5-foot of core and a gold and silver assay

for each 10-foot of core (see Core Analysis-Hole #1). |

Hole #2 showed encouraging mineralizatiom in the footwall rock and hence a total
of 180 feet of core was split and submitted for analyeis.J Similar to the
procedure adopted for the first hole, a mercury analysis was made for each
S5-foot of core and a gold and silver analysis for each 10-foot of core.

The cores from Holes #3 and 4 were logged tat since only minor cimnabar was

observed in #3 and none in #4, these cores were not split nor analyzed,

Observations

As moted in the original study, the Hashell River Deposit is a large well
deﬁned mineralized body witlx good structural strength and good eontixmity.
This was an important factor in the recommendation for drilling. Unfortunately,
the four holes that penetrated the zome show drill logs amd assay results that

are disappointing and which do not approach ore grade.






Hole #1 contained the most mercury and the results, although low, were fairly
consistent. Hole '-#2 contained evem less cinnabar with only five out of sixteem

increments showing mercury. The footwall rock assays present a similar picture.

Hole #3 contains one 10-foot section that does show mercury sulfide. The
core from Hole #4 exhibits mo visible cinmabar.

Conclusions-

—— s e

In planning this initial exploratory work, It was realized that because of
the nature of the deposit, the occurrence of cinnabar was expected to be

erratic. However, it was hoped that sufficiemt mercury would be encountered
in the drill holes to warramt the second stage of crosscutting and drifting
with bulk sampling.

Unfortunately, the lowv returas from sample analyses places the prospect in a
highly speculative category. Since the mercury sulfide occurs in vugs and fissures,
all of the holes could have by-passed ore and from a statistical viewpoint

the presence of commercial ore is nmot ruled out., In similar light, it is also
recognized that for a deposit of this nature, bulk sampling is preferred over

the relatively small sample extracted from a drill hole.

Despite the above mentioned factors, the core analyses did not approach ore
grade in any instance and hence the advisadbility of proceeding with the
tentative second stage of exploration is highly questionable.

In final summation, I recommend with reluctance not to _undeftake the follow-up
program of underground crosscutting amd bulk sampling.

I made an interim inspection of the contract work of the B & J
Properties on Tuesday, March 11, 1969. In the morning I logged the
core from DDH's 1 and 2; the core is stored in the basement of the
residence of Mr. L. L. Guyette, Assistant Secretary of B & J
Properties, who lives at 18240 - 62nd Street N.E., Seattle, Wash-
ington, During the afternoon, Mr. Guyette, Mr. Donald L. Anderson,
Consulting Engineer, and I drove to the drill site and examined the
core from holes 3 and 4, We returned to Seattle late in the after-
noon and I discussed with Mr. Guyette the procedures to follow in
submitting vouchers and in requesting termination of the contract.

The four holes designated in the contract have been drilled and

the results indicate that only very sparse amounts of cinnabar occur
in the quartz below the outcrop. The "vein" consists of stringers
of quartz surrounded by strongly silicified andesite porphyry that
contains much pyrite. Away from the silicified andesite the feldspar

phenocrysts are argillized to a white clay. Orpiment and realgar

coat some fractures in the argillized andesite and also occur as
disseminated tiny crystals within part of the rock. Tiny blades of
stibnite(?) in a zone about 3 inches thick is in the lower part of
hole 2. The general distribution of the quartz, silicified andesite,
and mercury and arsenic minerals is shown in figure 1, a cross section
through holes 1 and 2.

Assay data indicate that there are only very sparse amounts of mercury
in widely separated parts of the core. None of the pyrite-rich ande-
site contains gold in much more than trace amounts. : '

No detailed log was made of holes 3 and 4, but the core was closely
examined for the presence of cinnabar and none was seen. Possibly,
vhen the core is split some will be found. Orpiment and realgar
occur in the lower part of hole 4 in relatively unaltered andesite.
Mr., Anderson will submit complete logs of these holes.

The results of the drilling indicate that the thick quartz vein at

the surface is actually a series of quartz veins in silicified ande-
site. The cross section through the drill holes indicates that the
vein probably thins at depth or becomes a broad zone containing many
narrow quartz veins. Cinnabar is more abundant in the outcrop than

in the drill core. The presence of orpiment, realgar, and stibnite

in the drill core suggests that arsenic and antimony minerals increase
with depth., Possibly, the cinnabar at the surface represents only

the root portion of an ore body that has been mostly removed by
erosion,

There is no Justification for doing more exploration for mercury at
the property. Mr. Guyette was advised to request a termination of

the contract. He will do this after he has received the bills from
the drilling contractor and has submitted his final voucher.

