Attached are 8 copies of the geological report covering DMA 
Docket l462X (Fluorite and Rare Earths). Fluorite occurs as replacement 
lenses in Mississippian limestone, and is exposed in several cuts and 
shafts. Extensive exploration work by shafts and bulldozer cuts has 
been done on the subject property without finding deposits of commercial 


•	 grade. Because of the small size and spotty nature of these deposits, 
as well as unfavorable economic factors, Mr. Meek recommends that the 
application for a fluorite exploration loan be denied. 


The applicant has also applied for a loan to explore for rare 
earth deposits on this same property. No rare earth minerals have been 
recognized, and analyses show that the grade in the most favorable 
material is well below an estimated economic limit of 5. Mr. Meek, 
therefore, recommends that the application for an exploration loan for 
rare earth deposits also be denied. 


I concur with the recommendation of Mr. Meek.

"Summary, Conclusions, and Reconnnendations", by Everett and Meek, 
and the same number of copies of Everett T s engineering report on the 
subject Defense Minerals Administration docket. 


The Peterson claims included in this loan request were at 
first considered as having possibilities for a small participating 
fluorspar exploration loan. However, correspondence with the appli-
cant, Francis J. Chesley, requesting, first, that he accompany the 
examiners to the property and, second, that, fai1ing in this first 
request, he submit an outline of his proposed program, especially 
with regard to fluorspar, and indicate his ability to participate 
on a SO percent basis, was unanswered. The obvious conclusion 
drawn from his ignoring our correspondence, naturally, was that he 
was not further intereted in a Defense Minerals Administration loan 
oh any basis. Inasmuch as the project was considered marginal, a 
report recommending denial was prepared. 


I am in agreement with the recommendation of the examining 
team.

Francis J. Chesley and his partners, Frank and C. W. Peterson, have 


applied for a *10,000.00 exploration grant on. fluorite and rare earth 


deposits located some eight miles north of Sundance, wyoming. Some 


$lQ,000.O0*orth otexploration:work by shafts and bulldozer cute has. 


been accomplished. Various other operators hate done oven more extensive 


work on properties in the area, but no minerals of present coimieroal 


value have been located. The Eureai. 0± Mines drilled some of the fluorite 


prospects. Their findings are given in Report of Inveetiation #3877 


published .n April 1946.


FLUORI 


Fluorite on the Peterson claims is exposed in several cuts and in 


two shafts which are still open. It oours as replacement lenses in 


limestone tentatively identified a the Pahasapa limestone of Miesis.. 


sippian age. Syenite of Tertiary ag was found near SQmØ of the fluorite 


deposits; it is a possible source of the mineralizing solutions. 


Atall observed.exposuresthelensesotfluórito lie parallel to. 


bedding. Several were observed to pinch out along the str].ke with a 


total length of about 50 feet or less. The degree of replacement and 


the concentration of fluorite vary from slight to extensive. One promis-

No. 1, on Figure ]o. 3 of Bureau of Mines R. I. #3877. Sampling from 


this shaft, report in R. I. 877, shows an average of about 56% CaF2 


for two jack hammer holes of ui*nown length in the lower 12 feet of the 


shaft. Muck pile samples were reported to average about 20 CaF2. 
Other prospe ots. in the area, not on. the Peterson claims, are perhaps 


more xtexisive and promising. It is possible that the future may see 


some substantial production of fluorite from this general vicinity. At 


present, however, the small size and spotty nature of these deposits, 


the distance of required trucking.ver dirt' roads, and the laokóf an 


established market in the district are discouraging. 


It is recommended that the application for a fluorite exploration 


loan be denied.


RARE EA1THS 


The rare earth minerals of this district are found in syeiu.te and 


syerxite porphyry' of Tertiary ate. • They.00curwith no recognized patterü 


•	 or known or estimate4dimensious. No' rare eaith minerals have been 


recognized even in microscopic studies. Some values seem to occur with 


• .
	 manganese or iron oxides. of sup€rgene , origin, some with leached white , . 


rock. It has been fairly well established that rare earth a1ues are 


highest in this district wherever radioaotivity is high. 


Samples previously assayed from this area by the Bureau of Mines 


and by the Trace lemènts Seot'on of the. Geological Survøt. showed rare 


earths contents well•belawan estimated eonomiç lirnit.ot abóüt 5%. A 


sample taken in the course of this examination where radioactivity is high 


on Luckyday claim was analyzed by the Bureau of Mimes as follows:
