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THE INDEPENDENCE MINE

The Independence mining claims are located in the Centemnnial Mining District.
Sections 7 and 8, Township 15, R, 78, W, Albany County, Wyoming, :

ACCESSIBILITY

This property is situated on a good road and is only four miles from the town
of Centennial, Wyoming, a Union Pacific railroad point,

TIMBER, CLIMATE and MINING FACILITIES

A very valuable asset to the property is the large amount of virgin timber
now standing on the ground., (See photo #l1). There is sufficient to carry on mining
operations for a long time to come as well as furnish lumber for all necessary build-
ing purposes,

The climate is such that work can be carried on throughout the entire year
without interruption from this source. Making general mining operations much cheaper
and in every way more satisfactory than in many other mining localities,

GEOLOGY

This entire area is composed of pre-Cambrian formations, The formation appears
to be composed of hard banded schist, high in silica and of very fine texture, This
schist is cut by a Pegmatite dyke. It should be noted at this point that a zone of
intersection such as appears here usually has a direct bearing on mineral concentra-
tion. - The material of the immediate intersection is soft and can be rapidly and
quite cheaply crushed, There is nothing at present to indicate the necessity of
expensive specialized machinery. '

The vein has been opened up by a tunnel, also three open cuts above the tunnel
level at approximately 100 feet, 300 feet and 450 feet. Each open cut makes a good
exposure of the vein, particularly the cut 450 above the tunnel which shows the vein
30 feet across - practically all ore, (See photo #2), Samples were taken for assay
at various points on the property as indicated on the accompanying plat. The re-
sults of which are tabulated on the last sheet of this report. It is noteworthy at
this point to eall attention to the fact that in several cases no result was obtained
from a fire assay regardless of flux charges. At the same time values were dis-
closed on the same ore by chemical means, We can only attribute this action to
various elements contained in the ore which, due to their peculiar combiration
volatilized the values under the influence of heat,

IN CONCLUSION

There is a large, practically level area below the tunnel portal through which the
Middle Fork of the Little ILaramie River flows., Making an ideal camp site as well as
the proper loeation for necessary mine buildings and mill. The stream has a fall
sufficient to generate electricity for all purposes of light, power and domestic

use and plenty of water for a good sized mill,

Subjects DMA 1507X, application of Independence Gold Mining Compeny,
Centennial, Wyoming, for exploration loan of $100,000, 90%
to be put up by Government, for exploration of a pletinum
lode.

This is a puzzling proposition. It is & known fact that the
Rembler mine, 6 miles SW of this property, had platinum in copper ores
that occurred in a diorite; the platinum ranged up to 1 oz. per ton of
ore. Platinum is known to occur elsewhere with copper sulfides, but
usually associated with basic rocks.

Very sketchy geologic description of Independence mine says
that the platinum is in a "dyke", and another description says that
there is a pegmatite "dyke™ at the property, implying that this contains
the platinum. However, a pegmatite dike is not a permissible platinum
occurrence. ‘

It seems to me that the whole matter hinges on the reliability
of the two authorities for the high platinum content: (1) Hout and
Haven end (2) Patzig Leboratory. (The latter, however, worked on
samples collected by the applicant.)

Hout and Haven are evidently a combination of mining engineer
end assayer. Their report on the Independence property is very amateurish
with a promotional flair. Note that it is mimeographed.

Samples assayed by Pstzig Leboratory are open to the suspicion that
the applicent's seamples may not be good.

Applicant is a stock selling gold mining company that had its
mine closed during last war. Some of the proposed work (i.e., 500 ft. }
of crosscutting) would probably be helpful in developing their gold mine.





It is my belief that some additional sampling will have to
be done before this proposal could be considered, and it would have
to be done by en engineer or geologist of recognized standing. I
think the burden of proof is on the applicent. They didn't think well

enough of the Hout end Haven asseys to furnish us with the map mentioned
in the report, showing location of the samples.

The climate is such that work can be carried on throughout the entire year
without interruption from this source., Making general mining operations much cheaper
and in every way more satisfactory than in many other mining localities,

GEOLOGY

This entire area is composed of pre-Cambrian formations, The formation appears
to be composed of hard banded schist, high in silica and of very fine texture. This
schist is cut by a Pegmatite dyke, It should be noted at this point that a zone of
intersection such as appears here usually has a direct bearing on mineral concentra-
tion. The material of the immediate intersection is soft and can be rapidly and
quite cheaply crushed, There 1is nothing at present to indicate the neceasity of
expengive specialized machinery.

