The subject application was denied by this Division for the 
following reasons: 


1. Small and. discontinuous occurrences of scheelite. Geologically, 
there is very little reason to expect a significant discovery 
would be made. 


2. Results of previous examinations of the deposits by the. U.S. 
- Geological Survey and the U.S. Bureau of Mines were unfavorable. 


3. No new discoveries have been made in the area since careful 
examinations were made in 191I.2_LI.3 by the U.S. Geological Survey 
and the U.S. Bureau of Mines. 


Li', The tungsten deposits are small and are probably not commercial. 


5. The application is apparently for production and is not 
applicable to the exploratIon program. 


6. Applicant states that he is unable to concentrate his ore 
unless the Government helps put up such a concentration plant.

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The applicant gives no description of the project other 
than to state that he will mine tungsten, bery]., feldspar and tantalum. 
He states that there is an "unlimited quantity of ore running in content 
from one to five percent" of WO. No plan Is presented for concentration 
and marketing the ore; a request is made for a government-owned ore 
purchase depot nearby. 


Past work by Geological Survey: 


In 1942 S. W. Hobbs mapped the Romur and Hoodoo Creek groups 
of tungsten claims and examined other scheelite occurrences in the 
vicinity. In 3943, geolor was reviewed of properties that were explored 
by the Bureau of Mines or others. The mapping showed that the scheelite 
prospects are located in parts of a band of metamorphic rocks 3.5 miles 
long and 0.5 to 1.0 mile wide. The metamorphic rocks, consisting of 
schist and gneiss, are cut by basic dikes and by granite pegmatite. 
Most of the scheelite is in lenses of epidote-zoisite-quartz-garnet rock 
in gray schist, but some of it is in quartz veins and in dark green or 
black schist. AU the deposits are small and discontinuous, and none of 
them are extensively developed. 


The content of WO in ore that can be sorted or mined selectively 
is fairly high. Five ore sfiipiients aggregating 176 tons were made in 
1942-44 to the ore purchase depot of Metals Reserve Co. at Salt Lake City. 
Content of W03 in the shiinents ranged from 1 to 3 percent and averaged 
2.2 percent. None of this ore came from the Peter Bruce property. 


Inasmuch as the deposits are small and scattered, the cost of 
exploration and mining is high per ton of ore, and offsets the favorable 
grade of ore. A sufficient tonnae to justify a mill in the district was 
not found, and marketing of crude ore was not profitable because of high 
cost of production and cost of shipuent to custom mills in Colorado or 
Utah. 


Tantalite and Beryl 


The tantalite and beryl pegmatites were examined August 4-2k, 
1942 by J. D. Love and J. B. Hanley (U.S.G.S. Prof. Paper 227, pp. 109-
112, 1950). They mapped the Whippet No. 8 prospect which is the same 
as the Quien Sabe and Double Eagle claims shown on Kline's claim map. 
They state that these pegmatites contain the largest quantity of 
tantalite in the region, and also contain beryl. At least 250 pounds 
of tantalite were sold from them. In the principal pegmatite, the part 
that contains the tantalite is about 200 feet long and as much as 2 feet 
thick. The tantalite content, based on visual estimates and past 
production, probably is 1 pound of tantalite in each ton of rock. 
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The tantalite and beryl content of these pegmatites is insufficient 
to make ore. 


Past work by the Bureau of Mines: 


The Bureau of Mines in 1942-43 drove an adit 109 feet on 
the Comet clsdm, sampled the Stardust claim, and examined other deposits 
in the region. The reserve of tungsten ore in 15 prospects in the 
district was estimated at 7,000 tons averaging 0.9 percent of IO and 
ranging in grade from 0.5 to 1.8 percent (War Minerals Report 338, 
9 pp. , 1945) • Details of the work on the Comet and Stardust claims 
are given in R.I. 4629 (Investigation of Romur Tungsten Deposits, 
Fremont County, Wyoming, .9 pp., January 1950). 


According to War Minerals Report 338, p. 8, the estimated ore 
reserve on the Quien Sabe claims (nucleus of the group now held by 
Mr. Kline as the Peter Bruóe Mining Co.) amounts to 170 tons averaging 
1.0 percent of W0, distributed in 4 outcrops with a total length of 
100 feet and an aerage width of 2 feet. The ore was projected to a 
depth of 10 feet beneath.t- a&s.ps-. 


Conclusions:


1) The tungsten prospects of the Copper Mountain district 
have possibilities for production of only small amounts of tungsten. 
Only small-scale exploration projects might be warranted because the 
expectable targets are small. The principal occurrences are not on the 
Peter Bruce property. 


