Your letter to Messrs Redlin and Kahnke of Sept-
ember 4th, 1952, has been handed to the writer for re-
sponse,

The contract with the United States will be
entered into by Messrs John Guidinger, Donald Guidinger,
Chester Guidinger, Charles Kokesh, and Frank Kokesh, all
of Sundance, Wyoming, Ralph Redlin of Ellendale, North
Dakota, and R. E. Kahnke of Watertown, South Dakota, as
copartrers, without any trade name,

We believe that the thirteen additional claims
have already been staked and filed, but we have written
tfoday to John Guidinger, Sundance, Wyoming, for the in-
formation as to whether the claims have all been staked,
and for the legal descriptim thereof.

However, Messrs Kahnke and Redlin, feel that the
further processing of the application should not be held
up awaiting the furnishing of the legal descriptions and
we do urge, therefore, that you proceed to process the
same and we will get the additional descriptions to you
as quickly as possible.

. With reference to the tunneling operations, this
was not done by Messrs Redlin and Kahnke in the first
instance. They did, however, go into the tunnel and re-
move some material sufficient to satisfy themselves that
iron orewas present in large quantities. They found large

chunks of iron ore which were removed from the
tunnel. The ore removed is still at the site.
Some of the ore was already removed and laying be-
side the tunnel.

The tunnel is in a crumbling type of lime-
stone shale that is subject to slides and it has
not been considered safe to go clear back into
the tunnel.

Messrs Redlin and Kahnke think that the
overburden should be removed because the ore comes from
within the hill through the old tunnel. They believe
it to be a large deposit from thelr study of the sit-
uation, but they do not have a geologist and they have
no other analysis of the ore other than the two which
have heretofore been submitted.

They do not have any available maps covering
the topography and geology of the deposits, and they
had assumed that maps of the topography and geology
of the territory are readily avallable to your men.

Messrs Redlin and Kahnke also advise that there
is a good graded road to the site and that the same
can be easily reached by car or truck.

They had assumed that upon submitting the applic-
ation - if it looked at all reasonable, the next step
would be for representatives of your Administration to
come to the site with Messrs Kahnke and Redlin and make
your determination as to whether further processing of
the application is necessary or whether it appears that
further exploration is warranted, and we are hoping
that you will conclude to send geologists or engineers
to the site at a very early date,

Messrs Redlin and Kahnke probably could employ -
geologists and engineers, but had assumed that they
should not go to this expense, since you would be mak-
ting your own investigation through your own engineers
and geologists. If we are wrong in this, we will ap-
preciate your advice,
