exposing the veins in part, dug by former O\iners about ten years ago.
Readily accessible for examination. Exploration by present owners
consists of examination of the geology of veins and country rock,
with estimates of outcrops.


(b) Past production none.
9 (c) The veins appear to be segregations which occur in


granite gneiss, in the vicinity of diorite dykes, and which follow
the stratification of the gneiss, and dipping at 450 to 900 from
horizontal. The occurances on each of the four claims are as follows:-


Kyanite No.1. The vein, though not fully exposes by an open pit,
appears ~o be about 15 feet wide, and is composed principally of a good
grade of vermiculite containing a significant proportion of kyanite
crystals, with some quartz, feldspar, and other minerals. The length of
this vein is unknown, the strike is southwestly toward the outcrops
on No.2.


Kyanite No.2. The exposures of ore are approximately 900' feet south­
west from that on No. I, in the direction of its strike. They consist of
six outcrops which appear to be in place, indicating possibly four veins
10 to 15 feet in width, and numerous boulders of float. The relations
of these occurences are sho,~ in the attached sketch on which the first
proposed core drill holes are shown. These outcrops occur on a steep
south-sloping side hill covered with granite boulders which make it
impossible to follow the strike of the vei~. Trenches and core holds
will be needed to explore these vein••


A brief description of the occurences follows:- A. This is a boulder
about 20x8x15 feet very hard and tough, and consisting of apparently 50%
kyanite and 50% hornblende, so much like the vein at E, that it may have
come down hill from that point. B is an outcrop of kyanite and biotite
about 20 feet wide and tapering to 3 feet between granite walls where it
is covered by loose material. C is an outcrop, apparently about equal
parts kyanite and biotite, which appears to be in place, and to be part
of a vein with an east-west strike, and a north dip of 45 0 • D is a
triangulat piece 20x30 feet, kyanite and mica, it is not clear whether
it is place, but it may be part of 'the vein at E. as there are boulders
between. At E there is a pit about 15 feet square, showing mainly solid
hornblende and kyanite, about 50-50, the walls are not shown. At points
up to 200 feet northeast are outcrops showing considerable kyanite, which
ma~ connect with either E or F, there is too much overburden to permit
a defini te sta.tement. F is an opening about 10 feet long which indicates
a vein 12 to 15 feet' wide, with a northeast strike and a nearly vertical
dip. It contains kyanite. vermiculite, and mica, and is soft as compared
to other outcrops. G is an outcrop of a vei~7which shows for about 75
feet with a general width of 6 feet, of a composition apparently half
and half kyanite and biotite. A hole at the north end shows some accomp­
anying vermiculite, and north of it the vein blends into the granite. The
south end is covered by debris. H is an open cut in vermiculite. I, J,
and K are either boulders or outcrops showing kyanite and mica for
intervals for about 100 feet.


Kyanite No.3. This is a ledge occuring on a high steep ridge,
~nd entir~ly visible over its length and breadth. On top of the ridge it
1S approx1mately 100 feet wide, its strike is northeast in the direction
of Kyanite No.2, and its length 700 feet. The width at the ends is 40
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feet, and a vertical height of 100 feet is indicated. The dip on the south­
east side is about 900 and on the opposite side 600 so it appears to be a
large 't<ledge shaped lens"of the dimensions given. The country rock is granite
gneiss, and a small diorite dyke cuts the ledge near the top. From the
laboratory tests it appears that this deposit is approximately 10% sillimanite,
20% biotite, with the remainder quartz. It is remarkably uniform throughout
its length and width, and ahows in solid masses up to 20 feet in width.


Palmer Lode. This is about two miles to the north. It consists of a
vein 6 to 10 feet wide and about 400 feet long, half vermiculite, possibly
25% kyanite, some quartz, and some small rubies or corundum. Toward the
easl it blends with the granite, and toward the west it is covered, S9 may
have a little more length in that direction. '


In the way o~ technical information, the Natural Re~ources Research .
Institute of Wyoming University, made. some sink-float tests on the ore from
No.2, and from No.3, the latter indicated above. The tests on composite
samples from No. 2 give the impression that the ore runs 35% to 50% kyanite,
35% mica, approximately, with the remainder hornblende, although this mineral
occurs in place only at E. Additional sampling and laboratory work is needed.


(d) The property can b'e reached by a road from Wheatland whi ch is fi ve
miles oiled highway, fifteen miles good dirt road, and four miles bad dirt
road, to Kyanite No.1. Two more miles of presently bad dirt roads lead to
a point between No.2 and No.3, and,to conduct drilling operations 9n No.2
would require about 700 feet of access road construction. In case of mining
and milling operations a road on a water grade down the Laramie River valley
,could be made by bridging the Laramie in three or four places. This would be
an all-weather road, and the distance about 20 miles to Wheatland, or 16
miles to a a railroad loading point on a beet loading spur. Residences
could be built along the small creek which crosses the property.


(e) Water is available from the Laramie River. The REA would run a
power line to the project. Manpower, materials, supplies, and equipment
are available or can be made available. '

9 (b) The exploration work is proposed to be done in two stages, the


second to depend upon the results obtained from the first. The work would
consist mainly of core drilling, with some trenching to indicate surface
outcrops of veins, an access road to No.2, and laboratory work ~o deter~ine


the mineral content of the veins and the recovery possibilities. A market
study should be made to determine the size of the market and prices for the
grades of kyanite and mica producible. The m~ca is not a true biotite, as it
is not magnetic, it is not a vermiculite except as ~tated, but upon heating
assumes an attractive golden color which should make it salable.


A sketch is presented showing the occurences at No.2, and the proposed
first stege core holes, totalling 750 feet. Core holes at No. 3 and Palmer
would simply be angle holes aimed to cut the ore bodies at about 100 feet in
depth. The applicants are qualified by training and experience to supervise
the work of directing drilling and caring for the cores, and would either do
this work or employ competent engineers for that purpose. The core drilling
and access road would be contracted. The trenches would be done by force
account, the labora~ory work would be done by the Natural Resources Research
Institute 6f Wyoming University.
