Although copper and uranium mineralization are reported by 
the operator and a shipment of ore sent to American Smelting at 
Garfield, Utah, there is ziot sufficient datapçntedtofpj).y 
appraise the pros ect. The operator should be requested to submit ore 


1eiEificates, sample assays for uranium and copper from the 
short drift and crosscut tunnel, and any private reports prepared on 
the property. A limited amount of uranium exploration may be warrant-
ed, but furt1ir_informatj	 Ld.be obtained before a possible field 
referral is considered.

4. Physical Description: 


(a) One old drift that.goes in at about a 30 d 
approximately 12 feet, following a vein of 
vein is apparently 2 feet in depth. Then 
(cross-cut) of approximately 30 feet that 
ore bearing vein. 


Our interest in such operations is to sink a slope to hit 
main ore bearing vein. According to geological information 
we have, we are on a finger of the main vein. This finger 
vein shows a .02 percent of Uranium on the floor. The 
copper assay is 6 to 6.5 percent.
