Commodity Committee Members' Comments: 


U. S. Geological Survey 


Thor H. Kiilsgaard, July 13, 19%. " The program 
does not appear too feasible. Radiometric outcrops 
in the carbonaceous shaly members of the Wind River 
fcrmation in that part of Wyoming are fairly common. 
The ore deposits have proven to be in the coarse, 
sandstone members, not in the shales. Inthe present 
case, the radiometric assays are slight, scarcely 
more than background count.. The topographic map in-
dicates there should be readily observable a sand-
stone-shale contact on the south side of the ridge 
and if 20-foot holes will reach through sandstone, 
it must be assumed the sandstone member is thin, 
and therefore if it contains any amount of uranium, 
some of it should outcrop. 


"One would believe the property needs a careful 
surface study with a scintillometer. If such a 
study failed to indicate substantial amounts of 
mineralization, there would be little reason to 
explore it further. 


"This application could probably be denied without 
field study; however, as it is in an area about 
which not too much is known, I recommend t1iat it 
be referred to the Field Team for recommendation.".

John E. Crawford, July 6, 19%. "I have reviewed 
the application and discussed it with Joseph 0. 
Hosted, representative of AEC and we recommend 
that the application be denied." 


John E. Crawford, July 19, 19%. "Nr. Hosted and 
I have again reviewed the application. We again 
conclude that the applicants request for assistance 
be denied. The proposed exploration project, in 
view of low mineralization found in the discovery 
pits, is indicative of wildcatting. Submitted 
geological data do not show promise of finding 
commercial quality or quantity of uranium.". 


Rare and Miscellaneous Metals Division - A. G. Keating, July 20,19% 


The evidence submitted by the Applicant is not 
sufficiently favorable to warrant a field examina-
tion. While further work may deve1p more convincing
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criteria in an area about which not too imich 
is known, it is not properly within the pur-
view of DA to participate in this type of 
project. 


This Division concurs with the recommendation 
that the subject application be denied.

The applicant proposes to explore its Cirrus Claim Group 
with 12.5 days of bulldozer stripping, and an estimated 1100 shallow, 
non-core holes. Estimated cost of the project i $ 21,285.00. 


The claims to be explored are staked on an east-west sand-
stone-capped ridge. The sandstone is underlain by a carbonaceous 
shale member about 8 feet thick. Both the shale and the sandstone 
are members of the Wind River formation of Eocene age. Radiometric 
samples have been taken in the shale on both sides of the ridge, 
the highest readings in the upper portion near the sandstone contact. 


The proposed exploration project would bulldoze the sand-
stone-shale contact so that a more detailed radiometric and sampling 
program could be undertaken. Non-core drilling, using holes averaging 
20 feet in depth, would then test parts of the ridge in back of the 
more favorable outcrops. 


The program does not appear too feasible. Radiometric out-
crops in the carbonaceous shaly members of the Wind River formation 
in that part of Wyoming are fairly common; however, the ore deposits 
have proven to be in the coarse, sandstone members, not in the shales. 
In the present case, the radiometric assays are slight, scarcely more 
than background. Further, the topographic map indicates there should 
be a readily observable sandstone-shale contact on the south side of 
the ridge, and, if 20-foot holes will reach through the sandstone, 
it must be assumed the sandstone member is thin and therefore if it 
contains any amount of uranium some of it should outcrop. At least 
there should be enough radioactivity in the sandstone outcrop to be 
detected even though ore bodies in the thin sandstone were small. 
From the information in hand, one would believe the property needs 
a careful surface study with a scintilloineter. If such a study 
failed to indicate substantial amounts of mineralization there would 
be little reason to explore it further.

The 3"mining' claims held by the applicant are located in

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III, PHYSICAL DESCRIPTION 


A. Accessibility 


The claim area is located approximately three .. quarters of 


a mile by dirt road from the main surfaced highway, U. S. 20 and 


26, which connects : Riverton and Casper, Wyoming (Refer to Plate 2). 


Shoshoni, Wyoming, is located westward on this-highway, a distance 


of about 29 miles. Access roads on the property are in good condition, 


except after heavy rains or during spring thaws. 


B. Topograpjy 


Reference to the topographic map (Front Cover and Plate 2) 


will show that the surface is relatively flat except where interrupted 


by low lying hills of the Wind.River Formation. One such flat.topped 


hill underlies the claim area. 


C. Mining History 


At the time of submitting this application no exploration or 


development work is being carried out onthe claims.

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Some shallow prospecting was don•e along the outcrop of the 


carbonaceous shale bed, which occurs immediately below the sand-


stone, but to depths of one to two feet only.

On post hole sunk in the overlying sandstone reportedly doubled 


the background count, but the- location of this hole was not recorded. 


D. Geologic Setting 


The Cirrus Claim Group is situated in an area where the Wind 


River beds of early Eocene age, composed principally of alternating 


sandstones and shales, occur in substantial thickness. 


Within the claim area, a coarse-grained sandstone forms the 


surface rock and varies from a friable to a well-indurated bed; the 


latter forming in places a massive outcrop to the south of claim area. 


This sandstone contains much limonite. 


Underlying this sandstone horizon occurs a grey to black 


carbonaceous shale member, which is about 8 feet in thickness, 


and outcrops principally along the north and south margins of the 


low-lying plateau. It is in this latter bed that the highest radio-


metric readings were obtained, generally in the upper portion near 


the contact of the overlying sandstone.

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E. Structure 


The beds in the immediate area are relatively flat lying with 


a dip of one degree to the northwest.

A reconnaisance radiometric survey was made of several 


carbonaceous àhaie outcrops, together with a check on four discovery 


pits previously dug into the overlying sandstone bed. 


The shale bed gave x2 to x5 background count in places and 


four grab samples were taken where the highest readings were ob 


tamed.. The sandstone gave from 0 to x3 background and two grab 


samples were recovered for assaying.

Regionally, the Cirrus : Claim Group is situated approximately 


25 miles north of the Gas Hills area, and about the same distance 


south of the Copper Mountain area where ore is currently being mined. 


IV. THE EXPLORATION PROJECT 


A. Objective 


The sole objective of the exploration project is the discovery of 


uranium ore. 


B. Proposed' Work 


The development work for this property would consist of (1) 


rim stripping and (2) shallow drill holes. 


Phase 1 - Rim Stripping 


The outcrops of soft, friable sandstone and the upper portion 


of the grey carbonaceous shale would permit a program of rim strip-


ping to be carried out In these two horizons at relatively low costs. 


This part of the program would be for the primary purpose of exposing

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the beds so that a detailed radiometric, geologic -and sarripling program 


could be undertaken. It is estimated that approximately 12, 500 feet 


would -be available for stripping, the remaind-er of the outcrop length 


being too well indurated to respond to this method of-exploration.
