I have reviewed the attached application for assistance, 
DI4E& Docket 4278, Aineden Mining & Exploration Co., Big Horn County, 
Wyo.', dated April 28, and received in this office May 8., 1956. I 
have also dioussed it with Joseph 0. Hosted, Washington representa-
tive of the Atomic Energy Commission. 


The applicant requests Federal assistance to explore 56 
claims for, uranium. The project includes 19,750 feet of plug-bit 
drilling at a unit cost of $7. The total estimated cost of the 
project is $153,410.00. 


The applicant bases the justification of the exploration 
on the results encountered in the radiomatric logging of an oil 
well hole on the property and on the fact that uranium is being 
produced only 10 miles away. It is doubtful that such reasons are 
sufficient to warrant the expenditure of funds of the magnitude 
proposed.


The costs listed in the application are excessive and fr.. 
regular.


Unless the applicant can submit logs of holes drilled on 
the subject claims, it appears that denial without prejudice would 
be in order as little supporting evidence is presented on which an 
exploration program could be based or could be justified.
