GEOLOGY AND MINERAL DEPOSITS

The Albany claims, in the Laramie Mountains of southeastern
Wyoming, are underlain principally by a pink, medium- to coarse=-
grained Precambrian éranite. One basic igneous dike, probably
Precambrien in age, was observed on the claims.

Two sets of well-developed mineralized fractures are present
in the granite. The principal set, which consists of one major
fracture or shear zone and numerous smaller parallel fractures,
strikes N. 35° to 40° E., and dips 83° SE to vertically. This
set is sporadically exposed in the centers of Albany claims
Nos. 1, 4, 5, and 7, and has a total iength of at least 4,500
feet (fig. 3). The other set, best developed in claim no. T,
consists of short, narrow, mineralized fractures that trend approxi-

1955, consisted of 7.8 tons containing 0.07 percent Usz0g. According
to the applicant, these shipments were handpicked and not "run-of-

the-mine" material.
APPLICANT'S PROPOSAL AND COST ESTIMATE

The applicant did not indicate the specific work desired in
the exploration program.

Individual costs were itemized in detail but were exceedingly
difficult.to calculate and total. It was noted that the applicant
did not plan to comstruct or rehabilitate buildings, but there
vas an item of $5,000 for lumber.

The applicant's recepitulation of costs, is as follows:

CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS

For reasons as follows, it is concluded that an exploration
program would not disclose significant uranium deposits:

(1) Only one small portion of the quartz-hematite veins
exposed on the property appears to contain uranium mineralization.

~ (2) The mineralization which consists of secondary uranium

minerals coating fracture surfaces in the vein and surrounding
g;anite, is very low grade and there is no evidence to indicate
that the grade‘will increase at greater depths.

(3) No commercial uranium deposits in a similar geologic
environment are known to occur in the Laramie Mountains.

It is recommended that the application for DMEA assistance

be denied.

After the discovery of commercial quantities of said mineral or minerals
in the lands herein leased to pay to the lessor in advance, beginning with the first
day of the lease year succeeding the lease year in which commercial discovery was
made, an annual rental of Cne Hundred Dollars ($100,00) unless changes by agreement,
such rental so paid for any one year to be credited on the royalty for that yeare
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(d) ROYALTY, - To pay lessor a royalty of Five per cent (5%) of the gross
value of the output at the mine of uranium and associated minerals herein leased,
The lessor reserves the right, if it may so elect, to increase the above royalty
rate at the expiration of the first 3 years,

(e) MONTHLY PAYMENTS AND STATEMENTS, - To meke payment in full on or
before the twentieth (20th) day of the calendar month succeeding the month of pro-
duction for all said minerals mined from the land, and to furnish sworn monthly
statements therewith showing in tons or cubic yards, or such other measure of
quantity as may be pertinent, the amount of all material mined, and such other in-
formation as may be called for in the form of reports prescribed by the lessora

These statements are to be subject to verification by examination of the books and
records of the lessee,

(f) WORKINGS, - (a) That all mining operations and workings shall be con-
ducted in such a manner so as to remove all valuable deposits so far as is economic-
ally possible; that all shafts, inclines, and tunnels shall be well timbered (when
good mining practice requires timbering); that all underground timbering placed in,
the mines and necessary to the preservation of the property and safety of the w?rk-
men shall be kept in good condition and repair and at no time shall such timbering
be removed unless all of the valuable ore has been removed and such removal will in
no way or manner interfere with or prevent future mining operations in the land;
that at the expiration of this lease, or earlier termination thereof, all under-
ground timberings shall become the property of the lessor without compensation
therefor to the lessee; that all parts or workings when the ore is not exhausted
and for good reasons not teing worked shall be kept free of water and debris; that
underground workings will be protected against fire and flood, and creeps and
Squeezes will be checked without delay, and to leave such pillars as may be necessary
to support the cover and protect the slopes, air courses, manways, and hauling roads,

(b) That all open or strip mining operations shall be
conducted so as to remove all valuable minerals in the deposits worked; that all
material removed shall, as mining progresses, be returned to the original pit and
leveled unless consent of the lessor is otherwise obtained, so that at the expiration,
surrender, or termination of the lease, the land will approximate its previous
configuration and with a minimum of permanent damage to the surface; that all roads -
and bridges built and necessary to the mining operations on the land shall upon

oxpiration, forfeiture or surrender of the said lease become the property of the
legsor,

