The property is in the southern Powder River Basin 
and is underlain by about 200 feet of red and drab colored 
fluvial clastic rocks of the Eocene Wasatch formation. 
Uranium mineralization in the general area is generally 
restricted to a narrow zOne'áf red coloration and is
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concentrated in economic deposits along the red-drab 
color contact. The favorable red beds are well exposed 
through natural erosion in and around the subject 
property. 


A discovery pit, 12 feet deep, on the Lux 6 claim 
encountered a small carbonaceous trash and clay lens 
l. feet long and 3 to 14 inches thick, in drab sandstone, 
hich was uranium-bearing. The pplicant presented

The applicant requested assistance in exploring, by 
non-core drilling, an area believed to be underlain at shallow 
depth by a uranium-bearing bed. of the Wasatch formation. 


The applicant claims 10,000 feet of drilling has been 
done on the property. No good records were kept and the 
drilling lends little or no support to the application. No ore 
has been produced, but pits have been gouged out to expose the 
bed from which samples of ore grade material are said to have 
been taken. A 1I.-inch channel sample taken across the lens by 
the examiners asthayed:-


0.28% U308 and 0.09% v2o5 


About 60 drill holes on 25-foot centers failed to extend the 
showing.


Work in the area, the Powder River Basin, has indicated 
that the uranium deposits are practically confined to and related 
to a color (red-drab) contact zone. In the opinion of the ex-
aminers and the Field Team, the referenced claims (Lux) probably 
lie west of the now-eroded eastern red-drab contact. Although not 
colusive, the drilling by the applicant and lack of occurrences 
in natural exposures tend to sustain the opinion and the recoin-
mendation that the application be denied.

The 


claims are approximately 11.0 miles north of Douglas, Wyoming, and 10 


miles northwest of the Box claims (DNEA 11.026). Elevations range from 


approximately 5,190 to 5,290 feet. 


The Lux claims are in the southern Pbwder River Basin,. a. large, 


broad asymmetrical syncline, and are underlain by approximately 200 


feet of red- and drab-colored fluvial elastic rocks of the Eocene 


Wasatch formation. Uranium mineralization is generally restricted to 


a narrow zone of red coloration that extends the length of the southern 


portion of the basin and is concentrated locally in economic deposits

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along the red-drab color contact. The Lux claims probably lie west 


of the now-eroded eastern red-drab contact. i)rilhing by the applicant 


around a small mineralized trash and clay lens in a drab sandstone ap-


parently failed to disclose any significant radioactivity or minerali-


zation.

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A 110-mile road, known as the Highland Iiop Road, connects the 


property with Douglas, the county seat of Converse County, which is 


on U. S. Highway 87.

The Lux claims are in the southern Powder River Basin, a long, 


broad northwest-trending asymmetrical syncline in northeast Wyoming. 


The basin is underlain by fluvial elastic rocks consisting predominantly 


of semi-consolidated and consolidated sandstones, siltstones, claystones 


and minor lignites of the Eocene Wasatch formation. The rocks range 


in color from drab, tan, light brown, and gray to bright hues of red

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Uranium mineralization was observed in only one very restricted 


area in Lux 6. The uranium occurs as yellow coatings and possibly 


as uraninite in a small carbonaceous trash and. clay lens at a depth 


of 12 feet in a drab sandstone. The uranium-bearing lens, 1-1/2 feet 


long and 3 to 14. inches thick, was discovered in a hole drilled by the 


applicant and subsequently exposed by a small pit. Two samples, prob-


ably highly selective, taken by the applicant, assayed 1.85 and 0.11 


percent U308; a 1i-inch channel sample taken across the lens by the 


examiners assayed 0.280 percent U308 and 0.09 percent V205. 


At the time of the examination approximately 60 holes on 25-foot 


centers had. been drilled by the applicant around the "discovery" hole 


in an attempt to delineate an ore body or mineralized area (fig. 2).

CONCLUSIONS AN]) RECO1MENDATIONS 


Natural erosion and. drilling have explored the Lux claim area 


both randomly and systematically without any apparent success in 


disclosing significant amounts of uranium minerals. Although the 


easternmost claims may be in a possibly favorable area, further ex-


ploration cannot be justified on. the information gathered to date. 


The examiners conclude that the chance of discovering significant 


uranium ore by the proposed exploration program is remote and recoin-


mend that the application for exploration assistance be denied.