Following my letter of December 13%, herewith a follow-
up progress report on the Mashell River mercury project. ,

You will note from the enclosed sketches that the
length of the first drill hole (147 ft.) is considerably less than
had been anticipated. Hole No. 1 penetrated the mineralized body
and went tﬁrough into the footwall at 75 feet. No additional qugriz
was found in the F W and hence the hole was stopped in andesite (?7)
porphyry at 147 feet from the collar.

Hole No. 2 as of Pecember 21st when drilling stopped
was about 70 feet in depth and thus if the projected dip is as
sketched, this hole will have about 20 feet more to penetrate the
quartz body. We are planning to stop Hole No. 2 after it has penetrated
some 25-30 feet of footwall.

The drillers are now on Chrisimas vacation and
are expected to resume drilling on December 27-28. This means that
by about Uecember 30, Hole No. 2 will have been completed.

Insofar as holes 1 & 2 will have amounted to about

ARTICLIE 1. Authority and scope.--(a) This contract entered into under the authority of Public
Iaw 701, 85th Cong., 2d sess. (72 Stat. 700; 30 U.S.C. B 641 - 646), consists of this form, the
attached Annex I (land description), Exhibit A (work and costs), and the maps and documents listed.
The work is a search for new or unexplored deposits of the commodity designated above. The Operator

shall begin the work on or before , and, subJect to the provisions of Article 9
(Date)

and Exhibit A, shall either have completed the work within 6 months from the date of the contract -

or shall have incurred allowa.ble costs (see Article 6) in a sum not less than the total cost set forth
in Exhibit A.

~(b). The total allsowable cost of the work set forth in Exhibit A is $41,200.09 The Govern-

ment will contribute $® percent of the. allowable costs ‘as they are incurred, in a total sum not in

excess of $ 30,900,003, sccordance with the provisions of Articles 3, 4, 5, and 6. "Costs incurred"
means costs that have been paild or have become due and payable, or that the Government determines have -
become obligations. ' .

(c) Interest computation.--Simple interest at the rate of, _percent shall accrue from the
dates Federal funds are made available until the period specified for payment of royalty expires,
or until the amount of Federal funds contributed is fully repaid with interest.

Y(a)’ “The Operator shall not ‘transfer or assign this contract or any right or obligation there-~
under without the written consent of the Government.

ARTICLE 2. Operator's right in hnd.--(a) The Operator represents and undertakes that Annex I
correctly describes the land which is the subject of this contract:and the:hature; of -the Operator's.
right of property and possession therein (whether as owner, lessee, or otherwise), and that such
right, title, or interest is. subject only to the following, claims,: liens, or encumbrances: ’

(b) The Subordination Agreement of the holder of any c]z.im lien, or encumbrance listed above and
(1f the Operator does not hold the legal title) the lien a.greement of any holder of the legal:title of
the land (lessor, seller, op‘tionor, etc.) are attached as follovs:






(c) The Operator shall preserve and maintain his right, title, or interest in the land and his
right to the possession thereof for the purposes of this contract, and shall devote the land and all
existing improvements, facilities, buildings, installations, and appurtenances to the purposes of this
contract. The Operator shall neither transfer, convey, nor surrender the land nor any right, title,
or interest therein, nor permnit nor suffer any claim, lien, or encumbrance thereon, without expressly
referring to and providing in the instrument of conveyance, lien, or encumbrance for the preservation
of the Government's right to'a royalty on production and liens for the payment thereof. Two true
copies of such instrument shall be furnished to the Government. If the Govermnment's rights to royalty
as provided in Article 7 have been terminated, the provisions of this paragraph (c) shall become in-
applicable.

ARTICLE 3. Performence of the work.--(a) Operator's responsibility.--The work shall be per-
formed diligently, efficiently, in a workmanlike manner in accordance with good mining standards, and
in compliance with State laws governing health, safety, and liability insurance covering employment.
The Operator shall provide suitable and adequate equipment, facilities, materials, supplies, and labor
to complete the work as specified in Article 1l(a).