The vein has been opened up by a tunnel, also three open cuts above the tunnel
level at approximately 100 feet, 300 feet and 450 feet. Each open cut makes a good
exposure of the vein, particularly the cut 450 above the tunnel which shows the vein
30 feet across - practically all ore, (See photo #2). Samples were taken for assay
at various points on the property as indicated on the accompanying plat, The re-
sults of which are tabulated on the last sheet of this report. It is noteworthy at
this point to call attention to the fact that in several cases no result was obtained
from a fire assay regardless of flux charges., At the same time values were dis-
closed on the same ore by chemical means. We can only attribute this action to
various elements contained in the ore which, due to their peculiar combination
volatilized the values under the influence of heat,

IN CONCLUSION

There is a large, practically level area below the tunnel portal through which the ‘
Middle Fork of the Little Iaramie River flows. Making an ideal camp site as well as
the proper losation for necessary mine buildings and mill, The stream has a fall
sufficient to generate electricity for all purposes of light, power and domestic

use and plenty of water for a good sized mill,

GEOLOGY

This entire area is composed of pre-Cambrian formations, The formation appears
to be composed of hard banded schist, high in silica and of very fine texture. This
schist is -cut by a Pegmatite dyke, It should be noted at this point that a zone of
intersection such as appears here usually has a direct bearing on mineral concentra-
tion. The material of the immediate intersection is soft and can be rapidly and
quite cheaply crushed, There is nothing at present to indicate the necessity of
expensive specialized machinery.

The vein has been opened up by a tunnel, also three open cuts above the tunnel
level at approximately 100 feet, 300 feet and 450 feet. Each open cut makes a good
exposure of the vein, particularly the cut 450 above the tunnel which shows the vein
30 feet across - practically all ore, (See photo #2), Samples were taken for assay
at various points on the property as indicated on the accompanying plat, The re-
sults of which are tabulated on the last sheet of this report. It is noteworthy at
this point to call attention to the fact that in several cases no result was obtained
from a fire assay regardless of flux charges, At the same time values were dis-
closed on the same ore by chemical means. 'We can only attribute this action to
various elements contained in the ore which, due to their peculiar combiration
volatilized the values under the influence of heat,

IN CONCLUSION

There is a large, practically level area below the tunnel portal through which the
Middle Fork of the Little lLaramie River flaws, Making an ideal camp site as well as
the proper loeation for necessary mine buildlngs and mill. The stream has a fall
sufficient to generate electricity, for ‘all.purposes of light, power and domestic

use and plenty of water for a good ‘Bized mill,

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THE INDEPENDENCE MINE

The Independence mining claims are located in the Centemnial Mining District.
Sections 7 and 8, Township 15, R. 78, W, Albany County, Wyoming,

ACCESSIBILITY

This property is situated on a good road and is only four miles from the town
of Centennial, Wyoming, a Union Pacific railroad point,

TIMBER, CLIMATE and MINING FACILITIES

A very valuable asset to the property 1s the large amount of virgin timber
now standing on the ground, (See photo #l1). There is sufficient to carry on mining
operations for a long time to come as well as furnish lumber for all necessary build-
ing purposes,

The climate is such that work can be carried on throughout the entire year
without interruption from this source, Making general mining operations much cheaper
and in every way more satisfactory than in many other mining localities.

GEOLOGY

- This entire area is composed of pre-Cambrian formations., The formation appears
to be composed of hard banded schist, high in silica and of very fine texture. This
schist is cut by a Pegmatite dyke. It should be noted at this point that a zone of
intersection such as appears here usually has a direct bearing on mineral concentra-
tion. The material of the immediate intersection is soft and can be rapidly and
quite cheaply crushed, There is nothing at present to ‘indicate the necessity of
expensive specialized machinery, .

The vein has been opened up by a tunnel, also three open cuts above the tunnel
level at approximately 100 feet, 300 feet and 450 feet. Each open cut makes a good
exposure of the vein, particularly the cut 450 above the tunnel which shows the vein
30 feet across - practically all ore, (See photo #2). Samples were taken for assay
at various points on the property as indicdted on the accompenying plat, The re-
sults of which are tabulated on the last sheet of this report. It is noteworthy: at
this point to call attention to the fact that in several cases no result was obtained
from a fire assay regardless of flux charges. At the same time values were dis-
closed on the same ore by chemical means. We can only attribute this action to
various elements contained in the ore which, due to their peculiar combination
volatilized the values under the influence of heat.

IN CONCLUSION

There is a large, practically level area below the tunnel portal through which the
Middle Fork of the Little Laramie River flows. Making an ideal camp site as well as
the proper location for necessary mine buildings and mill. The stream has a fall
sufficient to generate electricity for all purposes of light, power and domestic

use and plenty of water for a good sized mill, ‘