2) Careful examination by the Geological Survey of the claims 
now held by. the Peter Bruce Mining Co. showed that the tantalite and 
bery]. pegmatites are submarginal. The tungéten deposits are smi 1 and 
consequently probably non-commercial • The tungsten mineralization is 
not in pegmatite, but is in entirely separate deposits which require 
separate mining operations. 


3) The claims held by the Peter Bruce Mining Co. are staked 
over older locations and may not be valid. 


4) The application is for a production loan, not exploration. 


5) The applicants are inexperienced in mining and have no 
competent mining adviser. The application is poorly prepared from the 
viewpoint of outlining a mining project. 


6) The applicants failed to reply satisfactorily to 
Mr. Holderer's letter of July 9 requesting a definite exploration 
proposal.

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7) No new discoveries have been made in the area since 
careful examinations were made in 1942-43 by the Geological Survey 
and Bureau of Mines. Another field referral is unnecessary. 


Recommendation 


It is recommended that the application be denied because 
no valid exploration project was submitted and because results of 
previous examinations of the deposits by the Geological Survey and 
Bureau of Mines were unfavorable.

Dear Mr. Rose: 


I am just in receipt of a letter from my brother-in law, Nat Novick of Casper, 
Wyoming, in which he advised me that he has had a couple of letters from you 
relative to my Defense Minerals Loan #DM1 1764X. 


Please be advised that I also wrote to Senator Joseph O'Mahoney about two 
weeks ago, just after I received the letter from Mr. Holderer under date of 
July 9. I went into quite some detail giving Senator O"Mahoney, a complete 
picture of my entire application I did so because I know the Senator has a 
personal knowledge of this particular area. In addition, I know that he is 
very much interested in any mining project in Wyoming that would help the 
war effort. 


As I explained in my letter to Mr. O'Manohey, the information Mr. Hlderer 
asked for is practically all answered in a pamphlet put out by the Bureau of 
mines relative to offsetting land tomy own, on Copper Mountain. I would also 
suggest that you have Senator O'Mahoney show yothe correspondence above ref-
erred to. 


The items above mentioned are all of a highly technical nature and refer mainly 
to the lay of the land, the dips, degrees of drift, length of proposed tunnels 
etc. I tried to answer all of the questions asked and I might also refer you 
to my answers thereto. I would suggest that you have Mr. Holderer prepare a 
list of concrete questions that he desires me to answer and in that way, I will 
know exactly what he has in mind. 


I would like to avoid the necessity of hiring a consulting enginner to answer 
these questions for me. This should probably involve the importation o such 
a person from - possibly Denver - to Copper Mountain, involing a considerable 
sum. Iwould prefez' to spend the same amount in ore recovery which is what the 
gonmexitwànt. However, if you think same is absolutely necessary, I will do 
so. 


I know that the Government wants Tungsten as fast as it is possible to recover 
same and that is what we also wièhhtb do. In order to do this in a hurry, it

is necessary that we have modern mining machinery and that is the idea of the 
loan. Everyone knows that mining is an expensive operation and very few 
individuals are in a financial position to do any mining on a commercial basis. 


I have called the attention of Mr. Holderer and also Senator O'Mahoney, to the 
fact that there is no concentration mill in the entire State of Wyoming - the 
nearest points are Boulder, Colorado and Salt Lake City, Utah, both approximately 
four hundred (400) miles away. It is my thought that the State of Wyoming is 
entitled to and should have a place wherein Tungsten could be stockpiled and a 
small mill or concentration plant erected somewhere in the vicinity of Shoshonie, 
Wyoming, at which point two railroads converge. 


For your information, we trucked a sample loan of our tungsten ore down to one 
of the mills near Boulder, Colorado. It has been there over sixty (60) days 
and they still have not had time to run same through their plant. It may be 



	


two or three months or more, before they can get to it. 	 Also wish to advise 
you that the mill in Salt Lake City that Mr. Holderer referred us to, will not 
accept lots of less than five hundred (500) tons. My sole idea in advancing 
this information, is to show you our physical inability to have our ore concent-
rated elsewhere. Therefore, if the government wants any Wyoming Tungsten ore 
concentrated, it must help us put up such a plant here in Wyoming. This is 
also, one of the reasons for the loan because there is such a crying need for 
a plant in the Copper Mountain area. 


I have tried to give you the facts relative toour application for the aforesaid 
loan and I will appreciate any help or suggestions in connection with the rapid 
consuniation Of same. Thanking you for your interest in this matter, I am,