(g) MAPS_AND REPORTS, - On the first of each calendar year to furnish the
Ccmmissioner of Public Lands with two prints of a map of the leased land showing
the location, depth, and results of all prospect holes or pits sunk, roads and
oridges constructed, improvements made, and the location and extent of excavations
from which material has been removed, together with thickness of the deposits of
uranium and associated minerals, at twenty foot intervals plotted therein; and to

make such other reports pertaining to the production and operations by the lessee
as may be called for by the lessor,

(h) TAXES AND WAGES. - FREEDOM OF PURCHASE, To pay, when due, all taxes
lawfully assessed and levied under the laws of the State of Wyoming upon improvements
and values produced from the land hereunder, or other rights, property or assets of
the lessee; to accord all workmen and employees ccmplete freedcm of purchase, and to
pay all wages due workmen and employees at least once each month in lawful money of

the United States or at such lesser period as may be provided by State or Federal
lavws .

(1) STATUTCRY REQUIREMENTS AND REGULATICNS, - To comply with all state
statutory requirements and valid regulations thereunder,

(3) ASSIGNMENT OF LEASE, - MINING AGREEMENTS, (1) Not to assign this
lease or any interest therein, nor sub-let any portion thereof, except with the
consent in writing of the lessor first had and obtained,

(2) To submit a signed copy of any mining agreement entered into affect-
ing the possessory title to any of the land hereby leased for approval by the lesscr,

(3) A1l overriding royalties to be valid must have the approval of the
Board and be recorded with the lease. The Board reserved the right of disapproval
of such overriding royalties to the extent, in its cpinicn, they beccme excessive
and hencs are detrimental to the proper development of the leased lands,
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(k) DELIVER PREMISES IN CASE OF FORFEITURE. - To deliver the leased
premises with all permanent irprovements thereon, in good order and condition, in
case of forfeiture of this lease but this shall not be construed to prevent the
removal, alteration or renewal of equipment and improvements in the ordinary course
of operations.

(1) DILIGENCE IN DLVELOPMENT. - This lease is granted with the express
understanding that prospecting and mining be pursued with diligence.

SEC. L4 - GENERAL COVENANTS:

(a) The lessee shall have the right to enter upon, occupy and enjoy such
surface areas of the described tract as are necessary for mining operations and the
construction of all buildings and other surface improvements incidental to the work
contemplated by this lease; but the lessee shall fully protect the rights of any
agricultural and grazing leases which have heretofore or may hereafter be granted by
erecting cattle guards or gates and keeping closed gates in all fences in which open-
ings are or may be made, and for protection of stock grazing thereon to fence or
close all holes, pits or open cuts in which injury might be sustained, and shall not
contaminate any living water upon the land so as to make it injurious to livestock,
Should the lessee or any person holding from, by or under the lessee, in any opera-
tion on said premises under this lease, destroy or injure any livestock or forage,
any crop, building or other improvements of any tenant, lessee, purchaser or other
person holding under the State, the lessee agrees to fully indemnify all such injured
parties in such sum or sums as may be mutually agreed upon by the respective parties,
or as may be fixed by appraisers appointed by each party if agreement is impossible,
or the Board of Land Commissioners may fix the amount of such indemnity after inspec-
tion or hearing.

The rights of the lessee hereunder are subject further to the orior right
of any other mineral lessee, his sub-lessee, or operator under any other mineral
lease or leases now in force, or renewals thereof, to enjoy the free use of so much
of the surface of the said lands as are necessary and incidental to their operations
thereunder, and mining operations hereunder shall be conducted so as not to unduly
interfere with such mineral operations; nor shall mining operations hereunder be
conducted nearer than two hundred feet from any productive oil or gas well without
consent of the oil and gas operator; and the lessee further shall not disturb any
existing road or roads now on said lands nor roads leading to or from any well or
well location without first providing adequate and suitable roads in lieu thereof,
and shall fully indemnify any such other lessee or operator for any injury or damages
resulting from operations hereunder in such amount so fixed as above provided.