(b) Independent contracts.--To the extent that the allowable costs are estimated in Exhibit A
with express reference to performance by independent contractors on a unit-price basis (such as per
foot of drilling, per foot of drifting, per hour of bulldozer operations), the work may be so per-
formed (see Article 6(a), Category (1)). Any such independent contract shall refer to some specific
and identifiable part of the work, and shall be subject to all of. the pertinent terms and conditions
of this exploration contract; but the Government shall not be considered a party thereto, and its
rights under -this contract, including the right to terminate its contributions, shall not be affected
thereby. Regardless of the provisions of any such independent contract, the Government will partici-
pate in payments to the independent contractor only as to work performed in accordance with the
provisions of this exploration contract, and only to the extent that the Government deems the unit
prices for the work under the, 1ndependent contract to be reasonable. ce e [

(c¢) Govermment may ‘inspect.--The Operator shall consult with and inform the Government on all
phases of the work as it progresses. The Government may enter at all reasonable times to inspect
the work under the contract and production operations during the period that royalty is payable to
the Government. The Operator shall provide the Government with all reasonable means of access for
such inspections. '

ARTICIE 4. Contribution by the Government.-- The Government will make its/éoﬁtribution on
the vasis of the monthly vouchers referred to in Article 5(b), -but all payments by the Government are
provisional only, subject to audit. Until the account between the Operator and the Government is
finally audited and settled and the Operator's final report has been received, the Government may
withhold such sums as are necessary to protect its interests. The Government may make payments for
the account of the Operator directly to independent contractors and suppliers rather than to the
Operator.

ARTICLE 5. Reports, accounts, audits.--(a) Operator's records.--The Operator shall keep suitable
\ records and accounts of the work performed and of any production in which the Government may have an
interest; and shall preserve those with respect to work performed for at least three years after final
payment by the Government, and those with respect to production for at least three years after any
obligation to pay royalties to the Government has terminated. The Government may inspect and audit
said records and accounts at any time, either by itself or by a certified public accountant. The
Comptroller General of the United States or his representative, until the expiration of said three-
year periods, shall have access to and the right to examine all pertinent books, documents, papers,
and records of the QOperator. . If work under this contract is carried on in conjunction with any—other
operations, or if labor, supervision, services, materials, supplies, equipment, facilities, or other
requirements for carrying on the work are also used in connection with other operations, the costs
shall be segregated and accounted for on a basis and by methods and accounts that are satisfactory
to and approved by the Government.
(v) Monthly reports.--The Operator shall provide the Government with four copies of monthly re-
ports in three sections as follows:
(1) Operator's Monthly Voucher claiming costs for work performed;
(2) Operator's Progress Report showing the number of units of the various types of work per-
formed; and
(3) a narrative report of the work performed durlng the reporting period, including adequate
engineering-geological maps or sketches, drill hole-logs and locations, and assay reports on
samples taken concurrently with advance in mineralized ground.
(Forms for reporting under (1) and (2) above will be provided by the Government; however, the original of
" the Operator's Monthly Voucher shall be supported by documentary evidence, such as certified copies or
transcripts of payrolls and invoices, for all costs claimed under Article 6 (a) (1).)

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(c) Final report.--Upon completion of the work or termination of the Government's obligation to
contribute to costs, the Operator shall furnish the Government with three copies of a final report (in
addition to the final monthly report). This final report shall include a geologlcal and engineering
evaluation of the results of the work performed under the contract with an estimate of the ore reserves
resulting from such work, complete assay data, adequate geological and engineering maps or sketches,
and a sumary of the work performed and the related costs. .

(d) Report of sales.--The Operator shall provide the Government with suitable accounting and
documentary evidence covering all production to which the Government's royalty relates, such as two
copies of smelter or concentrator settlement sheets and certified accounts of production and sale or
other disposition of production.

(e) Compliance with requirements.--If the Government determines that any of the Operator's re-
ports, records, or accounts are insufficient or incomplete, or if the Operator fails to meke them, the
Government msy procure the preparation or completion of the same with suitable attachments as an ex-
pense of the work to which the Operator shall contribute. The Government may withhold approval and
peyment of any vouchers relating to insufficient or incomplete reports, records, or accounts.

ARTICIE 6. C(Costs.--(a) Allowable costs.--The allowable costs. of the work to which the Government

will contribute are limited to:
(1) the necessary, reasonable, and direct actual costs that are estimated in Exhibit A by
categories as specified in this article; and
(2) fixed costs for units of work to be performed (per foot, per hour, etc.) agreed upon in
lieu of actual .costs and set forth in Exhibit A.
The Government will not contribute to costs under any category or subcategory omitted from the
estimate of costs in Exhibit A. Any excess over any estimate which is indicated as the maximum of any
category, subcategory, or item, either as to requirement or related cost; any excess over a fixed unit
cost; and any excess over the total allowable cost of the work are not allowable:. The Operator shall
incur such excesses for his own account without contribution by the Government, but the Operator is not
obligated to incur more than his agreed percentage of the total allowable cost of the work.

Any category or subcategory or element thereof not designated as a maximum in this article, or in
ixhibit A may be exceeded, provided that the total allowable cost of the work, which is a maximum, is
not exceeded.