(b) During proper hours and at all times during the continuance of this
lease the lessor, or its representatives, shall be authorized to go through any of
the openings or workings on the premises, and to examine, inspect and survey the
same and to make extracts of all books and weigh sheets which show in any way the
output from the land.

(c) It is expressly understood and agreed that the mining rights and
privileges granted hereunder shall extend to and include only uranium and associated
minerals, and that no rights or privileges respecting oil and gas or any kind or
character of other mineral or minerals are granted or intended to be granted by this
lease. The lessee shall promptly notify the lessor of the discovery of eny valuable
metal, minerals or oil or gas upon the leased premises, and he shall then have, for
a period of thirty days following such notification, a preferential right to a lease
for such metal, mineral, or oil and gas upon such terms and conditions and royalty
as may be fairly fixed by the Board of Land Commissioners, provided the land is not

otherwise leased for that metal, mineral, or for oil and gas.

(d) This lease is granted for the purposes as herein set forth only under
such title as the State of Wyoming now holds in and to the uranium and associated
minerals that may be found in or under the above described lands, and, if subse-
quently divested of same, no liability shall be incurred by virtue of this lease for
any loss or damage to the lessee, nor shall any claim for refund or rents or royal-
ties theretofore paid, be made by said lessee, its successors or assigns.
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SEC. 5 - THE LESSOR EXPRESSLY RESERVES:

DISPOSITION OF SURFACE. The right to lease, grant rights of way, sell or
otherwise dispose of the surface of the land embraced within this lease under exist~
ing laws or laws hereafter enacted, or in accordance with the Rules of the Board of
Land Commissioners, insofar as the surface is not necessary for the use of the
lessee in the extraction and removal of the uranium and associated minerals therein,

SEC. 6 = APPRAISAL OF IMPROVEMENTS., Upon the expiration of this lease, or
earlier termination thereof pursuant to surrender, or if such land be leased for
minerals to another other than the owner of the improvements thereon, the lessee
agrees that the improvements shall be disposed of pursuant to Chapter 2L, Article 7,
Section 2L-~70L, Wyoming Compiled Statutes, 1945,

SEC. 7 - FORFEITURE CLAUSE. In the event that the lessee shall have pro-
cured this lease through fraud, misrepresentation or deceit, then and in that event
this agreement, at the option of the lessor, shall cease and terminate and shall
become ipso facto null and void, and all improvements upon said land or premises
under the terms of this lease shall forfeit to and become the property of the State
of Wyoming, In the event that the lessee shall fail to make pgments of rentals and
royalties as herein provided, or make default in the performance or observance of any
of the terms, covenants end stipulations hereof, or of the general regulations pro-
mulgated by the Board of Land Commissioners, the lessor shall serve notice of such

failure or default, either by personal service or by registered mail upon the lessee,
and if such failure or default continues for a period of thirty (30) days after the
service of such notice, then and in that event the lessor may, at its option, de-
clare a forfeiture and cancel this lease, whereupon all rights and privileges ob=-
tained by the lessee hereunder shall terminate and cease and the lessor may re-enter
and take possession of said premises or any part thereof; but these provisions shall
not be construed to prevent the exercise by the lessor or any legal or equitable
remedy which the lessor might otherwise have, A waiver of any particular cause of
forfeiture shall not prevent the cancelation and forfeiture of this lease for any
other cause of forfeiture, or for the same cause occurring at any other time,

SEC. 8 = SURRENDER, Relinquishment or surrender of this lease may be made
at any time orovided the same is done in conformance to "Rule 19, Relinquishment and
Surrender," of "Rules and Regulations Governing the Issuance of Mineral Leases"
adopted by the Board of Land Commissioners, effective November 15, 1950.

SEC. 9 - HEIRS AND SUCCESSORS IN INTEREST. It is further agreed that each
obligation hereunder shall extend to and be bindiig upon, and every benefit hereof
shall inure to the heirs, executors, administrators, successors or assigns of the
respective parties hereto.

SEC, 10 - This lease is issued by virtue of and under the authority con-
ferred by Chapter 2L, Article 7, Wycming Compiled Statutes, 1945, and valid amend-
mnents thereto, and subject to the laws of the State of Wyoming, and is accepted by
the lessee subject thereto,