CATEGORY (1 )-~INDEPENDENT CONTRACTS.--(See Article 3(b)). The total of this category and the aver-
age unit cost estimated for each type of work to be performed under an independent contract are maximums.

CATEGORY (2)--PERSONAL SERVICES.

Subcategory (a)--Supervision and Technical Services--All elements of this subcategory (number
of supervisors, technicians, outside consultants, periods of employment, -rates of pay, and total) are
maximums .

Subcategory (b)--Iabor.

CATEGORY (3)--OPERATING MATERIALS AND SUPPLIES.--Includes such items as drill bits and steel, explo-
sives, fuel, pipe, power, timber, rail, and small tools costing less than $50 each.

CATEGORY (L)--OPERATING EQUIPMENT.
_ Subcategory (a)--Rental.--The number of each rented item /& mine cars, 1 truck/, the rate of
rental [ﬁloo per month, $5 per hou£7, and the total of this subcategory are maximums.
Subcategory (b)--Purchases.--The total of this subcategory is a maximum.
Subcategory (c)--Depreciation.--All elements of this subcategory (time periods, rate of depre-
cilation, and subcategory total) are maximums.

CATEGORY (5)--INITIAL REHABILITATION AND REPAIRS.--Costs of items listed under this category include
all requirements, such as labor, materials -and supplies, and supervision at a rate not higher than
provided for in Category (2), and shall not be duplicated under any other category. The total of this
category is a maximum. :

Subcategory (a)--Initial rehabilitation and repairs of existing buildings, fixtures, and in-
stallations (exclusive of mine workings).--The total of this subcategory is & meximum.

Subcategory (b)--Initial rehabilitation and repairs of operating equipment.--The total of this
subcategory is a maximum.

CATEGORY (6)--NEW BUILDINGS, FIXTURES, AND INSTALIATIONS (EXCLUSIVE OF MINE WORKINGS).--Costs of
items listed under this category include all requirements, such as labor, materials and supplies, and
supervision at a rate not higher than provided for in Category (2), and shall not be duplicated under
any other category. The total of this category is a maximum.

CATEGORY (7)--MISCELIANEOUS.--Includes requirements and costs that do not fall within any of the
first six categories, such as repairs other than initial and maintenance of operating equipment, analyti-
cal work, prints and other reproductions, accounting, Operator's share of payroll texes, liability in-
surance covering employment, travel, and communications.

(b) Nonallowable costs.--In addition to the limitations imposed by paragraph (a) of this Article 6
the Government will not contribute to the following costs:

(1) Costs of the land, such as rental, depreciation, depletion, or other costs of acquiring,
owning, or holding possession;

(2) Indirect costs, such as general overhead, corporate management, interest, taxes (other
than payroll and sales taxes), insurance (other than liability insurance covering employment),
damages to persons, damages to property (other than necessary repairs or replacements of equipment
or other property used in the work);

(3) Previous work performed or costs incurred before the date of this contract; and

(4) Deferred payments.--Any costs incurred by the Operator under any rental-purchase agree-
ment, installment-purchase agreement, or any agreement for the purchase of goods under the pro-
visions of which payment of the full purchase price is deferred more than 90 days from the de-
livery of the goods, unless the purchase agreement is approved by the Government in writing.

(c) Reductions in costs.--The Operator shall account for and give the Government credit for any
incidental benefits, credits, or money received in the ordinary course of business in prosecuting the work
(as by salvage or sale of materials or equipment, furnishing of room or board, furnishing of power or
services to third persons, rebates or discounts on purchases, etc.), in the same ratio in which the
Government contributes to costs; and such amounts shall be treated as a reduction in costs incurred so
that they are available for use within the limit of the original total cost. The provision does not apply
to receipts from production which are subject to the Government's royalty under the provisions of Article
T.

ARTICLE 7. Repayment by Operator.--(a) Certification.--If the Government considers that mineral
or metal production from the land covered by the contract may be possible as & result of the exploration
work, it shall so certify in writing to the Operator at any time not later than six months after a
sufficient final report and final accounting (see Article 5) have been furnished.

(v) Royalty on production.--The Operator, whether or not the producer (for example, if the Opera-
tor either transfers or does not retains his interest in the land), shall pay to the Government a
royalty on all minerals and metals mined or produced from the land as follows:

(1) 1irrespective of any certification of possible production--from the date of the contract
until the lapse of the time within which the government may issue such certification or until the
total net amount contributed by the Governmént is fully repaid with interest, whichever occurs
first; or )

(2) 1if the Government issues a certification of possible production--for a period of ten
years from the date of the contract, or until the total net amount contributed by the Government
is fully repaid with interest, whichever occurs first.

(¢) Payment of royalty.--(1) The Government's royalty shall be five percent of the gross proceeds
(including any bonuses, premiums, allowances, or other benefits) from the production s0ld, in the form
sold (ore, concentrate, metal or equivalent), at the point of delivery (the f.o.b. point); except, that
charges of the buyer arising in the regular course of business and shown as deductions on the buyer's
settlement sheets (such as treatment processes performed by the buyer, sampling and assaying to determine
the value of the production sold, and freight payable by the buyer to a carrier (not the Operator or
producer)), shall be allowed as deductions in arriving at the "gross proceeds" as that term is used herein.
No costs of the Operator or Producer are deductible in arriving at the "gross proceeds" as that term is
here used.

The term "treatment processes" means those processes (such as milling, concentrating, smelting,
refining, or equivalent, but excluding fabricating or manufacturing) applied to the crude ore or other
production after it is extracted from the ground to put it into & commercially marketable form.

(2) The Govermment's royalty shall be computed and paid currently upon each lot sold, held, or
used in integrated operations, as-the case may be. ) :

(d) Unsold production.--If any production (ore, concentrate, metal, or equivalent), after the lapse
of six months from the date the ore was extracted from the ground, remains neither sold nor used in inte-
grated manufacturing or fabricating operations (for instance, if it is stockpiled), the Government, at its
option, as long as it so remains, may require the computation and payment of its royalty on the value of
such production in the form (ore, concentrate, metal, or equivalent) it is in when the Government elects
to require computation and payment. If any production is used in integrated manufacturing or fabricating
operations before the Government makes its election, the Govermment's royalty on such production shall be
computed on the value thereof in the form in which and at the time it is so used. '"Value" as here used
means what is or would be gross income from mining operations for percentage depletion purposes in Federal
income tax determination or the market value, whichever is greater.
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(e) Iien for payment.--To secure the payment of royalty (see Article 7(b)), the Operator
hereby grants to the Governmment s lien upon his interest in the land and upon any production of
minerals and metals therefrom until the royalty claim is extinguished by lapse of time or is fully
paid.

(f) Notice to purchasers.--The Operator or producer shall give notice of the Government's claim
for royalty to any purchaser of the production, and shall authorize and direct such purchaser to pay
the royalty directly to the Government and to furnish the Government with copies of the settlement
sheets. If the records of any production and sales or other disposition of production, whether the
production is by the Operator or by others, are not made available to the Government, the amount of
the royalty may be estimated by the Government, and this estimate shall be final and binding upon the
Operator or producer. :

(g) No obligation to produce.--Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any ob-
ligation on the Operator or the Operator's successor in interest to engage in any production
operations. ' .

(h) Government not obligated to buy.--Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any
obligation on the Government to purchase any minerals and metals mined or produced from the land.

ARTICLE 8. Interests in purchased property.--(a) Title and ownership.--All costs under this con-
tract shall be incurred by the Operator in the Operator's own name and for the Operator's own account;
but any property acquired to the cost of which the Government contributes shall belong to the Operator
and the Government Jointly in proportion to their respective contributions although title thereto
shall be taken in the name of the Operator. )

(b) Preservation of property.--Until the final disposal of any property in which the Government
has an interest, the Operator shall preserve and protect same for the best interest of the Government,
and any reasonable and necessary cost thereof will be treated as an allowable cost of the exploration.

The Government, in lieu of approv-
ing the sales price for any such item, may itself purchase the item at the best price which the
Operator is able to obtain or offers. Property remaining upon any termination of the work shall be
considered in groups or categories (such as drill steel, explosives, pipe, or rail), and if the
original cost of the remaining unexpended portion of any such group or category is less than $50,the
Government waives its interest therein. If necessary to accomplish the disposal of any item, the
Operator shall dismantle and sever it from the land, the cost thereof to be treated as a cost of the
exploration. )

(4) Default of the QOperator re disposal.--If within 90 days after the completion of the work,
termination of the Government's obligation to contribute to costs, or after the property is no
longer needed for the work, the Operator has failed to sell or otherwise liquidate or dispose of any
property in which the Government has an interest, the Government, at any time prior to final settle-
ment under the contract, may:

(1) in writing extend the time within which the Operator must dispose of or liquidate the

property; .

(2) by written notice to the Operator, place upon such property what it determines to be a
fair valuation thereof, not in excess of the cost less 1.66 percent per month from the date

such propert¥ was purchased under this contract to the termination of said 90-day period; and

such property shall thereupon be considered and accounted for as baving been purchased by the

Operator at the valuation so fixed by the Government; and

(3) enter and take possession of such property wherever it may be found, and remove and
dispose of it for the joint account of the parties.

The Mashel River Mercury Prospect of the B & J Properties, Inc.,

The applicant proposes to E
explore for cinnabar that occurs on fracture surfaces and as linings of

RECOMMENDATION

It is recommended that an exploration contract be awarded the appli-
cant. Diamond drilling as a first stage to be followed by cross-
cutting and drifting seems feasible. A modest tonnage of fairly
high-grade aelected ore can be reasonably expected from such
exploration.

LOCATION AND ACCESSIBILITY

The applicant's property is the WéSE% and E%SWF of sec, 18, T. 16 N.,
R. 6 B., in Pierce County, Washington. St. Regis Paper Company owns
the property and has leased it to the applicant until September 30,
1969.

Access to the property is via an all-weather private road that is
maintained as a logging road by St. Regis Paper Company. The
property is 18 miles from the King's Creek entrance of St. Regis
Paper Company; this entrance is about 12 miles on State Highway 5B
south of Orting, Washington, the nearest town and supply point. The
private logging road is not open to the public and permission from
the paper company is necessary to use it,






The topography in the vicinity-of the property is deeply dissected
by tributaries of the Mashel River; slopes are steep and the average
relief is about 1,000 feet. Timber covers much of the area, but
logged parts are clear. Bedrock is exposed at only widely separated
places, generally along roadcuts or in stream beds; thin soil cover
and forest rubble obscures bedrock elsevhere,

GEOLOGY

The bedrock in the applicant's property area has been mapped by
Daniels (1914, pl. I), as pyroxene-andesite, and is part of the
volcanic rocks of Tertiary age that crop out along the foothills of
the Cascades (Daniels, Joseph, 1914, p. 27). Much of the rock exposed
in the roasdcuts near the property is composed of abundant light

gray feldspar crystals in a fine-grained greenish gray groundmass.

The feldspar crystals are subequant to prismatic and range from 1

to 4 mm long. There is no common orientation of the crystals such

as flov banding, etc.

Of most economic significance on the property is an apparent tabular
mass of quartz (hereafter referred to as-a—vein) that forms a con-
spicuous outcrop wvhich can be traced for more than half a mile.(fig. 1l)s
The vein is not continuous through all this length as it is crossed

by tributaries of the Mashel River that have incised valleys across

it and some of the vein is obscured in the shallower valleys., The
quartz vein strikes about N. 45 E. and dips steeply, possibly to the
north. The thickest part of the exposed vein is about 100 feet, but

it is difficult to measure as the steep cliffs are difficult to
traverse, .

Exposures of rock adjacent to the quartz are nearly vhite (bleached?)
volcanic rock that locally contains abundant fine-grained pyrite.

It is assumed that the white rock is altered pyroxene-andesite and
that the alteration is related in some way to the origin of either
the quartz vein or the cinnabar mineralization, or both.

Within the quartz vein are slickensided surfaces and limonite-lined

vuggy openings. The largest "vugs" seen are greater than 2 feet in

diameter; however, most are smaller, There also are tabular or -

slotlike openings lined with limonite and bordered by finely colloform-
banded quartz. The slotlike openings are seldom more than an inch

or two wide and commonly are lined with nodular masses of silica.

The origin of the quartz vein is not clear. locally, it appears to
be a composite of many veins. Possibly, it developed as a fissure-
filling and was associated with hot-spring activity. The colloform
banding common near the slotlike openings suggests the possible
hot-spring activity.





Cinnabar occurs as thin films on fracture surfaces and as encrusta-
tions on nodular quartz that lines the slotlike openings. Locally,
limonite and cinnabar form encrustations several millimeters thick,
but more commonly the cinnabar is scarcely more than a thin film,

The applicant stated that he had found cinnabar disseminated in
quartz in one place, but careful search during the examination found
only one small piece in which cinnabar possibly occurs within quartz,
The cinnabar appears to have formed late in the history of the vein
for where it lines slickensided surfaces there is no smearing of the
cinnabar along the surface., In no place is there evidence of frac-
turing or even minor faulting that took place after deposition of
the cinnabar. Because of the apparently young relative age of the
cinnabar, zones of fracturing in the vein should be favorable places
in vhich to search for concentrations of the mineral. Possibly, such
zones of fracturing are in the valleylike depressions between the
outcrops of the vein,

The average amount of cinnabar in the vein is difficult to determine
because the cinnabar is limited to fracture surfaces andhinings of
openings. Some zones of fracturing are apparently barren of
cinnabar., Posseibly, there are areas within the vein where there are
several closely spaced fractures of slotlike openings that have been
coated with cinnabar., Several different cinnabar-lined fractures
vere seen on the surface, but their exact spatial relationship to
each other is uncertain, The applicant has submitted analytical
data showing that some of the high-grade pieces contain as much as
T.2 percent mercury and this is certainly believable. Much of the
mineralized rock obviously is not this richly mineralized, but. one
should be able to select some fairly high-grade rock along the
fractured zones., It seems about certain that the quartz between the
fractures and vuggy areas is barren of cinnabar. As a consequence,
the average grade of rock across a minable width would be wholly
dependent on the number of cinnabar-coated fractures or vugs within
that width. Surface indications suggest that large-scale, non-
selective extraction of the vein vould yield very low-gradé rock.
There should be excellent recovery by furnacing of selected cinnabar-
bearing rock for, as the cinnabar is not within the quartz but only
coats it, volatization should be very complete and efficient.

The examination was conducted mainly on the outcrops in Zone A,
According to the applicant, there is more surface indication of
mercury in this zone than in Zone B to the northeast. Cursory
examination of the vein in Zone B found that much of the quartz is
fractured locally, but no cinnabar was found in the fractured areas.
There is no obvious reason for the more abundant cinnabar in Zone A.






PRODUCTION

The applicant's property is essentially an unproved prospect and
there has been no production from it. A small adit has been driven
into the north side of the vein in Zone A for about 25 feet.
Another adit is reported to be near the creek bed east of the
applicant‘'s property., Possibly, these adits were prospects for
gold, but this cannot be confirmed. A possible source of gold
vould be the fine-grained pyrite in the wall rock near the vein,

APPLICANT'S PROPOSAL

The applicant has proposed a two-phase program to explore for mercury
ore in the vein in Zone A:

" Phase I is to prepare a drill site and drill three
diamond drill holes that will range from 300 to 350 feet
long. These 3 holes will be from 1 drill site and will
be inclined downward and will be at horizontal angles of
from 30° to 40° from each other. This drilling will test
one level of the vein along a strike length of 280 feet.
None of the holes will be in the same vertical plane, but
they v.i1l all be in about the same horizontal plane. The
level explored will be about 250 feet below the average
top of the outcrop.

Phase II will be dependent on favorable results from
Phase I. It will consist of driving 300 feet of crosscut
to be followed by drifting along the most promising
mineralized zone. Short crosscuts from the drift will
explore for parallel zones indicated by the drilling.
Total crosscut and drift = 1,000 feet,

The cost analysis submitted by the applicant suggested the follow-
ing costs per unit of work done:

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ALTERNATIVE PROPOSAL

The engineer retained by the applicant was not present at the time

of the examination and it was not possible to confer with him re-
garding modifications of the proposed exploration program, The two
members of the applicant company present disclaimed technical knowl-
edge necessary to discuss alternatives to the exploration as designed
by their engineer, The engineer presumably is in Central America
(Nicaragua?) and will not return until some time in September.

I believe that the quartz vein in Zone A should be explored in a
manner similar to that outlined by the applicant. I do think,
though, that the drilling should be accomplished by drilling 2 holes
inclined in the same vertical plane from 2 drill sites 250 feet
apart and parallel to the strike of the vein rather than by 3 holes
from a single site. Tvwo drill sites will involve slightly more

site preparation, but the advantages to be gained should more than
offset this additional cost. By drilling 2 drill holes in the same
vertical plane from each of 2 sites, one can project the geologic
data more accurately between holes, between drill sites, and between
the holes and surface data. A total of 250 feet along the strike
and about 180-200 feet down dip of the vein would be explored. All
diamond drill holes should be so directed that wall rock in both
margins of the vein will be explored. Possibly, vuggy or fractured
zones along the vein boundaries are sites for cinnabar deposition--
this could not be easily determined from examination of the surface
exposures.

Underground exploration work should be undertaken only after careful
evaluation of the drilling, Little, if any, drifting or crosscutting
should be planned outside the vein, i.e., in the wall rock. If a
favorable zone of minable width is indicated by the drilling, a
crosscut to the projected position of this zone and drifting for
several hundred feet along the zone would be justified. Surface
exposures indicate more than 800 feet of strike length of the vein
in Zone A. A total of 1,000 feet of crosscut and drift should be
sufficient to determine if significant quantities of cinnabar ore
are present. The exact location, direction, and extent of the
underground work will be dependent on the diamond drilling and on
day-to-day results of the drifting.





The proposed exploration is as follows:
Phase I

Diamond drill two holes from drill site "A" on s bearing at right
angles to the strike of the quartz vein. One hole would be-
horizontal or inclined at +5° or +10°, The second hole would be
inclined at -40°, Rach hole to be about 250 feet long and would
intersect the full width of the quartz vein.(figs. 1 and 2).

Diamond drill two holes from drill site "B" that will be about 250
feet east of drill site "A". The holes will have the same bearing,
and inclination and will be about the same length as those at drill
site "A",

Drive a 5 x 7 foot crosscut through the vein. Site of portal to be
determined after study of drilling results.

If feasible, short crosscuts
will be driven from the drift to test possible parallel mineralized
zZones.

POSSIBLE RESULT OF EXPLORATION

The applicant has submitted assay data that show some parts of the
vein to contain as much as 12.4 pounds per ton mercury across &
vidth of 7 feet. Many assay data indicate parts of the vein are
barren. The applicant concludes that values in the vein are spotty,
and bulk sampling, which wasn't done, is necessary to determine
mercury content of the vein,

Exposures on the surface indicate that the cinnabar is confined to
narrov streaks and vuggy zones. It seems improbable that these

Zones are more than a few inches thick, although some might be as
vide as a foot. The amount of cinnabar in the narrow zones, however,
is probably enough to permit an adequate mining width.

If one can assume that the exploration will be successful in proving
the existence of minable ore for a length of 1,000 feet, the follow-
ing tonnages can be calculated, For calculation purposes, it is
assumed that the mineralized streaks will average 1 percent (20
pounds per ton) mercury and this would be diluted to 0.25 percent

(5 pounds per ton) mercury across a mining vidth of 4 feet. Possibly,
a 3-foot mining width could be maintained in a shrinkage stope.

With the above assumption of an ore zone 1,000 feet long, 4 feet
vide, ggd,ggg,feetnfrom~tgg_qu;fgcg'thghe_g;;ft level, there would
be indicated. 800,000 feet” or 67,000 tons.which would contain about
4,400 flasks of mercury. At a market price of $500 per flask, the
product vould have a value of $g12004g90. Five percent royalty on
this production is about $110,000, or more than the anticipated cost
of the exploration. Of course, if parallel streaks of like grade
material were found, the value of the discovery would be proportion-

ally greater, and conversely, the discovery could be much smaller,

If it can be proved that the vein contains mercury minerals in
minable amounts, the rest of the vein to the east of Zone A might
also be inferred to be a potential source of mercury. If Zone A
is not proven to be minable, then one could reasonably discount
the vein to the east as a source for mercury. Either discovery,
both positive or negative, could certainly be significant in
assessing the potential of this area.






Phase I

CosTS

Access road and drill site preparation: The applicant's map shows
that about 700 feet of new road will be needed to extend from the
end of an existing log road to the diamond drill site. (This is
the only drill site indicated on the applicant's map and is indi-
cated as site "A" on map accompanying this report.) As the second
drill site, "B", is about 250 feet east of "A", there will be
required a total of about 1,000 feet of -access road. The appli-
cant states that 3 days of bulldozing is necessary to prepare
access road to drill site "A"; 1 more day of bulldozing should be
sufficient to prepare drill site "B".

Mr. Guyette stated that St. Regis Paper Company has agreed to use
their equipment to build the access road and prepare the drill
sites. Because the land is theirs, the paper company probably
vants to control the quality of such type work being done on their
land, They have agreed to do the work for $500, At 3 days or 2k
hours, the indicated rate for dozing is $20.83 per hour which is ¥
reasonable., No documentation of this agreement was submitted with
the application, but as Mr. Guyette is related to many of the local
officials of the paper company, there seems little reason to doubt
that the agreement has been made. In all likelihood private con-
tractors would not be permitted on the St., Regis Paper Company
property. Hence, although bids for the access road preparation
vere not submitted with the application, the arrangements between
the applicant and St. Regis Paper Company for this work can be
classed as an independent contract, even though no formal docu-
mentation exists.

Diamond drilling: No diamond drilling has been done in the quartz
vein and the rate of penetration to be expected is very uncertain.
Possibly, a daily rate of 25 feet is reasonable, Little, if any,
overburden will remain after drill site preparation. Vuggy zones
and open fractures will probably require cementing and redrilling.

A total of 40 hours of cementing and redrilling is included in the
cost estimate; this figure may have to be revised upward or downward
after the first hole is complete and experience has been gained in
drilling the quartz vein,

Timbering

A short adit into the quartz vein has remained open without timber
and it is assumed that little, if any, timbering will be necessary.
